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ShotLink Keys to Victory for Peter Malnati

Peter Malnati picked up his 1%t career victory on the PGA TOUR in his 22" career start. At age 28, Malnati was
the 5™ first timer to win in 5 PGA TOUR events last season. At this event, Malnati became the 50" of 97 (52%)
winners on TOUR in there 20’s since the start of the 2013-14 PGA TOUR season.

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Last season, the CC of Jackson played over a stroke under par averaging 70.47 (-1.53) ranking as the 5™ easiest
course on TOUR. The par 4, 15" hole played as the easiest hole on the course playing over a quarter of a stroke

under par. The par 4, 16" hole played as the toughest playing +0.153 strokes over par.

The back 9 at the CC of Jackson yielded nearly a hundred more birdies or better than the front 9 with 785. The back
9 also played nearly a quarter of a stroke (-0.240) easier than the front 9.
