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Royal Portrush 2019 Course Guide

Hughies A very strong opening hole with two bunkers that need to
be avoided from the tee. The priority is to get the ball in play off the
tee and take on the second shot to an elevated two-tier green with a
false front. The reason the hole is such a good one lies almost entirely
with the character of the green which Harry Colt designed. The shapes
are wonderful, dividing the surface into quadrants for flag positions.
The front two spots are the most testing as any shot which is underhit
will fall back off the front and run down the approach or into the
cavernous bunkers.

Giant’s Grave A new tee has added some steel to the drive of the first par
5 with three bunkers to be avoided up the right. A new bunker on the left
side of the fairway will also come into the player’s mind. A good drive is
key to making an eagle or birdie as being in the fairway will help the player
decide whether to carry or lay up in front of the cross bunkers short of the
green. The new green takes the contours of the old green as inspiration
and is another great example of Harry Colt’s work.

Islay The first of the par 3s and a wondrous hole. The tee is one of the
high points on the golf course with a view over most of the links and
out to the Scottish island of Islay. The green falls away on all sides and
requires a very accurate tee-shot to hold the putting surface. If a player
misses, it will be a very difficult up-and-down from all sides.

Fred Daly’s One of the best holes on the course and named after Portrush
local Fred Daly, winner of The Open in 1947. The out of bounds runs
menacingly all the way down the right of the hole so the tee-shot needs to
be threaded between the left fairway bunkers and the out of bounds. The
green is surrounded by sandhills which makes it difficult to hit and the flag
is often partially hidden from sight.

White Rocks The 5% hole enjoys a stunning backdrop as its green
teeters on the edge of the cliffs. Two new bunkers have added some
definition to the tee-shot but expect players to take on the green. It will
be a spectacular hole for spectators to watch with the out of bounds just

a couple of yards over the back of the green. There is a tier in the green
which makes it another challenging one to hit. Players will expect to make
a birdie here but also expect a variety of scores to be made at this hole.

Harry Colt’s The second of the par 3 holes and another spectacular
viewing hole for spectators. With no bunkers around the green, the 6
hole is well defended by the natural undulations of its surrounds. Named
after Harry Colt, who designed the Dunluce layout in the 1930s, the
elevated green has a false front that will punish anything short. Players will
be satisfied with a par 3 here before moving on to a tough stretch of holes.




Curran Point The first of the new holes and a wonderful par 5 cut
through the dunes. A downhill tee-shot from an elevated tee greets the
players. A replica of the ‘Big Nellie’ bunker on the right-hand side is a
spectacular sight but it’s the bunker on the left that will be in play for the
professionals. The second shot presents an uphill challenge through a very
narrow approach to a well-contoured green. The wind conditions will
determine whether players can take on the green in two shots.

Himalayas A strong tee-shot is required to find the corner of the sharp
dog-leg to give an unobstructed view towards the green. There are no
bunkers on this hole - they’re not needed with dramatic contours in play
for both the tee and approach shots. New contours have also been added
to a very long and narrow green to improve its definition and character.

Dunluce The 8% is the second of the new holes, cut from a piece of land
where golf has never been played. A slight dog-leg left with a tee-shot
played out over a ravine tempting the best players in the world to bite

off as much of the steep dune bank as possible. Players will also need to
avoid the bunkers down the right of the fairway to leave the shortest and
simplest shot into the green. Any approach shot missing short and left will
find some difficult spots way below the elevated green.

PG Stevenson’s Two-time Champion Golfer Padraig Harrington once
described this tee-shot as the most difficult in golf. From the tee the
players face a very narrow shot through the mounds either side of the
fairway. An accurate drive to the corner of the hole is required to bring the
green into view for the approach shot. The green sits perched amongst the
sandhills above the level of the fairway with a false front that will punish
any shot landing short.

Tavern Traditionally the hardest hole on the course to the members at
Royal Portrush Golf Club. The hole gently shapes from right to left where
anew bunker on the right will create a dilemma for players looking to
keep the driver in the bag. Two cross bunkers frame the approach making
the green appear closer than it is, with the putting surface defended by a
beautifully shaped links bank to the right leaving a tough up-and-down
for any miss.

