Lanto Griffin, 2017 Nashville Golf Open – ​Griffin made the cut on the number at 2-under with rounds of 72-70, then 
tied the course record in round two with a 62 and closed with a 68 to play his way into a playoff with Abraham Ancer. 
Griffin won with a 20-foot birdie on the first hole.  

Justin Bolli, 2004 Chattanooga Classic -​ Bolli posted rounds of 72-67 to join 59 others at 5-under-par 137, seven 
shots back of Matthew Jones and Jason Caron. Bolli moved all the way up to a tie for fifth with a third-round 63 
(9-under). He was three shots back of the leader, Chris Anderson. Bolli carded a final-round 65 to get to 21-under 
and win by one shot over Anderson and Johnson Wagner.  

 
Tripp Isenhour, 2000 Mississippi Gulf Coast Open -​ Isenhour posted rounds of 70-75 to join 56 others at 
1-over-par 145, 7 strokes back of co-leaders Mark Hensby and Donnie Hammond. Isenhour’s course-record 64 
moved him to 7-under for the tournament and gave him a 1-shot lead over Don Reese and John Elliott. Isenhour then 
carded a 70 in the final round and won by 2 over Elliott.
