445 YARDS
PAR 4

The Kitchen The hole remains as originally designed in 1887 with

a deep swale running across the fairway at about 250 yards from the
Championship tee. A good drive will find the left hand side of the fairway
avoiding the swales running off to the left and the fairway bunker on the
right at 350 yards. The green is defended by three bunkers at the front and
slopes from front to back, demanding a high approach to hold the green.

421 YARDS
PAR 4

Hogsback Apart from it being lengthened by moving the Championship
tee back, the hole remains as originally designed in 1887. A bold drive
carrying the bunkers on the left will leave a short wedge approach. A safer
line to the right allows a second shot from a flat fairway, but with the risk
of running through the dogleg into the rough. The green is raised slightly
and faces play, falling away into deep swales both left and right. Putts
from above the hole can break sharply.

239 YARDS
PAR 3

Up until The Open returned to Royal Portrush, the 3 hole was the only
par 3 in the pool of courses without a bunker. The only tree on the course
(a stunted blackthorn) grows to the right of the green. The hole was
originally designed as a blind tee shot over a sandy waste to a green hidden
further to the right towards the Championship tee of the 4™ hole. Today
the long tee shot, usually played with the prevailing wind into the face and
off the right, is aimed at a long, narrow, two-tiered green, nestling into a
dune. Anything short and left will fall away into the swale; anything to the
right can hold up on the bank leaving a deft chip. Putting down the tier
demands great touch and judgement.

491 YARDS
PAR 4

Keeper’s Named after the Keeper’s Cottage once situated behind the
green. Again the hole still plays to the original 1887 design. The huge
bunker on the dune on the line of the drive is known as ‘the Himalaya’,
and is among the largest in golf. A good drive will fly the Himalaya and
find the flat area of fairway known as the ‘Elysian Fields’. The straighter
drive line to the left can run off into deep swales or rough. The heavily
contoured green is well protected with Out of Bounds over the back, a
‘Valley of Sin’ falling six feet front left of the green and a steep run off to
the right. Accurate clubbing onto a small landing area is vital.

Sea Hole Your first view of the sea from the tee. An obvious hollow, short and
right of the fairway, is known as ‘Lady Astor’s Hollow’, after the MP who lived in
the large house adjacent to the 5 hole in the 1900s. She would chip the ball from
her back garden into the hollow and then onto the fairway to start her round.
The sandy waste area to the left of the fairway, known as the ‘Sahara’ is guarded
by three bunkers. Down-wind, a bold player may risk carrying the dunes and
drive the green, but otherwise should aim for a small area of flat fairway is known
as ‘Campbell’s Table’, which was originally the 6* tee, and is named after Bill
Campbell, the famous US Walker Cup player who managed to land on itin all
four rounds on the way to winning all four of his matches in the 1967 Walker Cup.
From here you have a short club approach to a bunker-less green.

The Maiden Named by the Club’s founder because the shape of the dune
to the left of the green reminded him of the ‘Jungfrau’ in Switzerland. The
tee shot is to a long two-tiered green, running at a diagonal to the tee and
bunkered on all four sides. Played into a natural spectator amphitheatre,
perhaps the biggest cheer of The Open in 2011 was raised for Tom
Watson’s hole-in-one here.



Strath The first of the two par fives. The large bunkers framing the drive
are known as ‘the spectacles’, the gap between them leading up to the
high point of the fairway visible from the tee at 280 yards. From here the
fairway turns left and so the player on the tee is faced with judging how
much of the dog-leg he dares take on. Take on too much and thick rough
awaits, but a safer pushed or straight drive can run into one of three
bunkers on the right hand side of the fairway. The approach is to a large
green sloping from right to left away from the sea, defended by bunkers
front right and rear left. Definitely an eagle opportunity if your drive is in
the fairway.

450 YARDS
PAR 4

Hades Originally a blind par 3, played to a two-tiered green well short of,
and to the right of, the current green and fairway. The hole was rebuilt as
one of the course changes which presaged the return of The Open in 1981.
The hole, now usually played into wind, requires an accurate uphill drive
avoiding bunkers at 290 yards on the right. The approach to the dune
framed green is over 80 yards of rough, to a long deceptively contoured
putting surface defended by bunkers left and right. The hole always plays
amongst the hardest holes in The Open.

