
Today – Rainfall from last  night: 0.90”. The cold front has passed through Exuma with just a few lingering 
showers possible this morning. Otherwise, drier air will filter across the central Bahamas this afternoon 
with skies slowly clearing. Northwest winds can be expected throughout the day with gusts of 20-25 mph 
possible, strongest this afternoon. Sunrise: 6:48am / Sunset: 5:39pm

Extended forecast – Dry conditions are anticipated through Wednesday, although with high pressure 
centered north of the Bahamas, winds will remain brisk. Gusts of 20-25 mph can be expected, with 
strongest winds on Wednesday. A more active pattern is expected to take shape by the end of the week 
with an increasing chance for rain and maybe T-storms across the northern Bahamas (Abaco) Friday into 
Saturday.
