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WEATHER FORECAST

Issued: 6am Wednesday, January 19, 2022
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Today — A mix of clouds and sun is expected today with increased easterly winds in place. Gusts of 20-25
mph will be possible, especially near the ocean. Moisture levels will increase today so a passing shower

can’t be completely ruled out this afternoon. Regardless, dry conditions are favored throughout the day.
Sunrise: 6:47am / Sunset: 5:41pm
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Extended forecast — A transition to a more humid and unstable airmass will begin to unfold across the
Bahamas on Thursday with showers/T-storms becoming possible. A slow-moving front will then approach
the Bahamas on Friday and linger over the region through the weekend. Timing out the highest chances
for showers/T-storms remains tricky, so precipitation chances in the forecast will be capped at 40% each
day Friday-Sunday until confidence increases. One or two of these day will likely see rain chances

increased once timing of individual upper-level disturbances is solidified.
