
Today – Clouds are prevalent this morning and even a light rain shower or sprinkles could occur before 
11am. Otherwise, some breaks in the clouds should develop this afternoon with a low threat for an 
isolated shower/T-storm. Compared to yesterday, showers/T-storms are much more likely to stay in the 
higher terrain. A high near 80 degrees is expected with southwest winds mostly under 10 mph. Forecast 
rainfall: Less than 0.05”. Sunrise: 6:30am / Sunset: 8:33pm

Extended forecast – A weak cold front is expected to reach the eastern Tennessee this evening with 
showers/T-storms possible overnight. This front is expected to clear the area by Sunday morning which 
likely keeps and shower/T-storm development Sunday afternoon over the higher terrain east of Knoxville. 
Another weak front will pass through the area on Monday with a light threat for showers/T-storms 
returning to the forecast.
