2019 champion Lanto Griffin opened with a 2-under 68

Making his tournament debut, Matthew Wolff made four birdies and two bogeys, good for a 2-under 68
Seung-yul Noh and Charley Hoffman withdrew with back injuries prior to the start of round one and were
