Talor Gooch (2"/-17)

Made six birdies and an eagle at the par-5 13™ to post a bogey-free 8-under 63, one stroke shy of his career-low score

In three starts this season, has finished inside the top five on two occasions (T4/Fortinet Championship, T5/THE CJ CUP @
SUMMIT); finished just outside the top-10 at the Shriners Children’s Open (T11)

In two previous starts at the World Wide Technology Championship at Mayakoba, finished T41 in 2017 and T55 in 2019

Through 54 holes, ranks T66 in fairways hit; 5-of-14/R1, 6-0f-14/R2, 8-0f-14/R3 (19-0f-42)

In two previous starts at the World Wide Technology Championship at Mayakoba, finished T23 in 2014 and T12 last season
In only previous start this season on the PGA TOUR, finished T18 at THE CJ CUP @ SUMMIT on the strength of a final-round
8-under 64

Seeks a 15 career TOUR title in his 180%™ start this week; most recent victory came at THE PLAYERS Championship earlier
in the calendar year (2020-21 season)

Looks to extend his streak of claiming at least one TOUR title a season to seven
