Keith Mitchell (T2/-8) is the only player at T2 or better with a victory on the PGA TOUR (2019 Honda Classic)

California native Brandon Wu (T2/-8) hit 17 of 18 greens en route to 5-under 66 at Monterey Peninsula Country Club; in
search of first career TOUR win in his 48" TOUR start

Justin Rose (T11/-6) records a hole-in-one at No. 15 at Spyglass using a pitching wedge; marks his third career ace on the
PGA TOUR and first since the 2007 FedEx St. Jude Championship (formerly The Barclays); best finish in three prior starts at
