Re-Introducing the “New” Colonial.



GIL HANSE GOLF COURSE RENOVATION
HIGHLIGHTS

Immediately after the conclusion of the 2023 Charles Schwab Challenge,
renowned golf course architects Gil Hanse and Jim Wagner, with their team, descended
onto the Colonial golf course to embark on the most significant renovation and
modernization project in the course’s history. The course opened in 1936 and has
undergone a variety of changes over the decades, including a 1969 flood-control project
by the Corps of Engineers that dramatically altered the Trinity River channel forming the
north border of the golf course.

“It will still be the revered Colonial course we are all familiar with seeing and
playing, but the Hanse work will improve, update and maximize this legendary course and
routing,” noted Frank Cordeiro, General Manager of Colonial Country Club. The course
re-opens just in time for the 2024 Charles Schwab Challenge in late May.

The course has been consistently ranked among the best in Texas and America,
and is one of the most popular stops among PGA Tour players. In a Golf Digest 2011
survey of PGA TOUR pros, they named Colonial in their top five favorite Tour courses
to play. At 78 years and counting Colonial boasts by far the longest-running PGA Tour-
sponsored event held at the same golf course.
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GIL HANSE GOLF COURSE RENOVATION
HIGHLIGHTS

e The project addressed every aspect of the course infrastructure, including a
state-of-the-art irrigation system as well as new bunkers, tees and greens.
New subterranean cooling and heating systems for the green complexes will
manage and adjust soil temperatures for superior growth and plant health, to
maximize playability, aesthetics and consistency throughout the year.

e The biggest changes to the course were on par three holes #8 and #13, which
were dramatically altered by the 1969 flood-control project. The par three
eighth hole was shifted left into more of a north-to-south orientation, in
somewhat of a mirror image of the original hole, with a creek on the left side
rather than a river on the right. The 13" green also moved back and left, with
bunkers added in front of the hole.

e The precious bentgrass greens that founder Marvin Leonard brought to the South
for the first time against all odds, and that has suffered the notorious Texas
summers for 87 years, will now be nurtured by a hydronic water system
underneath that tricks the grass into thinking it has prime weather conditions
all year long.

e Most greens will be lowered, and some will shift slightly back or to either side a
few yards. Green complexes moving back slightly include 6, 7, 11, 13, and 17.
Green complexes moving slightly to one side include 6, 11, 12, and 16.

e Fans and golfers will notice “barrancas” incorporated throughout the course,
using the existing, natural drainage channels on the property. A barranca is a
normally dry streambed that channels water during occurrences of heavy rain,
but they’re often sandy and populated with wild grasses and plants. These will
be seen on holes 5, 6, 7, 8, 10, 15, 16, 17 and 18.

TOUR members not otherwise eligible; and up to four 'unrestricted' invitations.

Top 50 players from the Official World Golf Ranking through the 2024 Masters Tournament.

Top 125 PGA TOUR members from the final 2023 FedExCup Fall Points List.

2024 TOUR members in the previous season's Top 125-Nonmembers category whose official
FedExCup points for the previous season equals or exceeds the amount of FedExCup points

earned by the player in the 125th position on the 2023 Official PGA Tour FedExCup points list.

The top 10 players on the 2024 FedExCup Points List through the 2024
Wells Fargo Championship.

The Leading Finisher from the prior season's DP World Tour Race to Dubai, not otherwise exempt,
and the Leading Finisher from the prior season's final Korn Ferry Tour Points List.

If necessary to complete a field of 132 players, those players below 10th position

on the 2024 Official PGA TOUR FedExCup Points List through the Wells Fargo Championship,
in order of their positions on such list.

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CHARITY AND COLONIAL

In addition to showcasing world-class golf on one of the nation's
finest and most historic courses, the Colonial tournament also works
hard to support the North Texas area with generous community service.
The tournament has helped raise millions of dollars for dozens of
charities around North Texas. Ben and Valerie Hogan were big supporters
of Cook Children’s Medical Center throughout their life, an organization
the tournament has also partnered with in various ways over the years.

