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Byron Nelson etched out a career in professional golf unlike any
gentleman who played the game before, or any who has played
since. While his awe-inspiring accomplishments in the game of
golf are widely revered, it was Mr. Nelson’s personal qualities
such as kindness and dedication that won the respect and
admiration of his peers, present-day players and fans of all ages.

THE CJ CUP Byron Nelson was the first PGA TOUR event
named in honor of a professional golfer. The decision in 1968 by
Salesmanship Club of Dallas officials to name the tournament
for Byron Nelson resulted in a happy union for both parties. Mr.
Nelson’s annual participation in the event was a large reason
that the tournament’s charitable donations to Momentous
Institute have exceeded over $186 million since its inception.

Byron Nelson'’s ties to the North Texas area date back to his
birth on February 4, 1912, on a cotton farmin Ellis County,
near Waxahachie, Texas. Growing up in Fort Worth, Mr. Nelson
played golf in the Dallas and Fort Worth areas. He lived at
Fairway Ranch in Roanoke, Texas, his home since 1946, with his
wife, Peggy.

After retiring from professional golf, Mr. Nelson strived to touch
lives in many different ways. He shared his profound knowledge
of the game as both a teacher and analyst with his pupils,
including six-time PGA TOUR Player of the Year Tom Watson,
and 1964 PGA TOUR Player of the Year and 2000 United States
President’s Cup team captain, Ken Venturi. In 1983, the City

of Dallas honored Mr. Nelson for his work on behalf of the
tournament and its charity.

The Dallas All-Sports Association (DASA) awarded him the first
ever Lamar Hunt Award in 2000, a national honor that is awarded
based on longevity and achievement in sports, combined with
integrity, character and service to the community. The DASA
also saluted Mr. Nelson with its Distinguished Service Award in
1985.

In 1996, Mr. Nelson helped introduce the Byron Nelson Golf
School at the Four Seasons Resort and Club Las Colinas by
hitting the first ball off the lesson tee. In 1992, he was honored
on his 80th birthday by the Four Seasons with the dedication of
a 9’ 6" bronze likeness.

In addition to winning tournaments and setting records, Mr.
Nelson is also remembered for the honor and sportsmanship that
he brought to the game. In 1974, he received the Richardson
Award, given annually by the Golf Writers Association of
America to an individual who has consistently made outstanding
contributions to golf. That same year, he received the Bob Jones
Award, presented annually for distinguished sportsmanship

in golf.

The Memorial Tournament in Muirfield Village, Ohio, honored
Mr. Nelson in 1980. Each year, the theme of the Memorial
Tournament is centered around a professional golfer who has
played the game with conspicuous honor. Mr. Nelson followed
Robert T. Jones, Walter Hagen, Francis Ouimet and Gene
Sarazen as honorees.

Byron Nelson won 52 PGA TOUR-sanctioned tournaments
during his relatively brief professional career, including a record
11 straight victories from March 8 through August 5, 1945. His
52 wins place him sixth on the all-time winners list.

Mr. Nelson died in September, 2006. The day after he died,
President George W. Bush signed the bill that awarded Mr.
Nelson the Congressional Gold Medal, the nation’s highest and
most distinguished civilian award, for his humanitarian efforts.

Shot 19 consecutive competitive rounds under 70 in 1945,

Selected to play on 4 U.S. Ryder Cup teams (1937, 1939,
1941,1947).

Named U.S. Ryder Cup team captain in 1965.
Elected to the PGA Hall of Fame in 1953.

Elected to the Texas Sports Hall of Fame in 1955.
Elected to World Golf Hall of Fame in 1974.

One of only 7 athletes to be named Athlete of the Year by the
Associated Press more than once (1944, 1945). Among golfers,
only Nelson and Tiger Woods have won the award more than
once.

Leading money winner in 1944 and 1945.
First professional golfer to play 100 rounds in The Masters.

Vardon Trophy winner in 1939 (would have won again in 1944 and
1945, but no trophy was awarded during years of war of 1942-
46). The Vardon Trophy is awarded by the PGA of America for
the lowest scoring average.

Holds the record for most consecutive top-10 finishes with 65.
The record started with the 1942 North-South tournament and
ended with the 1946 Pensacola Open when Mr. Nelson was

distracted by the closing of the purchase of his ranch by phone.

The Byron Nelson International Junior Golf Award recognizes the
achievement of junior golfers around the world. Young athletes
who distinguish themselves with a high level of junior tournament
play as well as excellence in academics, a commitment to
community service and exceptional character are selected.

The awards ceremony is held during THE CJ CUP Byron Nelson
tournament week. The award recipients attend the tournament
and get to experience a PGA TOUR event, meet PGA TOUR
professionals and get an in-depth, behind the scenes glimpse
of what it takes to operate a professional golf event and the
rewards such an event brings to the local community.

Past recipients have gone on to win Masters, U.S. Opens, British
Opens, PGA Championships, PGA TOUR events, European Tour
events, NCAA National Championships, USGA Junior Amateur
Championships as well as participated in Ryder Cups, President’s

Cups, Walker Cups, and Junior Ryder Cups.

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WEATHER HISTORY

Any PGA TOUR event played in the spring will endure its share of inclement weather, but throughout the years, THE CJ CUP Byron
Nelson has encountered good luck with the elements. Since 1968, the tournament has completed 72 holes in 42 of the 46 events,
losing only four complete rounds of golf in that span (two rounds lost in 1994, one each in 1990 and 1992). As unpredictable as the
weather may be, THE CJ CUP Byron Nelson always seems to come out a winner. Brief yearly summaries of the weather since the

tournament began playing at TPC Craig Ranch:

2021

Course started play in wet conditions due to rain earlier in

the week. Thursday and Friday were partly cloudy and breezy
with winds gusting up to 18 mph. Temps stayed in the 70’s.
Saturday was partly sunny and breezy with a high of 81. Winds
gusted up to 25 mph. Sunday experienced heavy rain showers
and wind. Play was suspended from almost 2.5 hours due to
rain and lightning. Temperature stayed in the high 70’s. .

