o Last win: 2019 Sanford International
This is his seventh time leading/co-leading after the first round on PGA TOUR Champions
o Is 2-for-6 converting those into victories
Matched the Chubb Classic’s low 18-hole score since the tournament moved to Tiburén Golf Club in 2021
o Previous instances: Fred Couples (2021/R1), Alex Cejka (2023/R3)
o Note: 61 is the low 18-hole score in Chubb Classic history (Tommy Armour lll, 2010/R3)
Matched his low 18-hole score since May 2016
o Shot a first-round 62 en route to winning the 2016 KitchenAid Senior PGA Championship
o This was the fourth time he has shot 63 since then (Last: R1/2023 Sanford International)
Making his second start of the 2024 season, he finished T8 at the Mitsubishi Electric Championship at Hualalai
Has two top-10 finishes in 11 previous Chubb Classic starts (T5/2013, T10/2018)

Despite bogeying Hole No. 1, Alex Cejka shot 30 on the front nine and sits T2 after a 6-under 66. The 53-year-
old seeks his fourth win on PGA TOUR Champions (74th start).

Making his 32nd PGA TOUR Champions start, Mark Hensby (T2) birdied his last four holes en route to 6-under
66. The 52-year-old seeks his second win on PGA TOUR Champions.
