Things to Know 

• The last two winners of the PNC Championship, Team Langer (Bernhard/Jason) and Team Singh (Vijay/Qass), 
share the first-round lead with Team Woods (Tiger/Charlie) after the trio each opened with 13-under 59. 

• The PNC Championship is a two-day, 36-hole tournament that uses a two-person team Scramble format. 
• A member of each of the 20 teams holds at least one major title (PGA TOUR, LPGA or PGA TOUR Champions) 

or THE PLAYERS Championship title, while the partner does not hold any playing status on a professional Tour. 
 
Team Woods (Tiger/Charlie), 30-29 – 59 (-13) 

• Matched their second-lowest 18-hole score at the PNC Championship (ninth round) 
o Low 18-hole score: 57 (2021 Final Round) 

• Making their fifth appearance at the PNC Championship 
o Previous finishes: 7th (2020), 2nd (2021), T8 (2022), T5 (2023) 

• This is their first time leading/co-leading after the first round of the PNC Championship 
o Previous best 18-hole position: T2 (2022) 

• Charlie, 15, is a high school sophomore at Benjamin School in Palm Beach Gardens, Florida 
 
Team Langer (Bernhard/Jason), 30-29 – 59 (-13) 

• Matched Team Langer’s lowest 18-hole score at the PNC Championship (39th round) 
o This is the fifth time Team Langer has shot 59 in this event 

• Seeks record-breaking sixth win at the PNC Championship (19th appearance) 
o Currently tied with Raymond Floyd for the most wins in PNC Championship history (5) 
o Note: Bernhard won with son, Jason, in 2014, 2019 and 2023; won with son, Stefan, in 2005 and 2006 

• This is Team Langer’s fifth time leading/co-leading after the first round of the PNC Championship (3-for-4) 
• Jason, 24, is an investment banker in New York and played college golf at Penn from 2018 to 2022 

 
Team Singh (Vijay/Qass), 31-28 – 59 (-13) 

• Matched their lowest 18-hole score at the PNC Championship (35th round) 
o This is the fourth time Team Singh has shot 59 in this event 

• Seeks their second win at the PNC Championship (18th appearance) 
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o Previous win: 2022 
• Looks to become the fifth multi-time winner of the PNC Championship, joining Bernhard Langer (5), Raymond 

Floyd (5), Larry Nelson (3) and Davis Love III (2) 
• This is their second time leading/co-leading after the first round of the PNC Championship (0-for-1) 
• Qass, 34, works in insurance 

 
Other Notes 

• Team Harrington (Padraig/Paddy) and Team Lehman (Tom/Sean) sit T4 after each opening with 12-under 60. 
o Making his seventh appearance at this event, Harrington’s best finish is 4th (2022). 
o Making his 10th appearance at this event, Lehman’s best finish is T2 (2019 with son, Thomas). 

• Team O’Meara (Mark/Shaun) carded 11-under 61 and sits in 6th. 
• Team Annika (Annika Sorenstam/Will McGee) and Team Kuchar (Matt/Carson) are T7 after each shooting 10-

under 62.
