Korn Ferry Tour rookie and the highest-ranked player in the field, Kensei Hirata (T3/-6), sits inside the top-3
following the first round for the second time this season (other: T2/The Panama Championship/finished T17)
In his first season on the Korn Ferry Tour, Caleb VanArragon (T3/-6) establishes a new career-high 18-hole
position (previous: T28/2025 The Bahamas Great Abaco Classic at The Abaco Club/finished T19), and posts
his career-low round in 6-under 65 (previous: 6-under 66/2025 The Bahamas Great Abaco Classic at The
Abaco Club)

In what is his eighth career start on the Korn Ferry Tour, rookie Marcus Plunkett (T6/-5) posts his career-low
round in 5-under 66 (previous: 2-under 68/2025 The Bahamas Golf Classic at Atlantis Paradise Island);