Dhu Varren A new tee position has been created to the left of the 11
green adding 50 yards to the hole to allow it to be played as a par 5 in
championship golf. The fairway slopes from left to right making the
bunkers down the right a must to be avoided. The green will be in range
for the majority of the players but it’s a very tricky green that is again
elevated with a false front. Any miss right with the approach could lead
balls back into a stream of water lurking dangerously in the gully to the
right of the green.
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Feather Bed This distinctive and photogenic par 3 sees a dramatic
elevation change from tee to green. The green, unusually, runs from front
to back and is surrounded by five bunkers. An alteration to the front left
portion of the green allows for a tough front pin position to be placed here
during the Championship.

Causeway A new tee has added almost 60 yards to a hole that starts the
finishing stretch of the course. The narrow drive will need to avoid the
bunkers, including the new addition down the left-hand side. The fairway
slopes from right to left but the challenge of the hole is in the second shot
which leads into an elevated hogs-back green with a severe slope to the
front and back and a very difficult bunker to the left.

Calamity Corner Aptly named ‘Calamity’. No bunkers are required
here — the name says it all. The tee-shot is played slightly uphill over an
expansive ravine of rough. Any shot falling short and right is likely to
make for a very difficult up-and-down, potentially from 50 feet below the
green. In 1951 Bobby Locke took one look at the hole and decided to play
to the left during all four rounds. He played into a hollow, now named
after him, and got up-and-down in all four rounds to save par.

Purgatory A new back tee has been added to ensure that a good drive
is required to find the slope to take on the green from the tee. A severe
downslope means players could go for the green off the tee but a new
bunker left will provide some doubt for the players when determining
strategy. Playing conservatively to the top of the hill still leaves a tricky
downhill pitch shot into a narrow green with bunkers left and right.

Skerries An uphill tee-shot to a generous fairway that slopes against the
route of the hole. A new fairway bunker to the right of the fairway will
make players think twice about driver but laying up too far back will leave
the green out of sight for the approach shot. The view of the approach is
arguably the most photogenic on the course. The second shot is key as
the green is small and guarded by bunkers left and a severe slope front
and right.

Babington’s A new tee means driver will be in the player’s mind to
position the ball down into the left portion of the fairway to provide a
view of the green for the second shot. The green sits slightly sideways
with a drop-off to the left that will collect any balls missing on that side.
A strong finishing hole where the wind will be a determining factor in
its difficulty through the Championship. In 1951 Max Faulkner famously
played a miraculous shot from against the out of bounds fence down

the left.

The Greatest Prize of All

The first winner of The Open received not
one penny in prize money. The prestige

of being crowned Champion Golfer of the
Year was considered sufficient reward. And
he was undoubtedly recompensed with a
few pounds by his wealthy backers who
wagered large sums on the outcome of the
three round contest over Prestwick’s 12-hole
course on a windy day in October 1860.

Willie Park was the first to claim the title and he was briefly allowed

to handle the symbol of his success — a wide, red leather belt lavishly
adorned with silver decorations that included a golfing scene on the
exquisitely carved buckle and the Burgh of Prestwick coat of arms

on the back. But the rules of the competition clearly stated that, ‘The
party winning the Belt shall always leave the Belt with the Treasurer of
the Club until he produces a guarantee... that the Belt shall be safely
kept and laid on the table at the next Meeting to compete for until

it becomes the property of the winner by being won three times in
succession and that under a penalty of £25 sterling’.

When Young Tom Morris won the Championship for the third time in
arow in 1870, by the huge margin of 12 strokes and a record score of
149, he proudly took the belt home and left Prestwick Golf Club with
adilemma. The Club asked for assistance from The Royal and Ancient
Golf Club and the Honourable Company in the provision of a new
trophy, with the proposal that the Championship would, in future,

be staged at the three courses in turn. Discussions were at first slow
and non-committal and a year passed without agreement and without
a Championship.