Corsets A relatively short hole, played to a distinctively contoured green.
The old bunkers, now in the right hand rough which straddled the original
fairway, were known as ‘the corsets’. The deep gulley just short of the
fairway is known as ‘the nullah’ (an Indian Army term for a watercourse or
ravine) and remains cut out to assist the shorter hitter. A good drive will
finish on a flat area of fairway about 100 yards from the green. The green
falls away steeply in a swale to the right and is defended by bunkers short
left. A diagonal ridge running across the green makes the ability to judge
significant breaks on putts critical.

The original green was built in the low ground beyond the present green,
giving the early members an entirely blind second shot. Today, a drive
down the left side of the fairway, avoiding one bunker, gives the best line
of approach to a long narrow elevated green, built on the horizon. The
ground falls away steeply to the left and beyond the green, while two pot
bunkers guard the front right. Severely bunkered to the left, any approach
landing short and left of centre will find its way into two deep bunkers or
into a deep swale with very tight lies. Tom Kite’s challenge withered here
when leading The Open in 1985.

238 YARDS

The hole was originally played as a par four from a tee in the low ground
behind and to the right of the current Championship tee. The tee shot

is now played to a large green, sloping from back left to front right,
bunkered on both sides, and defended by a grass bank at the back of the
green to catch any overs. The sloping surface will tend to feed anything
short or left into the sand. The green has one of the most difficult surfaces
to read, and Club ‘lore’ suggests you never give a putt on the 11!

379 YARDS
PAR 4

Lemonade The original hole was known as ‘Lemonade or Gingerbeer’,
from the days when refreshments on the tee were served by vendors from
the Bay Road. This is the shortest par four on the course but the heavily
undulating fairway, which naturally rolls across the lines of the dunes in a
dog leg to the right and the subtle bunkering sitting in natural hollows, make
it far from easy. Downwind, players may challenge the green from the tee,
but a green which naturally pushes approaches left and into swales adds risk
to a bolder approach.
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Princes Named after neighbouring Prince’s, as the hole runs down to a
green beside the old Prince’s Clubhouse. The second bunker on the right of
the fairway was created by a WW2 German bomb, jettisoned from a Heinkel
being chased back across the Channel in 1940. This first hole in a demanding
finishing stretch requires an accurate drive to a fairway defended by
bunkers on both sides. Under hit approaches to a long green will be swept
into bunkers front right and left. The green generally falls away from right to
left with a prominent ridge running the length of the green and a long valley
up the right hand side. The contours put a premium on an accurate second
shot as chipping or putting over or across the ridge can be hazardous.

The Suez Canal Named because of the ditch crossing the fairway at
about 330 yards from the tee. The Suez Canal runs into the drain called the
Swilcan Burn flowing down the right-hand side of the 14™ fairway, which
marks the out of bounds stretching from tee to green. The second par five,
wind direction and strength play a huge part of how to approach this hole.
A safe drive will favour the left of the fairway but leaves a long approach
to the green aiming towards the out of bounds. It was here Dustin Johnson
found his demise when challenging strongly in 2011. A shorter approach
will find a flat area of fairway between bunkers and the apron, demanding
an accurate chip onto an elevated green with turbulent contours, with
banks to left, right and rear which can throw a ball out of play.

This hole also remains largely unchanged since 1887, is the longest par
four on the course and is the third in a demanding finishing stretch of six
holes. The drive needs to thread bunkers to the left and right, those on the
right of the fairway are known as ‘the Marmalades’ after Rex and Lister
Hartley, who were prominent US Walker Cup golfers and members of

the jam-making family of old. The second shot needs to clear the bunkers
short of a swale defending the approach and hold a narrow diagonally
aligned green that is heavily contoured. Balls falling away to the right face
a difficult pitch or putt up a steep bank, often to a pin placed tight to the
short side.

The 16" hole was the scene of Tony Jacklin scoring the first hole in one
captured on live television, playing in the Dunlop Masters tournament in
1967. More recently the bunker to the right of the green was the cause of
Thomas Bjorn taking a double-bogey when leading The Open in 2003. The
green slopes from back to front and is ringed by bunkers left, centre and
right, but is wide enough to make a 50ft putt not uncommon. A right side
pin position drags a weak shot towards the sand, whilst a partly hidden
pin position on the left also frequently brings the left hand bunkers

into play.