Colonial undertakes numerous activities to generate charity monies
each year, in addition to making direct donations. This has included
hosting such events as an annual charity golf day event, for about 20
years, and occasional other charitable golf outings. The tournament
surpassed the million dollar mark in annual impact in 1998, and has
exceeded that level every year since. In 2002 Colonial Country Club was named the Outstanding
Philanthropic Organization in Tarrant County by the local chapter of the Association of Fund-Raising
Professionals (AFP).

The tournament worked closely with 33 charities in 2023 for its successful Birdies for Charity
campaign, whichraised $19 million - one of the best such programs around the PGA TOUR. Colonial
also generated dollars for dozens more local charities from activities connected to the 2023 event.
The contributions topped off a gratifying year of community service and charity donations under still-
challenging circumstances. Furthermore, one of its charities, The Warm Place, was named PGA TOUR
Charity of the Yearin 2021, which came with a $30,000 donation.

The tournament has generated cash and services for more than 150 different organizations in the
last two decades, totaling more than $200 million.

“We are grateful to be able to support so many wonderful charities in this commmunity, and to
advance their missions,” declared 2024 Colonial Tournament Chairman Jim Whitten. “These
organizations are vital to serving the needs of our community, and we are proud to be a part of that.”

Tournament activities focus on children and support a variety of programs, including camp
scholarships for disabled, special needs or low-income children, residency programs/services for
abused, neglected and at-risk children, cultural programs/field trips for underserved students, college
scholarships, educational mentoring programs, medical diagnostic and treatment services for disabled
and low-income children, after-school programs, support services for homeless families, and more.
Colonial is partnering with Military charities as well, donating homes, sending care packages, and more.

COLONIAL COURSE PRAISEDBY TOURPLAYERS

Inasurvey by Golf Digest/GolfWorld takenin 2011 and released in 2012, the Colonial Country Club
golf course was ranked by PGA Tour players as the fifth best course they liked to play on the Tour
schedule each year. The players were specifically asked to rate course design and playability, and no
other tournament amenities or issues. "Most noticeable was their love of older courses," the report
noted. Some specific comments made by players about Colonial included, "the best layout I've seen;"
"alot of fun to play;" "such a great old course;" and "so solid." One player also commented that hole
#5 is "one of the best par fours we play on Tour." (Courses #1-4 on the survey were Augusta National,
Harbour Town, Riviera and Pebble Beach, respectively.)
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HOGAN'S ALLEY

They call it "Hogan's Alley" - and probably
always will, for no one man ever dominated a major
golf tournament like Ben Hogan did the Colonial
National Invitation.

Five times Hogan won the NIT and at one time
or another he held practically every record on the
plush carpets of Colonial Country Club's
championship course.

Even after his golfing prime, Hogan was a
consistent finisher in the top 10 of the NIT. After
turning 50 years of age, Hogan competed in four
straight NIT events (1964-67), carding finishes of
fourth, tenth, fifth and third. At that time, only 13
sub-par totals over the full-route of 72 holes had
beenrecorded in Colonial history and Hogan owned
four of them.

Furthermore, Hogan held the all-time Colonial
money lead and four tournament records, including
a 31 on the front nine and 65 for 18 holes.

Although Hogan was unable to compete in the
1968 and 1969 tournaments, he returned in 1970 at
the age of 58 to shoot a first round 69 before
faltering to finish out of the money for the first time since 1954, when he had to withdraw due to illness
after 36 holes. Even though he missed the 1968 and 1969 tournaments, he didn't lose his all-time
Colonial money lead until Gardner Dickinson took first place money of $25,000 in '69.

One of the all-time greats of golf, Hogan five times has been the top money winner in the game;
four times Golfer of the Year; three times winner of the Vardon Trophy; a Hall of Famer; and winner
of all major golf titles, including the U.S. Open four times (not counting the 1942 Hale America
National Open), the PGA twice, the Masters twice and the British Open.

And looking back on his great career, how appropriate it is that Hogan's final career PGA Tour
win was also his fifth and final Colonial win, in 1959.

The Hogan touch is evident in the golf course itself, since he supervised the rebuilding of several
greens in the early 1960s. Hogan's own designs were used in improving these greens to championship
caliber. Hogan also was consulted during the rebuilding of nine holes on the course due to a 1968-69
flood control project on the Trinity River. Several holes were completely rebuilt during this major
project.