2022

Thursday — Sunday were warm with temperature high in the
90’s, sunny, and wind ranging from 14-25 mph. Sunday finished
with a high of 96.

2023

Mostly cloudy and windy with gusts up to 25 mph. Friday had
a delayed start due to inclement weather. The remainder of
the day stayed partly cloudy with wind gusts up to 25 mph.
Saturday was partly cloudy with wind slightly decreasing to

8-14 mph. Sunday finished with clouds and scattered showers.

Jason Day putted 18 in a downpour. Temps stayed in the mid-
80’s all week.

No. 1 431 Yards, par 4
You have to make a decision with your tee shot
to take on the left fairway bunker or not. The
second shot plays about half a club uphill to
a blind landing area. The ideal approach shot
favors the left side of the green, there is a slope
on the middle right side that take the ball to a
run off area.

No. 2 466 Yards, par 4
There is more room on the right side off the tee
than it appears. Playing down the left side of the
fairway will give you a better angle to attack the
green. The green slopes right to left, the best
miss is either short or long and left.

No. 3 420 Yards, par 4
You can be aggressive off the tee and try to
catch the slope behind the bunker to have a
short iron approach. If you play safe off the tee
and land in the fattest part of the fairway you
will have a mid to long iron approach. The green
has a false front..

No. 4 219 Yards, par 3
The first of our Par 3's. This hole should be a
mid to long iron. Avoid the big bunker short left
of the green.

No. 5 569 Yards, par 5
Thislong par 5is downwind with the predominant
South wind. Long hitters may choose less than
driver off the tee. There is more room left once
you're inside 150 yards, this also give you the
best angle to attack the green. There is a big
slope front left of the green, this helps you get
close with a front pin location.

No. 6 361 Yards, par 4
This is a short par 4 that brings a lot of strategy
into play. The fairway is well protected by
bunkers, if you want to attack this hole finding
the fairway is a must. If you hit driver off the
tee and get to close to the green, attacking
a front pin location is difficult. This is one
of our smallest greens, be aggressive if find
the fairway and have a wedge in your hand.

No. 7 232 Yards, par 3
This is a large green that slopes back to front. It
is best to miss your tee shot short right, this will
give you the best opportunity toget upand down.

No. 8 482 Yards, par 4
The more room right off the tee than first
appears but playing down the left side of
the fairway gives you the best angle for your
approach shot. Short left is the best miss.

No. 9 564 Yards, par 5
This is a tough tee shot on a windy day because
of the forced carry. Plenty of room right off the
tee, playing down the left side will result in more
run out and better angle to the green. The big
decision you have to make is with your lay up,
being aggressive and taking on the creek opens
up the green for third shot. This green has three
tiers, distance and spin control with your wedge
shot is a must

No. 10 471 Yards, par 4
This hole normally plays down wind. Avoiding
the fairways bunkers allows you to attack this
green. This green is large with subtle breaks,
making reading putts difficult.

No. 11 457 Yards, par 4
The tee shot is tougher than if looks, it plays
uphill and normally has a left to right wind. The
second shot plays at least a club more and you
can not see the putting surface. The green
slopes back to front so the preferred miss is
short..

No. 12 493 Yards, par 4
The ideal tee short is down the left side of the
fairway, the fairway slope left to right. The
longer player can attack this green in two, Most
players will lay up short of the creek. The front
half of the green slops back to back to front, the
back half slope hard right to left.

No. 13 512 Yards, par 4
This is probably the toughest par four on the
course. The tee shot plays uphill and has a big
forced carry over bunkers and a creek. Thereisa
bail out left for shorter hitters. The green is pro-
tected both front and back with bunker, missing
short and left will give you the best chance for
getting up and down. The green has a ridge run-
ning through it, front to back.

No. 14 330 Yards, par 4
This short par four is a through risk/reward hole.
The shorter hitters have to decide what yardage
second shot they want to have, there is more
room right off the tee than appears. Most big
hitter will take on the green, the bunkers right
are always there to catch a bail out shot. This
is one of our most undulated greens, you have
to be accurate with your wedges if you want to
make birdie.

No. 15 216 Yards, par 3
This is a mid to long iron par three, with the
water down the left side the bunkers right see
a lot of action. The green has a ridge that runs
up the middle from front to back that creates a
bowl for middle front pins.

No. 16 492 Yards, par 4
A long and testing par four, into the wind this
hole will challenge the best of players. You have
to avoid the bunkers down the left if you want
to hit this green in two. The bunkers front right
hide what is one of the biggest greens on the
course. Hitting the middle of this green is never
a bad play. There is a severe slope on the left
side of the green, and getting up and down from
the chipping area is hard.

No. 17 147 Yards, par 3
A true sleeper par 3, don'’t let the yardage fool
you. The wind will make hitting this green a true
test. Any shot coming up short will be punished
by the false front on the green and may roll back
into the front bunker.

No. 18 552 Yards, par 5
Another risk/reward hole to finish, there is a
large landing area for those who have to lay
up. The longer hitter off the tee will have an
approach shot between 220-250 to the middle
of the green. This green has two distinct levels,
and if you want to make birdie being on the
correct level is a must.