It was not until two days before the
Championship was re-instated in 1872 that a
concord between the three clubs was reached,
leaving no time to commission a new trophy. So
when Young Tom Morris won for the fourth time
he was presented with a medal decorated with
crossed golf clubs, a shield bearing the initials
PGC for Prestwick Golf Club and the words
‘Golf Champion Trophy’. It was not solid gold

as were later medals presented to winners, but
gold-plated base metal that has every appearance
of being an off-the-shelf purchase quickly
inscribed for the occasion in the absence of a
permanent trophy.

But The Royal and Ancient Golf Club and the
Honourable Company of Edinburgh Golfers had
made a commitment to join Prestwick in the
provision of a replacement for the original belt
at a total cost of £30. Mackay Cunningham &

Company of Edinburgh were commissioned to produce a slim and
elegant silver claret jug bearing the words ‘Golf Champion Trophy’.
It was a commission that could not be rushed and the fine detail

of the engraving is testimony to the craftsmanship that went into
its creation.

The hallmarks give chapter and verse of the newly produced Claret
Jug. The castle stamp is the mark of the Edinburgh goldsmiths; the
thistle confirms that it is Scottish sterling silver and the head of
Queen Victoria indicates payment of duty to the Crown. The date
letter R shows just how long Young Tom had to wait before his name
appeared on the new trophy for it proves that the commission was
not completed until 1873/74. Research at the Edinburgh Assay Office
shows that the hallmark changed annually in September at that time.
The first Champion Golfer of the Year to receive the new trophy was,
in fact, the 1873 winner, Tom Kidd, but Tom Morris Junior’s name was
the first to be engraved on it as the 1872 winner.

Following the 1927 Open, which was won at St Andrews by Bobby
Jones, the Club’s Championship Committee took the decision to retain
the Claret Jug in future years and to present the winner with a replica.
During the half century in which the original Claret Jug was used,

28 players held it aloft, including Harry Vardon on a record six
occasions. But at one point during his five Open victories, Tom Watson
was presented with the original rather than the replica. The mix-up
was only discovered when he returned the trophy with a small dent
and it was fully examined by silversmiths before the repair was made.

The original Golf Champion Trophy is on permanent display in

The Royal and Ancient Clubhouse. It sits beside the Challenge Belt,
which was donated to the Club in 1908 by the grandchildren of Tom
Morris Senior.




Entry Conditions

A. Terms
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The 148" Open will be decided by stroke play over four rounds of 18 holes in
accordance with the Rules of Golf as approved by R&A Rules Limited and in
accordance with the Local Rules approved by R&A Championships Limited.
In the event of a tie after four rounds, the winner will be decided by a
play-off by stroke play over an amount of holes to be determined by the
Championship Committee - Professional Events. The competitor with the
lowest aggregate over the extra holes will be declared the winner. If the
competitors are still tied having played these extra holes, a hole by hole
play-off will be played immediately over the 18* hole only until a winner
emerges. If the play-off involves more than 2 competitors, those other than
the winner will be deemed to have tied for 2™ place regardless of their scores
in the play-off.

The starting field will be 156 competitors. The 70 lowest scores over the first
36 holes and any tying for 70" place will qualify for the 3" round on Saturday
20 July and the 4™ round on Sunday 21 July. If a competitor who has posted a
two round total score that will qualify for the 3* round, withdraws before or
after the 3 round draw is made, the competitor’s score will still be used to
calculate the leading 70 places and ties that will determine the cut mark.

In the event of play being either delayed or declared null and void for

any round of The Open, additional play will be at the discretion of the
Championship Committee — Professional Events. Additional play will take
place on Monday 22 July and exceptionally Tuesday 23 July.