‘Punch Bowl’. Named after the original green which was built in the
swale, evident at the front right and below the current green. A good drive
from the tee with a slight draw will follow the line of the hump backed
fairway. The approach is then to an elevated green with a severe false
front, which is defended by bunkers on the right and a swale to the left.
The green, usually one of the quickest, slopes from back to front, leaving a
fast down-hill putt for any approach going past the hole.

‘Home’. The drive from an elevated tee will give players a panoramic
view of the packed stands. The ideal drive up the left side of the fairway
must risk a series of bunkers between 290 and 350 yards but will then
give an ideal line into the green, where pin positions tend to favour the
centre and right hand side. The right hand side of the green is protected
by a deep bunker on the front right corner but falls away on the left into a
steep swale named ‘Duncan’s Hollow’. From here George Duncan failed
to get up and down during The Open in 1922 to lose to Walter Hagen.
Sandy Lyle also took three to get down from here in 1985 in clinching the
Championship in dramatic style.

The Greatest Prize of All

he firstwinner of The Openreceived
I notone penny in prize money.

The prestige of being crowned
Champion Golfer of the Year was considered
sufficientreward. And he was undoubtedly
recompensed with afew pounds by his
wealthy backers who wageredlarge sums on
the outcome of the three round contest over
Prestwick’s12-hole course onawindy dayin
October1860.

Willie Park was the first to claim the title and
he was briefly allowed to handle the symbol of
his success — a wide, red leather belt lavishly
adorned with silver decorations that included a
golfing scene on the exquisitely carved buckle
and the Burgh of Prestwick coat of arms on the
back. But the rules of the competition clearly
stated that, ‘The party winning the Belt shall
always leave the Belt with the Treasurer of the
Club until he produces a guarantee... that the
Belt shall be safely kept and laid on the table

at the next Meeting to compete for until it
becomes the property of the winner by being
won three times in succession and that under a
penalty of £25 sterling’.

When Young Tom Morris won the
Championship for the third time in a row in
1870, by the huge margin of 12 strokes and
arecord score of 149, he proudly took the

belt home and left Prestwick Golf Club with
adilemma. The Club asked for assistance
from The Royal and Ancient Golf Club and
the Honourable Company in the provision
of a new trophy, with the proposal that the
Championship would, in future,be staged
at the three courses in turn. Discussions
were at first slow and non-committal and a
year passed without agreement and without
a Championship.

It was not until two days before the
Championship was re-instated in 1872 that a
concord between the three clubs was reached,
leaving no time to commission a new trophy.
So when Young Tom Morris won for the fourth
time he was presented with a medal decorated
with crossed golf clubs, a shield bearing the
initials PGC for Prestwick Golf Club and the
words ‘Golf Champion Trophy’. It was not
solid gold as were later medals presented to
winners, but gold-plated base metal that has
every appearance of being an off-the-shelf
purchase quickly inscribed for the occasion in
the absence of a permanent trophy.

But The Royal and Ancient Golf Club and the
Honourable Company of Edinburgh Golfers
had made a commitment to join Prestwick in
the provision of a replacement for the original
belt at a total cost of £30. Mackay Cunningham

The first Champion Golfer of
the Year toreceive the new
trophywas, infact, the 1873
winner, Tom Kidd, but Tom
Morris Junior’s name was the
firsttobe engraved onitas the
1872 winner.

& Company of Edinburgh were commissioned
to produce a slim and elegant silver claret jug
bearing the words ‘Golf Champion Trophy’.

It was a commission that could not be

rushed and the fine detail of the engraving is
testimony to the craftsmanship that went into
its creation.

The hallmarks give chapter and verse of the
newly produced Claret Jug. The castle stamp
is the mark of the Edinburgh goldsmiths; the
thistle confirms that it is Scottish sterling
silver and the head of Queen Victoria indicates
payment of duty to the Crown. The date

letter R shows just how long Young Tom had
to wait before his name appeared on the new
trophy for it proves that the commission was
not completed until 1873/74. Research at

the Edinburgh Assay Office shows that the
hallmark changed annually in September at
that time. The first Champion Golfer of the
Year to receive the new trophy was, in fact,
the 1873 winner, Tom Kidd, but Tom Morris
Junior’s name was the first to be engraved on it
as the 1872 winner.