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LAST YEAR'S CHAMPION

Emiliano Grillo started the 2022-23
PGA TOUR season strong, with two top
10 finishes in the fall. He cooled off,
however, in early '23 before finding his
form again and recording another two
consecutive top 10 finishesin April at the
RBC Heritage and the Mexican Open.

The 30-year-old Argentina native was
seven years removed from his first PGA
TOUR win at the Frys.com Open in
2015.

After opening with 67-65 at Colonial,
Grillo held third place alone, four strokes
off the lead. A Saturday 72 left him in
exactly the same position, with one round
to play; six under par, four strokes back.

Leading at 10 under par were Adam
Schenk and TOUR rookie Harry Hall,
who had led all 54 holes after an opening
62.

Carding four birdies on the front nine
of Sunday's final round, Grillo picked up
three shots on Schenk and two on Hall.
Playing in the next-to-last group, his birdie on #12 tied Hall for the lead at nine under par, with
Schenk's bogey at #10 putting him one back of the two leaders.

Grillo's birdie at #16 took him to 10 under par and a two-shot lead, and the tournament
appeared well in hand. Butthen a poor tee shot at #18 into the water hazard right led to adouble
bogey and ultimately a tie with Schenk, who birdied #16 and then parred the final hole.

After pars on the first sudden-death playoff hole (#18), play moved back to the par three
#16, where they both had just made birdie earlier. Grillo's tee shot rolled within five feet of the
hole. The birdie putt claimed first place and his second PGA TOUR win. He also became the
second Argentine Colonial winner, 66 years after Roberto De Vicenzo became the event's
first foreign-born champion.

"It feels great. The wait was definitely worth it," Grillo said of the long stretch between
victories. "I'm happy to be the champion at Colonial. I get to put my name right next to Robert
De Vicenzo. I have said a few times that I wasn't going to retire without winning here."

Sunny skies and warm temperatures bathed
the players all four days, and five of the world's top
10players convened among the PGA Tour's best.
2000 champion Phil Mickelson raced to the top of
the leaderboard after two rounds, but the field
bunched behind him, and he found himself in a
dogfight the final day. Australian Rod Pampling, a
local resident, seized the lead in the last round, but
South African Tim Clark posted a 13-under score
in the clubhouse first.

Tied with both of them on the 18th tee, Mickelson
drove his ball in the left rough, amongst several
trees. He then executed one of the event's most memorable shots ever, going
for broke instead of pitching out safely. His wedge shot from 141 yards avoided
the trees and amazingly landed on the green, just nine feet from the hole. His
birdie putt secured the victory, only the fourth time in the tournament's history
that the champion has birdied the 72nd hole for a one-shot win. Mickelson
birdied the hole all four days.

After having a runaway winner the year before,
a sudden-death playoff provided an exciting and
fitting end to the 60th anniversary tournament.
Veterans and young players battled atop the
daily leaderboard. Calm conditions Thursday led
to a birdie barrage, and then winds kept players
honest the rest of the way. Two-time champion
Ben Crenshaw topped off the anniversary
celebration by making the cutin his 33rd Colonial
appearance. Rod Pampling charged to the lead
for a couple of days before Tim Herron and
Richard S. Johnson found themselves tied at the
end of 72 holes, one shot ahead of third-place Pampling.

Seven years removed from his last victory, Herron birdied the second playoff
hole (#17) with a 10-foot birdie putt to claim his fourth career PGA TOUR
victory. It was the tournament's first playoff in 12 years, dating back to Nick
Price's win in 1994.

The wind laid down for the second time in three
yearsatColonial, sothe birdies camein buckets.
The biggestbucket belonged to 2003 champion
Kenny Perry, aKentuckian whois notone tolook
agifthorse in the mouth.

Record hot temperatures baked the crowd
while Perry dusted the field. Over fourrounds he
carded only one bogey, and then one double-
bogey onthe 71sthole after the tournament was
well in hand. That last mistake cost him a new
72-hole scoring record, dropping him into a tie
with his own record of 19-under he set in 2003.

Nonetheless, Perry established new 36-hole and 54-hole scoring records
of 12-and 18-under respectively. He became the ninth two-time champion at
Colonial, and the 10th multiple winner in 59 years.