R&A Championships Limited arranges publicity before and during The
Open in the Press and by live and recorded radio and television broadcasting
and filming and on the Internet. Each competitor by entering The Open

and by agreeing to these Terms assigns to R&A Championships Limited

and its assignees and licensees the right in perpetuity throughout the world
to make, use, exhibit and reproduce in any way now known or hereafter
devised (and to authorise others to do so) for commercial and other
purposes from time to time and at their discretion, motion pictures, still
pictures, live taped or filmed television, sound recordings and any other
reproductions of any description of the competitor made during or in
connection with The Open (including, without limitation, during practice
and play) without compensation for the competitor or the heirs, successors,
executors, administrators or assignees of the competitor. The competitor
also assigns the right to use and reproduce the competitor’s name, voice,
likeness and biographical material in any way now known or hereafter
devised by R&A Championships Limited for the purpose of promoting The
Open and any subsequent Open Championships, without compensation

for the competitor or the heirs, successors, executors, administrators or
assignees of the competitor including in circumstances where it may include
the logo of a third party or of a sponsor or patron of The Open or any
subsequent Open Championship or any other activities undertaken by R&A
Championships Limited. Competitors will be responsible for ensuring that
their caddies will assign to R&A Championships Limited and its successors
and licensees equivalent rights in relation to the caddie. Notwithstanding
the foregoing grant of rights, R&A Championships Limited and its assignees
and licensees agree that, other than as permitted above, they will not
authorise any company contractually associated with R&A Championships
Limited to use the competitor’s name, voice, likeness and biographical
material in a way which constitutes the endorsement of a product or service,
without first requiring such associated company to obtain the competitor’s
authorisation. Also, to comply with certain contractual limitations relating
to advertising on television, competitors assent that they or their caddies
may not, without the prior approval of R&A Championships Limited,
display any commercial identification on clothing or equipment other than
that customarily affixed to and of the normal size and in the normal position
on any such clothing or equipment. The winner will be entitled to use The
Claret Jug for promotional purposes with commercial partners, provided
always that the winner notifies R&A Championships Limited in advance and
such use will not be excessive, and will be in good taste and respectful of the
tradition and prestige of The Open. In addition, the winner agrees to keep
R&A Championships Limited informed of any other proposed public use of
The Claret Jug. As the owner of all intellectual property rights in and to The
Claret Jug, The R&A may, at its sole discretion, deem any commercial use

of The Claret Jug to be unsuitable, and in such event the winner will ensure
that such use is discontinued. The winner will return The Claret Jug in
person to the Chief Executive of The R&A at a date, time and place required
by the Chief Executive.

Competitors will at all times be liable for the actions of their caddies and
will ensure that the caddies comply with the Terms as they apply to the
competitors. Competitors will ensure that their caddies wear clothing of a
type appropriate to The Open and, in particular, caddies will be required to
wear The Open over-garment or bib of a type and design as will be supplied
by the Championship Committee — Professional Events. Caddies will be
required to wear such an over-garment or bib during official practice rounds
and during The Open. Competitors’ caddies may not wear headgear, visors
or any other items of clothing which displays a logo other than The Open’s
official logo unless such logo represents a contract to which the competitor
was bound at the commencing date of The Open or an existing contract to
which the caddie was bound as at 31 January 2019.

All competitors gaining entry to The Open itself are subject to the
provisions of the PGA European Tour’s Anti-Doping Policy in force at the
date of The Open. Details of the Policy, and the Prohibited Substances

and Prohibited Methods, are available from R&A Championships Limited.
Competitors who are taking medication and in doubt as to their clinical
status should seek advice from R&A Championships Limited not later than
21 days before the start of The Open.

All competitors gaining entry into The Open are subject to the provisions of
The Open Championship’s Anti-Gaming Policy in force at the date of The
Open. Details of the policy are available from R&A Championships Limited.
All competitors gaining entry into The Open are responsible for the
conformity of the equipment they use and may be required to demonstrate
this conformity via participation in testing (detailed below). They should
confirm, in advance, of the conformity to the Rules and the additional Terms
in effect. Testing will be performed on clubs used by randomly selected
competitors, during the practice days for the Championship. This testing
may include analysis of the spring-like effect and groove rules. In addition,
an information service for competitors will be available throughout the
Championship to answer any outstanding questions on the conformity of
their equipment. Those competitors randomly selected will be notified via
the official information board at Royal Portrush.