Following the 1927 Open, which was won

at St Andrews by Bobby Jones, the Club’s
Championship Committee took the decision
to retain the Claret Jug in future years and to
present the winner with a replica. During the
half century in which the original Claret Jug
was used, 28 players held it aloft, including
Harry Vardon on a record six occasions. But
at one point during his five Open victories,
Tom Watson was presented with the original
rather than the replica. The mix-up was only
discovered when he returned the trophy with
asmall dent and it was fully examined by
silversmiths before the repair was made.

The original Golf Champion Trophy is on
permanent display in The Royal and Ancient
Clubhouse. It sits beside the Challenge Belt,
which was donated to the Club in 1908 by the
grandchildren of Tom Morris Senior.



Entry Conditions

A. TERMS

(1) The 149" Open will be decided by stroke play over four rounds of 18 holes in
accordance with the Rules of Golf as approved by R&A Rules Limited and in
accordance with the Local Rules approved by R&A Championships Limited
(The R&A).

In the event of a tie after four rounds, the winner will be decided by a play-
off by stroke play over an amount of holes to be determined by the Open
Championships Committee. The player with the lowest aggregate over the
extra holes will be declared the winner. If the players are still tied having
played these extra holes, a hole-by-hole play-off will be played immediately
over the 18" hole only until a winner emerges. If the play-off involves more
than 2 players, those other than the winner will be deemed to have tied for
2™ place regardless of their scores in the play-off.

The starting field will be 156 players. The 70 lowest scores over the first 36
holes and any tying for 70" place will qualify for the 3" round on Saturday
17 July and the 4" round on Sunday 18 July. If a player who has posted a

two round total score that will qualify for the 3* round, withdraws before
or after the 3" round draw is made, the player’s score will still be used to
calculate the leading 70 places and ties that will determine the cut mark.

In the event of play being either delayed or declared null and void for any
round of The Open, additional play will be at the discretion of the Open
Championships Committee. Additional play will take place on Monday 19
July and exceptionally Tuesday 20 July.

The R&A arranges publicity before and during The Open in the Press, by
live and recorded radio and television broadcasting and filming and on
digital channels. Each player agrees to make reasonable efforts during the
Championship to attend press conferences and to co-operate with the media
in support of The Open including, appearances for The R&A’s broadcast
partners. Each player, by entering The Open and thereby agreeing to these
Terms, assigns to The R&A and its assignees and licensees the right in
perpetuity throughout the world to make, use, exhibit and reproduce in any
way now known or hereafter devised (and to authorise others to do so) for
commercial and other purposes from time to time and at their discretion,
motion pictures, still pictures, live taped or filmed television, sound
recordings and any other reproductions of any description of the player and/
or their caddie made during or in connection with The Open (including,
without limitation, during practice and play) without compensation for

the player or caddie or the heirs, successors, executors, administrators or
assignees of the player or caddie. The player also assigns to The R&A the
right to use and reproduce the player’s and/or caddie’s name, voice, likeness
and biographical material in any way now known or hereafter devised
without compensation for the player or caddie or the heirs, successors,
executors, administrators or assignees of the player or caddie including in
circumstances where it may include the logo of a third party or of a sponsor
or patron of The Open or any subsequent Open Championship or any other
activities undertaken by The R&A. Players will be responsible for ensuring
that they hold all the necessary rights to grant the above assignations,
including appropriate agreements with their caddies. Notwithstanding the
foregoing grant of rights, The R&A and its assignees and licensees agree
that, other than as permitted above, they will not authorise any company
contractually associated with The R&A to use the player’s or caddie’s name,
voice, likeness and biographical material in a way which constitutes the
endorsement of a product or service, without first requiring such associated
company to obtain the player’s authorisation. Also, to comply with certain
contractual limitations relating to advertising on television, players assent
that they or their caddies may not, without the prior approval of The R&A,
display any commercial identification on clothing or equipment other than
that customarily affixed to and of the normal size and in the normal position
on any such clothing or equipment.

Players will at all times be liable for the actions of their caddies and will
ensure that the caddies comply with the Terms as they apply to the players.
Players will ensure that their caddies wear clothing of a type appropriate

to The Open and, in particular, caddies will be required to wear The Open
over-garment or bib of a type and design as will be supplied by the Open
Championships Committee. Caddies will be required to wear such an over-
garment or bib during official practice rounds and during The Open. Players’
caddies may not wear headgear, visors or any other items of clothing

which displays a logo other than The Open’s official logo unless such logo

represents a contract to which the player or the caddie was bound as at
31 January 2021.