A copy of the full pace of play policy will be posted at each Championship
venue and will be available on request.

The Model Local Rules in the Official Guide to the Rules of Golf are in effect
for Conforming Driver Heads, Conforming Golf Balls, One Ball Condition
and Groove and Punch Mark Specifications.

Competitors must not ride on any form of transportation during a round
unless authorised by the Championship Committee - Professional Events.
The wearing of jeans of any colour is not permitted whilst practising or
competing during any stage of The Open. Shorts may be worn at Regional
Qualifying and Final Qualifying and whilst practising at The Open. The
Championship Committee — Professional Events will consider any variations
to the policy in the light of extreme weather conditions.

The Championship Committee - Professional Events reserves the right to
amend these Terms and the decision of the Committee will, in all matters,
be final.

These Terms will be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the law
of Scotland.

B. The Open Qualifying Series

@

For those entrants not exempt into The Open under section E, the
qualifying procedure will be as follows:

The Open Qualifying Series (OQS)

With the exception of ties for first place, which will be determined in
accordance with the Terms for the tournament concerned, ties will be
decided in favour of the highest ranked competitor in OWGR at the
commencement of the tournament. If two or more competitors have the
same OWGR, or two or more competitors have no OWGR, then ties will be
decided by a card countback. The card countback will use the back 9 holes
of the course or 6 or 3 or 2 or 1 hole and if a tie still arises, the last 6 or 3 or 2
or 1 hole of the front 9 holes of the course in the final round in OQS. If a tie
still arises the same card countback will be used for the 3%, 2"¢ and 1* rounds
of the tournament.

AUSTRALIA

The leading 3 competitors, not already exempt, in the top 10 and ties of the
2018 Emirates Australian Open.
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SOUTH AFRICA

The leading 3 competitors, not already exempt, in the top 10 and ties of the
2018 South African Open hosted by the City of Johannesburg.
SINGAPORE

The leading 4 competitors, not already exempt, in the top 12 and ties of the
2019 SMBC Singapore Open. The 2018 Asia-Pacific Amateur Champion and
runner-up will receive an invitation to play in OQS Singapore.

JAPAN

The leading 4 competitors, not exempt, in the top 12 and ties of the

2019 Mizuno Open. Blank entries will be made on behalf of competitors
qualifying in this category.

KOREA

The leading 2 competitors, not exempt, in the top 8 and ties of the 2019
KOLON Korean Open. Blank entries will be made on behalf of competitors
qualifying in this category.

SPAIN, IRELAND & SCOTLAND

The leading 3 competitors, not exempt, in the top 10 and ties in the 2019
Andalucia Valderrama Masters, 2019 Dubai Duty Free Irish Open and 2019
Aberdeen Standard Investments Scottish Open. Blank entries will be made
on behalf of competitors qualifying in this category.

USA

The leading 3 competitors, not exempt, in the top 10 and ties in the

2019 Arnold Palmer Invitational presented by Mastercard. The leading

2 competitors, not exempt, in the top 8 and ties in the 2019 The Rocket
Mortgage Classic. The leading competitor, not exempt, in the top 5 and ties
in the 2019 The John Deere Classic. Blank entries will be made on behalf of
competitors qualifying in this category.

CANADA

The leading 3 competitors, not exempt, in the top 10 and ties of the 2019
RBC Canadian Open. Blank entries will be made on behalf of competitors
qualifying in this category.

Final Qualifying (FQ)

Separate FQ competitions of 36 holes each will be played by stroke play on
Tuesday 2 July 2019 at Fairmont St Andrews, Notts (Hollinwell), Prince’s
(The Shore & The Dunes) and St Annes Old Links.

Entrants must intimate on the online entry form their preferred (1-4) FQ
courses they wish to play.

For FQ, the field will be divided evenly between the designated courses.

12 places will be reserved from FQ for The Open and these will also be
divided equally. Any competitor who has qualified through FQ is deemed an
Exempt Competitor.

Ties for last qualifying places in each competition will be decided by hole
by hole play-off as soon as practicable after the last competitors have
finished play.