All players gaining entry to The Open itself are subject to the provisions of
the PGA European Tour’s Anti-Doping Policy in force at the date of The
Open. Details of the Policy, and the Prohibited Substances and Prohibited
Methods, are available from The R&A. Players who are taking medication
and in doubt as to their clinical status should seek advice from The R&A not
later than 21 days before the start of The Open.

All players gaining entry into The Open are subject to the provisions of The
Open’s Anti-Corruption and Betting Policy in force at the date of The Open.

All players gaining entry to The Open are subject to The R&A’s Code of
Conduct and any additional safety protocols relating to COVID-19 as issued to
players and updated by The R&A and/or its safety advisers from time to time.
All players gaining entry into The Open are responsible for the conformity
of the equipment they use and may be required to demonstrate this
conformity via participation in testing (detailed below).

In addition, an information service for players will be available throughout
The Open to answer any outstanding questions on the conformity of their
equipment. Those players randomly selected will be notified via the official
information board at The Open.

A copy of the full pace of play policy will be posted at The Open and will be
available on request.

The Model Local Rules in the Official Guide to the Rules of Golf are in effect
for G-1 Conforming Driver Heads, G-3 Conforming Golf Balls, G-4 One Ball
Condition and G-2 Groove and Punch Mark Specifications.

Model Local Rule G-6 is in effect. A player or caddie must not ride on any
form of motorized transportation except as authorised or later approved

by the Open Championships Committee. The R&A will only consider
requests for use of motorized transportation where (i) the player making
the request has a disability and (ii) the need for transportation results from
that disability. Any requests by a player to use any form of transportation
must be made not less than 60 days in advance of the relevant qualifying
competition or The Open. All requests must be made in accordance with
the procedures outlined in The R&A’s Transportation Policy, available on
request from The R&A.

The wearing of jeans of any colour is not permitted whilst practising or
competing during any stage of The Open. Shorts may be worn at Regional
Qualifying and Final Qualifying and whilst practising at The Open. The
Open Championships Committee will consider any variations to the policy
in the light of extreme weather conditions.

The Open Championships Committee reserves the right to amend these
Terms and the decision of the Committee will, in all matters, be final.

These Terms will be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the law
of Scotland.
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THE OPEN QUALIFYING SERIES
For those entrants not exempt into The Open under section E, the
qualifying procedure will be as follows:

THE OPEN QUALIFYING SERIES (0QS)

With the exception of ties for first place, which will be determined in
accordance with the Terms for the tournament concerned, ties will

be decided in favour of the highest ranked player in OWGR at the
commencement of the tournament. If two or more players have the same
OWGR, or two or more players have no OWGR, then ties will be decided by
a card countback. The card countback will use the back 9 holes of the course
or 6 or3or2or1lhole and if a tie still arises, the last 6 or 3 or 2 or 1 hole of
the front 9 holes of the course in the final round in OQS. If a tie still arises
the same card countback will be used for the 3", 2"d and 1* rounds of the
tournament.

AUSTRALIA

The leading 3 players, not already exempt, in the top 10 and ties of the 2019
Emirates Australian Open.

SOUTH AFRICA

The leading 3 players, not already exempt, in the top 10 and ties of the 2020
South African Open hosted by the City of Johannesburg.
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SINGAPORE

The leading 4 players, not already exempt, in the top 12 and ties of the 2020
SMBC Singapore Open. The 2019 Asia-Pacific Amateur Champion and
runner-up will receive an invitation to play in OQS Singapore.

USA

The leading 3 players, not exempt, in the top 10 and ties in the 2020 Arnold
Palmer Invitational presented by Mastercard.

FINAL QUALIFYING (FQ)

Separate FQ competitions of 36 holes each will be played by stroke play

on Tuesday 29 June 2021 at Hollinwell (home of Notts), Prince’s (Shore &
Dunes), St Annes Old Links and West Lancashire.

Entrants must intimate on the online entry form their preferred (1-4) FQ
courses they wish to play. Allocation of FQ courses will be at the sole
discretion of The R&A.

For FQ, the field will be divided evenly between the designated courses.

A minimum of 12 places will be reserved from FQ. Any player who has
qualified through FQ is deemed an Exempt Player.