In the event of play being either delayed or declared null and void for
either round of any FQ, additional play will be at the discretion of the
Championship Committee.

Regional Qualifying (RQ)

To determine qualifiers to FQ, separate RQ competitions of 18 holes each
will be played by stroke play on Monday 24 June 2019 at Alwoodley,
Berwick-upon-Tweed (Goswick), Burhill - New Course, County Louth,
Fairhaven, Frilford Heath - Red Course, Kedleston Park, Minchinhampton
(composite), Northamptonshire County, Panmure, Sandy Lodge, West
Lancashire and Wildernesse. If the entry exceeds the number that can be
accommodated at these courses, additional courses may be added. It may
not be possible to allocate all entrants to their preferred courses.

Entrants must intimate on the online entry form which RQ courses they
wish to play. If the field of any of these competitions does not exceed 40
that particular competition may be cancelled and the entrants concerned
required to play in another RQ. After allowing for competitors who fulfil the
conditions under section D, the number of qualifying places available into
FQ will be determined by the size of each field.

Ties for last qualifying places in each competition will be decided by hole
by hole play-off as soon as practicable after the last competitors finish
their round.

Irrespective of play-off places, see B.(16), reserve places in case of
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subsequent withdrawals from FQ will be decided by a card countback,

if necessary, from each RQ competition.The card countback will use the
second 9 holes or 6 or 3 or 2 or 1 hole and, if a tie still arises, the last 6 or 3 or
2 or L hole of the first 9 holes and, if a tie still arises, by the drawing of lots.
In the event of play being incomplete or declared null and void on Monday
24 June, the competition will continue or take place on Tuesday 25 June

at the same venue. In the event of play being declared null and void on
Tuesday 25 June, the competition will be cancelled and entrance fees
refunded in full. No competitors will go forward from that competition

to FQ.

Entries

Entry into RQ will be accepted from any male professional golfer, from

a male amateur golfer whose playing handicap does not exceed 0.4
(SCRATCH), from a male amateur golfer who has been within WAGR™
listing 1-2,000 (see www.WAGR.com) during the period WAGR™ week
2019/01 to date of entry and from any female golfer in

The top 5 and ties in the 2019 ANA Inspiration.

The top 5 and ties in the 2019 US Women’s Open Championship. Blank
entries will be made on behalf of competitors qualifying in this category.
The top 5 and ties in the 2018 KPMG Women’s PGA Championship.

The top 5 and ties in the 2018 RICOH Women’s British Open Championship.
The top 5 and ties in the 2018 Evian Championship.

Entry into FQ or The Open will be accepted from any golfer who fulfils the
conditions in section D. or section E. respectively.

Amateur entrants from Great Britain & Ireland will be accepted under

the current CONGU handicapping scheme or, from outside Great Britain

& Ireland, under the handicapping scheme adopted by the recognised
authority controlling golf in the country from which they enter.

Amateur entrants from Great Britain & Ireland must enter through the
Secretary of their Home Club. Amateur entrants from the USA will enter
through their home State Association. Other amateur entrants from outside
Great Britain & Ireland will enter through the Secretary of the recognised
authority controlling golf in the country from which they enter.

Entries must be received by the Entries Department no later than

30 May 2019.

Entries will be accepted by the Entries Department only if the following
details are provided.

i. Payment of Entry Fee (£150)

ii. Certification by the PGA, Tour or Secretary of the entrant’s
handicapping authority

iii. Completed Club Information Form (only applicable to Regional
Qualifying entrants) or box ticked to indicate that your Clubs are all post-
2010 models.

Entrance fees will not be refunded unless intimation of withdrawal is
received before the closing date for entries. An administrative charge of £20
will be deducted from all refunds.

The Championship Committee - Professional Events may require
independent certified evidence of the playing ability of entrants.

All entries will be subject to the approval of the Championship Committee
- Professional Events which reserves the right to accept or refuse, or having
accepted, subsequently reject any entry without giving reason for a decision.
The scores and/or performances of Regional Qualifying competitors will

be subject to Championship Committee - Professional Events review. The
Committee reserves the right to refuse any future entry based on a player’s
score and/or performance in any previous Regional Qualifying competition.
The Championship Committee - Professional Events reserves the right to
disqualify any competitor making a false statement on their entry form.