Ties for last qualifying places in each competition will be decided by hole by
hole play-off as soon as practicable after the last players have finished play.
In the event of play being either delayed or declared null and void for
either round of any FQ, additional play will be at the discretion of the Open
Championships Committee.

REGIONAL QUALIFYING (RQ)

To determine qualifiers to FQ, separate RQ competitions of 18 holes each
will be played by stroke play on Saturday 26 June and Sunday 27 June at
Hollinwell (home of Notts), Prince’s (Shore & Dunes), St Annes Old Links
and West Lancashire. For 2021, entry into each RQ venue and date, will

be determined by a first-come first-served basis. It may not be possible to
allocate all entrants to their preferred courses. All qualifiers and reserves
from each RQ venue will only play or be reserves for the same venue at FQ.
In the eventuality that The R&A receive entries that exceed the maximum
field size for each Regional Qualifying competitions, The R&A reserve the
right to reject further entries and/or operate a waiting list.

Entrants must intimate on the online entry form which RQ courses and dates
they wish to play. If the field of any of these competitions does not exceed
40, that particular competition may be cancelled and the entrants concerned
required to play in another RQ. After allowing for players who fulfil the
conditions under section D, the number of qualifying places available into
FQ will be determined by the size of each field. Allocation of RQ courses will
be at the sole discretion of The R&A.

Ties for last qualifying places in each competition will be decided by hole by
hole play-off as soon as practicable after the last players finish their round.
Irrespective of play-off places, see B.(12), reserve places in case of
subsequent withdrawals from FQ will be decided by a card countback, if
necessary, from each RQ competition. The card countback will use the back
9 holes or 6 or 3 or 2 or 1 hole and, if a tie still arises, the last 6or3 or2 or1
hole of the front 9 holes and, if a tie still arises, by the drawing of lots.

In the event of play being incomplete or declared null and void on Saturday
26 June or Sunday 27 June, the competition will continue or take place on
the following day at the same venue. In the event of play being declared

null and void on Sunday 27 June or Monday 28 June respectively, the
competition will be cancelled and entrance fees refunded in full. No players
will go forward from that competition to FQ.

ENTRIES

Entry into RQ will be accepted from any male professional golfer, from
a male amateur golfer whose playing handicap does not exceed 0.4
(SCRATCH), from a male amateur golfer who has been within WAGR™
listing 1-2,000 (see www.WAGR.com) during the period WAGR™ week
2021/01 to date of entry and from any female golfer in

(ii) The top 5 and ties in the 2020 & 2021 US Women’s Open
Championship. Blank entries will be made on behalf of players
qualifying in this category.

Entry into FQ or The Open will be accepted from any golfer who fulfils the
conditions in section D. or section E. respectively.
Amateur entrants from Great Britain & Ireland will be accepted under the
current World Handicap System or, from outside Great Britain & Ireland,
under the handicapping scheme adopted by the recognised authority
controlling golf in the country from which they enter.

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Home favourite Lowry

crowned Champion

tmayhave taken 68years for The Open

toreturnto NorthernIreland butit

was worth the waitas home favourite

Shane Lowry emerged triumphant

atRoyal Portrush. The man from the
island of Ireland provided a fitting conclusion
toan historic week on the County Antrim
coast, thrilling the partisan crowds enroute to
claiming the prestigious Claret Jug.

“It’s just incredible to be sitting here with

a trophy in front of me,” he said after his
victory. “Look at the names on it. I couldn’t
believe that it was me. I couldn’t believe it
was happening. I thought about it all day but
I didn’t really let myself think about it until I
hit my tee shot on 17. As soon as I hit that tee
shot, I knew that I couldn’t really lose a ball
from there, and that’s how I felt.”

Lowry had flown under the radar in the build
up to The 148" Open as Northern Ireland’s

18

Darren Clarke, Graeme McDowell and Rory
Mcllroy attracted all the attention. But once
honorary starter Clarke kicked off the first
Open to be held outside mainland Great
Britain since Portrush last hosted in 1951, the
county Offaly native quickly came to the fore.

The 32-year-old, who had missed his last four
cuts at The Open, went into the weekend with
a share of the lead with American veteran

JB Holmes after carding impressive back-to-
back 67s. He then landed a knockout blow on
Saturday with a sensational bogey-free 63 - a
course record for the new Portrush layout - to
take a healthy four-shot advantage into the
final round.