Entry At Final Qualifying is open to:

Past Champions of The Open.

Any competitor with an OWGR ranking in the top 1,000 and ties on the
date of entry. Note: If a player subsequently becomes exempt under D.(2)
after entering Regional Qualifying the player must contact the Entries
Department before the closing date.

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Molinari is first Italian Major winner

Francesco Molinari
continued his stellar 2018
season by winning his first
major at The Open after a
titanic final round battle
at Carnoustie.

A new Carnoustie record of 172,000

spectators were enthralled by events during
The 147" Open, culminating in Italy’s first

winner of the Claret Jug and indeed any major.

Molinari was paired with Tiger Woods on the
final day, starting three shots behind a trio of
Americans atop the leaderboard.

And the Turin native became the 2018
Champion Golfer of the Year after a final
round 69 for an 8-under-par total of 276.
His bogey-free play over the weekend over

the Angus links will go down as one of the
most consistent performances in the history
of The Open.

While the recent history of Carnoustie is
normally players losing the Championship,
Molinari’s performance was much closer
aligned to Gary Player (1968) and Ben
Hogan (1953).

His closing birdie ensured that he’d clinch the
Claret Jug by two shots from Justin Rose, Rory
Mcllroy, Kevin Kisner and Xander Schauffele.

In his opening remarks on becoming
Champion Golfer of the Year, the 35-year-old
said: “What a week! It is incredible to stand
here and I should thank all my family for the
support they give me when I travel all around
the world. This golf course was incredible, the
R&A did an amazing job of setting it up.

“Thave been beaten up around here in

the past and I don't like that feeling. To
play the weekend bogey-free around here
is impressive.”

This win eclipsed Molinari’s previous career
high finish of second in a major at the PGA
Championship in 2017. The Italian made
The Open the ninth tournament win of

his career, a CV which includes the BMW
PGA Championship and the WGC HSBC
Champions event.

Justin Rose shot the best round of the week - a
64 on Saturday to get himself into contention
- while Zander Lombard of South Africa
became the first man to eagle the difficult
finishing hole at Carnoustie on the same day.

A product of 1999 Champion Golfer Paul
Lawrie’s academy, Sam Locke, followed in the
footsteps of Rory Mcllroy to win the Silver
Medal as the leading amateur.

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Faulkner lifts the Claret Jug

The first time that The
Open had been held outside
Scotland or England was

in 1951 on the magnificent
links at Royal Portrush in
Northern Ireland.

It wouldn’t return until 2019 and while the
wait for a British winner of The Open that
followed Max Faulkner’s victory in 1951
was not quite so long, it did take until Tony
Jacklin won at Lytham 18 years later.

Faulkner was a flamboyant character,
who dressed in brightly coloured clothes
in an era when golfing attire was usually
more sombre.

He had been third twice in the Irish Open at
Portrush and rounds of 71 and 70 put him in
the lead.

The myth about the evening before the
final two rounds was that Faulkner was
signing autographs and adding: “Open
Champion 1951”.

A more accurate telling of the tale suggests
that after a 70 in the third round that

put him six strokes ahead, he signed an
autograph for a young boy, whose father
asked that the words “Open Champion”
be added because, “you are going to win,
aren't you?”

Faulkner did as requested but then
thought: “My God, I'd better not lose now.”

Alternatively, the whole thing might just
have been the creation of his ghostwriter
on a London newspaper, a young

Ian Wooldridge.

In reality, Faulkner closed with a 74 for a
total of 285 and had to wait for Antonio
Cerda to finish but a 70 left the Argentine
two shots behind. He would be a runner-up
again two years later.

Charlie Ward was third and Fred Daly, the
1947 Champion Golfer who was playing at
his home club, tied for fourth place.

Having flown home that night, the next day
Faulkner played in a Fathers v Sons cricket
match at his son’s school.