Lowry even had a birdie chance on the 18" to
equal the lowest round in major history set by
Branden Grace at Royal Birkdale in 2017 only
for it to slide agonisingly left of the hole. One
of the greatest rounds in Open history had put

him on the brink of victory and captured the
imagination of the Irish crowd as they roared
him on every step of the way.

Having set a new 54-hole scoring record for
The Open, Lowry held his nerve in the wind
and rain on Sunday to see off the challenge
of Tommy Fleetwood and be crowned
Champion Golfer. His final round of 72 was
enough to complete a dominant six-shot
victory over the Englishman.

Lowry was not the only player to write his
name into the Open record books either, with
Ryan Fox setting a back-nine record score

at The Open of 29 with six birdies in seven
holes on Thursday. That day Emiliano Grillo
also claimed the first hole-in-one at The Open
since 2016 when he aced the 13®, but it was
ultimately Lowry’s week as he soaked in the
adulation from his maiden major win.

The Open produces a surprise young Champion

oyal St George’s was the

setting for the2003 Open

Championship. Since the

lastOpenhad been played

therein1993, the course had
beenlengthened and toughened. A dry, hot
summer had produced hard fairways, and the
dramaticundulations of the course would
meanunsuspected ballbounces for many of
the players throughout the competition.

The first day’s strong, gusty winds provided
testing conditions for the competitors.
Defending Champion Ernie Els was never
quite in control and finished with 78. Colin
Montgomerie was forced to retire during
his round due to a hand injury and Tiger
Woods, of whom great things were once
again expected, took seven at the first hole
and finished with 73. Others had a more
encouraging start. Veteran Greg Norman
played attacking golf and scored 69, one of
only five competitors with sub-par scores.
Little-known American Ben Curtis was
pleased with his round of 72. The first day
leader was Hennie Otto, a young South
African, who played an excellent round of 68.

The second day saw higher scores. Tiger

returned a more satisfying 72, leaving him
only four strokes off the lead. In contrast
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to the previous day, Els had the best round,
scoring 68. Greg Norman also had a reversal
of fortunes; with a score of 79, the course
seemed to have got the better of him. Leader
Hennie Otto scored 76 and slipped to fourth
place, tied with six others, including Curtis,
who had scored another respectable 72. Davis
Love III had a lucky day. He hit a boundary
marker at the 14™, but his ball bounced back
into play, saving his score, and he finished as
the second day leader with a total of 141.

The third day dawned hot and balmy, and
low scores were more frequent. To the
crowds’ delight, Nick Faldo shot 67, the
lowest score of the week. Pierre Fulke

and Mark Roe also shot 67, but huge
disappointment followed for Roe and his
playing partner Jesper Parnevik. They were
disqualified from the competition following
their failure to exchange cards. Vijay Singh
and Woods recorded much improved scores
of 69 and moved up to tie for third with

Ben Curtis, who had played another very
composed round, along with Kenny Perry
and Sergio Garcia. Els made no further ground
and carded a disappointing 72. It was Thomas
Bjorn who took the lead after this round. His
steady and efficient score of 69 made him the
only player to complete three rounds under
par. However, everything was left to play for

as only three shots separated him from eight
other players.

The final round was characterised more by
disappointing collapses than outstanding
challenges, yet Open veterans Greg Norman
and Nick Faldo had inspiring rounds, Norman
scoring 68 and tying for 18" and Faldo
finishing in tied-eighth position. In the end,
the title was within the reach of five players.
Bjorn, Woods, Singh, Love and Curtis all
played tight final rounds but found difficulties
at the closing holes. Despite a score of 69,
Curtis had bogeys at the 14*, 15* and 17*.
Tiger dropped a shot at the 15*, scoring 71 and
finishing on 285, tied with Love. Singh lost a
critical shot at the 16" and shot 70, finishing
with 284. Curtis was in the clubhouse with
283, and the only other possible winner was
Bjorn. He arrived at the 15% tee three strokes
ahead of Curtis but immediately dropped
ashot. At the 16" he found sand and twice
watched his shot spin back into the bunker. A
double-bogey-five ensued.

Now level with Curtis, his drive caught the
rough on the right at the 17* and he ended
with a bogey-five. Bjorn now needed a birdie
to force a play-off. This was not to be and he
finished on 284. Ben Curtis, playing in his first
Major, was the Open Champion.
