In June 2010, a charitable alliance was announced among the Memorial Tournament, Nationwide Children’s Hospital 
and Nicklaus Children’s Health Care Foundation for the benefit and advancement of pediatric care. The 2025 Memorial 
Tournament will mark the fourth year in which Stephen and Ayesha Curry’s Eat. Learn. Play. Foundation has been a 
part of that shared vision and will be recognized by the Tournament as a charity beneficiary. As a result, Eat. Learn. 
Play. receives general support from the Memorial with a portion of the official PGA TOUR event’s charitable proceeds 
benefiting the Oakland, California, based foundation. Furthermore, Nationwide Children’s Hospital and Eat. Learn. Play. 
collaboratively focus on programs and services that provide access to the resources and support needed to have happy 
and healthy childhoods.

Advancing newborn critical care in the Memorial Tournament NICU is already evident with its family-centered 
environment that provides the highest quality of medical care for premature and sick infants. As part of the largest 
neonatal network in the country, the Memorial Tournament NICU is comprised of rigorously trained neonatologists, 
advanced practice nurses and therapists who utilize an interdisciplinary care approach to diagnose and treat patients 
suffering from complications of prematurity, complex birth defects, respiratory distress and metabolic diseases. This 
combined expertise makes the Memorial Tournament NICU at Nationwide Children’s one of the finest in the nation.

Eat. Learn. Play. is an organization dedicated to unleashing the potential of every child, paving the way for amazing 
kids and opening doors to bright futures. Founded by Stephen and Ayesha Curry in 2019, Eat. Learn. Play. launched 
with a focus on improving the lives of kids and families in Oakland, the Bay Area and across the country. Rooted in three 
of the most vital pillars for a healthy childhood—nutrition, education and physical activity—Eat. Learn. Play. is working 
to ensure that every child in Oakland has access to the nutritious food they need to be healthy and thrive; resources to 
learn and love to read; and safe places and equitable opportunities to play. The organization, which is anchored around 
the message that children are our future, is committed to developing partnerships and initiatives that make a positive 
impact for generations to come.

Memorial Tournament Honorees
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The 2025 Memorial Tournament Honoree
The Memorial Tournament is themed each year around a person who has played golf with conspicuous honor. This was Jack Nicklaus’ idea as a 
contribution to perpetuating the achievements of the game’s greatest players. The honoree is selected by the Captains Club, a group of statesmen who 
act independently of the Tournament organization but who also advise on player invitations and the conduct of the event generally.

BARBARA B. NICKLAUS
Often referred to as the “First Lady of Golf,” and fittingly the inaugural 

recipient of the PGA of America First Lady of Golf Award in 1998, Barbara 
Nicklaus has been an influential 
figure in the game of golf, first 
and foremost as a guiding force 
behind her husband Jack Nicklaus 
throughout his Hall of Fame career. 
Instrumental in the formation of the 
PGA TOUR, Jack Nicklaus won 
73 PGA TOUR titles and a record 
18 major championships and has 
been a pioneering golf course 
designer with close to 320 courses 
to his credit.

In 1974, Jack Nicklaus opened 
Muirfield Village Golf Club, and he 
founded the Memorial Tournament 
in 1976, an endeavor he often 
has said wouldn’t have been as 
successful without the support and 

guidance of Barbara. That success includes raising more than $52 million 
thus far for central Ohio charities and beyond.

In that vein, Barbara Nicklaus has blazed her own trail with her steadfast 
devotion to family and community, and for decades has been known as 
one of the most tireless supporters of charitable causes, especially the 
health and well-being of children. In 2004, Jack and Barbara started the 
Nicklaus Children’s Health Care Foundation, which has raised more than 
$200 million toward the mission of enhancing access to world-class health 
care for children and families in South Florida, across North America 
and beyond. The Foundation is now part of the Memorial’s collaborating 
charitable partners, along with Stephen and Ayesha Curry’s Eat. Learn. 
Play. Foundation and Nationwide Children’s Hospital, which has been a 
primary beneficiary of the Memorial Tournament since its inception.

“This honor is so incredibly special to me, and I can’t thank the Captains 
Club enough for thinking of me,” Barbara Nicklaus said. “When the Captains 
Club gathered for their annual meeting and our longtime friend Charlie 
Mechem called in to relay the news, I was overcome with emotion and, 
honestly, speechless. The Memorial Tournament has held such a special 
place in our family’s life. It’s been wonderful to walk side-by-side with Jack 
and to watch his dream become our reality over the years. Looking back at 
the list of those who have been honored since 1976, I can’t express how 
humbled I am to join this elite group that I have looked up to and respected 
for so long.”

Jack Nicklaus added: “Everybody has thought that this golf tournament 
was about Jack Nicklaus. Yes, Jack Nicklaus has been a big part of it, 
but Jack Nicklaus has always been a team and partnership with Barbara 
Nicklaus. Barbara Nicklaus has been the First Lady of Golf. She has 
received numerous awards for what she has meant to the game of golf. 
And the Captains Club felt it only fitting at the 50th playing of the Memorial 
Tournament that Barbara is the one who should be honored.”

“I am so delighted and so happy, and I’m so proud of her. She’s done 
so much for so many, and for 50 years here at Muirfield Village Golf Club 
she has contributed so much and has had very little recognition. It’s been 
hogged by her husband. So to have this happen, I mean, when it happened 
the other day, the tears just ran down my face.”

Born Barbara Jean Bash on February 28, 1940, in Columbus, Ohio, 
Barbara is the daughter of the late Stanley and Helen Bash of Clintonville, 

Ohio. Her father was a math teacher and her mother a home maker. After 
graduating from North High School in 1957, she attended The Ohio State 
University to study nursing. She met Jack Nicklaus during their first week on 
campus as freshmen, and they were married July 23, 1960.

Five years later, the Nicklauses took up residence in South Florida’s 
North Palm Beach, where they raised five children: Jack II, Steve, Nan, Gary 
and Michael. They have 24 grandchildren and seven great-grandchildren.

As Jack marched on to a Hall of Fame career, Barbara was there every 
step of the way as a constant source of support and comfort. Along the way, 
she was a devoted mother while pursuing her passion for helping others. 
Her philanthropic efforts have had wide-ranging impact. In addition to 
serving as chair of the Nicklaus Children’s Health Care Foundation, Barbara 
joined with Jack and the PGA TOUR to start Play Yellow, a golf industry-
wide initiative that has raised more than $130 million in five years for the 
Children’s Miracle Network of hospitals.

Her resolute efforts on behalf of others have been recognized by several 
organizations. Among honors Mrs. Nicklaus has received are the 2015 
Bob Jones Award given by the U.S. Golf Association and the 2019 PGA of 
America Distinguished Service Award.

Presented annually since 1955, the Bob Jones Award is the USGA’s 
highest honor, recognizing an individual who demonstrates the spirit, 
personal character and respect for the game exhibited by Jones, winner 
of nine USGA championships. Barbara and Jack are the only wife and 
husband to receive the award in separate years, as Jack received the Bob 
Jones Award in 1975. The PGA Distinguished Service Award has honored 
outstanding individuals who display leadership and humanitarian qualities, 
including integrity, sportsmanship and enthusiasm for the game of golf. 
The PGA honored Jack in 2000, on the eve of his final PGA Championship 
appearance.

Barbara Nicklaus also was instrumental in the creation of the PGA 
TOUR Wives Association in 1988. The association found its roots in the 
first TOUR wives golf tournament, featuring the husbands serving as 
caddies, at the 1987 Players Championship. The event was so impactful 
in raising charitable funds that some of the most active wives—Nicklaus, 
Patsy Graham, Vicky Waldorf and Maria Floyd—decided to form a group 
for charitable work. Thus, the PGA TOUR Wives Association was born. For 
more than 35 years the organization has given back to the golf community 
and child-related charities through volunteerism plus more than $5 million in 
contributions. During that time, Barbara has served as a mentor, friend and 
inspiration to its members and beyond.

Twice the Nicklauses have been named Family of the Year in the world 
of golf. 

Barbara Nicklaus will be honored during a ceremony at Muirfield Village 
Golf Club on the eve of the first round of the 2025 Memorial Tournament.

BOB BAPTIST
Erie, Pa., (May 23, 1953)
Bob Baptist never was going to settle for a life without being involved in sports, and he 
found his niche while still in high school as a sportswriter.

A native of Erie, Pa., Baptist was a three-sport athlete at Erie Academy High School, 
but when he started to write about the school’s basketball team for the school 
newspaper, the Star, he found he had a knack and an affinity for journalism. “That’s 
when I figured out I wanted to be a sportswriter,” he said.

Baptist matriculated to Kent State University and soon after graduation caught on with 
The Columbus Dispatch, where he became one of the stalwarts of the sports staff. He 

covered The Ohio State University’s football program during the Earle Bruce years as well as the Cincinnati Bengals 
and Cleveland Browns of the NFL. He made his mark during an 18-year stint as beat writer for the Buckeyes’ basketball 
team, and eventually Baptist became known as the Dean of the Big Ten basketball writers. In 2023, he was inducted 
into the U.S. Basketball Writers Association Hall of Fame.

Golf, however, was his longest-running assignment. He covered his first Memorial Tournament in 1978, and even 
after retirement from the Dispatch in 2015, he has never missed one since. His attendance at more than 50 major 
championships included the 1986 Masters—one of the most monumental in golf history as Columbus native Jack 
Nicklaus, the Memorial Tournament Founder and Host, rallied on Sunday to win a record sixth Green Jacket.

Baptist, who serves as the Memorial Tournament historian, remains in awe of joining the pantheon of writers and 
broadcasters who have won the Memorial Golf Journalism Award. “I look at the other guys on the plaques in the 
[Muirfield Village Golf Club] Memorial’s press center, and they’re all giants of the game,” he said. “I think, How did I 
get this? I guess I’m the local knowledge honoree. But I have written more words and spent more days in that press 
center than anyone.”

Baptist lives in Pickerington, Ohio, with his wife, Vicki. They have a son, Ben, and three grandchildren.
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2025 Categories of Eligibility and PGA TOUR Signature Event Overview

2025 PGA TOUR Signature Events are the eight limited-field events featuring top players with increased prize money 
and FedExCup points (700 points to the winner).

Three player-hosted Signature Events—The Genesis Invitational, Arnold Palmer presented by Mastercard and the 
Memorial Tournament presented by Workday—feature a 36-hole cut to the top 50 and ties plus any player within 
10 shots of the lead. The player-hosted Signature Events feature redistributed prize money, awarding 20 percent to 
the winner ($4 million), up from 18 percent. The remaining five Signature Events will have no cut and continue to 
award 18 percent to the winner.

Players are eligible for a Signature Event through their highest eligibility category.

Weather Delays
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Course Changes 
Aside from adding and reworking bunkers, reshaping 

a couple of greens and removing some trees, the 
Muirfield Village Golf Club course remained essentially 
as Jack Nicklaus originally designed it for the first 20 
years of the Memorial Tournament. In 1996, it measured 
less than 100 yards longer from the back tees than it did  
in 1976, when it was 7,027 yards.

Beginning in 1999, however, Nicklaus began making 
changes to the course in reaction to how much farther 
the golf ball was traveling because of stronger and 
more athletic golfers taking advantage of technological 
advances in clubs and balls. Following is a chronology 
of strategic changes made to the course since then:

1999
In response to a survey of PGA Tour players that 

recommended many fairways should be narrowed to 
toughen the course’s challenge, fairways were narrowed by 
3 to 18 yards in the landing areas on Nos. 1, 5, 7, 10, 13, 
14, 17 and 18.

Also:
No. 10 – The bunker on the left side of the landing area 

was moved 7 yards farther from the tee and deepened, and 
rough was grown in behind it.

No. 13 – The tee was moved back 13 yards, increasing 
the length of the par-4 to 455 yards. The bunker on the left 
side of the landing area was moved 10 yards farther from 
the tee and deepened, and another bunker was added 
beyond it.

No. 17 – A bunker was added to the right side of the 
fairway about 285 yards from the tee.

2000
No. 5 – The stream that bisects the fairway and turned 

left near the front of the green was widened to abut most of 
the front of the green, creating a more challenging second-
shot approach.

No. 6 – The tee was moved back 12 yards, increasing 
the length of the hole to 447 yards. A tree right of the green 
was removed and replaced with a run-up area.

No. 7 – The tee was moved back 7 yards, lengthening 
the hole to 563 yards. Undulations were added to a rebuilt 
green to create more challenging pin positions. 

No. 15 – The green, lowered to create a gallery 
amphitheater, also was pitched left to right, toward a 
steep bank, to create more difficult wedge shots from the 
hillside left of the green. A bunker in front of the green was 
replaced with a run-up area.

2001
No. 5 – Rough right of the green was replaced with 

fairway to carry mishit shots away from the green.
No. 7 – One of two bunkers on the left side of the fairway 

was moved 45 yards closer to the tee, and closer to the 
other bunker, to challenge drives over the dogleg.

No. 11 – The tee was moved back 28 yards to try to 
influence more players to hit driver off the tee. The length of 
the hole increased to 567 yards.

No. 15 – Rough in the back-right corner of the green was 
replaced with fairway to carry mishit shots away from the 
green.

2002
No. 18 – A bunker was added to the dogleg on the right 

side of the fairway, increasing the distance necessary 
to carry the hazard from 305 to 330 yards. The creek 
bordering the left side of the hole was rerouted closer to 
the fairway, narrowing the landing area to 40 yards at 250 
yards off the tee and to 30 yards at 300 yards out.

2003
No. 17 – Nicklaus said he added “a little bit of spice” to 

what he had termed a “blah” hole when he bulldozed it from 
tee to green. He added 41 yards to it (to 478) by moving 
the tee back as far as possible. He lowered the green and 
moved it forward slightly to bring into play a creek in front of 
it that had been buried previously. The large waste bunker 
that spanned much of the left side of the fairway was 
removed. In its place, four deep bunkers were positioned 
to frame the landing area, from 260 to 310 yards off the tee, 
with a 23-yard chute between the farthest bunkers.

2004
No. 18 – Four sand bunkers, each 7 to 7 1/2 feet deep, 

were added to the right side of the fairway, and another 
was modified, further increasing the distance necessary to 
carry the hazard from the tee to 342 yards.

2005
No. 10 – The tee was moved back 30 yards, increasing 

the length of the hole to 471 yards.

2006
Fairway grass was mowed toward greens for the first 

time, instead of in a checkerboard pattern, to increase the 
speed of the fairways.

Also, a new aeration system was installed under all 18 
greens to vacuum water out of them after heavy rain and 
speed the resumption of play.
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Course Changes (Continued)

No. 1 – The tee was moved back 19 yards to lengthen 
the carry over the fairway bunkers to about 290 yards. The 
overall length of the hole increased to 470 yards.

No. 10 – A dying tree by the left fairway bunker was 
removed and the bunker was deepened to create more of 
a deterrent to players trying to fly it with their drives.

No. 12 – The tee was moved back 18 yards, increasing 
the length of the hole to 184 yards.

No. 13 – Because of the new tee at No. 12, the fairway 
was moved slightly to the right and narrowed in the landing 
area, the left fairway bunker closer to the tee was removed, 
and the remaining bunker was deepened and enlarged to 
require a carry of 308 yards to clear it.

2007
No. 1 – A year after the tee was moved back, increasing 

the length of the hole to 470 yards, the three bunkers at the 
crook in the dogleg were deepened, and the farthest was 
repositioned closer to the fairway, to further increase the 
risk of trying to fly the dogleg off the tee.

No. 15 – In hopes of making more players hit driver on 
the hole, the tee was moved back 26 yards and lowered, 
increasing the distance to nearly 300 yards to the top of the 
ridge – the go-point for players trying to reach the green 
in two shots. The overall length of the hole increased to 
529 yards.

2009
Nos. 11 and 18 – Greens were raised in front to add 

pin positions and address a problem during the 2008 
tournament of approach shots and putts rolling off the front.

2011
No. 16 – To  strengthen the par-3 before the course 

hosted the 2013 Presidents Cup matches, the green was 
repositioned and the deep bunker guarding its left front was 
replaced with a lake. Three bunkers were added behind 
the new green. The length of the hole decreased by 14 
yards, to 201.

2014
No. 18 – The tee was moved back 40 yards to further 

challenge players trying to fly the dogleg. The length of the 
hole increased to 484 yards.

2015
No. 18 – Six sand bunkers that were added a decade 

earlier along the right side of the fairway, beyond the dogleg, 
were either removed or converted to grassy hollows.

2020
Nos. 8, 11 and 15 – New championship tees were built 

on the holes and increased the yardages of each. The 8th 
was lengthened by 25 yards, to 210. The 11th grew by 
15 yards, to 582. The 15th added 30 yards, to 559. The 
changes increased the total length of the golf course to 
7,462 yards.

2021
The course underwent its most extensive renovation 

since it opened as greens were rebuilt, recontoured and 
resodded, tees, fairways and rough were regrassed, and 
bunkers were excavated and rebuilt with uniform depths 
of sand. The Tournament course was lengthened by 151 
yards – to 7,543 – and more than 80 trees were planted 
to ensure for a proper succession over time as older trees 
decline and die.

No. 1 – Tees were moved forward and to the left to 
decrease the dogleg, a new green was built 17 yards 
behind the previous one, and fairway was added right of 
the green to feed balls to the green. Bunkers right of the 
fairway were moved left and closer to the green, making 
the carry over the last bunker 345 yards. Bunkers were 
built left and short right of the new green.

No. 2 – The Tournament tee was moved back 8 yards, 
and 5-10 feet of the front left portion of the green was 
removed to allow for a better view into the left greenside 
bunker.

No. 3 – Tees were moved to the right and down the hill 
to bring the creek more into play on the tee shot. Water also 
will be more in play on the approach because the bunker 
in front of the green was removed and the green shifted 
forward to the water’s edge. A fairway pad was added left 
of the green as a bailout.

No. 4 – The hole plays 10 yards longer than previously 
after the back bunker was removed and more green 
added. The green is now more than 150 feet long and 
the hole measures more than 230 yards. The green was 
recontoured to add pin positions on the right half of the 
green, nearer the bunkers.

No. 5 – The Tournament tee was shifted forward and 
left to decrease the dogleg. Beyond the landing area, 
the fairway was removed to discourage long hitters from 
trying to cut the dogleg with their tee shots. A smaller, more 
strategic green was built about 20 yards behind and left of 
the previous one to make bailout shots to the right more 
difficult. The hole plays 16 yards longer than previously.

No. 6 – A new fairway bunker complex was built to 
create a more challenging tee shot either over or between 
the new bunkers. A portion of the green was recontoured to 
add potential pin areas.
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Course Changes (Continued)

No. 7 – The challenge of hitting the par-5 green in two 
was enhanced by several changes. The left fairway bunker 
farthest from the tee was moved more into the fairway, and 
a bunker was added right of the landing area, to reduce 
the margin for error on tee shots. The Tournament tee 
was moved back 7 yards, a new green was built 20 yards 
behind and left of the previous one, and four bunkers were 
placed left and right in front of the green. Fairway replaced 
a bunker behind the green to potentially bring a wooded 
ravine into play for shots hit over the green.

No. 8 – A new back tee was built to increase the length 
of the hole by 15 yards, and the pitch on the right side of 
the green was reduced to allow for pin positions closer to 
the bunker.

No. 9 – The right half of the previous back bunker was 
filled and 20 feet of green added. The pitch along the back 
of the green was reduced to create more pin areas.

No. 10 – Fairway bunkers were moved closer to the 
landing area for long hitters. A new, larger green was built 
to the left of the previous one and offers more pin areas.

No. 11 – The back tee was moved back 23 yards and 
the green was shifted about 20 feet to the left, allowing 
golfers to go for the green with their second shot without 
having to hit over trees along the right side of the hole.

No. 13 – More trees were added beyond the left fairway 
bunker to increase the risk for golfers playing their tee shot 
over the bunker to try to get a big kick down the fairway.

No. 15 – The tee was moved back 37 yards and the first 
landing area was lowered 15 feet and shifted left, bringing 
the creek on that side more into play. Bunkers were added 
to the right side of the first landing area to further squeeze 
the tee shot. The second landing area was regraded to be 
more receptive to layup shots. A hill right of the green was 
removed and a new section of green added back and right 
of the existing green, which will bring an expanded creek 
more into play on second and third shots. Two bunkers 
were built to separate the new section of green from the 
water.

No. 16 – The green was recontoured to be more 
receptive to tee shots. The hole ranked as the toughest 
in the Tournament six times in the 10 years after Nicklaus 
redesigned it before the 2011 Memorial.

No. 17 – The fairway was narrowed and all fairway 
bunkers rebuilt and repositioned so the hole better fit in 
with the character of the rest of the course. The green was 
recontoured to add pin area in the front half and so the 
back left now pitches toward the front rather than away 
from it.

No. 18 – Pitch was removed from the back and front of 
the green to add pin area to each. Shots hit to the back of 
the green no longer will automatically gravitate toward the 
Tournament’s traditional “Sunday pin.”

2023
Nos. 16 and 17 – Relocation of the Course Maintenance 

Compound created room for tee boxes to be moved back 
on each hole. The Tournament yardage increased on No. 
16 to 220 yards and on No. 17 to 503 yards. The course’s 
total Tournament yardage increased to 7,571 yards.

2024
No. 16 – The tee box was moved 30 yards to the players’ 

right to straighten the hole and take the pond on the left out 
of play for well-played tee shots. A bunker at the right front 
corner of the green was removed and replaced by a slope.

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2024 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
Even with a missed 5-foot putt for par on his last hole, Adam 

Hadwin took advantage of receptive greens to shoot 6-under-par 
66 and take a one-stroke lead over world No. 1 Scottie Scheffler 
after the first round at Muirfield Village Golf Club.

“It always stings a little to end a round with a bogey . . . (but) 
yeah, eight birdies around this place (is good),” Hadwin said. 
“The wind is always tricky, there’s not a lot of margin for error out 
there on a lot of holes. I took advantage of some good clubs . . . 
and was able to hit a few close and make a couple big (putts).”

Despite the soft conditions created by overnight rain, only 
25 players broke par from a starting field of 73, smallest in 
Tournament history. The Memorial had its latest start ever, 
moving one week later than usual to help the PGA Tour bunch 
together three Signature events with smaller fields.

Despite being one week before the U.S. Open, the 
Tournament drew nine of the top 10 golfers in the world ranking, 
including not only Scheffler but recently crowned PGA champion 
Xander Schauffele (68), Ludvig Aberg (68), Collin Morikawa (68) 
and defending champion Viktor Hovland (69).

“That’s exactly what we were trying to do as a tour (by 
creating the $20 million Signature events featuring all of the top 
players),” Schauffele said. “That’s what people want to see and 
that’s what we want to give ’em.”

Round 2
Already winner of the Masters, Players Championship 

and two other PGA Tour events in the previous three months, 
Scheffler put himself in position for another victory with a 68 in 
gusting winds that gave him a three-stroke lead at 9-under 135.

Hovland (69) and Hadwin (72) shared second place at 138.
Scheffler distanced himself from his pursuers by playing the 

last four holes 3 under par with an 8-foot putt for eagle at No. 15, 
par saves at 16 and 17 and a 12-foot putt for birdie at the last.

Wind gusts reached 28 mph, and “I just tried to do my best to 
execute,” said Scheffler, who credited caddie Ted Green with “a 
really good job of getting most of the winds right. That’s a pretty 
challenging task . . . because you have so many trees.”

Round 3
Scheffler thinned a bunker shot and air-mailed his ball into 

the creek at No. 5. He triple-bogeyed No. 9 after his tee shot 
ricocheted off a tree and out of bounds.

No worries. He recovered with three birdies on the back side, 
shot 71 and increased his lead by one stroke on another breezy 
and difficult day.

“Did a good job resetting and bouncing back,” he said.
Scheffler finished three rounds at 10-under 206, four strokes 

better than Morikawa (68), Hadwin (72) and Sepp Straka (68). 
Morikawa and Straka were bogey-free.

Hovland was in position to bid for a repeat win Sunday until 
he stumbled with four consecutive bogeys and a triple bogey on 
the back nine.

Scheffler’s four-stroke lead was the second-largest of his PGA 
Tour career through 54 holes.

“I’m going to go out tomorrow and try and have a good round 
of golf, keep my head down and stay in my own little world,” he 
said. “I’m not going to really pay any attention to what anybody 
else is doing out there, I’m just going to try and do my best.”

Round 4
Scheffler never lost all of the lead he started with but never 

could breathe easily until he holed a 5-foot downhill putt for par 
on the final hole for a one-stroke victory over Morikawa.

On another windy day complicated by hard greens and a 
difficult setup, Scheffler shot a 2-over 74, the highest final-round 
score by a Tour winner since Jon Rahm at the 2020 Memorial. 
Scheffler finished at 8-under 280 for 72 holes.

“You’re a survivor,” Tournament host Jack Nicklaus told him as 
they shook hands alongside the 18th green.

“Thanks,” Scheffler said. “Yeah, you made this place brutal 
today.”

Only 10 players shot par or better on a day that the field’s 
scoring average was a shade under 75. Morikawa (71) was the 
only player in the last 13 twosomes to break par.

“This is a tough place to close out,” Scheffler said. “I didn’t do 
a whole lot great today, but I did enough.”

Scheffler had one birdie, three bogeys and a clutch, 15-foot 
par-saving putt on No.16 that gave him a two-stroke lead with 
two holes to play.

Morikawa and Hadwin (74-284) stayed on Scheffler’s heels 
for much of the afternoon. Hadwin finally succumbed to bogeys 
on his last three holes.

After Scheffler bogeyed No. 17, Morikawa went to the 
demanding 18th one stroke behind. Both missed the green with 
their approach shots, and after Morikawa’s chip from the rough 
rolled by the hole, Scheffler made his par putt.

“I thought it was breaking right . . .  and it broke left,” Morikawa 
said. “I hit it exactly how I wanted it, and you can’t complain when 
you’re hitting shots like that down the stretch.”

It was Morikawa’s second runner-up finish at the Memorial. 
He lost in sudden death to Patrick Cantlay in 2021.

Scheffler was third that year, two strokes out of the playoff, 
and he recalled that after missing a 6-foot putt at No. 18, Nicklaus 
told him he’d be shaking his hand one day.

“It was pretty special thinking about that as I was walking over 
to shake his hand,” Scheffler said.

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2023 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
Unseasonably warm and dry weather and swirling 

afternoon winds yielded the highest first-round scoring average 
(74.000) in 23 years, but Davis Riley tamed the challenging 
conditions with a 5-under-par 67 that gave him a one-stroke 
lead over Matt Wallace.

Playing in the afternoon half of the draw and finishing on 
the front nine, Riley birdied three of his last four holes and 
bogeyed only once to finish with at least a share of the first-
round lead at Muirfield Village for the second year in a row.

“It’s a tough golf course,” he said, “especially in the 
afternoon because the greens get really firm and bouncy. . . . 
And the wind was up. So I think I hit 11 greens, but yeah, I just 
had a couple up-and-ins on some par-4s to save par that kind 
of kept the round going.”

Wallace birdied five of his first nine holes in the calmer 
morning conditions.

Round 2
For the second straight day, a golfer with the tougher 

afternoon tee time finished on top of the leader board. This 
time, it was Justin Suh, who holed eight putts from 10 feet and 
longer to shoot 66 and take a one-stroke lead at 8-under 136.

Suh, the No. 1 player on the 2022 Korn Ferry Tour, was one 
stroke ahead of 2014 Memorial winner Hideki Matsuyama, who 
shot a bogey-free 65. Another stroke behind were two-time 
Memorial winner Patrick Cantlay (67) and David Lipsky (69), 
the only golfer to break 70 each of the first two days.

Suh gained the outright lead with birdies at Nos. 14 and 
15, made his only bogey of the day at No. 16, then closed with 
a birdie at 18 to deny Matsuyama a share. Suh finished with 
4.364 strokes gained putting in the second round and 7.334 
over the first two rounds.

“I don’t think anyone is expecting to gain seven strokes off 
two days,” he said.

Round 3
Rory McIlroy (70), the No.3-ranked golfer in the world, 

saved par from just inside 9 feet at the final hole to finish 
6-under 210 and share the lead with Si Woo Kim (71) and 
Lipsky (72).

It was the highest 54-hole score to lead the Memorial since 
1990.

“It wasn’t easy out there,” said Lipsky, who hit only six 
fairways and nine greens in regulation yet could have had the 
lead to himself had he not bogeyed the last two holes.

Kim overcame double bogeys at Nos. 3 and 11 and a bogey 
at 8 with six birdies. He one-putted his last seven holes.

Five more golfers were at 211, including Denny McCarthy 
(68), who had eagles at Nos. 7 and 15. Twenty-two were within 
three shots of the lead entering the final round.

Round 4
Six golfers had at least a share of the lead on the front nine 

before McCarthy opened a two-stroke lead with three birdies 
in his first seven holes. He parred his next 10 holes and led 
Viktor Hovland by one before getting into trouble that even his 
exquisite touch with the putter could not rescue him from.

After driving into the left rough on No. 18, McCarthy (70) 
missed a 23-foot putt to save par. The bogey left him tied after 
regulation with Hovland (70) at 7-under 281, the highest 72-
hole score in the Memorial since 1985.

Again at 18, on the first hole of the playoff, McCarthy 
missed the fairway right and faced a putt of 12 feet for par. It 
grazed the lip and stayed out, bringing him to his knees.

Hovland made his uphill par putt from 7 feet – two-putting 
from 60 – for the win.

“I’m heartbroken right now,” McCarthy said after his closest 
brush with victory in 156 PGA Tour starts.

Hovland, 25, was three strokes behind after bogeys at Nos. 
8, 9 and 12 but got back in position with birdies at 15 and 17. 
He made a 30-foot putt for the only birdie of the day at 17.

“I was really proud of myself for fighting back,” Hovland 
said. “Birdieing 15 and 17 was – yeah, it was awesome. I 
played 16, 17, 18, I think, 2-under the whole week. Those 
holes, I think I’ll have nightmares playing those holes in my 
head.”

The field scoring average of 74.985 was the second-highest 
in a final round since 1985.

The only golfer to break 70 was world No. 1 Scottie 
Scheffler (67), who finished third at 282. Playing his fourth 
tournament in a row, he shot 68-67 on the weekend after 
making the cut on the nose. He briefly held the sole lead 
before a bogey at 17 left him a shot out of the playoff.

“I’m pretty tired,” Scheffler said. “I was just proud of how I 
showed up this weekend and fought.”

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2022 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
Playing in his first Memorial Tournament, fast-rising PGA 

Tour rookie Cameron Young shot a 5-under-par 67 to share the 
lead with five others on a course softened by overnight rain. 
It was the most players to share the lead after 18 holes in the 
Memorial.

Players champion Cameron Smith, Luke List, K.H. Lee, 
Mackenzie Hughes and another Tour rookie, Davis Riley, also 
shot 67.

Young came to Muirfield Village Golf Club for the first time 
having finished among the top three in his three previous 
starts, including the PGA Championship, and had improved to 
30th in the world ranking.

“I think I’m continuing to figure out how to play professional 
golf better,” he said. “I think I’m learning what I can and can’t 
do, and having done well makes it a lot easier. If I was really 
fighting to keep my card for next year, I think it gets a lot 
harder.”

Round 2
Smith shot 69 for 8-under 136 to take a one-stroke lead 

over Lee (70) and Denny McCarthy (69).
Ranked third in the world, Smith had two wins already in 

2022 and a tie for third in the Masters.
“I think my game’s in a good spot,” he said. “There’s no 

reason why I shouldn’t be (contending every week). I’m playing 
some of the best golf of my life.”

Smith had only 23 putts in each of the first two rounds. He 
didn’t need the putter on No. 12, where he flopped a delicate 
shot out of high rough behind the green and watched it roll 
more than 30 feet into the cup. The hole-out birdie gave him 
the outright lead.

“Really happy with where my short game’s at,” Smith said. 
“I feel like I’m rolling the ball really good. Just need to sort out 
that longer stuff.”

Round 3
Two strokes off the lead when his day began, Billy Horschel 

played a second consecutive bogey-free round, shot 65 and 
built a five-stroke lead at 13-under 203. Aaron Wise (69) and 
Smith (72) were at 208.

Horschel bogeyed his 10th hole of the first round, at No. 
1, before scoring par or better on his next 44 holes. He had 
seven birdies in the third round.

“Very pleased with the work (caddie Mark Fulcher) and 
I have done, not only today but over the last three days,” 
Horschel said. “Just going through our process, making sure 
we have a number where we’re trying to land the ball, talking 
about the shot, the club selection, the wind.

“When we do that, it allows me to have a clearer picture 
and have a little bit more of a higher acceptance level over the 
golf shot. Everyone on my team has told me for years, when 
I have that, I’m able to make better golf swings on a regular 
basis.”

Round 4
Playing in the final twosome with Horschel, Wise reduced 

his deficit to two strokes with six holes to play when he birdied 
Nos. 10 and 11 and Horschel bogeyed No. 12. Wise gave a 
stroke back with a bogey at 13, but more movement seemed 
possible when Wise’s third shot at the par-5 15th hole stopped 
2 feet from the pin. Horschel was on the back of the green in 
two, 52 feet, 10 inches from the cup.

Before Wise could make his birdie putt, however, Horschel 
rolled in a bomb for eagle to reclaim a three-shot advantage. 
He made it stand, closing with a 72 and a 13-under 275 for a 
four-stroke victory over Wise (71).

“I thought that was going to be a big turning point for me,” 
Wise said. “Instead, it was kind of the opposite. It was a birdie 
for me, and Billy holed a 50-footer for eagle. That was the 
turning point for him.”

No one else was able to make a run at Horschel on a 
difficult course that yielded only four scores better than 70, the 
second-fewest in 37 years in the final round of the Memorial.

Horschel, 35, said his plan for the round was to “try not to 
do anything stupid that would allow guys to sort of come back 
into the fold.” He was steady until having to scramble to make 
bogey at No. 12 and save pars at 13 and 14 with putts of 12 
and 8 feet.

The eagle at 15, he said, was “icing on the cake . . . (to) 
have a four-shot lead with three tough holes (left), knowing 
I didn’t have to do anything special and Aaron had to do 
something special to track me down.”

Horschel led the field both in hitting greens in regulation 
and scrambling to save par when he didn’t. As he left the 18th 
green to shake the hand of Tournament host Jack Nicklaus, he 
quipped, “Just like you, big man.”

“I look at putting as you make putts when you have to make 
putts,” Nicklaus said later. “That to me, that’s the mark of a 
champion. And those are the guys who win tournaments.”

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2021 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Less than a year after winning the pandemic-relocated 
Workday Charity Open at Muirfield Village Golf Club, Collin 
Morikawa shot 6-under-par 66 on a soft course for a one-
stroke lead over three others in the Memorial.
   “It fits my eye off the tee a lot,” Morikawa said. “There’s only 
a couple tee shots where I might not be able to hit my cut as 
well as I want to. But other than that, if I keep it in the fairway, 
I feel like I’m hitting kind of a lot of 9-irons, 8-irons and 7-irons, 
and . . . when I’m able to put those irons in my hands, I feel 
like I can attack pins,”
   Morikawa, who started on the back side, had seven birdies, 
including four of his first five holes after making the turn. He 
was among the fortunate half of the field to finish the round; 
rain suspended play for most of afternoon and forced the 60 
players in that half to complete their rounds Friday morning.

Round 2
   Defending champion Jon Rahm aced No. 16 while playing 
the last five holes of his round Saturday morning, highlighting 
a 7-under 65 that gave him a 10-under 134 total and a two-
stroke lead over 2019 Memorial winner Patrick Cantlay.
   “I  wasn’t too happy to have to stop (Friday) because I was 
5-under through 13 (and) playing unbelievable golf. Had you 
given me a flashlight, I probably would have tried to finish,” 
Rahm said.
   “When I started (this morning) and I make a bogey on 14 
(and then miss a birdie putt on 15) . . you’re kind of wondering. 
. . . (The hole in one) was a big boost of confidence, and it 
showed at the end. I made a great birdie on 17 and had a 
great chance on 18.” 
   Cantlay (67) had the clubhouse lead overnight after a 33-
hole Friday that ended with a run of three birdies.
   “I’m pretty tired,” he said. “I woke up at 4:30 this morning and 
started my warmup and played 33, and this golf course is one 
of the harder walks. So, yeah, it was a pleasant surprise to 
birdie the last three.”

Round 3
   Rahm birdied six of his final nine holes to shoot 64 and take 
a six-stroke lead at 18-under 198. The score and margin tied 
Tournament records for 54 holes.

   Seconds after finishing, however, Rahm was informed by 
a PGA Tour official just off the 18th green that he had tested 
positive for COVID-19 and was obligated to withdraw from the 
tournament.
   In a statement, the Tour said Rahm had been subject to 
contact-tracing protocols since Monday because he had come 
in close contact with a person who was COVID-19 positive. 
Rahm tested negative every day until Saturday, when his test 
came back positive at 4:20 p.m. A second test on his sample 
came back positive at 6:05 p.m., just after Rahm had hit his 
approach shot to the 18th green.
   His withdrawal left Cantlay (68) and Morikawa (66) as co-
leaders at 12-under 204 heading into the final round.
   “It’s kind of the worst situation for something like that to 
happen,” Cantlay said. “He played awesome today, and it’s just 
. . . a shame.”

Round 4
   Morikawa hit only eight fairways and nine greens but made 
190 feet, 1 inch worth of putts in the final round in a back-and-
forth duel with Cantlay and Scottie Scheffler. But Cantlay made 
the putt that mattered most, from 11 feet, 9 inches, to save par 
on the first hole of sudden death (No. 18). When Morikawa 
missed his par putt from 6 1/2 feet, Cantlay had his second 
Memorial victory in three years.
   Cantlay (71) and Morikawa (71) finished 72 holes at 
13-under 275. Scheffler (70) bogeyed his last hole for 277.
   “Obviously it sucks to lose a playoff. But today was a grind,” 
Morikawa said. “I was hitting the ball well, but it didn’t show 
that. I couldn’t really hit a green for my life. I was hitting my 
shots that I wanted and we were a little off . . . to get into a 
playoff, to make the putts I needed to make just to keep myself 
in it, I’m proud of myself.”
   Even in victory, thoughts of Rahm’s fate the previous day 
were not far from anyone’s mind.
   “I wish we could figure out how to give Jon three-fourths of 
the trophy,” Tournament host Jack Nicklaus said.
   “I would much rather have faced him down today and shot 
an extremely low round and beat him that way,” said Cantlay, 
29. “But unfortunately, there’s nothing I can do. I did everything 
I could with the cards I was dealt, and I really did a good job of 
focusing today on the task at hand and staying present. And 
that’s all you can do in this game.”

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2020 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Tony Finau birdied seven of his last 10 holes to shoot a 
6-under-par 66 and take a one-stroke lead over Ryan Palmer 
after one round of the latest Memorial ever. The Tournament 
was delayed nearly two months while the PGA Tour suspended 
play during the coronavirus pandemic.
   It also was the Tour’s second week in a row at Muirfield 
Village Golf Club, which hosted the rescheduled Workday 
Charity Open the previous week. It was the first time since 
1957 that one course played host to different Tour events in 
consecutive weeks. Neither event permitted spectators on the 
course because of the pandemic.
   With a midsummer wind swirling and greens running two feet 
faster than the previous week, only seven players broke 70, 
the fewest in a first or second round in eight years.
   “I think on a golf course like this, in these conditions, it really 
forces you to think about every shot and stay in the present, and 
that’s what I was able to do,” Finau said.

Round 2
   Finau stumbled at the start with two bogeys in his first three 
holes but played bogey-free from there to shoot 69 and share 
the lead with Palmer (68) at 9-under 135.
   Palmer shot a second-round 81 and missed the cut the 
previous week at Muirfield Village, but after a quick trip home 
for a swing fix and new putter, he had only one bogey and 50 
putts the first two rounds of the Memorial.
   “I put in the work Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, and (after 
that) it was a matter of putting it to the test,” Palmer said. “That 
was probably the pressure I had the most was, ‘Is it going to 
work, what I’ve been working on?’”
   Jon Rahm, second in the world ranking behind Rory McIlroy, 
made six birdies in a 67 that moved him one stroke behind the 
co-leaders at 136.

Round 3
   Consecutive birdies on Nos. 13-16 helped Rahm turn a 
four-stroke deficit into a four-shot lead, and he held that margin 
over Finau and Palmer after 54 holes. Rahm shot 68 to finish 
12-under 204.
   Finau was 12-under through 11 holes and led Palmer by 
two strokes and Rahm by four. But Finau double-bogeyed No. 

12 after his tee shot sailed 15 yards over the green, and he 
doubled 17 after trying to escape an awkward lie in the rough. 
Palmer backed up, too, with bogeys at Nos. 16 and 18.
   “This golf course can get you in a heartbeat,” Finau said.
   With the greens at Muirfield Village to be replaced after the 
Tournament, Tour officials skimped on water and let them get 
as close as possible to the edge of playability.
   Rahm made birdie putts of 12, 5, 3 and 25 feet to cap what 
he said “could be one of the best rounds of golf I’ve played in 
my life” because of the difficulty of the course setup. He was 
one of only two golfers to break 70 in the round.

Round 4
   Rahm built his lead to eight strokes with nine holes to play, 
watched it dwindle to three, then parred the last two holes to 
finish at 9-under 279 for a three-stroke victory over Palmer 
(74).
   Rahm’s 75 was the second-highest final-round score by a 
Memorial winner (Roger Maltbie closed with 76 in the 1976 
inaugural). The field’s scoring average of 75.959 was the 
second-highest for any round in Tournament history (75.972 in 
the 1978 final round).
   “It’s not like I was hitting bad shots,” Rahm said. “It’s just 
the margins (for) error are minimal on this golf course, the 
conditions we were playing, so I just had to stay faithful.”
   A double bogey at No. 11 and bogeys at 10 and 14 by Rahm 
helped Palmer make up five shots in five holes. But Rahm got 
up and down from off the green on his last four holes for what 
looked to be a four-stroke win. He was penalized two shots 
after the round, however, when officials ruled his ball moved 
slightly as he addressed his flop shot from the deep rough 
behind No. 16. He holed the shot – spectacularly so – but 
ended up with a bogey instead of birdie.
   It didn’t matter in the end, though, and Rahm, 25, ascended 
to No.1 in the world ranking, making him the second Spaniard 
to do so; the first was his idol, Seve Ballesteros.
   “One of the best performances of my life,” Rahm said. 
“Yesterday was probably one of the best rounds of my life, 
and I finished today with some clutch up-and-downs. As a 
Spaniard, I’m kind of glad it happened that way.”

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2019 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Ryan Moore shot 7-under-par 65, his best score in 49 rounds 
at the Memorial, to take a one-stroke lead over Jordan Spieth.
   Moore started fast with four consecutive birdies, at Nos. 
4-7, and finished without a bogey on his card. Spieth had five 
birdies, an eagle at No. 5 and a bogey.
   Five of the top seven on the leaderboard, including Moore 
and Spieth, teed off in the morning, when the weather was cool 
and damp and the greens soft from rain earlier in the week. 
Winds increased in the afternoon.
   “The last couple of days, it’s been so windy and we’ve all 
been practicing in it. So you go from something like that to a 
morning like this (where it’s calm) . . . we had great conditions,” 
Moore said.
   Five players shot 67, including Bud Cauley, who was 
seriously injured in an automobile accident in Dublin the night 
after he missed the cut in the 2018 Memorial. He missed the 
rest of the season.

Round 2
   Six players had at least a share of the lead at some point 
and three finished that way at 9-under 135 – Troy Merritt (66), 
Kyoung-Hoon Lee (67) and two-time major champion Martin 
Kaymer (68), making his first appearance in the Memorial in 
10 years.
   It was the first time in 15 years that three players shared the 
second-round lead. Spieth (70) remained a stroke off the lead 
at 136.
   “Right now I’d say the teeth (of the course) is really driving 
the ball,” said Rickie Fowler (68), who was among five players 
at 137. “The rough is probably as thick as I’ve ever seen it 
here. Soft greens; they’re not as fast as they can be. So you’ve 
got to hit the ball in the fairway.”
   Justin Rose, the 2010 Memorial winner, shot 63 to move 
three strokes off the lead.

Round 3
   Wielding a hot putter for the second consecutive day, 
Kaymer shot 66 to finish 15-under 201 and take a two-stroke 
lead over Adam Scott (66). It was Kaymer’s first lead after 54 
holes since he won the U.S. Open in 2014.
   Kaymer missed only one putt inside 15 feet in the second 
and third rounds and was plus-9 on the field in strokes gained 
on the greens. He was bogey-free in the third round and had 

only one bogey in his previous 46 holes when it ended.
   “I like the speed of the greens,” he said. “Once you see the 
ball going in, the hole seems bigger.”
   Spieth (69), Patrick Cantlay (68) and 2014 Memorial winner 
Hideki Matsuyama (64) were tied for third at 205. Matsuyama 
had eight birdies for the second day in a row.

Round 4
   Cantlay (64) had eight birdies and no bogeys on a 
breezy afternoon and closed with the lowest final round by 
a Memorial winner to finish 19-under 269, one stroke shy 
of the Tournament record for 72 holes. In the process, he 
leapfrogged Scott (68-271) and Kaymer (72-273), who came in 
second and third, respectively.
   “I knew I had a little bit of a mountain to climb to start the 
day,” Cantlay said. “I knew I needed to come out firing and 
make a bunch of birdies, and I did.”
   Cantlay began the final round four strokes behind Kaymer 
and two back of Scott, but birdies on six of his first 11 holes 
brought him even with Kaymer after the German bogeyed No. 
9 from the rough. Two more bogeys, at 12 and 13, and a par at 
the par-5 15th, sealed Kaymer’s fate.
   “I made a couple of bogeys and no birdies. The other guys, 
they made birdies,” he said. “It was a very vital time. I knew 
you can’t really make any mistakes coming down the stretch.”
   After falling three strokes behind Cantlay with five holes to 
play, Scott birdied Nos. 14, 15 and 16 but cut only one stroke 
from Cantlay’s lead as the 27-year-old Californian birdied 14 
and 15 and parred in. Scott also had birdie putts at 17 and 18 
but missed both.
   “I really played good golf this week,” Scott said. “It just wasn’t 
good enough.”
   Cantlay’s win, his second on the Tour, came a year after 
he squandered a final-round lead in the Memorial with three 
bogeys in his last seven holes. He finished one stroke out of 
the three-man playoff won by Bryson DeChambeau.
   “Definitely, coming back, I was looking for a little redemption,” 
he said. “Not to mention I’ve been playing really well, so it feels 
like a win has been coming. I’ve been knocking on the door 
a lot.
   “That’s what you need to do. You always have to put yourself 
in contention. And you start winning a couple, and you figure 
out how to do it.”
   Cantlay’s first win on the Tour came in November 2017 at the 
Shriners Hospitals for Children Open in Las Vegas.

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2018 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Hideki Matsuyama, the 2014 winner, played his 
last six holes 6 under par to finish 7-under 65 and 
share the lead with two players making their Memorial 
debuts, Abraham Ancer and Joaquin Niemann.
   Niemann, 19, a PGA Tour rookie from Chile, was the 
youngest first-round leader in Tournament history. The 
top-ranked amateur in the world in 2017 was coming 
off off a tie for eighth place the previous week in the 
Fort Worth Invitational.
   After Muirfield Village Golf Club absorbed nearly 
an inch of rain from Wednesday afternoon through 
Thursday morning, the greens were receptive for 
many; especially the morning draw, which shot nearly 
a stroke and a half lower than the afternoon half.
   Winds helped dry the course as the day proceeded 
and made Matsuyama’s closing run all the more 
impressive. He had four consecutive birdies on Nos. 
13-16 before holing out for eagle at No. 17 with a gap 
wedge from 130 yards.

Round 2
   Niemann took another step toward becoming the 
youngest PGA Tour winner since Ralph Guldahl in 
1931. He shot 68 to retain a share of the lead at 
11-under 133 with Kyle Stanley (66).
   Stanley, who started the round two shots off the lead, 
played his first nine holes in 32 and led for most of the 
day before Niemann tied him with a birdie at No.18.
   Niemann had birdies on three of his final five holes, 
giving him a Tournament-best 15 birdies through two 
rounds.
   Soft conditions and a lack of wind enabled 79 players 
to break par, equaling the Tournament record set in 
the first round in 2016. The field scoring average of 
70.458 was the lowest for a first or second round in 
Tournament history.

Round 3
   A rollercoaster day during which six golfers held 
at least a share of the lead ended with Bryson 
DeChambeau holding it alone after a bogey-free round 
highlighted by four birdies on his last six holes.

   “I would say I’m putting the best I have in my life,” he 
said.
   DeChambeau shot 66 for 14-under 202 to finish 
one stroke ahead of Niemann (70), Stanley (70) and 
Patrick Cantlay (66), who had a hole in one at No. 8.
   All four had at least a share of the lead during the 
round, as did former 2010 Memorial winner Justin 
Rose (68-206) and five-time champion Tiger Woods 
(69-207).

Round 4/Playoff
   DeChambeau, 24, cost himself a victory in regulation 
with a three-putt bogey from 50 feet on No. 18. But he 
survived a three-man playoff when he made an 11-
foot, 10-inch birdie putt on the same hole, the second 
of sudden death.
   DeChambeau (71), Stanley (70) and Byeong Hun An 
(69) finished 72 holes 15-under 273 to comprise the 
first playoff in Tournament history with more than two 
players. Cantlay (73-274), who led early after birdies 
on four of his first eight holes, bogeyed three of his last 
seven to miss making it a foursome.
   An started the round three strokes off the lead and 
bogeyed two of his first four holes. But he played the 
last 14 bogey-free, with five birdies, to hang close to 
the front-runners. 
   Stanley had four consecutive birdies on Nos. 14-17 
to tie DeChambeau for the lead at 16-under. But his 
drive along the right side of the dogleg at 18 caught a 
tree branch, ricocheted into the left rough and led to a 
bogey.
   After DeChambeau’s bogey gave Stanley and An a 
second chance, Stanley bogeyed No. 18 again on the 
first playoff hole to eliminate himself.  
   Playing No. 18 a third time, An flew the green with 
his approach but wedged out of the rough to within 
2 1/2 feet of the hole. Before he could try to save his 
par, though, DeChambeau drained his birdie putt for 
the win.
   DeChambeau hit only five fairways and 12 greens 
in regulation but scrambled to save par on five of the 
six greens he missed. He led the field in scrambling 
for the Tournament, and credited his father for his 
perseverance.
   “He’s had dozens of surgeries . . . diabetes, seven 
eye surgeries, back fusion, triple-bypass with his heart. 
It’s insane what he’s gone through,” DeChambeau 
said.
   “He’s always told me, just keep grinding it out. 
One little saying we have always had is, ‘Just keep 
swimming.’ It’s from (the movie) ‘Nemo.’ It’s the 
dumbest little thing, but it’s true. I mean, honestly, 
you’ve just got to keep going. When the times get 
tough, just keep going.”

2017 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Jason Dufner and David Lingmerth, the 2015 
Memorial champion, each shot 7-under-par 65 and 
shared a one-stroke lead.
   Lingmerth had eight birdies and an eagle in a 
morning round and Dufner six birdies and an eagle 
in the afternoon, when the wind gave him more of a 
challenge than it had Lingmerth earlier. Nevertheless, 
Dufner hit the first 17 greens in regulation before 
missing the 18th and taking his only bogey of the 
round.
   “That’s a tough pin for me,” he said, “so I’m glad it’s 
out of the way.”
   Despite the front-runners going low, only 34 players 
broke par and the scoring average of 73.329 was the 
highest in a round in four years. The afternoon half of 
the field averaged more than half a stroke higher than 
the morning half.

Round 2
   Dufner holed out for eagle on No.18, his second 
eagle in as many days, and shot another 65 for a 
14-under-par 130  and a five-stroke lead at the halfway 
mark of the Tournament.
   The 130 was the lowest 36-hole score in Tournament 
history,one stroke better than the previous record set 
by Scott Hoch in 1987 and matched by Rickie Fowler 
in 2010. The 17-stroke difference between Dufner’s 
score and the cut line of 147 also was a Tournament 
record.
   Dufner made 30 of 32 putts from 10 feet or less in 
the first two rounds, continuing a season-long surge 
in his putting that he credited to a calming breathing 
technique he adopted at the start of the season after 
reading how U.S. Marine Corps snipers focus on their 
breathing to steady their nerves.
   “Slowing my heartbeat down, that’s the obvious 
goal,” he said. “I think the one thing that also helps 
is it gives me something to think about other than 
my stroke or holing this putt or the situation I’m in. 
Subconsciously, I’m just putting, but I’m more focused 
on my breathing and where I’m at with that.”

Round 3
   Dufner parred his first hole but bogeyed four in a row 
after that on his way to a 77 that left him at 9-under 
207 and four shots behind leader Daniel Summerhays, 
whose 68 was his third consecutive round in the 60s. 
Matt Kuchar, the 2013 champion, was a stroke better 
than Dufner after a 67.
   “Today was pretty pathetic on all accounts,” Dufner 
said. Nevertheless, he added, “I’m in good position. 
Not as good as I’d like to be, but I still have a chance 
to win the Tournament.”
   Summerhays, in position to become the fourth player 
in as many years to make the Memorial his first PGA 
Tour win, played almost flawlessly while his partner, 
Dufner, struggled.
   “That’s Muirfield Village,” Summerhays said. “A train 
wreck can happen at any moment.”

Round 4
   With a double bogey at No.3 and a bogey at 4, 
Summerhays’ lead evaporated more quickly than 
Dufner’s had the day before and opened the way for a 
free-for-all that Dufner won.
   The Cleveland native – the only Ohioan other than 
Jack Nicklaus to win the Memorial – shot 68 to finish at 
13-under 275, three strokes better than Anirban Lahiri 
(65) and Rickie Fowler (70). Fowler, Summerhays 
(78) and Bubba Watson (73) also had the lead to 
themselves at some point during the round.
   Leading by three strokes after a birdie at No.17, 
Dufner hit his final tee shot in the rough after trying and 
failing to wait out the air horn announcing the day’s 
second weather suspension. After a delay of more than 
an hour, he returned and left his second shot in the 
rough as well.
   But after Fowler also missed the green with his 
approach, Dufner’s wedge shot landed 32 1/2 feet from 
the pin and he drained his par-saving putt.
   Dufner, 40, said later he put himself in the right frame 
of mind to rebound in the final round by hitting balls on 
the range after his 77 in the third round.
   “That’s a huge quality that you have to kind of learn 
as a golfer, to put things behind you, because you’re 
not always having the successes you want. You’re not 
always playing how you want. But how can you move 
on from it?” he said.
   “Yesterday was important for me to not leave the golf 
course mad. So I went to the range. I hit balls for about 
25, 30 minutes. I wasn’t really working on anything 
in particular, just hitting balls. I needed to blow some 
steam off. I went and putted little bit. And after I let that 
moment go, then I can go on from it.”

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Round 1
   Dustin Johnson one-putted 11 holes and had 10 
birdies in an 8-under-par 64 that gave him a one-
stroke lead in what he described as “perfect scoring 
conditions” – receptive greens and little wind.
   The field averaged 70.683 strokes, a record for 
the first round of the Memorial and more than half a 
stroke lower than the previous mark (71.240 in 2007). 
Seventy-nine players broke par, a record for any 
round.
   Johnson putted only 25 times in shooting his best 
score in 31 rounds at Muirfield Village.
   “With me, it has everything to do with the putter,” 
Johnson said. “I rolled it well today, and even 
throughout the year. The days I putt well, I play well.”

Round 2
   Matt Kuchar (66) and Brendan Steele (67) took 
advantage of another day of perfect weather to share 
the lead at 12-under 132.
   The field averaged 70.913, a second-round record 
for the Memorial. The cut was at 142, lowering that 
record by a shot for the third year in a row.
   “You’re never going to see better conditions than 
this. The right amount of heat, the right amount of soft 
greens,” Steele said. “Everything is set up that if you 
hit good shots, you can really go low.”

Round 3
   Kuchar, 68 under par in the Memorial since 2009, 
stayed in contention for his second title in four years 
with a 70 and a share of the lead with Gary Woodland 
(69) and William McGirt (64) at 14-under 202.
   “I love this golf course. This is the highlight of the 
year for me,” said Kuchar, whose career scoring 
average of 70.17 entering the Memorial ranked first of 
all who have played in the Tournament.
   The field’s scoring average (70.307) was the third-
best for a third round in the Memorial on a course 
further softened by the return of thunderstorms – and 
delays –  for the first time in three years. The round 
was suspended for more than two hours and finished 
after 8 p.m.

Round 4/Playoff
   McGirt, winless in his previous 164 starts on the PGA 
Tour, was the last man standing on a day in which wind 
whipped the field after three days of benign conditions. 
The final-round scoring average (72.267) was more 
than a stroke and a half higher than it had been for the 
first three rounds. 
   Only 13 players broke 70, including Rory McIlroy, 
whose 68 before an 87-minute, mid-afternoon weather 
suspension made him the leader in the clubhouse for 
much of the afternoon at 13-under-par 275.
   “The course played a lot more difficult. The longer 
holes played into the wind, and that made it tough,” 
McIlroy said. “The wind was tricky, especially on the 
back nine with the trees.”
   After McGirt and Jon Curran finished 72 holes tied at 
15-under-par 273, McGirt won on the second hole of 
a sudden-death playoff by making a 6 1/2-foot putt to 
save par on No.18.
   In regulation play, McGirt hit 16 of 18 greens and had 
17 pars and one birdie despite winds gusting as high 
as 35 mph.
   “It was a hard day,” said McGirt, 36. “I never felt 
comfortable with my golf swing but putted really, really 
well. My lag putting was fantastic today. That kind of 
bailed me out.”
   Curran, also chasing his first Tour win, one-putted 
four of his last five holes, including No.17 for birdie 
after playing a 7-iron from a fairway bunker to 7 1/2 
feet. That gave him a share of the lead with McGirt.
   Both parred the first hole of sudden death, No.18, 
and returned to the tee. Each missed the green the 
second time, but from thick rough behind the green, 
McGirt pitched within 7 feet of the pin while Curran’s 
pitch from left of the green rolled 39 feet by the hole.
   After Curran failed to hole his par putt, McGirt ran 
his in and became the third player in a row to make 
the Memorial his first PGA Tour title, joining David 
Lingmerth in 2015 and Hideki Matsuyama in 2014.
   “He played fantastic,” Curran said. “He made a great, 
unbelievable up-and-down on the last hole. It was 
amazing.”
   “There’s a lot of guys that had an opportunity to 
win this golf tournament today . . . (and) kept self- 
destructing,” Tournament host Jack Nicklaus said. 
“The only two guys who didn’t self-destruct were Will 
and Jon. They both came right down the stretch, both 
playing well, and that’s what we ended up with.”

Round 1
   Defending champion Hideki Matsuyama had four 
straight birdies on the back nine and shot a bogey-free, 
8-under-par 64 to share the lead with Bo Van Pelt, who 
had a career-best 10 birdies.
   Matsuyama became only the second Memorial 
winner to hold at least a share of the lead the following 
year; Jack Nicklaus was the first, in 1978.
   The field took advantage of calm, humid weather 
and a soft course to record the lowest average (71.3) 
for a first or second round in eight years. A record 67 
players broke par.
   “When you get weather like this, it’s kind of like, ‘Hey, 
see what you can come do.’ It’s right there,” Van Pelt 
said.

Round 2
   More of the same weather bred more red numbers 
as 65 players broke par one day after a record 67 
did. The two-day scoring average of 71.28 was a 
Tournament record, as was the cut, at 1-under 143, for 
the second year in a row.
   David Lingmerth (65)  led the way at 12-under 132, 
one stroke better than Jason Dufner (67), who had 
back-to-back eagles at Nos.15 and 16 (an ace from 
208 yards with a 6-iron). Dufner also had two eagles in 
the first round. The PGA Tour record for a tournament 
is five eagles.
   “You couldn’t ask for better scoring conditions,” 
Lingmerth said.

Round 3
   Justin Rose, the 2010 champion, shot 66 – three 
strokes better than anyone else who started the day 
within six shots of the lead – and took a three-stroke 
lead at 15-under 201.
   In perfect weather again – Tournament host Jack 
Nicklaus called it “bluebird” weather – nearly half 
the field (35 of 71) broke par as the scoring average 
(71.48) bettered par for the third day in a row.
   Five-time champion Tiger Woods was an exception. 
He shot 85, his highest score in a PGA Tour event.
   “There’s a chance to make a lot of birdies out there, 
but if you’re not on your game, there’s a chance to 

make quite a few bogeys. It doesn’t take much for this 
course to get very difficult,” Rose said.
   “I think we’ve had it where we can control the ball 
and look at the flag for the most part the first three 
days.”

Round 4/Playoff
   While Rose opened the door with four bogeys in 
his first eight holes, and other pursuers surged and 
fell back – Matsuyama and Francesco Molinari after 
hitting their tee shots into the pond guarding No.16 – 
Lingmerth (69) birdied three of his last eight holes to 
shoot 69 and tie Rose for the lead at 15-under 273. 
Then he beat him in a playoff.
   Rose (72) needed to save par on the final hole of 
regulation just to force extra holes after beaning a 
spectator with his approach shot. He executed a 56-
yard pitch from deep rough and made a 3-foot par putt 
to finish with a share of the lead.
   “I thought I did a very good job of fighting as hard 
as I could and getting myself into the playoff,” Rose 
said, and when he made a 19-foot par putt on the first 
playoff hole, No.18, “I thought, ‘Wow, I’m going to steal 
this one,’” he said. “But it wasn’t to be.”
   From 10 feet, Lingmerth matched Rose’s par to send 
them back to the 18th tee.
   “I knew how big that putt was,” Lingmerth said. “I’ve 
been in a few playoffs. You win some, you lose some. 
But I didn’t feel that it was my turn to lose this time.”
   Lingmerth saved par again at 18, from 3 feet, to send 
the pair to a third extra hole, No.10, where he ended 
matters. He two-putted for par after Rose missed the 
fairway, missed the green and missed an 18-footer to 
save his par.
   Lingmerth, 27, became the sixth player to make the 
Memorial his first PGA Tour win, as Rose had in 2010.
   “This is my third year on the PGA Tour, and it’s one 
thing to be a PGA Tour player, and it’s a whole ‘nother 
thing, I think, to be a winner out here,” Lingmerth said. 
“Just to be on that list of PGA Tour winners is a special 
feeling and something that no one can take away from 
me.  So I’m pretty happy about that.
   “And this Tournament, with Mr. Nicklaus as host, I 
can’t think of many other tournaments that would be 
put above this one. So I’m pretty thrilled.”
   Ironically, Lingmerth passed up a European Tour 
event in his native Sweden to play in the Memorial.
   “I’ve actually chosen this Tournament over the 
Swedish event the last three years . . . because it’s 
such a great event and everybody loves it and I love 
it, too,” Lingmerth said. “It is a little heartbreaking not 
to get to play in Sweden, but sometimes you have to 
make those decisions.  And this year, I’m definitely 
happy I made this one.”

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2014 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Four days after winning the European Tour’s BMW 
PGA Championship near London, Rory McIlroy took 
a three-stroke lead with a 9-under-par 63, the lowest 
first-round score in a Memorial.
   McIlroy one-putted 14 holes, tied his career-low with 
22 putts and, despite a double bogey at No.14, still had 
a chance to equal John Huston’s course record of 61 
with two holes to play (he parred both).
   “I was expecting this to happen,” said McIlroy, 20 
under par in his previous 51 holes of competition. “I’ve 
been playing well. I’ve been posting good numbers. I 
knew my game was close.”
   More than a third of the field broke par on a day 
when Muirfield Village yielded the lowest scoring 
average by a full field (72.158) in seven years. 
Meanwhile, an absence of wind helped make the four 
par-5 holes reachable in two shots for big hitters such 
as McIlroy, who played them in 5 under par.

Round 2
   After McIlroy double-bogeyed Nos.13, 14 and 15 
on his way to a 78 in the morning, Paul Casey went 
the opposite direction with a second consecutive 66 
for 12-under 132 and a three-stroke lead over Bubba 
Watson (69).
   “I woke up checking the scores to see what Rory was 
going to be . . . see how many under (par) I was going 
to have to try to shoot to chase him,” said Casey, who 
teed off 3 1/2 hours after McIlroy. “That obviously didn’t 
happen.”
   If not for a bogey on his last hole, No.9, Casey would 
have tied the 36-hole Tournament record set by Scott 
Hoch in 1987 and tied by Rickie Fowler in 2010.
   A record 63 players broke par in perfect scoring 
conditions. The cut at 144 also set a record on a day 
the field averaged under par (71.42) for the first time in 
four years.

Round 3
   Two left-handers were atop the leaderboard after the 
third round of an event no left-hander has won.
   Watson, the Masters champion, shot 69 for 12-under 
204 and a one-stroke lead over Scott Langley (67), 

who was bogey-free for the second consecutive 
round. It was the third consecutive round in the 60s for 
Watson, who had produced only five in his previous 28 
rounds in the Memorial and said he is uncomfortable 
on the course’s closing holes.
   “Shooting in the 60s is a great round around here,” 
he said. “I’m pretty excited about it. Would like the 
same score tomorrow and let the boys beat me if they 
want to beat me.”

Round 4/Playoff
   While Watson and others succumbed to their 
mistakes, Hideki Matsuyama survived the carnage of 
the back nine by making a 5 1/2-foot putt for birdie at 
No.18 to force a playoff with Kevin Na, whom he then 
beat on the first hole of sudden death.
   Matsuyama, 22, became the Memorial’s youngest 
champion and first Japanese winner.
   “The wind blew the hardest today it has all week,” 
Matsuyama said through an interpreter. “The greens 
hardened up and were very firm. You add that to the 
pressure of winning a golf tournament, that’s probably 
why you saw the last six, seven holes play as hard as 
they did.”
   Seven strokes off the lead to start, Na closed with a 
64 and sat in the clubhouse for two hours at 13-under 
275 as Matsuyama (69), Watson (72) and Adam Scott 
(71) dueled down the stretch.
   Forced to negotiate a challenging breeze that baked 
the greens, Scott fell to 10-under with bogeys at 
Nos.14, 15 and 16. Watson tumbled to 12-under with 
a bogey at No.14 and double bogey at 15. Matsuyama 
double-bogeyed No.16 and bogeyed 17 to also sink to 
12-under and hand Na a one-stroke lead.
   Matsuyama then missed the fairway at No.18 but 
recovered to play his approach close enough for birdie 
to tie Na and force the Memorial’s first playoff since 
1992. They finished one stroke better than Watson, 
who said his pulled drive into a backyard right of 15th 
hole cost him the trophy.
   “If I hit the 4-wood off the tee instead of the driver, we 
make (par) and we win by one,” he said. “But I made a 
double, so we lost by one.”
   The brief playoff was as messy as the close of 
regulation had been. Na drove into the creek on the 
first extra hole, No.18, took a one-stroke penalty and 
was facing a 10-foot putt for bogey when Matsuyama 
made a 10-foot putt for par and the victory.
   “I was hoping I could get (another) hole in,” Na said, 
“but he hit an unbelievable putt.”

Round 1
   Charl Schwartzel took advantage of benign 
conditions in the morning to record 10 birdies, one shy 
of Adam Scott’s record for the Memorial, and shot a 
7-under-par 65 for a one-stroke lead over Scott Piercy.
   Schwartzel changed his putting grip at the start of 
the week, but after he needed nine putts on his first 
four holes, he reverted to his old grip, moved the ball 
slightly forward in his stance and putted only 19 times 
on his final 14 holes. He missed one fairway and two 
greens.
   The new grip “didn’t feel very comfortable. It felt 
really shaky,” he said. The change, he added, “felt 
comfortable, and as you know, putting is all about 
comfort at the end of the day.”
   Tianlang Guan, a 14-year-old amateur from China, 
became the youngest to play in the Memorial and shot 
72.

Round 2
   Bill Haas shot 67 for 9-under 135 and a one-stroke 
lead on a stormy, wind-whipped day in which play was 
suspended three times and finished Saturday morning. 
It was the eighth time in nine years the Memorial had 
at least one weather interruption.
   “Those greens are lightning fast, I think that’s the 
biggest deal,” Haas said. “With that kind of wind and 
that fast of greens, it’s very difficult to make putts, and 
I’ve just been fortunate to see a few go in.”
   Haas had a three-stroke lead over four golfers when 
play was called for the day at 7:07 p.m. Schwartzel 
(71) birdied two holes to get within one of the lead after 
returning Saturday morning to finish his round.
   The delays were “such an unfortunate thing because 
this Tournament is worthy of better weather than this,” 
Masters champion Adam Scott said. “But what are you 
going to do? It’s just the way it is. It’s still a great event, 
and that’s why we always come back.”

Round 3
   Matt Kuchar managed winds gusting to 30 mph and 
shot 70 for 8-under 208 and a two-stroke lead.
   Kevin Chappell (68) equaled the day’s best score, 
and one of only six in the 60s, to tie Kyle Stanley (73) 

for second place. Chappell had only one bogey and 
24 putts.
   “If you’re not on good form, these conditions are 
going to beat you up,” Kuchar said. “Fortunately, I feel 
like I’ve been in pretty good control of what I’ve been 
doing and able to survive.”
   Defending champion Tiger Woods matched the 
second-highest score of his professional career with a 
79, including a 44 on the front nine, his highest nine-
hole score as a professional.
   “I’m sure I’m not the only one who struggled out 
there,” he said. “The conditions were tough, and when 
I missed, it cost me.’’

Round 4
   A week after losing a 54-hole lead at the Colonial, 
Kuchar led from start to finish, shooting 68 for 
12-under 276 to win by the same two-stroke margin 
with which he began the round.
   “To see the champions that have won here, and now 
to put my name on that list of champions, and to put 
my name anywhere in association with Mr. Nicklaus, it 
is such a great honor,” Kuchar said.
   Stanley (71) birdied four of the last five holes on 
the front nine to draw within one stroke of Kuchar but 
faded on the back.
   Chappell (68) took up the chase with birdies at Nos. 
13, 15 and 17 to get within two shots of Kuchar after 
Kuchar bogeyed No. 16.
   But Kuchar, 34, made what he called a “nerve-
wracking” 5-foot putt for par at No. 17 to keep the 
margin at two, then birdied No. 18 from 21 feet after 
Chappell stuck his approach shot 2 1/2 feet from the 
pin.
   ‘There at the end, it got scary. He made a great run,” 
Kuchar said.
   Chappell thought he was fortunate to get as close as 
he did.
   “He’s not going to give you much,” he said of Kuchar. 
“You’ve got to go get it.”
   Chappell echoed an opinion of Kuchar that he said 
he heard CBS commentator Nick Faldo share on 
television the previous week, when Kuchar tied for 
second at Colonial.
   “He’s not a 10 in every category of his game,” 
Chappell said, “but he’s better than a seven in all 
aspects of the game. And he doesn’t make very many 
mistakes.”
   Kuchar finished the Tournament ranked first in greens 
in regulation, first in sand saves and second in putting.

Round 1
   Dry, sunny weather leading into the Memorial made 
for a dry, fast track, and Scott Stallings’ 6-under-par 66 
was the best score among 10 in the 60s, fewest in an 
opening round of the Tournament in eight years.
   Stallings’ birdie from 2 feet at No.18, the most difficult 
hole on the course, gave him a one-stroke lead over 
Spencer Levin and Erik Compton.
   With the fairways running hot, scoring on the par-5 
holes was a key for the leaders. Stallings and Levin 
were 5 under on the holes, and Compton 3 under.
   Stallings, who averaged nearly 312 yards on his 
measured drives, reached one of the par-5 greens and 
was around the other three in two shots. He chipped in 
for eagle on No. 7 and birdied the other three.
   “We definitely keyed on the par-5s as far as being 
aggressive,” he said. “Those are some big swing 
holes.”

Round 2
   Rory Sabbatini (69) weathered afternoon 
temperatures in the mid-50s and gusting, swirling 
winds to finish at 6-under 138 and take a one-stroke 
lead over a threesome that included four-time 
Memorial champion Tiger Woods (69).
   Even though Muirfield Village absorbed more than 
an inch of rain in 24 hours, only seven players shot in 
the 60s, and the field average (73.922) was the highest 
in a round in four years. Sabbatini’s 138 was the 
highest 36-hole score to lead the Memorial since Fred 
Couples’ 143 in 1990.
   “The wind was blowing out there, was swirling in 
those trees, and it was just a tough day,” Woods said. 
“Granted, the greens were softer, but still, the wind was 
a little bit of a test. I figured anything under par was 
going to be a good score.”

Round 3
   Levin (69) had one of only three scores in the 60s on 
another windy day to take a one-stroke lead at 8-under 
208. Sabbatini (71) was one behind him, Rickie Fowler 
(69) three and Woods (73) four.
   Levin played the first 10 holes 5 under par before 
giving back two strokes with bogeys on Nos.12 and 16, 
both par-3s over water.

   The field’s scoring average rose for the second 
straight day, to 74.324, the highest for a round in four 
years. Only Levin, Fowler and Vijay Singh (69) broke 
70; and only 11 more besides them broke par.
   “I don’t know if I could have done much better,” Levin 
said.

Round 4
   Woods, who rallied from a four-stroke deficit to win 
the Memorial in 2009, performed an encore. He birdied 
four of his first seven holes and three of his last four, 
shot 67 for 9-under 279 and won by two shots.
   His record fifth Memorial title also was his 73rd on 
the PGA Tour, tying Jack Nicklaus for second all-time 
behind Sam Snead’s 82.
   “If I would have won it somewhere else, it would 
have just been, ‘I tied Jack,’” said Woods, 36. “But to 
do it here, and (for him to be) next to me right now, that 
means something to us as players.” 
   Levin (75) led by three strokes after nine holes but 
lost four shots on the next four holes and could not 
recover. He did tie a Memorial record by finishing with 
100 putts for the Tournament.
   Sabbatini (72) led by one stroke with three holes to 
play, but Woods tied him by holing a spectacular, 50-
foot flop shot from a dicey lie behind No.16 green with 
water staring him in the face.
   “It’s one of the hardest ones I’ve pulled off,” Woods 
said.
   “I don’t think, under the circumstances, I’ve ever 
seen a better shot,” Nicklaus said.
   “Tiger has been struggling. He found himself in a 
position in a tournament and it was either fish or cut 
bait. He had one place to land the ball. He’s playing 
a shot that, if he leaves it short, he’s going to leave 
himself, again, a very difficult shot. If he hits it long, 
he’s going to probably (go in the water and) lose the 
Tournament.
   “He lands the ball exactly where it has to land. It 
doesn’t make a difference whether it went in the hole 
or not. Going in the hole was a bonus.”
   Woods assumed the lead by himself when Sabbatini 
bogeyed No.16 out of a bunker, and he closed the 
door on him for good by dropping a 9-foot birdie putt 
at No.18.
   “Today was fun because I striped it,” Woods said. “I 
had it all today. Whatever club I wanted to hit, I could 
hit.”

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2011 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Rory McIlroy, 22 and playing in his second Memorial, 
birdied three of his last four holes for a 6-under-par 
66 and a share of the lead with Chris Riley, who was 
playing in the Memorial for the first time in nine years.
   Despite fast greens and thick rough, 51 players 
broke par, the most in four years, on a soft course 
that absorbed nearly 15 inches of rain the previous 
two months. A deluge a week before the Tournament 
started prompted Jack Nicklaus to refer to the course 
as “Lake Muirfield.”
   Riley made 130 feet worth of putts, third-most in 
the field, on greens that, despite the ample amount of 
moisture in the ground, ran a brisk 12 1/2 to 13 feet on 
the Stimpmeter.
   “This is probably the first time the greens are rolling 
more than 10 all year,” said Ben Curtis (70). “Some 
putts don’t have a chance. If they’re flat, they’re 13. 
Downhill, maybe 18 to 20.”

Round 2
   Steve Stricker (67) aced his next-to-last hole, No.8, 
shot 30 on his last nine holes and finished 36 holes 
with a three-stroke lead at 9-under 135.
   In 11 previous Memorials, Stricker had not finished 
better than 13th nor lower than 7 under par.
   “I’ve always felt like I’ve played my butt off to shoot 
71 or 72,” he said, “and that’s kind of the way I was 
going down the road today, playing hard to shoot over 
par or right around par – until things turned.”
   The ace highlighted a 5-under-par run on the final 
five holes for Stricker, who benefited the first two 
rounds from the thick rough and fast conditions placing 
a premium on shotmaking.
   “Some of the pin positions out there were very tricky,” 
said McIlroy (72). “The greens are firming up a bit. 
If you miss these fairways, you don’t really have a 
chance to get it close because the rough is so much 
thicker than it has been previous years. You’ve got to 
hit it really well to give yourself opportunities.”
   The cut came at 145, equaling the Tournament 
record, for the second straight year. More than 40 
players broke par for the fifth time in the past six 
rounds.
   “I feel like there’s a lot of birdies out there,” said 
McIlroy, who had six. “But it’s tough to keep it going the 
whole way around.” 

Round 3
   Stricker built a six-stroke lead at the turn but lost half 
of it on the homeward nine and settled for a 69 and a 
three-stroke lead at 12-under 204.
   After playing his last nine holes of the second round 
(the front nine)  in 30, Stricker went out in 31 in the 
third with eagles at Nos.2 and 5. Dating to his first-
round ace at No.8, that gave him three eagles in seven 
holes, each on a hole with a different par.
   But Stricker missed six of his last eight greens, 
bogeyed twice and did not have a birdie to let his 
pursuers regain some ground.
   “It was a perfect start. You couldn’t ask for anything 
more, really,” he said. “Just a little disappointing that I 
kind of let it slip away on the back nine and didn’t really 
finish the round like I had hoped. But, all in all, a good 
day. Sixty-nine around here is a good score. I’ve still 
got a three-shot lead, so I’m in good position.”

Round 4
   It was deja vu for Stricker, who played the front nine 
in 30 to build a four-stroke lead, then held on to shoot 
68, finish 16-under 272 and win by one stroke over 
Matt Kuchar (65) and Brandt Jobe (65).
   For the four rounds, Stricker played the front nine 20 
under par and the last three holes 4-over.
   Stricker, 44, was in the 13th fairway with a three-
stroke lead when dangerous weather suspended play 
for more than 2 1/2 hours.
   “It’s hard not to think about those last closing holes 
and just the unknown,” Stricker said. “You don’t know 
what’s going to happen with the other players. You 
don’t know how you’re going to perform under the gun. 
You just want to get done.”
   When play resumed, he missed birdie putts at 
Nos.13 and 14, bogeyed 15 after hitting his drive out 
of bounds, saved par out of bunkers at 16 and 17 and, 
with a two-shot lead, bogeyed 18 after missing the 
green with his approach, chipping 15 feet past the pin 
and two-putting.
   “It wasn’t pretty,” he said as he walked off the green 
and shook Nicklaus’ hand.
   ‘’After that rain delay, I played pretty tentatively at 
times,’’ Stricker told reporters later. ‘’I felt like I was just 
trying to hang on and get it in the house. It’s a tough 
way to play.’’

Round 1
   Rickie Fowler, a 21-year-old PGA Tour rookie, shot 
7-under-par 65 in his Memorial debut to share a two-
stroke lead with Justin Rose and Geoff Ogilvy.
   Fowler needed only 12 putts on each nine and 
responded to his only bogey, on the third hole, with a 
run of birdie-birdie-birdie-eagle-birdie to shoot 31 on 
the front.
   “That really made the round,” he said. “I didn’t 
see myself shooting 65. I saw this as being a pretty 
tough course. So I’m pretty stoked to go out the first 
Tournament round and put up that number.”
   A rain-softened course gave up 48 under-par rounds, 
most in three years  More than an inch of rain fell 
overnight, and more of it suspended play twice. 
   “The course is for the taking,” said Ogilvy, whose 
bogey on his next-to-last hole cost him the outright 
lead. “Perfect greens, a little bit receptive, not too 
much breeze.” 

Round 2
   Fowler’s 66 equaled the best round of the day, his 
13-under 131 tied the 36-hole record by Scott Hoch in 
1987, and he built a three-stroke lead as 49 players 
broke par on a day interrupted twice again by storms.
   Fowler birdied three of his last four holes to take the 
largest 36-hole lead in the Memorial since Kenny Perry 
led by the same margin in 1991.
   “Just being in contention the few times I have over 
the last eight months or so since I turned pro, this is by 
far the best that I’ve felt,” Fowler said. “I just feel really 
comfortable getting out and seeing my name on top of 
the leaderboard. It’s not making me feel much nerves 
at all.”
   The cut at 1-over 145 tied the Memorial record and 
was the lowest in 12 years.

Round 3
   It was the same story for the third straight day as 
Fowler kept his three-stroke lead through two more 
suspensions that ran the total to a record six through 
three days covering more than 9 1/2 hours.   
   “It’s a bit tiring having long days like this, getting 
done basically at dark, waking up -- I think I had my 
alarm set at 6 this morning,” Fowler said after making 
par on the final hole in fading sunlight at 8:30 p.m.

   “But my game feels good, so I don’t think the breaks 
and stops have hurt or helped it.”.
   With golfers allowed to lift, clean and place for the 
first time in the Tournament, Fowler shot 69 without a 
bogey and stood at 16-under 200. Ricky Barnes had a 
62 for a share of second place at 203. Barnes’ 18-hole 
score was one stroke off the Memorial record set by 
John Huston in 1996.

Round 4
   Rose shot a bogey-free 66 and finished at 18-under 
270 total for a three-stroke victory over Fowler (73) on 
a sunny, windy day.
   Rose, 29, became the first British golfer to win the 
Memorial with his first victory on the American tour.
   “To win here at the Memorial, at Jack’s Tournament, 
I couldn’t think of a better place to win my first 
tournament,” he said.
   Rose, who started four strokes off the lead, erased 
his deficit when he birdied four of his last five holes on 
the front nine and Fowler bogeyed No.10.
   Fowler, bidding to become the youngest Memorial 
winner, then bounced his 5-iron tee shot at No.12 off 
the front bank and into the pond. The double bogey 
that resulted handed Rose a two-stroke advantage. It 
was Fowler’s first time out of the lead in 49 holes.
   “I was just trying to aim at the back bunker and cut it 
off a little bit there,” Fowler said. “The ball started going 
where I wasn’t trying to.
   “I just made a bad swing and paid for it.”
   Rose pulled away from there by making birdie putts 
of 12 and 13 feet at Nos.14 and 16. He one-putted 11 
greens, including eight in a row on Nos.3-10.
   A morning storm that increased the week’s rainfall at 
the course to 2 1/2 inches was followed by winds that 
greased the greens and played havoc with shots. The 
scoring average of 73.085 was more than two strokes 
higher than the previous day’s.
   Rose credited a change in swing coaches the 
previous summer with helping him become a better 
player in the wind. 
   ‘’That is honestly one of the biggest things this year,” 
he said. “I feel like I’ve been able to control my ball 
flight much more in the wind.’’

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2009 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   First off the tee in the morning, Luke Donald took 
advantage of beautiful weather and receptive greens to 
shoot 8-under-par 64 and take a three-stroke lead.
   In tying the Memorial’s first-round scoring record, 
Donald holed out twice for birdie from off the green and 
putted only 20 times, one off the Memorial record. He 
one-putted 12 greens, five to save par, and none of his 
five birdie putts was longer than 10 feet. He birdied six 
holes in a row and eight of nine.
   Donald came into the Tournament with the best 
putts-per-green average (1.697) on the PGA Tour.
   After bogeying No.1 and holing out for birdie from 
48 yards at No.2, he said “it was just kind of a normal, 
everyday round until I got to the eighth and made a 
nice putt from the fringe from (12 feet). That kind of 
sparked off a run of six birdies. I just really got on a hot 
streak. That doesn’t happen very often, but when you 
get on that roll, it feels pretty good.”

Round 2
   Sun, low humidity and intermittent winds baked the 
greens and kept the front-runners from digging any 
farther under par than Donald did in the first round. Jim 
Furyk (70), the 2002 Memorial winner, made a slick, 
downhill birdie putt at No.18 to finish 7-under 137 and 
share the lead with Jonathan Byrd (68).
   “I can’t imagine (the greens) being any quicker at the 
U.S. Open” in two weeks, said Furyk, who was the only 
one of the top six on the leader board to play in the 
afternoon. “With the slopes we have on these greens 
. . . I think we’re at our max. I hope we’re at our max.”
   Furyk’s playing partner, Mark Wilson (70), had his 
downhill 6-footer at 18 trickle by the cup and finished 
one shot off the lead with Mike Weir.
   “I was just trying to tap it, get it rolling at the left 
edge,” Wilson said. “Sometimes when you’re hitting 
it that soft, it’s hard to get it started on line. . . . You’re 
actually playing defensive a little bit. You want to make 
it, but if you take the speed where you want to make it, 
here that putt could probably go 12 feet past the hole. 
You’ve got to be a little careful.”

Round 3
   Wilson (69) and Matt Bettencourt (68), in the field on 
a sponsor’s exemption, shared a one-stroke lead at 
9-under 207. Major champions Furyk, Davis Love III, 

Ernie Els, Tiger Woods and Geoff Ogilvy were among 
eight golfers within four strokes of them.
   “If you expect to win, you’re going to have to beat the 
best, and the best are here,” said Bettencourt, who a 
year earlier was playing on the Nationwide Tour..
   Ogilvy took advantage of a 9 a.m. tee time to shoot 
63, a third-round record, and jump from 57th to fifth 
place.
   “The wind wasn’t blowing and the greens were 
perfect,” he said. “If you were going to shoot a low 
score, this morning was the time to do it.”

Round 4
   Less than a year after reconstructive surgery on his 
left knee, Woods became the Memorial’s first four-time 
champion, shooting a 65 to finish 12-under 276 for a 
one-stroke victory over Furyk (69).
   “I knew I could do this. It’s just a matter of, ‘Give me 
a little bit of time,’” Woods said.
   Woods, 33, did not miss a fairway and had 25 putts 
in matching the Memorial’s lowest final-round score by 
a winner.
   “I’ve been hitting the ball well all week,” he said. 
“I really controlled my flight and felt in control with 
shaping the ball both ways. That’s when you feel like 
you’re in control of what you’re doing.”
   Woods erased a four-stroke deficit with four birdies 
in his first seven holes. As other contenders self-
destructed behind him, he won a dogfight on the back 
nine with birdies at the last two holes. A two-putt birdie 
at No.15 gave him a one-shot lead that he lost with a 
bogey out of the bunker at 16. But he birdied from 9 
feet at 17 and from a foot at 18.
   “There was a whole bunch of guys piled up, and a lot 
of guys went south at the end except for Tiger,” Furyk 
said. “My hat’s off to him. Birdieing the last two is pretty 
special. Those pins weren’t in easy spots.”
   Woods (32) and Furyk (33) were the only contenders 
to break par on the back nine on another dry and 
windy day. Furyk also birdied 18.
   “You can get in trouble here pretty easily,” Woods 
said. “Marginal shots just weren’t going to hold 
fairways and they weren’t going to hold greens. You 
had to hit the ball well and really have some pretty 
good touch on the greens.”

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2008 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Mathew Goggin, a 33-year-old Australian playing his 
first Memorial, birdied four of his last eight holes, saved 
par from off the green at No.18 and finished with a 
7-under-par 65 for a one-stroke lead.
   Goggin hit only 11 greens in regulation but scrambled 
well with 22 putts. He holed shots from off the green on 
two of his last six holes and one-putted three others.
   “I’ve been playing really consistently,” Goggin said. 
“I’ve hit the ball well all year, really, and I’ve had a lot 
of good rounds. I’m starting to putt more consistently. 
So there’s no reason I couldn’t do it for another three 
days.”
   Jerry Kelly (66) played in a threesome with Goggin 
on a picture-perfect day and said it was the first day 
of the year either could remember that there was no 
wind. Kelly shared second place with Kenny Perry.
   “I can’t think of a tournament I’ve played without at 
least 10 mph wind,” Kelly said. To have this, there’s 
nothing else in your mind except for hitting your shot.”
   Thirteen players shot in the 60s, but eight shot 80 or 
higher, and the field’s scoring average of 73.73 was 
the highest in a round in five years.

Round 2
   Perry survived a wind-whipped afternoon with a 71 
that gave the two-time Memorial winner a share of the 
lead with Goggin (72) at 7-under 137.
   Winds gusting to 25 mph added to the challenge 
already posed by fast fairways, high rough, furrowed 
bunkers and slick greens. The result was the highest 
scoring average (75.856) and cut score (150) in 18 
years.
   “You had to have a lot of patience,” Perry said. “I’m 
very tired. I’m mentally tired right now. That was a very 
stressful round to hang in there and keep it together.”
   Only 15 golfers broke par, fewest in a round in five 
years, and it was after 6 p.m. before a player posted a 
score better than 70 (J.B. Holmes with a 69).
   Goggin had seven birdies, five pars, five bogeys and 
a double bogey but managed to stay atop the leader 
board for a second consecutive day.
   “I’m sort of a very impatient person,” he said. “But as 
you get older and get a bit more experience, you just 
have a different approach, a little bit more relaxed. You 
don’t try and force it.”

Round 3
   Overnight rain totaling 1 3/4 inches softened the 
course somewhat on another windy day, with gusts as 
strong as 32 mph. Goggin persevered through it – and 
a rain delay of nearly 2 1/2 hours – to shoot 71 and 
take a three-stroke lead at 8-under 208.
   Goggin birdied two of his first three holes to build a 
three-stroke lead and did not trail after that. Perry (74) 
had five bogeys to fall to second with four others.
   “It’s definitely his tournament to win,” Perry said. 
“If he shoots 75, then the door is wide open for 
everybody.”
   Goggin, winless in 6 1/2 years on the PGA Tour, 
was trying to become the first Memorial champion to 
lead wire to wire, and the first in 32 years to win the 
Tournament in his first attempt. The only player to do it 
was Roger Maltbie in the inaugural event in 1976.
   “I’ve been working toward this a long time,” he said, 
“and it’s probably the hardest thing in the world to do.”

Round 4
   Perry played what he called perhaps the best round 
of his career, a near-flawless 69 in swirling wind 
to finish 8-under 280 and win by two strokes over 
four others. It was the highest winning score in the 
Memorial in 18 years.
   Perry, 47, became the Memorial’s oldest champion 
and joined Tiger Woods as a three-time winner.
   “The magic always happens for me here,” he said.
   Goggin (74) bogeyed twice in his first four holes to 
lose the lead. Perry, Mike Weir (71), Justin Rose (71), 
Matt Kuchar (77) and Jerry Kelly (71) all held at least a 
share of the lead over the next six holes before Perry 
seized it for good when the wind held Weir’s approach 
at No.10 short of the green and he bogeyed.
   Perry, 8-under after birdieing Nos.5, 6 and 9, held 
his advantage with par saves from the sand at 12 
and the rough at 14. He increased his lead to three 
strokes with a birdie at 15. A bogey at 17 proved 
inconsequential.
   “I saw a lot of guys struggling (in the wind), putting 
the ball where they shouldn’t put it,” Tournament host 
Jack Nicklaus said. “Kenny was the only one that 
never looked like he put himself in a position to get in 
trouble. He looked like a guy who knew what he was 
doing and knew the golf course.”

2007 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Despite deeper fairway bunkers and a second 
straight year of furrowed sand, a cloudy sky and humid 
air made the course a soft touch and 57 players broke 
par, the most in a round in five years.
   Twenty-nine golfers broke 70, led by Sean O’Hair, 
Rod Pampling and left-hander Nick O’Hern, who 
shared the lead at 7-under-par 65. Five others shot 66.
   Pampling had nine birdies, and O’Hair and O’Hern 
eight apiece.
   “I think it’s softer than probably they want to play 
it,” O’Hair said. “The sun is not quite out. It’s kind of 
hiding behind the clouds. If the sun pops out and starts 
baking the course out a little bit, I think it will be a lot 
tougher.”

Round 2
   Playing in the morning calm, before a breeze 
freshened in the afternoon, Adam Scott had a 
Memorial-record 11 birdies, shot 62 and passed 30 
golfers to take a two-stroke lead at 12-under 132.
   Scott’s 18-hole score and 36-hole total were one 
stroke short of Memorial records. He missed three 
putts inside 7 feet, two for birdie and one for eagle.
   “I’ve shot 62 a few times but never lower,” Scott 
said. “Today, my ball-striking and distance control and 
everything were pretty much spot-on. . . . Probably 
the best ball-striking round that I can remember.” He 
missed two fairways and two greens.
   Scott finished before the light wind came up and 
prevented anyone from catching him. Pampling (68) 
finished one stroke behind at 133, the fourth-lowest 
two-round total in Memorial history.
   “On this course, you’d like to be leading after two 
rounds if you shoot those numbers,” Pampling said. 
“But, obviously, the conditions were pretty nice early 
on, and Adam took full advantage.I couldn’t believe 
it. He kept going, didn’t he? He just didn’t stop. He 
obviously had it dialed in.”

Round 3
   Playing in the final twosome, Pampling (68) birdied 
the last hole, his partner Scott (72) bogeyed it, and 
Pampling’s lead increased from one shot to three shots 
after 54 holes. He finished at 15-under 201.

   A 2 1/2-hour weather delay kept the last two groups 
from starting their rounds until after 4 p.m., and none 
of the golfers started well. But Pampling played his last 
13 holes 5-under, including birdies on three of his last 
five holes.
   He credited a bogey at the par-5 No. 5 hole with 
changing his mindset. Trying to bail out to the right 
while going for the green with his second shot, he hit 
his ball in the water, then nearly wedged his third into 
the creek, also.
   “I said to my caddie, ‘Why are we being so negative 
out there? Let’s just be aggressive. It’s there to be 
taken,’ “ Pampling said. “Obviously, it worked out well.”

Round 4
   K.J. Choi saved par from off the green on four of his 
last five holes, one-putted 12 greens and shot 65 to 
come from five strokes off the lead and win at 17-under 
271.
   The 65 equaled Jim Furyk’s final-round record by a 
Memorial champion in 2002.
   Ryan Moore (66) had five consecutive birdies from 
Nos.13-17 to surge into second place at 272. Kenny 
Perry (63) also finished with a flourish to tie Pampling 
(72) for third at 273.
   Pampling watched his lead disappear as he played 
the first 10 holes 1 over par. With the golf course 
yielding for the fourth day in a row, “that gave everyone 
the hope, by me not going out there shooting two, 
maybe three birdies.”
   Choi, 37, caught and passed Pampling with six 
birdies and a 30 on the front nine, then used his short 
game to save himself coming home. After hitting 
greenside bunkers at Nos.14, 16, 17 and 18, he 
wedged out and holed putts of 16 1/2 feet at No.17 and 
7 feet or less on the other three holes.
   “He made three fantastic, unbelievable up-and-
downs on the last three holes, which was great to see 
in the circumstance he was,” said Fredrik Jacobson, 
one of Choi’s playing partners. “He had to hold onto 
his lead and did what he had to do. Very strong on his 
part.”
   Pampling and Scott (70) were one stroke behind 
Choi with two holes to play, but each bogeyed No.17. 
Scott also bogeyed 18.
   The field averaged 71.491 strokes for 72 holes, the 
lowest in 12 years.
   “We had four days of no wind. We had four days 
of really easy conditions. Four days of humidity, 
which means the greens never could firm. When you 
have those conditions, the guys will shoot very low,” 
Tournament host Jack Nicklaus said. “It made for an 
exciting Tournament.”

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2006 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   The threat of lightning suspended play late Thursday 
and kept left-hander Steve Flesch from finishing his 
final hole, but when he did Friday morning, he had a 
one-stroke lead at 6-under-par 66.
   Not coincidentally, Flesch was one of only nine 
players in the field who did not hit into a greenside 
bunker. The bunkers were the talk of the locker room 
after Jack Nicklaus received permission from the PGA 
Tour to rake furrows into the sand to make them more 
penal and make players think twice about trying to 
fly them in the fairway or aim for them next to par-5 
greens.
   “If you talk to the players, they’re probably 98 percent 
against (the change) right now,” said Slugger White, 
the PGA Tour’s on-site tournament director.
   The consensus among the players was the furrows 
took skill out of playing sand shots.
   “You’re either lucky or unlucky (with your lie),” 
Ernie Els said. “If you’re unlucky, you’ve got no shot, 
basically. I don’t care how good a bunker player you 
are, you’ve got no shot.
   “I guess that’s what they want to do.”

Round 2
   More than an inch of rain in about a 20-hour span 
from Thursday night to Friday afternoon soaked the 
finish of the first round and suspended the second less 
than 2 1/2 hours after it started. When it finally ended 
Saturday afternoon, Carl Pettersson (67) had a one-
stroke lead at 8-under 136.
   Pettersson birdied five holes, saved par on five 
others and putted only 24 times in his second round, 
which he completed before play was suspended Friday 
night..
   “I think I like the soft conditions,” Pettersson said. 
“You don’t have to think as much. You can kind of fly it 
to the pin, and it’s easy to keep it in the fairway.” 

Round 3
   The finish of the second round delayed the start of 
the third until 1:30 p.m., and a lightning suspension just 
before 8 p.m. prevented the field from completing play 
on schedule for the third straight day.

   Pettersson (69) did not play his last three holes until 
Sunday morning and, at 11-under 205, increased his 
lead to two strokes.
   “I played very similar to the way I played (the second 
round). I just kept it rolling, just hitting it good,” said 
Pettersson, who had only one bogey, giving him two in 
three rounds.
   The third-round scoring average was the highest 
of the week (73.24) as sunny, breezy weather gave 
players another variable to consider besides the 
furrowed bunkers.

Round 4
   Play was suspended for the fourth consecutive 
round, but for only 32 minutes by a threat of lightning. 
It did nothing to stop Pettersson’s methodical march to 
his second PGA Tour victory.
   Ensconced during the delay in a “safe house” next 
to the 11th fairway, leading by three strokes after he 
had chipped in for birdie from 35 feet at the hole, 
Pettersson had nothing to do but think about what was 
to come over the last seven holes.
   “I knew where I stood,” he said. “Your mind plays so 
many funny games, and it’s hard not to think ahead. 
I just kept telling myself to keep it going and play golf 
and see what happens.”
   Pettersson, 28, who started the final round with a 
two-shot lead, never led by less as he closed with a 71 
for a 12-under 276 and a two-stroke win.
   “I saw virtually every shot on television, and Carl 
definitely played the best golf,” said Tournament host 
Jack Nicklaus, who spent the afternoon in the CBS 
broadcast booth. “I think there were some spectacular 
shots by other guys, but he was just Steady Eddie.”
   It was the highest winning score in the Memorial in 
16 years, and the field averaged more than 73 strokes 
for the four rounds for only the second time in that 
span. The furrowed bunkers received some of the 
credit.
   The result, 1993 Memorial winner Paul Azinger said, 
was “the best ball strikers rising to the top. You have to 
avoid the bunkers and make some putts.”
   Pettersson one-putted nine greens in the final round 
and 33 for the week. He led the field in putting and 
scrambling and ranked fourth in sand saves.
   “I think we accomplished what we tried to do,” 
Nicklaus said, referring to the furrowed bunkers.

Round 1
   Jeff Sluman, 47 years old and playing on a sponsor’s 
exemption, took advantage of calmer conditions late 
in the day and matched his best score in the Memorial 
with a bogey-free, 7-under-par 65 to take a one-stroke 
lead over Rory Sabbatini.
   Eight others were only two strokes off the pace 
as Muirfield Village surrendered 27 scores in the 
60s and 47 under par. Golfers credited the course’s 
newly dethatched fairways with increasing the roll and 
distance on their tee shots, which left them shorter 
approaches to the greens.
   Sluman needed only 24 putts to complete his round 
after changing to a claw-like putting grip a few weeks 
earlier.
   “It’s been delightful to putt again like you feel like 
you’re a kid, getting all the balls to the hole,” Sluman 
said. “It really does open and expand your game in that 
respect. You’re not as concerned about if you miss a 
green you’ve got to chip it to this close to make it.”

Round 2
   Sluman did not capitalize on as many scoring 
chances as he did a day earlier, but his 71 for an 
8-under 136 total enabled him to maintain a one-stroke 
lead over a group of five that included three-time 
Memorial winner Tiger Woods.
   Woods (68) had a share of the lead until he bogeyed 
his next-to-last hole, No.17.
   “Kind of nice to play the weekend,” he joked after 
making his first cut since his PGA Tour-record streak of 
142 consecutive cuts made ended three weeks earlier 
at the Byron Nelson Classic.
   Twenty-four players were bunched within four 
shots of the lead, and 51 were under par, as the 
field averaged par or better in each of the first two 
rounds of the Memorial for the first time. But it was not 
necessarily as easy as it looked.
   “”There were some pretty dicey” pin positions, said 
Kenny Perry, who could not sustain an early run up 
the leader board. “You had to pay attention to what 
you were doing or you could make a big number in a 
hurry.”
   Jack Nicklaus shot 75-77 and missed the cut in the 
last of his 30 Memorials.
   “I had tears in my eyes all day,” he said.

Round 3
   David Toms (64 with an ace at No.4), Fred Couples 
(66), Bart Bryant (66) and Sluman (68) shared a one-
stroke lead at 12-under 204.
   It was the largest knot of players tied for the 54-hole 
lead in Tournament history, and the first time since 
1982 that multiple players shared the third-round lead. 
Ten more golfers were within four strokes of the lead, 
and 54 in all were under par, as the field averaged 
under par for the second straight day.
   “We’ve had perfect weather and the absence of 
wind, and the greens aren’t as firm as I think they’d 
probably like them to be,” Sluman said. “So the golf 
course is playing a little shorter and the guys are 
driving it in the fairway.
   “Wind and firm greens really make a tremendous 
difference, and we really haven’t had that this week.”

Round 4
   Bryant, 80th in the world ranking and the only 
one of the third-round co-leaders without a major 
championship on his resume, beat them and everyone 
else with a closing 68 and a16-under 272 total that left 
him one stroke better than Couples (69).
   “It’s beyond explanation to me how this happened,” 
Bryant, 42, said after surviving the pressure in muggy, 
90-degree heat.
   It was the second PGA Tour victory in nine months 
for Bryant, whose win in the Valero Texas Open the 
previous September came 13 years after his rookie 
year on the tour.
   “Other people around me believed more than I did 
that it would happen,” he said. “There’s always been a 
seed of doubt in my mind that this would happen.”
   Couples led Bryant by one stroke with three holes 
to play, but they exchanged positions after Couples 
bogeyed No.16 and Bryant birdied 17.
   Bryant’s tee shot at 18 bounced left and inside the 
hazard line. But after a penalty drop, he reached the 
green with a 6-iron and made a 14 1/2-foot putt to save 
par and preserve his one-stroke advantage.
   “I was hoping to make the putt, but I can’t say I was 
really trying to make it,” Bryant said.. I was trying to lag 
it down there. I knew (where) Freddie was and I didn’t 
want to do anything crazy and leave myself a 4-footer 
coming back. Luckily, it had just the right line.”
   Couples, playing behind Bryant, missed a tying birdie 
putt of 11 feet at No.17, then missed the green with his 
approach to 18 and failed to hole his chip shot to force 
a playoff.

Round 1
   Ben Curtis, who grew up 12 miles north of Muirfield 
Village, in Ostrander, and Ernie Els shared the lead 
at 4-under-par 68, the highest score to lead the first 
round since 1990.
   After toughening the course in 2003 with recontoured 
greens and a redesigned 17th hole, Tournament host 
Jack Nicklaus added four deep bunkers to the right side 
of No.18 this year to persuade even the longest hitters 
to play the closing dogleg the way Nicklaus intended for 
it to be played, with a mid- to long-iron second shot into 
the green.
   Fast greens and tucked pins also played into a 
first-round scoring average of 73.133, the fifth straight 
round in which the field failed to break par.
   “It’s always been a bomber’s paradise here, but 
you’ve got to have some killer short game,” said former 
Memorial winner Paul Azinger (69), one of eight who 
finished a stroke out of the lead. “There are no fluke 
winners here. There’s a reason you have a good list of 
champions. You’ve got guys who can play the game.”

Round 2
   Curtis was bogey-free for the second  day in a row, 
shot 69 and kept a share of the lead at 7-under 137 
with Justin Rose (67) and Stephen Ames (68).
   Rose took advantage of being first off the tee by 
making five of his seven birdies on his first nine holes. 
He had the lead to himself before his drive at No.18 
found one of the new bunkers right of the fairway. 
Forced to play the ball a foot below his feet, Rose 
left his second shot 50 yards short of the green and 
chunked his third into the front left bunker. On the 
green in four, he two-putted for double bogey.
   Rose said the revamped hole demanded “the perfect 
tee shot. There’s no bailout. The wind today was off 
the left, so it made the fairway play even narrower.”
   Curtis and Ames birdied the same hole later to tie 
him.

Round 3
   Els shot 66 for a 12-under 204 total and a two-stroke 
lead, but moving among his closest pursuers with 
one round remaining were former Memorial winners 
Fred Couples (68--206) and Tiger Woods (67--207). 

Couples was tied for second with Rose (69)  and K.J. 
Choi (68). Woods was a stroke behind them with Ames 
(70), the top-ranked player on the PGA Tour in the all-
around statistic.
   Els hit 15 greens in regulation and was bogey-free.
   “He attacked the course today,” said Couples, Els’ 
playing partner. “He started out hitting driver and never 
let up. He went after it. He had a couple of breaks, but 
it was an easy 66.”

Round 4
   Els one-putted 11 of his last 14 holes and shot a 
second straight 66 to win the title at 18-under 270. He 
finished four strokes ahead of Couples (68) and six 
better than the third-place Woods (69).
   The 72-hole score was the fourth-lowest in Memorial 
history, chiefly because Els needed only 100 putts, 
one fewer than the previous record by Andrew Magee 
in 2000.
   “My putter definitely won me the golf tournament,” 
said Els, 34. “I don’t think I’ve had a putting week like 
this maybe since Oakmont when I won (the 1994 U.S. 
Open) there. I made everything inside 10 feet that 
week. I felt the same this week.” 
   Couples, who began the final round two strokes off 
Els’ lead and was paired with him, held the lead for 
one hole after Els lost his lead on the first four holes. 
Couples was within one stroke with six holes to play, 
after birdies at Nos.11 and 12, but could not withstand 
Els’ work with the putter.
   Els, who had righted himself earlier with birdies at 
Nos.5 and 7, fended off Couples again with an 8-foot, 
par-saving putt at No.12 and a birdie putt of 31 feet at 
13. He led by at least two strokes the rest of the way.
   “Freddie was really coming on strong,” Els said. “I 
thought he was going to run out of steam at his age 
(44), but he kept coming.”
   “The up-and-down at 12, the bomb on 13 . . . he 
was great,” Couples said. “There weren’t many 66s 
being shot out there this week, and he shot two on the 
weekend. That’s fantastic stuff.”
   Woods made an early run by playing the front nine 3 
under par but couldn’t sustain that pace on the back, 
where he repeatedly put himself in trouble and needed 
spectacular recovery shots just to stay in place. He 
played the back nine in even par.
   “I put up 3 (under) on the front, and if I shot 3 (under) 
on the back, I thought it might force it to a playoff or 
win it outright,” Woods said. “But Ernie was playing too 
well for that.”

Round 1
   Charles Howell III missed only two greens and 
matched the lowest first-round score in Memorial 
history with an 8-under 64 to take a one-stroke lead 
over Kenny Perry, the winner four days earlier at 
Colonial.
   Recontoured but soft greens and a redesigned 17th 
hole were defenseless against the world’s best golfers 
on a warm and windless day that favored long hitters.
   “The ball was going forever,” said three-time winner 
Tiger Woods, who shot 67. “With it being so hot and 
humid, some holes you can carry (the ball) 300 yards 
(in the air) with no problem.”
   Given the conditions, course designer and 
Tournament host Jack Nicklaus said, “you’re going to 
have to put the pins in bunkers to make it any tougher.”  

Round 2
   Perry birdied No.18 with a 30-foot, bladed sand-
wedge shot from just off the back of the green to shoot 
68 and finish 11-under 133, one stroke better than 
Retief Goosen (67) and Lee Janzen (67).
   “Everything that can go my way is going my way,” 
said Perry, who, including his win at Colonial the 
previous week, was 30 under par for his previous 108 
holes.
   “The 4- or 5-footers that I need to make for par, I’m 
making right now to kind of keep the momentum and 
keep things going my way. Then I’ll make a 20-footer 
for birdie. It just seems like the momentum holes that 
you need to do something to keep your run going, I 
have been able to take advantage of.”
   Perry extended his streak of bogey-free holes to 35, 
thanks in part to calm morning weather conditions. 
Swirling winds in the afternoon limited the final third of 
the field to five under-par rounds.

Round 3
   Perry shot 70 for 13-under 203 and expanded his 
lead while battling wind gusts of more than 30 mph 
and a chill factor in the 40s. He extended his streak of 
bogey-free holes to 50 in a row before three-putting 
No.16.
   Janzen (71) was two strokes behind Perry, but no 
one else was closer than five shots after a bitter day 
that reminded Tournament veterans of the second 

round in 1979 and first round in 1990. Only 11 players 
broke par, and Jose Maria Olazabal’s bogey-free 66 
was the only score under 70.
   “That was probably better than my 61 I shot last 
week at Colonial,” Perry said of Olazabal’s round. “I 
mean, the conditions were just brutal out there. It was 
so raw, the wind was blowing so hard, it was hard to 
choose clubs.”
   The field averaged 75.493 strokes, the highest for a 
Memorial round since 1990.
   “There was such a premium on every golf shot you 
hit today,” Perry said. “It was easy to flail one out there 
and the next thing you know, you’re making a quick 
double. You had to be in the game for 18 holes.”

Round 4
   Six strokes ahead with six holes to play, Perry 
bogeyed five times but still finished two strokes ahead 
of Janzen and won not only his second Memorial but 
his second PGA Tour title in seven days.
   Perry, whose first win at Muirfield Village Golf Club 
was in 1991, shot 72 for 13-under 275. Janzen (72) 
played the last six holes even par.
   “Thank goodness he wasn’t doing anything because 
he had plenty of chances to put some heat on me,” 
said Perry.
   Janzen’s best chance to apply some pressure came 
at No.8, where he holed a bunker shot for birdie to 
momentarily climb within three strokes of his playing 
partner. Perry faced a 7-foot par putt but drained it, 
and he doubled his lead over the next two holes with 
a foot-long birdie putt at No.9 and a Janzen bogey at 
the 10th.
   Perry, 42, led for the last 45 holes of the Tournament.
   “I am mentally and physically exhausted,” he said. 
“I’ve never been under this much strain for two weeks. 
I had a lot going through my head and I think I just got 
tired.”
   After starting the Memorial with a bogey, Perry 
bogeyed only twice more over his next 65 holes. With 
six holes to play in the final round, he was 17 under 
for the Tournament and 35 under for his previous 126 
holes dating to the first day of the Colonial.
   “Other than the last six holes, (he) played near-
perfect golf,” Janzen said. “It’s great to watch a guy get 
on a roll like that and play like there is nothing in the 
way . . . just out there playing in his own world.”
   John Huston set a Memorial record in the final round 
with 19 putts, one more than the PGA Tour record for 
18 holes.

Round 1
   Bob Tway birdied his first three holes, and four of 
his first five, and had only 24 putts on his way to a 
7-under-par 65 and one-stroke lead on a fast course.
   Tway, the 1989 Memorial winner but without a PGA 
Tour win in seven years, also had two birdies and an 
eagle on the back nine as he shot his best score in 18 
appearances in the Tournament.
   Tiger Woods (74), trying to become the first since 
1930 to win the same PGA Tour event four years in a 
row, had 10 pars and a birdie through 11 holes before 
struggling to the finish. He bogeyed Nos.12 and 13, got 
one of the strokes back with a birdie at 15, then lost 
more ground with a three-putt double bogey from 30 
feet at the 18th.
   Woods was coming off a victory in Germany the 
previous weekend.
   “I think it would be difficult to fly to Germany and win 
a tournament and fly back and play good,” Tway said. 

Round 2
   Justin Leonard, winner of the 1992 U.S. Amateur 
at Muirfield Village, shot 65 for 10-under 134 and a 
one-stroke lead over Harrison Frazar (65), his former 
teammate at the University of Texas. Frazar cost 
himself a share of the lead with a three-putt bogey at 
No.18.
   “We have always been good friends and we have 
always been extremely competitive with each other. 
And we push each other,” Frazar said.
   “I’m not trying to give myself any credit, but I saw 
that he was playing (well) out there and I bet that that 
had something to do with him seeing my name on the 
board.
   “It’s the same way when I see his name on the 
board. I want to try to get up there with him. We’re 
always pulling for each other . . . but at the same time 
we want to beat each other’s brains out.”
   A record 62 golfers broke par, and the field’s scoring 
average (70.971) was the lowest in seven years.

Round 3
   Tway missed only one fairway and two greens in 
windy conditions and shot a bogey-free 68 to take a 
one-stroke lead at 12-under 204.

   Tway’s 15-foot birdie putt at No.17 separated 
him from Leonard and Stewart Cink, each of whom 
squandered leads on the back nine. Cink (69) had a 
three-putt bogey at No.18 and Leonard (72) bogeys at 
13 and 15.
   Gusting winds prevented anyone from pulling 
away. Twenty golfers finished within six strokes of the 
lead, the tighest the leader board had been bunched 
after three rounds since 1995. Not among the 20 
contenders was Woods (72), who was 12 strokes 
off the lead and out of reach of a fourth consecutive 
Memorial title. 

Round 4
   Five strokes off the lead and behind nine players at 
the start, Jim Furyk maneuvered through a final-round 
free-for-all with a 65 to finish 14-under 274 and win by 
two strokes.
   It was the lowest closing score by a Memorial winner, 
and the five-stroke comeback in the final round tied 
David Edwards’ record from 1992.
   Seven players had at least a share of the lead in the 
final round. While Tway (73), Cink (73) and Leonard 
(74) retreated on the front nine, Furyk got in contention 
with birdies at Nos.8 and 9 and swept into the lead on 
the back nine with three birdies and an eagle in a span 
of five holes.
   “I was really surprised by the time I got to the 
seventh green,” said Furyk, 32. “I had made one birdie 
and a couple of good par saves . . . and I’m only three 
back. I’m looking at the board saying, ‘Wow, I’m only 
three back, and there’s a lot of golf to play.’ It kind of 
gets you excited.”
   Furyk chipped in from 25 feet for birdie at No.12 
to tie for the lead, made a 7-foot putt for birdie at 14 
to regain a share, and holed a 30-foot bunker shot 
for eagle at 15 to take a two-shot lead. He expanded 
his lead to three with a 15-foot birdie putt at No.16. A 
bogey at 17 proved inconsequential.
   The eagle at 15 was reminiscent of Paul Azinger’s 
winning birdie out of the sand at No.18 in the 1993 
Memorial.
   “You don’t want to miss that green to the right with 
the pin on the right. You wouldn’t expect to get that one 
up-and-down a lot,” Furyk said.
   “I just happened to hit the right shot. I didn’t land it 
too far on the green. . . . I couldn’t really see the level 
of the green. The last thing I saw was . . . (the ball) 
was right on line with the pin. So I just waited for a 
reaction, and the fans went nuts.”

Round 1
   Scott Verplank and Chris Smith had seven birdies 
apiece and shot 6-under-par 66 in swirling winds to 
share the lead by one stroke.
   Smith, a former Ohio State golfer, was playing in his 
first Memorial, was first off the tee, said he “had way 
too much adrenaline going” and hooked his drive into 
trees. But he recovered to par the hole.
   “I think that’s when I took my first breath, when I was 
walking off the first green,” he said. “After that, I felt 
pretty good. It got me going. I birdied the second hole 
(from 10 feet) and then I was kind of off to the races.’’
   Greens that had been rebuilt during the past five 
years produced putting surfaces that course designer 
Jack Nicklaus said were as fast as they had been in 
more than a decade.
   Two-time defending champion Tiger Woods (68) 
more than made up for a double bogey on No.3 by 
eagling both par-5s on the back nine. He played the 
last eight holes 6 under par.

Round 2
   Two days after delivering an emotional eulogy at a 
ceremony for his friend and Memorial honoree, the late 
Payne Stewart, Paul Azinger shot 67 for 9-under 135 
and a one-stroke lead.
   Azinger, the 1993 Memorial winner, had five 
consecutive birdies on Nos.13-17 and said he was 
“laser accurate” with his irons despite stiff winds that 
blew in behind a rainstorm. Three of the birdies, at 13, 
16 and 17, came with the wind at his back. 
   The lift, clean and place rule was in effect after two 
morning storms dumped more than an inch of rain on 
the course. Play was suspended more than two hours 
after the second downpour.

Round 3
   Azinger weathered two broken drivers and a series of 
weather suspensions to retain his one-stroke lead with 
a 69 and 12-under 204 total.
   Azinger’s driver head cracked while he warmed up 
before the round, and he accidentally snapped the 
shaft on its replacement while leaning on it at No.6. 
He then had to persevere through weather delays that 

pushed his starting time to 4:51 p.m. and forced him to 
return to the course to play his final four holes Sunday 
morning.
   “The conditions were really severe and I knew that 
bogeys were going to happen,’’ Azinger said after 
completing play Saturday night. “I didn’t get frustrated. 
I really just felt like I could not win the Tournament 
today, just plug along, you’ve got a long ways to go.’’
   Golfers again were allowed to lift, clean and place 
their balls. Nevertheless, the field averaged more than 
a stroke above par in the soggy conditions.

Round 4
   One stroke behind Azinger (74) at the start and going 
head-to-head with him in the final pairing, Woods took 
the lead with an eagle at No.5 and pulled away to a 
seven-stroke victory with a 66 for 17-under 271.
   Woods, 25, became the first since Tom Watson in 
1980 to win the same PGA Tour event three years in 
a row.
   After Azinger’s second shot at No.5 landed in a 
stream short of the green, Woods stopped a 2-iron 
shot from 249 yards 6 feet from the pin and made the 
putt. Azinger’s bogey made it a three-shot swing and a 
two-stroke lead for Woods.
   “It was probably a mistake for me to take a crack at 
that point,’’ Azinger said. “I was one shot ahead and 
my strength all week had been my wedge game, not 
my long game. I maybe should have just laid back and 
played to my strength.’’
   When Azinger bogeyed and Woods parred No.6, the 
margin between them was three strokes, and Woods’ 
lead was not less than that the rest of the way.
   “I wanted to make that putt and not give him any 
kind of hope there that he could turn it around,’’ said 
Woods, who then birdied No.7 for good measure.
   “I hate that we didn’t have a closer fight,” Azinger 
said. “He looked so bored. I told him I was sorry I didn’t 
give [him] a better game.”
   After playing the first 10 holes of the Tournament  2 
over par, Woods was 19-under on the remaining 62, 
including 14-under on the par-5s, with three eagles.
   “I said at the beginning of the week (that) I certainly 
would not bet against him, ‘’ Tournament host Jack 
Nicklaus said, “and certainly the (wet) conditions we 
had this week, because of the length they made the 
par-5’s, made it much, much greater to his advantage.
   “It was just sort of a walk in the park for him today 
once he got started.’’

Round 1
   Harrison Frazar shot 6-under-par 66 for a three-
stroke lead as wind, slick greens, deep rough and a 
toughened course created the most difficult scoring 
conditions in 10 years.
   Three golfers – Frazar, Kenny Perry (69) and Tom 
Scherrer (69) – broke 70, only 18 bettered par, and 
the field averaged 74.352 strokes, the highest for a 
Memorial round in 10 years.
   “The golf course was tough. The wind was a  
little gusty. So it was very much an exercise in patience 
out there,’’ Frazar said.
   Three of the course’s four par-5 holes and the 
par-4 No.6 were remodeled and strengthened after 
the previous year’s Tournament, and 11 greens were 
rebuilt and recontoured.
   Frazar missed only one fairway and three greens, 
birdied six holes with nothing longer than a 12-foot putt 
and saved par out of the only two greenside bunkers 
his ball found.
   “My caddie and I were just very focused on trying to 
make sure we were not going to pull the trigger until 
we were sure what the yardage was, where we wanted 
it to go and what the wind was doing,’’ Frazar said, 
“because you could sit there on the same shot and it 
would be right to left, switch into you and go right to 
left again. So you just really had to make your mind up, 
pick a spot, hit it and hope you guessed right.
   “Fortunately, I did. I guessed well – educated 
guesses.”

Round 2
   Defending champion Tiger Woods equaled the 
second-best score in Memorial history with a bogey-
free 63 and, at 10-under 134, took a one-stroke lead 
over Frazar (69).
   Woods, who began the round five strokes off the 
lead, passed Frazar with three birdies and a par-saving 
chip-in on the last four holes. He had 23 putts in the 
round compared to 31 in his first round.
   Absent wind, the course played more than three 
strokes easier than in the first round, the largest swing 
from one round to the next in 22 years.
   “Today was a day I knew the golf course was playing 
a little more benign than it was yesterday,’’ Woods 
said. “You could see by the way the guys were playing 
early in the morning that it could be had.

   “I got the pin sheet before I teed off. They were a lot 
more accessible than they were yesterday, and with 
that in mind, you could go ahead and attack if you 
drove the ball in the fairway.’’

Round 3
   Woods shot 65 for 17-under 199, one shot off the 
Memorial’s 54-hole record, and built a record six-stroke 
lead after three rounds. His back-to-back scores of 
63-65 broke the Tournament’s previous record for a 
36-hole segment by three strokes.
   A soft course uncomplicated by wind gave up a 
subpar scoring average for the second straight day. 
Scoring also was helped by the PGA Tour’s decision to 
implement the  lift, clean and place rule in anticipation 
of heavy rain. None materialized, however, as barely 
one-tenth of an inch fell.
   “In hindsight, I’m sorry,’’ said Ben Nelson, the tour’s 
on-site tournament director, “but at the time (the 
decision was made, shortly before 8 a.m.), it was 
raining fairly good and we thought it was going to 
continue for awhile.”

Round 4
   The six-stroke lead Woods held at the start did not 
shrink to less than four as he became the first to win 
back-to-back Memorials with a five-shot victory.
   He won for the 17th time in the last 18 tournaments 
in which he took a lead into the final round. He also 
successfully defended a tournament title for the first 
time in nine attempts as a professional.
   Woods, 24, closed with a 70 for 19-under 269, one 
stroke off the 72-hole Memorial record by Tom Lehman 
in 1994.
   “Going out today, I needed to shoot a good front nine 
to try to increase my lead and make sure these guys 
didn’t have a chance on the back nine,’’ Woods said. 
“The main thing was to keep it on the fairways and 
greens and I’d be all right, and I was able to do that – 
except for the last hole.’’
   Woods cost himself a shot at Lehman’s record when 
his 7-iron approach to No.18 sailed 30 yards past the 
pin and caromed off a cart path and onto the grassy 
hillside behind the green. He bogeyed from there.
   “I knew the record was 20 under,” he said, “but it was 
not my driving force today.”
   Woods and everyone else finished a day later than 
scheduled after more than an inch of rain fell Sunday 
and washed out all but the first three hours of play. 
The lift, clean and place rule was used for the second 
straight round.

Round 1
   Lee Janzen had eight birdies and shot 7-under-par 
65 for a two-stroke lead over a trio of players that 
included 19-year-old Sergio Garcia, playing in just his 
second PGA Tour event.
   A dry, fast track, windy weather and some course 
alterations by Jack Nicklaus – narrower fairways, six 
new greens and additional bunkering – yielded an 
uncharacteristic leader board dominated by accurate 
drivers, none moreso than Janzen, a two-time U.S. 
Open champion.
   “I liked the wide fairways when we played here 
before,” Janzen said, “but when it’s soft, it doesn’t 
do any good. I was excited when (I heard) they were 
narrowing some of the fairways. I also like to see it play 
really fast. I like conditions when they’re hard and fast.”
   Janzen had eight birdies – seven of them inside 10 
feet, the other from 12 – and one bogey, at No.18, 
where he attacked a pin cut five paces from the front of 
the green and his ball spun back off.

Round 2
   Managing his mishaps better than anyone else did, 
Tiger Woods manufactured a 66 for a 10-under 134 
and one-stroke lead over Janzen (70) and Vijay Singh 
(67).
   “I hit some horrible shots . . . but they’re not as bad 
as they used to be, and that’s a big difference,” said 
Woods, who had been adjusting to a swing change for 
the past year. He had five straight birdies on the front 
nine, including two out of the rough.
   Janzen lost his share of the lead with a double bogey 
at No.18 after needing two swings to escape the left 
greenside bunker. Singh, the 1997 Memorial winner, 
gave up his share with a bogey at No.16 and also had 
a double bogey at 11.
   “Watching (his 6-iron approach) come down, I 
thought it was going to land on the green,’’ Janzen 
said. “But it hit the slope of the bunker and then kicked 
left and went all the way to the other side to the lip. I 
basically had nothing.’’

Round 3
   Woods turned conservative as his round progressed 
in heat and swirling winds and shot 70 for 12-under 
204 and a two-stroke lead over Singh (71).

   Woods said as the course dried out, instead of 
shooting for pins, as he had on the front nine in 
birdieing Nos.4 and 5 to reach 12 under par, he tried 
playing short and let the ball run to them.
   “When I had a chance to throw the ball in a little 
higher, I did. But the wind dictated whether I could or 
not,” he said. “And I tried to play one shot at a time. 
That’s the old saying, but I just tried not to get ahead 
of myself.”
   After Woods bogeyed Nos.10 and 12 around a birdie 
at 11, Singh had a chance to tie him at 12. But he 
missed a 6-foot birdie putt and Woods held the lead 
the rest of the way.
   Only six golfers broke 70, fewest in a Memorial round 
in nine years.

Round 4
   Woods (69) was a wizard with his wedges as he got 
up and down for birdies or pars eight times and won by 
two strokes over Singh (69) with a 15-under 273.
   Singh matched Woods score for score until the 11th 
hole, where Woods lipped out a 5-foot putt for birdie 
and Singh two-putted for his. When Singh’s tee shot 
at No.12 stuck 5 feet from the pin, the game was on. 
But before Singh had a chance to tie, Woods rolled 
in his 15-foot putt for birdie to maintain his one-stroke 
advantage.
   “To step up and bury a 9-iron back there and just 
bury the putt, that I think sent a message that I’m not 
going to back off,” Woods said. “If I miss that, it’s a tie 
ballgame. It put the onus back on him.”
   Woods’ most audacious escape, however, came at 
No.14 with him still leading by one. Lying two In high 
grass behind the green, he failed to advance his ball 
out of the rough on his first attempt. But he chipped 
in his next shot from 25 feet for par, and his lead 
increased to two strokes after Singh bogeyed.
   “It’s part of my game I’ve thrived on because it’s 
a factor that will demoralize most opponents,’’ said 
Woods, 23. “I could sense it in Vijay.”
   Singh never drew closer, missing birdie chances on 
Nos.16 and 17.   
   He missed only two fairways and three greens in 
regulation in the final round, but over the final two 
days, head-to-head with Woods, Singh had 61 putts to 
Woods’ 54.
   “I played better golf than Tiger did today and he 
won,” Singh said. “He scored when he needed to. I hit 
better shots from tee to green, but he was better on the 
greens. So that’s the end of that.”

Round 1
   Steve Pate, Trevor Dodds, Joey Sindelar and Davis 
Love III shot 6-under-par 66 to share a one-stroke lead 
on a hard and fast course that nevertheless yielded 
low scores. Seven golfers were a stroke off the lead, 
including world No.1 Ernie Els, and 45 shot under par.
   ‘’It’s not tough conditions out there,’’ said Payne 
Stewart (67). ‘’It’s a beautiful day to be playing golf, 
and what a beautiful course to be playing on. You have 
three par-5s that are accessible (in two shots), and 
with it playing fast, you hit shorter irons into the greens 
than we have in the past. ‘You know, we start shooting 
with 9-irons and 8-irons vs. the 5s and 6s, we’re going 
to do a lot better.’’
   It was the second year in a row that four players 
finished atop the first-round leaderboard with 66s. Love 
finished his round without a bogey.

Round 2
   Fred Couples (67) had birdies on three of his first five 
holes, and seven in all, to gain a share of the lead at 
9-under 135. Len Mattiace (67) birdied No.18 to cap a 
bogey-free round and also gain a share.
   Couples skipped six of seven Memorials from 1991-
97 after an acrimonious end to his 1990 Tournament. 
After bogeying four holes on the back nine to lose a 
four-shot lead in the third round that year, he hit his 
drive on No.18 through the dogleg. Despite marshals 
nearby and a 5-minute search, the ball was never 
found. Couples double-bogeyed and finished two 
strokes behind Greg Norman, who was declared 
the winner the next day when the final round was 
canceled.
   “For a couple years . . . I really wasn’t too thrilled 
about” the way it ended, Couples said. “So I skipped it. 
And once you don’t keep going, you don’t know what 
you’re missing.”
   Rain and lightning interrupted play for nearly 2 1/2 
hours late in the afternoon. Darkness suspended the 
round at 9 p.m., and the cut waited until three players 
finished Saturday morning.
   Mattiace was able to perform well despite thoughts of 
his mother being on her deathbed with lung cancer. He 
said he nearly withdrew from the Memorial.
   “I don’t know if golf is a diversion for me or not,” 
he said. “I know things are bad at home. But I’ve 

managed to do a good job of playing golf when I’m 
away and being at home when I’m at home. But after 
this, I’m just going to go home and be with her.”

Round 3
   Couples overcame a throbbing headache and 
nausea to shoot another 67 for a 14-under 202 and 
take a three-stroke lead over Love (66).
   “I hope I feel this bad tomorrow, too,” he said.
   Couples separated himself with an eagle on No.15 
and birdie on 16 on a day when the field blistered the 
course for a Tournament-record scoring average of 
70.056. After an inch of rain Friday night, 31 players – 
nearly half the field – shot in the 60s.
   Couples said he awoke with the headache after 
watching the movie “Titanic” on Saturday night and 
forced himself to stay in bed until noon, to no avail. 
He did not eat before his round because he was 
nauseous.
   “You always watch out for the sick guys,” Love said.

Round 4
   Couples closed with a 69 for a 17-under-par 271 
and a four-stroke victory over Andrew Magee (69). It 
exorcised the demon from his upsetting loss in the 
1990 Tournament, which had caused him to skip six of 
the next seven Memorials.
   After the win, Couples said, “I’ll be back here every 
year. I am thrilled to win here.
   “Next to Augusta, this is it for me. There are 
tournaments you always want to win. I think the 
champions here have always been great, great 
players. It tells you how hard the course is.”
   Couples, 38, left nothing to chance this time. After 
Magee moved within a stroke of the lead with birdies 
on two of his first three holes and a Couples bogey 
at No.2, Couples reached the par-5 fifth and seventh 
holes in two shots and birdied both to build his lead 
to four at the turn. He held at least a three-stroke lead 
through the back nine despite two suspensions of play 
that delayed the finish until 7:30 p.m.
   Winds of 15 to 25 mph winds that gusted to 35 
during most of the day kept his pursuers at bay.
   “I felt like 17 under is a lot under par here,” he said. 
“I felt like, for four rounds, I played extremely well. I felt 
like I played as well as I could.”

Round 1
   Rain, wind and chilly temperatures affected play 
for the fourth time in the six years since the Memorial 
moved later on the calendar. But the weather did not 
hamper Tim Herron, Jesper Parnevik, Glen Day or Billy 
Andrade, each of whom shot 6-under-par 66 to share 
the lead.
   Herron grew up in Minnesota and Andrade in Rhode 
Island. Parnevik, from Sweden, and Day played years 
on the European tour before qualifying for the PGA 
Tour.
   ‘’This would be a great day in Scotland sometimes. 
‘People would be sunbathing,” Day said.
   ‘’It’s how you approach it when you tee off. If you go, 
‘Oh man, this is such a crappy day’ and everything, 
then you probably are not going to play that good. But 
I actually saw the (weather) radar before we went out, 
and I told my caddie, ‘This is going to break, it’s not 
going to rain all day long, and if it just stays overcast, it 
will be perfect scoring.’
   ‘’I had a really good frame of mind going out, and I 
ended up playing good.’’
   Herron, who had one eagle and seven birdies, cost 
himself the sole lead with a bogey at No.18. Andrade 
did the same after a birdie at 17. Day joined the group 
at the top of the board with birdies at 17 and 18.

Round 2
   In weather similar to the first round, Scott Hoch shot 
65 to take a two-stroke lead over Tommy Tolles (64) at 
12-under 132. The score was one shot off the 36-hole 
Tournament record Hoch set in 1987.
   ‘’I’m fooling a bunch of people, including myself,’’ 
said Hoch, who had been working on swing 
adjustments since arriving at Muirfield Village. ‘’We 
had ideal conditions out there, and luckily I did what I 
needed to do (and) what you need to do here: hit a lot 
of good iron shots, a lot of really good putts. I made a 
number of them, so I feel fortunate.’’
   Hoch birdied four holes in a row on the front nine to 
go out in 31. He could have tied the 36-hole record had 
he not bogeyed No.18 with a three-putt from 60 feet. 
He left his first putt 5 feet short of the hole.
   His position revived memories of Hoch’s infamous 
collapse in the final round of the 1987 Memorial. He 
led by four strokes after the second and third rounds 

but shot 78 the final day and finished four strokes 
behind winner Don Pooley.
   Ten years later, he said he didn’t feel the Memorial 
owed him one.
   ‘’Nothing owes you,’’ he said. ‘’You’ve got to go out 
there and play well because the other guys who are 
here aren’t going to give it to you. They’re out to try to 
catch up to you, and I’m going to have to play well to 
see that they don’t do that.’’ 

Round 3
   It took parts of three days to complete the third and 
ultimately final round, but when it ended before noon 
Monday, Vijay Singh (67) was at 14-under 202 and a 
winner by two strokes over Greg Norman (64) and Jim 
Furyk (67).
   Norman had won the only previous Memorial 
shortened to 54 holes, in 1990.
   “I don’t mind winning here if it takes me 72 hours,” 
said Singh, 34. “This is the biggest win I’ve had in my 
career.”
   Play was suspended by rain twice Saturday before 
being called for the day at 3:15 p.m. with Hoch ahead 
of Singh and Tolles by one stroke. Each had played 
three holes, and Hoch had bogeyed two.
   Play did not resume until 2:33 p.m. Sunday, and 
the leaders got in only seven more holes before the 
round was suspended again less than two hours later. 
PGA Tour officials decided at that point to shorten 
the Tournament to 54 holes and complete it Monday 
morning.
   It was the first Monday finish since Jack Nicklaus 
won the second Memorial in 1977.
   Both Hoch and Singh were 12-under when play 
resumed at 9:33 a.m. Monday. Singh took the lead for 
the first time with an eagle at the par-5 No.11 when 
his first shot of the day, a majestic 3-wood from 246 
yards, stopped 1 1/2 feet from the pin. He did not trail 
after that.
   Meanwhile, Hoch (73) said he wrenched his back on 
his first shot and “I was cooked from there.”
   He remained one stroke behind with three holes to 
play but double-bogeyed No.16 by taking two shots 
to escape a bunker. He then bogeyed 17 and tied for 
fourth at 205, three strokes behind Singh.
   Norman, who birdied six of the eight holes he played 
Sunday, birdied one Monday. Furyk birdied three of his 
last eight.
   “I knew what I had to do,” Norman said, “but I just 
didn’t do it.”

Round 1
   Steve Lowery made a 25-foot putt for eagle at No. 15 
and a 15-footer for birdie at 18 and shot 5-under-par 
67 to take a one-stroke lead.
   On a soft course that played extremely long because 
of recent rain, only seven players broke 70, the fewest 
in a round in six years. Six of the rounds came from 
the afternoon half of the field, which averaged nearly 
two strokes better than the morning half did.
   “I don’t think I remember the course playing much 
longer than it did today,” said Larry Mize (68), the only 
one of the seven who played in the morning.
   More than 16 inches of rain since April 1 softened 
Muirfield Village, not only slowing the fairways but 
thickening the rough.
   “There is more rough than we have ever had here,’’ 
said Payne Stewart (68), ‘’and the little fringe rough 
around the greens is tougher than it ever has been. It 
is just gnarly, nasty stuff.’’

Round 2
   A day before his 35th birthday, John Huston lowered 
the course record by two strokes with an 11-under par 
61 and took a two-stroke lead at 9-under 135.
   Huston began the round tied for 63rd but birdied 
his first five holes, eagled No.7 and turned in 29, a 
record for the front nine. He had another run of five 
consecutive birdies on Nos.11-15.
   “It was kind of like playing with the bank’s money in 
Vegas,’’ Huston said. “You just don’t feel like you can 
lose. You’ve got the big ‘cush.’ If you don’t birdie this 
hole, you birdie the next hole. . . .  “It’s a fun game 
when the putts are droppin’.’’
   Huston had a chance to tie the PGA Tour record of 
59 before his 3-foot putt to save par at No.17 spun 
around and out of the cup. His 15-footer for birdie at 
No.18 burned the edge of the hole.
   ‘’The course record is nice,’’ he said, ‘’but winning the 
Tournament is why we’re here.’’

Round 3
   At age 46 and nearly nine years removed from his 
last PGA Tour victory, Tom Watson woke up the echoes 
with his best score in 19 years at the Memorial – a 
66 – to take a one-stroke lead over Ernie Els (68) at 
12-under 204.

   “Not exactly like the old days,” said Watson, winner 
of eight major championships and the 1979 Memorial. 
“I’m trying to make it like the old days.
   Watson holed out from a deep bunker in front of 
No.17 green for one of his six birdies and did not have 
a bogey in surviving a daylong duel in which five other 
players also held at least a share of the lead.
   ‘’I still feel I have the ability to win,” Watson said. ‘I 
haven’t won (in a while). I feel I have come close. I 
have played awfully well for the last three years.’’

Round 4
   Watson shook off a missed 3-foot putt for par on the 
first hole and survived a late challenge from David 
Duval to win his second Memorial and his first PGA 
Tour title in nearly nine years and a span of 141 tour 
events. Five times during that victory drought, he had 
finished second.
   ‘’God, it feels good. It feels so good to win again,’’ 
Watson said. ‘’I missed it.’
   Watson’s closing 70 for 14-under 274 gave him a 
two-stroke victory over Duval (67). In only his second 
year on the tour and still winless, Duval played the last 
five holes 5 under par to trim Watson’s lead from four 
strokes to one. But Watson finished him off with a 15-
foot birdie putt from above the hole at No.18.
   ‘’To be honest with you, if Tom Watson is going to 
win and I have to wait another week or another month, 
that’s fine,’’ Duval said. “My time will come, I think. 
If I have to wait because Tom Watson wins the golf 
tournament, that’s fine.’’
   After Watson’s bogey on the first hole handed Els 
a share of the lead, Watson rebuilt his advantage to 
four strokes with five holes to play. Duval was the only 
pursuer to make a run at him down the stretch with an 
eagle at No.15 and birdies at 14, 16 and 18.
   Watson’s lead was one as he stood on the 18th 
green, 15 feet above the hole, needing to only two-putt 
for the win. It was a putt with which he was familiar. 
Trying to win a second consecutive Memorial in 1980, 
he had had a longer putt on the same line to force a 
playoff with David Graham. Watson read it to break 
slightly right, but it didn’t.
   Sixteen years later, ‘’I played that thing straight in,’’ 
he said, ‘’and it went right in the hole.’’

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1995 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   After the Muirfield Village course was soaked by 
more than 7 inches of rain in the two weeks preceding 
the Tournament, more rain delayed play for 4 1/2 hours 
and eventually resulted in the opening round being 
suspended by darkness.
   Only 14 players were on the course Thursday 
morning when rain halted play barely an hour in. PGA 
Tour officials decided to erase their scores, restart at 
1 p.m. and allow the field to lift, clean and place for all 
four rounds.
   “It was a very long day,” said Greg Norman, who 
arrived at the course at 7:30 a.m. and finished his 
round at 7 p.m. “Waiting to play was very boring. I 
didn’t know what to do, really. I called my wife twice, 
sat around, chatted with the guys and tried not to eat.”
   At 6-under-par 66, Norman shared the overnight lead 
with Mark O’Meara. But Jim McGovern, one of 55 who 
finished Friday morning, played his last seven holes 4 
under par to shoot 65 and take a one-stroke lead.

Round 2
   Back to using his lifelong putter, a reshafted ‘’Little 
Ben,’’ after winning the Masters with another model, 
Ben Crenshaw (68) needed only 26 putts and birdied 
three of his last six holes, including a bending 30-footer 
at No.8, to gain a share the lead at 9-under 135. 
Robert Gamez (67) had eight birdies to claim the other 
share.
   The delayed completion of the first round also 
delayed the start of the second and resulted in another 
12-hour day at the office for about half of the field.
   ‘’We’ve played a lot of wet years here, but gosh, it’s 
a slog out there,’’ a weary Crenshaw said. ‘’You’ve 
got to pick up your feet, it’s harder to walk . . . it’s a 
nightmare.”
   The soft conditions helped 44 players break par in 
the round, and the 36-hole cut of 145 matched the 
Tournament record. The 76 golfers who made it were 
all bunched within 10 strokes of the lead.
   “When it’s soft and wet, it’s just like any other golf 
course. It isn’t as intimidating,” said Peter Jacobsen 
(68).

Round 3
   Norman, playing for the first time after a 6-week 
break from competition, shot 67 for 13-under 203 and 
a one-stroke lead over Gamez (69).
   More rain delayed play for 4 hours, and the field 
played until dark for the third straight day. The round 
was not completed until the following morning for the 
second time in three days.
   The lead changed hands just after the siren sounded 
suspending play because of darkness at 8:20 p.m. 
Gamez pulled his tee shot at No.12 into the gallery left 
of the green, missed a 14-foot par putt and dropped to 
11 under par. Meanwhile, Norman elected to complete 
the 14th hole after hitting his tee shot before the siren 
and holed a 4-footer for birdie to move to 12-under.
   Norman and Gamez played their remaining holes 
Sunday morning in 1 under par.

Round 4
   Norman, 40, won his second Memorial in six years, 
closing with a 66 for a four-stroke victory that was 
more difficult than the margin indicated.
   He preserved a narrow lead by saving par out of 
high rough behind the 12th green, from trees right of 
the 15th fairway and from a bunker at No.16 before 
birdieing each of his last two holes to expand his lead.
   “You’ve got to hand it to him,” said Mark 
Calcavecchia (67), who was one stroke off the lead 
before he bogeyed No.17 and tied for second place. 
“It’s like, he doesn’t miss any big putts. I think he one-
putted the entire back nine.
   “It’s not easy to not touch a club for five weeks, then 
hack it around at home for a week and come out and 
blow everybody away. That doesn’t happen. It shows 
you how good he is.”
   Norman’s 19-under 268 total was one stroke off 
Tom Lehman’s record score in 1994. He joined Jack 
Nicklaus and Hale Irwin as two-time Memorial winners. 
Norman’s previous victory was in 1990, when the final 
round was canceled because of rain and unplayable 
conditions.
   “I think the second one tastes better than the first 
one because the first one only went 54 holes,” he said. 
“Every year I’ve come back here, that’s been in the 
back of my mind. I kept saying to myself, ‘I want to win 
this Tournament playing 72 holes.’”
   He said the six weeks off helped.
   “I was fresh. I was strong. The layoff did me a 
world of good,” Norman said. “I’m a believer now that 
keeping yourself as fresh as you can, coming into 
a tournament rested, gives you the best chance to 
perform at your best.”

1994 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Mark Brooks had eight birdies and an eagle and shot 
8-under-par 64 for a three-stroke lead, the second-
largest after the first round to Fred Couples’ four-shot 
advantage in 1990.
   Brooks’ score tied Curt Byrum’s record for the first 
round of the Memorial and was a shot off the course 
record. It came on a course playing fast for a change, 
and with the wind blowing as well, only nine golfers 
bettered 70, the fewest in a round in four years.
   “I was really surprised,’’ said John Cook (67), tied 
with Tom Lehman for second place. “We were thinking 
yesterday, sitting at lunch, that if you’re under par 
this week going into the last nine holes, you’ve got a 
chance to win. That’s just the way the golf course was 
playing, fast and with the wind blowing, coming from all 
over the place.” 
   Brooks had eight birdies and one bogey in his first 
14 holes, and an eagle at No.15 put him in position to 
equal or better Kenny Perry’s course record of 63 in 
1991. But he bogeyed No.17 after hitting into fairway 
and greenside bunkers.
   Paul Azinger was unable to defend his 1993 
Memorial title while undergoing treatment for cancer.

Round 2
   Taking advantage of an early starting time, Lehman 
shot another 67 for 10-under 134 and a two-stroke 
lead over Cook (69) and 1992 Memorial winner David 
Edwards (67).
   Lehman saved par on the first two and last two 
holes. In between, he eagled one hole, birdied three, 
missed birdie putts on four more and avoided bogey. 
He had one bogey and Cook none through the first two 
rounds.
   ‘’Coming here, I felt like I hadn’t played in four 
weeks, basically, so I’m a little surprised,’’ said 
Lehman, whose first tournament in four weeks was the 
previous week’s rain-shortened, 36-hole Byron Nelson 
Classic. ‘’But when you’re in the groove, it doesn’t 
matter if you’ve played in four weeks. When you’re 
swinging well, you’re swinging well.’’
   Lehman, in his third season on the PGA Tour,  also 
was less than two months removed from a runner-up 
finish in the Masters. He was the leader entering the 
final round but was passed by Jose Maria Olazabal on 
the last nine holes.

Round 3
   Lehman persevered through stomach flu and a 
first-hole bogey to shoot his third 67 and, at 15-under 
201, increase his lead over Cook (69) to four strokes, 
matching the largest 54-hole lead in Tournament 
history. His next-closest pursuers were seven shots 
behind.
   Cook, a former Ohio State star and fan favorite, led 
by two strokes at the turn. But his Tournament-record 
streak of 74 holes without a  bogey, dating to the 
previous year’s Memorial, ended at No.10 with a three-
putt bogey from 50 feet, and Lehman evened the score 
with a birdie from 12 feet at the same hole.
   Two more birdies by Lehman, at Nos.12 and 15, sent 
him in front of Cook by two, and the margin doubled at 
18 when Lehman birdied from 16 feet and Cook three-
putted again, from 45 feet.
   ‘’I didn’t hit it in the right spots on the back nine,’’ 
Cook said. ‘’They’ve got the course just about where 
they want it this year, nice and hard and quick, and 
you’ve got to hit it to the right spots or you’re history.’’
   Bob Tway (69) tied Jack Rule’s 30-year-old PGA Tour 
record when he recorded his second hole in one of the 
Tournament at No.12. He aced No.8 in the first round.

Round 4
   Lehman joined Keith Fergus and Kenny Perry 
in making the Memorial his first PGA Tour victory, 
finishing with a fourth consecutive 67 for a Memorial-
record score of 20-under 268 and a five-stroke victory 
over Greg Norman (64), the No.1 player in the world.
   “I played about as well as I could play,” said Lehman, 
35. “The last six or seven holes, I was getting standing 
ovations and I’d get tears in my eyes.”
   Lehman left his pursuers no hope after he birdied 
Nos.7, 8 and 9 to reach 19 under par. He was as low 
as 21 under on his final nine holes.
   “I wanted to torch the front nine. I wanted to get so 
far ahead, I couldn’t get caught,” he said.
   Lehman languished on the PGA Tour for three years 
in the mid-’80s and played foreign tours and minitours 
for a few years. His second chance came after he led 
the Ben Hogan Tour money list in 1991 to earn another 
shot at the big tour.
   ‘’I’ve been close more than a few times the last three 
years,’’ said Lehman, the Masters runner-up. ‘’I’d 
made a career of beating myself. This week, for one 
of the few times in my career, I went out and didn’t 
beat myself. Three bogeys in four rounds for me is 
excellent, especially on a course this good.’’

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1993 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Donnie Hammond and Davis Love III shot 6-under-
par 66 in a steady drizzle to lead 58 players who broke 
par, the most ever in the first round of the Memorial. 
The onslaught came a day after a 4 1/2-hour rain 
softened the course.
   “When you get easy conditions, the guys are going 
to tear it up – and they did,” course designer and 
Tournament founder Jack Nicklaus said.
   Love had six birdies and no bogeys and missed 
two more birdie chances from 4 feet. Hammond had 
five birdies in a row, all from inside 10 feet, on Nos.3 
through 7.
   “Conditions are perfect,” Love said. “The greens 
and fairways are great, the rough is consistent and 
there was no wind. It couldn’t be any better than it was 
today.”
   Bobby Wadkins had the first double eagle in 
Memorial history, holing a 4-wood from 237 yards at 
the par-5 No.15.
 
Round 2
   Payne Stewart changed his putting stance during a 
3 1/2-hour rain delay, birdied the three holes he played 
after the adjustment, and shot 66 to tie Fred Couples 
(68) for the lead at 9-under 135. They were one stroke 
better than Greg Norman (68).
   After closing his shoulders to the target in his stance, 
Stewart chipped in from 25 feet at No.16 and holed 
putts of 10 feet at 17 and 20 feet at 18.
   “I’m playing very well. I’m very comfortable with my 
game,” said Stewart, a frequent contender at Muirfield 
Village. “I understand how to play this golf course 
whatever the conditions are. It’s one of those places 
where my game always seems to fall in line.”
   Couples had eight birdies, two bogeys and a double 
bogey.
   With the last starting time delayed until 5:30 p.m. 
after portions of the course were flooded, 18 players 
completed the round Saturday morning.
   The cut was a record-low 145 for the second 
consecutive year.

Round 3
   Stewart, runner-up once and third twice in the 
previous four Memorials, shot 67 for 14-under 202 and 

a three-stroke lead over Paul Azinger (68). It was the 
second-best 54-hole score in the Memorial.
   “My time is going to come. Maybe it’ll be tomorrow,” 
Stewart said after his fifth consecutive round in the 60s 
in the Memorial.
   Stewart birdied three of his last six holes and 
seemed unaffected by temperatures in the 50s and 
a 15 mph wind that helped blow his playing partners, 
Couples (73) and Norman (74), well off his pace.
   ‘’I felt like I did what I wanted to do, which was to 
continue to play the golf course,’’ Stewart said. ‘’I know 
how to play this golf course. It’s a tougher golf course 
with the wind. You have to be very patient. You’re 
going to get your opportunities. Just don’t make a 
mistake at the wrong time.’’

Round 4
   Azinger holed out for birdie from a bunker left of the 
18th green to turn the tables on Stewart and steal a 
one-stroke win.
   ‘’I had tears in my eyes before I came out of the 
bunker,’’ Azinger said.
   ‘’I can remember in ‘86 when Bob (Tway) won the 
PGA (by holing a bunker shot) and he cried, and I said, 
‘What a baby. I’d never cry at a golf tournament.’
   ‘’But I couldn’t help it. It was such a shock for it to go 
in, and then my best friend on tour’s out there and I did 
it to him. It was really hard.’’
   The two teed off No.18 with Stewart at 14 under par 
and one stroke ahead of Azinger and Corey Pavin, 
who was in the clubhouse after a 67. Both bunkered 
their approach shots. Stewart escaped to 8 feet past 
the pin, leaving Azinger to play his sand shot from 25 
feet. Any thought of holing it, he said, “was not really 
realistic” despite him being one of the PGA Tour’s best 
bunker players.
   But hole it he did. It capped a round of 69 for 
14-under 274. Stewart, stunned, three-putted for bogey 
and a 74 and finished third, one stroke behind Pavin, 
for the third time in five years.
   Stewart had a three-stroke lead to start the round 
but lost it with bogeys at Nos.5, 8 and 9, twice hitting 
into water. It created a shootout down the stretch, with 
10 golfers separated by no more than two strokes with 
four holes to play.
   ‘’I didn’t play well enough to win today, so I didn’t,’’ 
Stewart said. ‘’That’s the case on a good golf course 
like this. The cream comes to the top. I curdled.’’

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1992 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   After three years of risking Mother Nature’s 
fickleness in early to mid-May, the Memorial started 
later than ever before, on June 4.
   It couldn’t escape the rain, however, which turned 
Muirfield Village into what Doug Tewell described as a 
“large dartboard.” Eighteen golfers shot in the 60s and 
41 finished under par in a light, intermittent rain that 
amounted to only .25 of an inch over 18 hours but was 
enough to make the greens receptive.
   Nolan Henke, whose putting had hampered his 
ability to score all season on the PGA Tour, had eight 
birdies in a 7-under-par 65 that gave him a two-stroke 
lead. He hit 13 of 14 fairways and 16 of 18 greens in 
regulation.
   “The pins were in pretty tough spots, but you had the 
rain helping you out,’’ Henke said. “You could throw 
your shots at the pin and not worry about what the ball 
was going to do the next 20 feet.”
   “What I was worried about was my putting, and the 
greens being wet helped me out. The few times I did 
my power jab into the ball, it only went 2 or 3 feet by 
the hole instead of going 6 or 7 feet by.’’

Round 2
   Joey Sindelar, a crowd favorite from Ohio State, 
birdied three of his last five holes and shot 65 to tie 
Henke (69) for a one-stroke lead at 10-under 134.
   The pair finished their rounds before storms 
suspended play in mid-afternoon. After a brief 
resumption, the round was called for the day at 6:25 
p.m. and completed Saturday morning with 33 players 
having to return to the course.
   The cut at 1-over 145 was a record low for the 
Memorial.
   Sindelar’s game had been slumping for several 
years and he was in the Memorial field only because of 
a sponsor’s exemption.
   “It’s been a long time for me,” he said, “but I finally 
feel I’m there again. I’m very pleased.”

Round 3
   Sindelar (67) birdied four of his last five holes to 
reach 15-under 201 and take a three-shot lead as rain 
fell for the third day in a row but not enough to cause a 
suspension.

   Because the round did not begin until 12:30 p.m., 
those at the front of the field were forced by the 
afternoon television window to start their rounds on 
the back nine because most of the TV cameras were 
located there.
   Sindelar birdied Nos.8 and 9 to cap his late run.
   “To get in with those two birdies felt very good,” he 
said.
   The field averaged a Tournament-record 70.091 
strokes for the round.

Round 4/Playoff
   A marathon week on a water-logged course ended 
in near-darkness when Rick Fehr bogeyed the second 
hole of sudden death (No.17) out of a squishy lie and 
David Edwards won with a two-putt par from 20 feet.
   It was the second PGA Tour victory, and first since 
1984, for Edwards, 36. He birdied the last two holes of 
regulation, from 20 and 12 feet, and gained a share of 
the lead when Fehr missed a 6-foot putt and bogeyed 
No.17.
   “I wasn’t thinking a lot about winning,” Edwards said, 
“ but if you hang in there in this game, it just seems like 
things eventually turn around. I’m not long and I’m not 
strong. I just have to work with what I got, and today 
things went my way.”
   After waiting out a 2-hour, 20-minute weather 
suspension that began not long after they teed off, 
Edwards and Fehr each shot 67 to finish regulation 
play at 15-under 273. They were one stroke ahead of 
Payne Stewart (66) and Sindelar, (73), who lost his 
lead by playing his first four holes 4 over par. He still 
had a chance to make the playoff, though, until he 
missed an 8-foot birdie putt at No.18.
   On the decisive playoff hole, Fehr took relief from 
water in the fairway, but his drop sank into spongy turf.
   “It had the look of an imbedded ball,” he said, “but 
they said it wasn’t because it hadn’t broken any 
ground. It was a good enough lie where, with a perfect 
shot, I would have pulled it off.”
   Rather than ask for another ruling as darkness 
descended – a decision for which he second-guessed 
himself afterward – Fehr played a 5-iron that landed 
25 yards short of the green, in heavy rough, and he 
missed a 12-foot putt to save par.
   Edwards, who birdied one hole after receiving an 
advantageous drop and saved par twice out of water 
hazards, acknowledged he got some good breaks 
during the round. But “without breaks,” he said, “I’m not 
good enough to beat all these guys.”
   The field averaged a record score of 71.303 strokes 
for 72 holes.

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1991 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Corey Pavin, winner in Atlanta four days earlier and 
the leading money-winner on the PGA Tour, stayed hot 
with a bogey-free, 6-under-par 66 that gave him a one-
stroke lead over Dave Rummells.
   With the Memorial one week later than the previous 
two years, the field was greeted by warm and humid 
weather, and scoring reflected it as 32 golfers broke 
par, most in a round in four years.

Round 2
   Kenny Perry, a non-winner in his fifth year on the 
PGA Tour, had eight birdies and a hole in one on No.16 
and broke the course record with a 63 to take a three-
stroke lead at 11-under 133.
   “I didn’t know anything about the record,” Perry said. 
“I got in a situation out there where I didn’t even know 
how many under par I was.
   “A day like today just happens. You can’t account 
for it.”
   Perry began his round by making birdie putts of 40, 
30 and 12 feet on the first three holes. Later, he was 6 
under par in a six-hole stretch from Nos.11 through 16.
   “A start like that is unbelievable in itself. The three 
early birdies took the pressure off me,” he said.
   “I couldn’t believe it when that shot on 16 rolled 
in. The day was just unbelievable. It was just an 
unbelievable round. I’ve never seen so many balls go 
in the hole.’’
   Forty-nine players broke par, tying the Memorial’s 
single-round record set in the first round in 1987.

Round 3
   Perry (69) putted only 25 times for the second day in 
a row and finished 14-under 202 to retain his lead by 
two strokes over Pavin (67).
   Perry had only one bogey for the second straight 
day, birdied four of his first 12 holes, saved par twice 
on the back nine and caught a break when his second 
shot at No.15 avoided the creek after hitting a tree.
   “Today was a big day for me personally,’’ he said. 
“I’ve had some setbacks in my career and today was 
an important round for me. I needed to go out there 
and shoot a good score.

   ‘’It was a nice round to back up the round of 
yesterday. I wasn’t as nervous as I thought I would be.’’
   Two-time Memorial winners Hale Irwin (65-207) and 
Jack Nicklaus (69-208) joined the hunt. Irwin birdied 
seven of his last 12 holes while Nicklaus had one 
bogey in his previous 45 holes dating to the first round.
   “I don’t think its going to be a giveaway for Kenny 
Perry,” Irwin said. “There is such a thing as getting out 
in front of the field and then not knowing how to play 
out in front.”

Round 4/Playoff
   While most of his pursuers fell away, Perry’s lead 
swelled to six strokes after he birdied the par-5 No.5. 
But he could not shake Irwin, whose own birdie at 5, in 
the group ahead of Perry’s, started a run of six birdies 
in seven holes. That cut the margin between them to 
one after Perry hit his approach at No.9 into water and 
double-bogeyed.
   “Hale was making quite a racket in front of us,” Perry 
said, “but I never looked at a leaderboard.”
   Irwin (66), who one-putted 10 of 11 holes from Nos.7 
through 17, took the lead with birdies at Nos. 12 and 
15. But Perry (71) regained it with with birdies at 15 
and 16. His missed 5-foot par putt at 17 deadlocked 
the two again, however, and after pars at 18, they went 
to sudden death tied at 15-under 273.
   “I thought that birdie at 12 might set up something,” 
Irwin said, “but I couldn’t shake him.”
   Irwin hit a tree on the first hole of the playoff (No.15) 
and left himself no second shot to the green on the 
par-5. Perry split the fairway with a perfect drive, 
reached the green with a 2-iron from 237 yards and 
gave himself a 25-foot putt for eagle.
   Irwin’s bad break was reminiscent of his playoff loss 
to Roger Maltbie in the first Memorial in 1976, when 
Maltbie’s wayward approach to No.17 hit a gallery-rope 
stake and caromed on the green, enabling Maltbie to 
par the hole and extend the playoff, which he won on 
the next hole.
   “I felt it was his Tournament to win and not lose on 
the playoff hole,” Irwin said. “That’s a driving hole only. 
If you hit a good drive, you’re OK. If you don’t, you’re 
cooked.”
   Irwin missed the green with his third shot, failed to 
hole his chip, and Perry, 30, two-putted for birdie and 
his first PGA Tour victory.
   “This showed to me I could finally do it,” he said. “I 
just wanted to execute under the pressure. In the past, 
I wasn’t able to do that. It’s nice to know I could do it. It 
means a lot to me.”

Round 1
   Fred Couples’ 3-under 69 was the only subpar score 
on a windy, cold day that evoked memories of the 
infamous second round of the Memorial in 1979.
   On the Memorial’s earliest opening date, May 10, 
rain, hail, winds gusting to 40 mph and a wind-chill in 
the 30s combined to send the field’s scoring average 
to a record 78.792 strokes. The previous record was 
78.737 in the second round in 1979, when Tom Watson 
shot 69 in 13-degree wind chill.
   “I thought today was tougher,” course designer and 
Tournament host Jack Nicklaus said after shooting 78.
   Couples said he could not explain how he shot the 
score he did, but his length helped. He hit wedges into 
eight of the course’s 10 par-4 holes.
   “A lot of luck was involved,” he said. “I just seemed 
to hit the ball in the right place, and I judged the 
wind right. But that was luck. I wasn’t doing anything 
somebody else couldn’t have done.”
   Couples’ four-stroke lead at the end of the day’s play 
was a Memorial record for any round. Greg Norman 
(73) was one of seven golfers tied for second.
   “It was British Open weather. But we don’t play 
the British Open on a course like this,” Norman said, 
referring to Muirfield Village’s demands that golfers 
carry the ball in the air to the greens, whereas British 
Open courses allow for pitch-and-run approach shots.
   “The score Freddie shot was like a 62 on an average 
day.”
   Pins also were set on the crowns of the undulating 
greens by PGA Tour officials as a precaution against 
rain that never came, which made controlling the ball 
on the firm greens nearly impossible.
   Forty players shot 80 or higher, including Mark 
Calcavecchia (88), the leading money-winner on the 
PGA Tour and reigning British Open champion.
   “I have only two things to say,” Calcavecchia said. 
“WD.”

Round 2
   Couples (74) bogeyed four of his last seven holes, 
including the last two, but at 1-under 143 he remained 
the only golfer under par after a calmer second round. 
Don Pooley (71), the 1987 Memorial winner, was 
second at 144.
   The temperature rose into the 60s and, except for a 
few gusts, winds diminished. But greens hardened by 

the first-round wind again kept anyone from shooting 
better than 69, only 10 broke par, and the field 
averaged 75.772.

Round 3
   After waiting out seven hours of rain and a two-hour 
delay earlier in the day, Couples built his lead to four 
strokes through 10 holes before his boat began taking 
on water.
   Bogeys at Nos.11, 14 and 16 dropped him into a tie 
for the lead with Norman, who had birdied 11, 14 and 
17 and saved par at 18 with a 10-foot putt. As Couples 
stood on the 18th tee, he decided he needed to sock 
a driver to advance his ball far enough up the fairway 
to have a chance at a decent approach and birdie 
chance.
   “I pulled it a little bit and it started to draw,” he said. “I 
knew I was possibly going to be behind those trees in 
the rough. No one moved. No one did anything. There 
was a marshal 10 feet from the ball. I just assumed it 
was down there.”
   The ball never was found. “Reasonable evidence,” 
his playing partner Don Pooley said, was that it had 
run into the creek without anyone noticing.
   Stunned and upset, Couples (75) took a penalty 
drop in the rough, needed two more shots to reach the 
green and two-putted from 12 feet for double bogey 
to fall two strokes behind Norman (69-216) and one 
behind Payne Stewart (69) as darkness fell on a long 
and wet day.

Round 4 (canceled)
   The start of play was suspended after more than 2 
inches of rain fell in a little more than 24 hours. At 1:10 
p.m., PGA Tour officials decided much of the course 
was unplayable, canceled the final round and declared 
Norman the 54-hole winner, the first in the Memorial’s 
15 years.
   Norman, 35, called it a “good break” after having 
been denied two wins earlier in the year when Robert 
Gamez and David Frost holed out on the final hole to 
beat him.
   “I was looking forward to going out and testing 
nerves and skill, having a tussle out there,” Norman 
said. “On the other hand, I’m very happy to be a 
winner.
   “I’m still a little bit shocked about it. Nobody likes 
to win the Tournament this way, but it goes to show 
you every day’s important and every shot’s important. 
Obviously, getting it up and down out of the bunker on 
18 Saturday won the golf tournament for me.”

Round 1
   Sun, wind, soft conditions and temperatures in the 
50s greeted the earliest start in Memorial history – May 
11 – which was necessitated in part by a switch of 
television broadcast partners.
   Fuzzy Zoeller, semi-retired and transitioning to the 
TV booth and golf course design because of back 
problems, grabbed the lead when he stopped his 
8-iron approach shot 4 inches from the pin at No.18 
and tapped in for birdie for a 3-under-par 69 and one-
stroke edge over Payne Stewart and Fred Couples.
   “I never know about my crazy game anymore,’’ said 
Zoeller, winless on the PGA Tour for two years. “I don’t 
practice enough or play enough to be real competitive 
anymore. Who knows?
   “Soft, mushy ground bothers people with bad backs 
because you don’t have any footing; no traction. I’m 
twinge-ing a little bit.”
   Zoeller rediscovered his form on his final nine holes 
with birdies on five of them.
   “Those 4-, 5- and 6-footers, when you’re making 
those, it takes a lot of pressure off you,” he said.

Round 2
   Playing in a cold rain and temperatures in the 40s, 
Zoeller (66) birdied his first hole out of the gate, tied 
the Memorial’s 18-hole record with nine birdies and 
finished 9-under 135 to take a five-stroke lead, largest 
of the season on the PGA Tour.
   “I’m in shock, just being in the lead . . . but I kind of 
enjoy it,” he said.
   Using a new putter and a more open stance on the 
greens, Zoeller finished the first two rounds with 15 
birdies. The new putter replaced one Zoeller used to 
win 10 tournaments in 17 years on the tour, including 
the 1979 Masters and 1984 U.S. Open.
   His length off the tee made a difference, too. Seven 
of his birdies in the first two rounds came on the 
course’s four par-5 holes.
   “That means his back’s in good shape and he’s lettin’ 
it go,” said Raymond Floyd (67), one of three tied for 
second place.

Round 3
   With preferred lies in effect after overnight rain 
saturated the course and delayed the start of play 3 
1/2 hours, Zoeller was able to improve the lie of his 

third shot at No.18 after his 6-iron approach spun off 
the green and 10 yards back into the fairway. He then 
chipped in for birdie from 45 feet to retain the lead after 
54 holes.
   But at 9-under 207, Zoeller (72) saw his lead dwindle 
to one stroke over Bob Tway (68), who played his 
second round without a bogey in as many days and 
ran his streak of bogey-free holes to 50. Tway had the 
lead to himself on the back nine before Zoeller closed 
with a birdie at 15 and the chip-in at 18.
   “I’m very pleased. It’s the best position I’ve been in 
this year,” said Tway, who was less than two months 
past changing his swing. “This puts me in the last 
group (off the tee in the final round). That’s where I 
want to be. That’s why I play golf, to get in the last 
group, feel the pressure and see how I do.”

Round 4
   Tway birdied the last two holes, and four of his last 
six, to prevail in a back-and-forth battle with Zoeller 
and win his first PGA Tour event since the 1986 PGA 
Championship.
   “It’s been three years since I’d won and I’d kind of 
forgot what it felt like,” he said. “I’ve been hounded 
by questions of, ‘What’s wrong with your game?’ and 
‘Why haven’t you won?’ And I couldn’t answer any of 
them.
   “Believe me, it was very frustrating. I figured if I just 
kept practicing and kept working hard, I’d play good 
again.”
   Tway, 30, had tap-in birdies at Nos.15 and 17 after 
staking his approach shots from preferred lies. After his 
drive at 18 hit a tree and bounced fortiuitously into the 
fairway, he lagged a 25-foot birdie putt into the cup for 
a 69 and an 11-under 277 total. Zoeller (72) finished 
at 279.
   “Very rarely do you hit two shots that close to 
the hole in any round, much less coming down the 
stretch,” Tway said. “It was nice not having to grind 
over (the birdie putts).”
   Zoeller was four strokes ahead of Tway through four 
holes but gave up the lead after failing to save par out 
of bunkers on Nos.7, 8 and 11. They exchanged the 
lead twice more and were tied twice after that before 
Tway took command for good with a 2-inch tap-in at 
No.17.
   Zoeller had five birdies the last two rounds after 
recording 15 the first two.
   “Golf isn’t fair,” he said. “Golf will give you gray hair 
and make you drink a lot.”

Round 1
   Peter Jacobsen and John Mahaffey each shot 
4-under-par 68 to share the lead by one stroke over 
six others.
   Jacobsen, whose last PGA Tour win was in 1984, 
played with a ruptured disk in his back that he declined 
to have surgery on during the offseason. He said he 
had three choices: surgery, quit golf “or I could try to 
come back the hard way and do a lot of exercises and 
stretching and use the old noggin to try to get rid of the 
pain that way.”
   He chose the last, and after a runner-up finish in Las 
Vegas a few weeks earlier, ‘’I’m glad to say that I’m 
back,’’ he said. “Certainly I’m not all the way back, and 
certainly I haven’t won yet, but I’ve overcome some 
problems and feel like a rookie again.’’
   Mahaffey overcame an erratic start that included five 
birdies and three bogeys in his first 10 holes.

Round 2
   Hale Irwin, the 1983 and ’85 Memorial winner, 
admitted to having not a love affair but a “like affair” 
with Muirfield Village after a 68 gave him a 6-under 
138 total for 36 holes and a one stroke lead over three 
players.
   “Difficult courses seem to bring out the best golf in 
me,” Irwin said. “We’re seeing a different course than it 
was five or six years ago. The greens are very firm.’’
   The field averaged nearly 74 strokes for the first two 
rounds, the highest in three years, as a spring drought 
made for a hard and fast course.
   The highlight of Irwin’s round came at No.14, where 
his 4-wood tee shot went so far to the right, all he 
could do with his second shot was pitch out to the 
fairway about 100 yards short of the green. He pitched 
in from there for birdie.
   With Memorial founder Jack Nicklaus missing the cut 
by one stroke, Irwin became the only golfer to have 
made the cut in every Memorial. Besides his two wins, 
he also finished second in the inaugural event in 1976.

Round 3
   Despite being weakened by an intestinal flu that hit 
him overnight, Irwin (68) retained his one-stroke lead 
at 10-under 206, one stroke better than Curtis Strange 

(64) and David Frost (68). Strange had nine birdies in 
tying the course record for one round. Scott Hoch also 
shot 64 on a beautiful day that saw 14 players shoot in 
the 60s, nearly equaling the total (16) from the first two 
days combined.
   “I’m not sure why the scores are low today except 
maybe the players are getting used to it,” Strange said. 
“You don’t bomb it around Muirfield. You have to think 
where you want to put it.”
   Irwin’s lead was halved when he three-putted No.18 
for bogey.
   “My first priority is to get this stomach thing settled 
and get a good night’s sleep,” he said.
   “I didn’t have an awful lot of energy out there; just 
weak and shaky. I just hope to keep playing the same 
kind of golf I have the last few days.”

Round 4
   Strange made birdie putts of 18 inches at No.15 
and 12 feet at No.17 to pull away from Frost and win 
his fifth PGA Tour title in 10 months. He shot 67, the 
lowest closing round by a Memorial winner, to finish 
14-under 274.
   “He’s the best player in the world right now,” said 
Irwin (70), who chipped in for birdie on No.18 to tie 
Frost (69) for second place at 276.
   Strange, 33, appreciated the compliment from Irwin 
but was having none of it.
   “When you think of a dominant player, you talk about 
length – which translates to strength – or a great 
putter. I don’t have anything that stands out,” he said.
   “People ask me what the strong point of my game 
is and I say my strong point is that I don’t have any 
weaknesses. My game is consistency, driving the ball 
straight and reaching down and getting something 
extra when I need it.”
   Strange was one stroke behind Frost and tied with 
Irwin with seven holes to play. He tied Frost for the 
lead with a 10-foot birdie putt at No.12, saved par with 
a 15-foot putt at 13 and took the lead with the short 
putt at 15.
   His score of 13-under 131 for the final two rounds set 
a Tournament record for the closing 36 holes.
   “We ran into a buzzsaw,” Irwin said.
   Strange had considered skipping the Memorial 
because the soft conditions the previous two years had 
not played to the strengths of his game. Instead, he 
found the course identical to the one he had played in 
the Ryder Cup the previous September.
   “I’d never seen it play hard and firm” until then, he 
said. “When it gets firm, I get much more comfortable.”

Round 1
   In hot and muggy weather, absent any wind on a soft 
track, scoring picked up where it left off the year before 
and a record 49 players broke par on what host Jack 
Nicklaus described as a “defenseless” course.
   Against a backdrop of intermittent swells of noise 
from 17-year cicadas that lasted all week, Curt Byrum 
led the charge into the red with an 8-under-par 
64, tying the 18-hole Memorial record set by Mark 
McCumber in 1984.
   Byrum, who grew up playing on sand greens in 
South Dakota, missed only one green in regulation, 
had four birdies on each nine and did not make a 
bogey in taking a two-stroke lead over Joey Sindelar 
(66).
   “I don’t think I’ve ever had a better ball-striking 
round,” Byrum said.
   The field averaged 72.298 strokes, the fifth round 
in a row below 73 on a course that prior to 1986 had 
yielded only five such averages in the Memorial’s first 
40 rounds.
   “If you can’t make birdies out there, you are going to 
get lapped,” said Kenny Knox (68).

Round 2
   Scott Hoch (64) was one of two players (defending 
champion Hal Sutton was the other) to tie the course 
record as Hoch opened a four-stroke lead over Byrum 
(71).
   “If a couple more people score low, we’re liable 
to see the pins in the fringe,” joked Hoch, whose 
scorecard for the round did not have a number higher 
than a 4 on it.
   Bogey-free through two rounds, Hoch was at 
13-under-par 131, three strokes better than Roger 
Maltbie’s previous record for the Memorial’s first 36 
holes.
   Hoch did it by eschewing his driver – he said a 
head cold made him too weak to hit it – in favor of a 
graphite-shafted 3-wood with a metal head.
   Hoch had the low scoring average on the PGA Tour 
in 1986 but had not won a tournament in three years.
   “When I get in a rhythm, it all starts going,” he said. 
“I’ll go from being 40th or 50th to finishing in the top five.
   “I haven’t won, but I’ve had some high finishes during 
my streaks.”

Round 3
   While the field averaged a record 71.195 strokes, 
Hoch continued to go lower than any player in 
Memorial history. He extended his streak without a 
bogey to 54 holes and shot 67 for a 54-hole record 
total of 18-under 198. He maintained his four-stroke 
lead over Don Pooley (65).
   But the momentum Hoch built for three days ceased 
after heavy rain suspended play Saturday after he had 
completed 11 holes. To that point, through 47 holes, 
he had hit every fairway, missed only three greens 
and not bogeyed. Sunday morning, he played his final 
seven holes of the round 2 under par but missed three 
greens.
   It was a bad omen.

Round 4
   Hoch parred the first hole of the final round, his 
55th in a row for the Tournament and 68th over two 
Memorials. But that proved to be the highlight of his 
day.
   “I just didn’t feel right,” he said.
   Hoch bogeyed Nos.2, 3 and 4, shot 78 and was 
leapfrogged on the leader board by Pooley, whose 70 
on a cloudy, windy day gave him a 16-under 272 total 
and a three-stroke victory over Byrum (71). Hoch tied 
for third at 276.
   “You take the good with the bad and today I was 
Clint Eastwood -- the good, the bad and the ugly,” 
said Hoch, who shot 40 on the front nine and had two 
double bogeys on the back.
   “I felt it depended totally on Scott,’’  said Pooley, 
runner-up to Sutton in the 1986 Memorial. “I felt if he 
shot a good score, there’d be no way to catch him. 
I was just going to have to play the best I could and 
hope it was good enough. I was surprised it only took 
four holes to make up the difference.’’
   Pooley, 35, pulled away from Hoch after Hoch 
bogeyed No.9 by three-putting from 15 feet and 
double-bogeyed 10. Then he had to outlast bids by 
Byrum, David Frost (69), Denis Watson (70) and Chip 
Beck (68) down the stretch. Byrum caught him with a 
birdie at No.15 but bogeyed 16, and Pooley wrapped 
up the win with birdies on 17 and 18.
   “My knees were shaking,’’ Pooley said of his 15-foot 
birdie putt from the fringe at 17. “That was a critical 
point of the Tournament. That gave me a two-shot 
cushion. To finish with a birdie was icing on the cake.’’
   The win was his first on the PGA Tour since 1980.
   “I’ve had a lot of tournaments I should have won and 
didn’t. You just wonder if it’s ever going to happen,” 
Pooley said. “I’d be lying if I said I didn’t have doubts.”
   The field’s 72-hole average of 71.975 strokes was 
under par for the first time in the Memorial.

Round 1
   Dan Halldorson had the lowest first-round score in 
a Memorial, a 7-under-par 65, and tied the 18-hole 
record with nine birdies to set the tone for what 
would be a record scoring assault on a soft course 
uncomplicated by wind.
   Eighteen players shot in the 60s and 37 broke par, 
the most for any round in a Memorial.
   “The course was more on the tender side,” said Mac 
O’Grady (68). “You could caress the course more. It 
was delicate. It was like a little game of darts or pin the 
tail on the donkey.”
   Jack Nicklaus (66), coming off his historic Masters 
win six weeks earlier, was among three golfers tied for 
second. Nicklaus had six birdies and an eagle.
   Ironically, Halldorson won a PGA Tour event in 
Mississippi the same day Nicklaus made his back-nine 
charge to his sixth green jacket.
   “It was sort of quiet at first. I think everyone was 
a little cold,” Nicklaus said. “Once I started making 
birdies, they got excited. I’m sure they felt a little bit of 
what happened in Augusta.”

Round 2
   Nicklaus (70) made a 15-foot downhill putt at No.18 to 
gain a share of the lead at 8-under 136 with Halldorson 
(71), Don Pooley (67) and Doug Tewell (70).
   “It was one of those putts where you almost have 
to know the course to see the break,” Nicklaus said. 
“There is more break than you can see.”
   Nicklaus hit only 12 greens in regulation and hit more 
3-woods than drivers off the tee.
   “I felt I played a little scratchy,” he said. “When I left 
the practice tee last night, I thought I was swinging well 
after I made some changes. When I got to the practice 
tee this morning, I couldn’t find the fella who was out 
there last night. I hit a lot more bad shots than I care 
to hit.”
   Though the course was drier and the greens faster 
than in the first round, a record 24 players shot in the 
60s, 45 broke par, and the cut at 2-over 146 was three 
strokes less than the previous low.

Round 3
   Hal Sutton eagled No.15 with a 25-foot putt, birdied 
16 and 17, and shot 66 to take a three-shot lead over 

Halldorson (70), Pooley (70) and Tewell (70). Nicklaus 
(72) was at 208.
   “I played well all the way around the course today,” 
Sutton said. “I felt like it was fixin’ to happen at any 
minute. I hit so many good putts in the middle of the 
round that wouldn’t go in the hole. Finally at 15, 16, 
17, I made three in a row. It was one of those kind of 
feelings that you build up to. I kept thinking it would 
happen and it did.”
   Sutton finished a record 13-under 203 for 54 holes 
on a day that the field averaged 71.494 strokes, a 
record for any round in a Memorial. Six other golfers 
also finished better than the the previous three-round 
record of 208 set by David Graham in 1983 and 
matched by Lanny Wadkins in 1985. 

Round 4
   Six consecutive birdies by Nicklaus to start the back 
nine evoked memories of his Masters charge, but 
they did not unnerve Sutton (68), who never allowed 
Nicklaus or anyone else to get within three strokes of 
him on the back nine.
   “I was familiar with those roars,” Sutton said. “Jack 
and I went head-to-head in the PGA in ‘83 (won by 
Sutton). I let those roars get to me then.
   “I’d made up my mind that Jack would get hot 
sometime during the round. I was going to try to 
answer whatever he dished out. He dished out a lot, 
and fortunately, I was able to answer him.”
   Sutton, 28, became the first in Memorial history to 
break 70 in each of the four rounds, and his 17-under 
271 total smashed the previous 72-hole Tournament 
scoring record by nine shots. He won by four strokes 
over Pooley (69).
   “I figured if I was going to win, I had to be aggressive 
today, had to have birdies. Fortunately, I got them,” 
said Sutton, who birdied the first hole and maintained 
at least a two-stroke lead the entire round.
   Nicklaus (69) closed with three straight bogeys after 
his early run up the board and tied for fifth at 277.
   “It looked for a while that I might do something 
again,” he said. But when he hit a poor chip and 
bogeyed No.16, “it just took the wind out of me.” 
   For the week, the field averaged a record 72.045 
strokes per round. Thirteen golfers bettered the 
previous 72-hole record of 280 by Graham in 1980 and 
Nicklaus in 1984.

Round 1
   Jim Simons and Lon Hinkle each missed six greens 
on a windy day, but Simons holed out from off the 
green three times, Hinkle saved par on his last three 
holes, and they shared the lead at 5-under-par 67.
   Simons, who had eight pars, one eagle, six birdies 
and three bogeys, chipped in from 50 feet at No.2, 
from 35 feet out of a bunker at No.4 and from 45 feet 
at No.15.
   “How often do you hole out three times in a round? 
‘Maybe once every three or four years. I feel very 
fortunate,” said Simons, the 1978 Memorial winner.
   “I felt like a yo-yo out there, although the card might 
not indicate it. There’s a lot of fear when you know 
you’re not playing well, even if you’re leading the 
Tournament.”
   Hinkle, in the Tournament on a sponsor’s exemption 
by the Captains Club, had only one bogey, at No.1, but 
he avoided several more coming home. He missed the 
green at No.16 and chipped within 6 inches for par, 
chipped within 6 inches again at 17 for par and came 
out of a bunker at 18 to within 1 foot for another par.
   “You really have to scramble when the wind blows 
here,’’ he said.

Round 2
   Hale Irwin shot a second bogey-free 68 to set a 
Memorial record and take a four-stroke lead at 8-under 
136.
   Irwin, the 1983 Memorial winner, saved par four 
times in 13 holes before making his move with birdies 
on three of his last five holes.
   “It wasn’t the spectacular shot-making that you might 
expect when you play another bogey-free round. If 
you’re bogey-free, why aren’t you 12 under par, say?’’ 
Irwin said. “I simply managed my misses.
   “I just don’t feel that Muirfield Village demands that 
you hit at the hole. It suggests, instead, that you play 
toward the fat part of the green, or away from the 
problem areas. I have avoided most of those areas as 
best I can. But I can’t say I’ve avoided them entirely.’’

Round 3
   Lanny Wadkins (67) made putts of 25 feet for eagle 
on No.15, 30 feet for par on 16 and 25 feet for birdie 
on 18 to take a one-stroke lead over Irwin (73).

   Wadkins’ 8-under 208 total tied the Memorial’s 54-
hole scoring record by David Graham in 1983.
   “When things start going in for me, they start going in 
in bunches,” Wadkins said. ‘’Seems they went in all at 
once for me on the back nine.
   “The pins were very demanding. Some were in 
awfully tough places toward the front of the greens. 
With the greens getting firm in the sun and wind here, 
it’s hard to get the ball near the hole.’’
   Irwin, sniffling and sneezing because of a 
cottonwood allergy, had his record streak of 
consecutive bogey-free holes end at 43 when he 
bogeyed No.8. He also bogeyed No.15, where 
Wadkins’ eagle resulted in a three-stroke swing that 
tied the two for the lead.
   “You just can’t go around here forever without 
making a bogey,’’ Irwin said.
   “I’m going to a doctor for something tonight. I just 
hope the shot he gives me doesn’t have an adverse 
affect on me tomorrow.’’

Round 4
   Battling wind and slick greens, Wadkins bogeyed 
six of his first 12 holes to help Irwin build a four-
stroke lead that he nursed to the finish for his second 
Memorial title in three years.
   Irwin got his cottonwood allergy under control thanks 
to two injections he received after the third round and 
before the fourth. He shot 72 and finished 7-under 281, 
one stroke better than Wadkins (74), for his first PGA 
Tour win in 16 months.
   The four-shot gap between them was halved when 
Wadkins birdied and Irwin bogeyed No.16. Irwin 
bogeyed again at No.18, but he escaped further 
damage when Wadkins could not convert a 25-foot 
biirdie chance to force a playoff.
   “When I had the four-shot lead, I felt that if I could 
just manage to hang on, which I barely did, I could 
win,” said Irwin, 39. “With a cushion like I had, 
sometimes you just can’t get to the clubhouse fast 
enough.
   “It wasn’t too pretty or too effective on the last few 
holes, but it worked.”
   Irwin’s score for 72 holes was the same as it was in 
his 1983 victory, but he said he played better then. This 
time, “I think I managed what I had better, keeping out 
of trouble areas,” he said. “I don’t think I played up to 
my capabilities, but I took what I had and played within 
my limitations.”

Round 1
   Payne Stewart set a front-nine record with a 6-under-
par 30 and finished at 5-under 67 to tie Gil Morgan and 
Bob Murphy for the lead.
   Stewart birdied five holes in a row starting at No.4, 
and four of the putts were 12 feet or longer.
   “I felt like every putt I got over, I would make,” he 
said.
   The co-leaders were among 12 players who broke 
70, a record for the Memorial’s first round.
   “A lot of what went on out there today had to do 
with the course being soft and there being no wind,” 
Morgan said. “Believe me, no one is going to shoot 20 
under par and win this thing. I figure it will be about 10 
or 12 under.”

Round 2
   Masters champion Ben Crenshaw (70) solved winds 
gusting to 30 mph by doing his best work close to the 
ground. He one-putted 12 holes, had only 22 putts 
in all and chipped in from 60 feet for birdie on No.13, 
and his 6-under 138 total left him one stroke ahead of 
Memorial host Jack Nicklaus (70).
   Crenshaw, regarded as one of the game’s best 
putters, followed his chip-in at the 13th with a 15-foot 
putt for birdie at 14 and a 10-foot putt for his third 
consecutive birdie at 15. He saved par on each of his 
last three holes with putts from inside 8 feet.
   Only nine players were able to break par in the wind, 
which blew the field’s scoring average to 75.233, the 
highest for a round in three years. Nine players shot 
80 or more.
   Nicklaus cost himself a share of the lead with a 
three-putt bogey at No.18 but said “it was as good a 
round of golf at managing my game as I have had in a 
long time.”

Round 3
   Chip Beck, who had not won nor previously held a 
54-hole lead in six years on the PGA Tour, saved par 
from bunkers on the last two holes and shot 68 to take 
a one-stroke lead at 7-under 209.
   One of his partners for the final round? Nicklaus (71) 
at 210.
   Beck, a runner-up twice in 1983, was asked if he 
could beat Nicklaus on the course Nicklaus designed 
and won the second Memorial in 1977.

   “You’re asking me that?” he said with a nervous 
laugh. “I’m in such awe of the man . . .”
   But, he added, “To be perfectly honest, you have to 
believe you can win a tournament. I’ve been growing to 
that point. You have to believe you can win.”
   Nicklaus overcame three bogeys in a four-hole 
stretch to give himself a chance to tie for the lead but 
missed a 12-foot birdie putt on No. 18.
   Crenshaw, the second-round leader, was 7 under par 
and leading at the turn before a triple bogey at No.10 
sent him reeling. He bogeyed five holes after that and 
shot 79.

Round 4/Playoff
   While Beck (74) bogeyed his first hole and faded 
from there, Andy Bean – playing in the same 
threesome with Beck and Nicklaus – birdied seven of 
his first 11 holes and, after starting three shots behind 
Nicklaus, caught him for a share of the lead at No.16.
   Nicklaus’ drive at No.17 went out of bounds to the 
right and landed on the deck of a home. He took a 
one-stroke penalty, returned to the tee and, after 
reaching the green with his fourth shot, made a curling, 
25-foot putt for bogey. Bean parred to take a one-
stroke lead.
   After missing the fairway again at No.18, Nicklaus 
needed two shots to reach the green, but he saved his 
par with a 5-foot putt. Bean had a 4-foot par putt to win 
but missed it left.
   “I misread it,” he said. “I thought it would be left-
center, but it stayed on the left edge.”
   Deadlocked at 8-under 280, Bean (67) and Nicklaus 
(70) headed to sudden death at No.15. After splitting 
birdies there and pars at 16, they were on the verge 
of doing the same at 17 after Nicklaus missed a 6-foot 
birdie putt to win. But Bean missed another short 
one for par, from 3 feet, and Nicklaus became the 
Memorial’s first two-time winner.
   “It was the same putt I had on 18,” Bean said. “I 
thought they were going straight and they didn’t, so I’m 
a loser.”
   Nicklaus, 44, ended a two-year victory drought, a 
period during which he admitted he had thought of 
retiring.
   “If I had a brain in my head, I’d say, right now, ‘OK, 
folks, it’s been fun playing for you over the years, but 
that’s it. I’m through. Goodbye.’
   “That’s what I’d say if I was smart. But I’m not that 
smart. I happen to think I’ll win some more majors. And 
that’s why I’ll keep on playing.”

Round 1
   Ben Crenshaw and Lanny Wadkins shared the lead 
at 5-under-par 67, their best scores ever on a course 
that just the year before had extracted scores north of 
80 from each in the final round.
   “Seems like I made a couple of big numbers real 
quick, a double or triple bogey on one of the first few 
holes. It got completely out of hand,” Wadkins recalled 
of his 83, which came after he began the final round 
only four strokes off the lead.
  Crenshaw shot 81 that day.
   “There are only a few places you can take liberties 
with this course,” Crenshaw said. “Other times, you’re 
just looking to find the green surface . . . (and) be 
content with par.”
   It was the first test for Muirfield Village’s new greens, 
resurfaced after the 1982 Memorial to replace the 
previous set that had become diseased.

Round 2
   Andy Bean, who had six birdies in a first-round 69, 
birdied seven of his first 11 holes and shot 67 for 
an 8-under 136 that left him two strokes ahead of 
Crenshaw (71).
   Bean used a new driver that helped him hit the ball 
straighter and a new putter given him by his caddie 
that had a shaft 2 1/2 inches shorter than his previous 
one.
   “The first putt I hit with it, it felt solid. I threw the other 
one down,” Bean said.
   “For a while, I stood pretty upright putting, but since 
I broke my hand (in 1981), I haven’t been able to get 
comfortable.
   “Everything just seems better now. I’m not a wristy 
putter; I’m an arms-and-shoulders putter. This is the 
first time I’ve been comfortable in a long time.”
   Without the breeze that was a factor in the first 
round, 30 golfers broke par in the second, the third-
most for a round in Memorial history.

Round 3
   Despite dealing with what he said was “pink eye,” 
1980 Memorial winner David Graham birdied four of 
his last six holes on his front nine, shot 69 for 8-under 
208 and took a two-stroke lead over Bean (74) and 
Scott Hoch (70).

   Bean was 10 under par and had a two-stroke lead 
after nine holes but played his last nine 4 over par. He 
bogeyed Nos.10 and 11 and finished with a double 
bogey at No.18, where he had to try to escape a 
fairway bunker while standing in the fairway, his feet 
above the ball.
   “I was trying to hit it smooth and make good contact 
with the ball and I hit it right on the toe,” Bean said.
   The ball flared right and into the gallery. From there, 
Bean pitched 50 feet past the pin and three-putted, 
missing a 5-footer for bogey.
   “The putts I made yesterday and the day before, 
today they just didn’t go in,” Bean said.

Round 4
   Hale Irwin became the first player to break par in all 
four rounds of the Memorial and won by one stroke 
over Graham and Crenshaw with a 69 for a 7-under 
281 total.
   Irwin, 37, began the round four strokes off the lead 
but gained a share of it after 14 holes and a nearly 
two-hour rain delay. He lost the lead with bogey at 
No.15 but regained it by chipping in from 25 feet for 
birdie at 16, then posted his 72-hole score while the 
other contenders came down the stretch.
   Graham (74), bidding to become the Memorial’s first 
two-time winner, gave up the lead when his tee shot 
at No.16 flew the green. His wedge from the rough 
landed in a bunker between him and the green, and his 
sand shot stopped 18 feet past the pin. He two-putted 
from there for double bogey.
   “I played (16) three times in practice rounds with 
the wind behind me, twice with a 5-iron, once with a 
6-iron,” Graham said, “and for some reason, I got up 
there today and pulled out a 4-iron and hit the ball 15 
yards too far.”
   Crenshaw (71) missed the green at 17 and bogeyed, 
and both he and Graham missed long birdie putts at 
18 that would have forced a playoff with Irwin. Each 
finished at 282.
   “I think it would have been naive to think that 
Graham would have double-bogeyed and Crenshaw 
bogeyed to allow the events that happened to happen,” 
Irwin said. “The thing I started thinking was playoff.”
   He said he had wanted to win the Memorial since 
being impaled by Roger Maltbie’s “stake shot” in their 
playoff in the first Memorial in 1976.
   “You never wish a guy to make double bogey,” Irwin 
said, “but that was very nice of David to do that.”
   Tom Weiskopf set Memorial records in the final round 
with nine birdies and a score of 65.

Round 1
   Roger Maltbie, who won the first Memorial in 1976 
and had been winless since, emerged from a two-hour 
afternoon rain delay to birdie three and save par on 
two of his last six holes. It helped him to a 4-under-par 
68 and one-stroke lead over four others that included 
defending champion Keith Fergus.
   Maltbie’s run included a 30-foot pitch-in for birdie 
from the hillside above the bunkers left of the 14th 
green. The ball hit the pin and fell in the cup.

Round 2
   Maltbie had three birdies and an eagle in a span 
of eight holes, tied the 18-hole scoring record (66) 
on a soft course and built a record six-stroke lead at 
10-under 134.
   The 66 tied the record by Miller Barber in the second 
round of the 1980 Memorial. Maltbie’s 134 total was 
three strokes lower than the previous 36-hole record 
by Jim Simons in 1978.
   Maltbie one-putted six holes from Nos.7 through 15 – 
three to save par, two for birdies and one for an eagle 
at 15 after he stopped his 3-wood second shot 4 feet 
from the pin.
   He said the par-saves at Nos.8 and 9 were “the keys 
to the round. Had I made bogey there, I would have felt 
it slipping away from me.”
   Instead, he said, “The swing started to feel very 
good, the rhythm and balance. There are times out 
there when you hit it, you know it’s going to go straight 
and it’s going to go the right distance. You know you’ve 
got it.
   “It was my day. It was my day for the putts to go in, it 
was my day for a good score.”

Round 3
   Saturday wasn’t Maltbie’s day. His rhythm thrown 
off by three rain delays that totaled nearly 4 hours, he 
had bogeys at Nos.5 and 9, a double bogey at 11, and 
soared to a 75 that dropped him to a tie for the lead 
with Gil Morgan (67)  at 7-under 209.
   “Obviously, it was a trying day,” Maltbie said. 
“Warming up three times to play one round of golf 
spanning 8 1/2 hours is not easy.”

   Morgan, who trailed Maltbie by eight strokes after 
two rounds, gained a share of the lead when he holed 
his 4-iron approach to No.18 for eagle.
   “I had 167 (yards) to the hole, uphill and into the 
wind,” Morgan said. “I hit it right on line. My first 
thought was it might be a fraction long. It landed about 
6 inches from the hole. I saw it disappear, but I couldn’t 
tell where.”
   The gallery let him know.
   Ray Floyd (67) began the third round nine shots 
behind and finished one behind the co-leaders at 210.
    “This is a golf course where you can make up space 
quickly and lose it quickly,” Morgan said.
   A record 36 players broke par, and the field averaged 
below par (71.861) for the first time in a Memorial 
round.

Round 4
   Maltbie, Morgan and Floyd dueled for the lead with 
several others early during a windy final round in which 
the greens sizzled and no one broke 70 for the second 
year in a row.
   Morgan had a one-stroke lead over Maltbie and 
Floyd after 11 holes but erased it with a bogey at 
No.12. Floyd took the lead by making a 20-foot birdie 
putt at 13. Maltbie fell two shots behind with a bogey 
at 14. Morgan and Maltbie birdied 15 to reach 6 and 5 
under, respectively, but Floyd matched them to go to 
7 under.
   After Morgan bogeyed 16 and Floyd saved par from 
the sand to go two strokes ahead, he said he started 
smelling victory, which he closed out with pars on the 
final two holes.
   “When you get it down to the strokes you’re leading 
by matching the number of holes left, you kind of feel 
you can handle it,” he said.
   Floyd (71) finished 7-under 281, two strokes better 
than Morgan (74), Maltbie (74), Peter Jacobsen (72) 
and Wayne Levi (70).
   Floyd, 39, had skipped the Memorial in 1981, he 
said, because he hadn’t scored well on the course. 
In 14 previous rounds, he had broken par only three 
times.
   “Ray told me a year ago, ‘Jack, I have a hard time 
figuring out your golf course,’” Tournament host Jack 
Nicklaus said.
   One year later, that demon was exorcised.
   “It was a very unsettling thing for me to feel that I 
have a game that is compatible for hard golf courses 
and be frustrated and upset that I couldn’t play (better) 
here,” Floyd said. “So I gave it a little extra effort.”

Round 1
   Mark Hayes used pinpoint accuracy with his irons to 
birdie six holes, shoot 5-under-par 67 and take a one-
stroke lead over Bobby Clampett, Tom Purtzer, Lanny 
Wadkins and D.A. Weibring.
   Four of Hayes’ approach shots on the holes he 
birdied stopped within 7 feet of the pin, one as close 
as 3 inches.
   “I’ve been fighting with my putting,” said Hayes, who 
had not made a cut on the PGA Tour since losing a 
two-stroke lead on the 72nd hole and then a playoff at 
Greensboro in April. “I’ve changed a couple of things 
in my setup and grip, trying to strengthen my grip. I’ve 
felt comfortable for a couple of weeks now, but the 
ball hasn’t been coming off (the clubface) like I want it, 
especially (with) my irons. But I’m hitting my irons very 
well this week.”
   The consensus among the contenders after the first 
round was that the greens, baked by sunny and dry 
weather, were the fastest in the Memorial’s six-year 
history.
   “And they slope so severely,” Wadkins said, “that if 
they get much harder – and they will if it stays clear 
and dry – it’s going to be difficult to get our approach 
shots close to the hole.”

Round 2
   Keith Fergus (68) birdied three of his last four holes, 
twice from 6 inches, and finished at 5-under 139 for a 
one-stroke lead over Wadkins (72) and Dan Halldorson 
(70).
   The greens wreaked havoc with many other than 
Fergus, who posted his score early and then watched 
as the back nine took its toll on many of those around 
him on the leader board.
    Hayes (75) was 7 under through seven holes but 
bogeyed six of his last 11. Wadkins was 7 under 
through 11 and bogeyed three of his last seven. Ben 
Crenshaw (69) had a Tournament record-tying eight 
birdies to reach 4 under par before he bogeyed his last 
three holes.
   “It’s so easy to get in serious trouble,” said Fergus, 
who early in his round followed birdies at Nos.6 and 
7 with a double bogey at 8. “You can’t afford to give 
away shots here like I did at 8. It’s too tough to get 
birdies.”

Round 3
   Craig Stadler (71) was 8 under par and had a three-
stroke lead through 13 holes, but double bogeys on 
Nos.14 and 15 dropped him into a tie for the lead with 
Tom Kite (69) and George Archer (69) at 4-under 212.
   Stadler’s approach to the narrow 14th green 
bounced off a grassy bank and into the stream right of 
the putting surface. He two-putted after his chip made 
it only to the fringe of the green.
   “Fourteen didn’t bother me. I hit a bad shot and got 
what I deserved,” he said. “I wasn’t thinking about it.”
   Regardless, he hooked his drive at 15 into the 
woods, and his second shot caught part of a tree and 
ricocheted into the creek for another penalty. After 
reaching the green in five, his 40-foot putt for bogey 
stopped short of the cup.
   “Your basic disaster,” Stadler said. “I hit three bad 
shots and it cost me five shots.”
   Archer had the lead alone until he bunkered his 
approach shot to No.18 and bogeyed.

Round 4
   Fergus parred the last six holes on ultra-slick greens 
to eke out a one-stroke win over Jack Renner, who had 
at least a share of the lead twice on the back nine but 
lost it with bogeys each time.
   Fergus shot 71 for 4-under 284. Renner also shot 71 
on a windy day when no one broke 70 for the first time 
in the Memorial.
   Kite (76) was only one stroke off the lead before 
dropping three shots on the last two holes and tying for 
seventh at 288.
   “When I went out today, I noticed the wind had 
started blowing, so I knew the scores weren’t going 
to be very low,” Fergus said. “I played like I did the 
first three rounds – tried to drive the ball good, in the 
fairway, and two-putt for par, and if I got a chance for 
birdie, go for it.”
   Fergus, 27, had little trouble until his drive at No.18 
lodged inches from the back lip of a fairway bunker. 
Despite having to take a stance outside the bunker, 
he was able to cleanly play a 6-iron 155 yards to the 
green and two-putted from 30 feet for par, making a 
2-footer for the win. Renner missed a 35-footer for 
birdie.
   It was the first victory for Fergus in 4 ½ years on the 
PGA Tour.
   “I’ve been waiting for it for a long time. I didn’t want 
to goof it up. I didn’t want to miss it,” he said of his 
clinching putt.
   “I’ve always wondered how it felt. I’ve been working 
hard and putting in a lot of long hours and a lot of time, 
and I often wondered if it all was worth it. Believe me, 
it’s worth it.”

Round 1
   Bruce Lietzke, coming off a wire-to-wire win at 
Colonial, and Bobby Walzel matched the Memorial 
18-hole scoring record with 5-under-par 67s to share 
the lead.
   A record-tying 27 golfers broke par and the field 
averaged a record 73.21 strokes on a hot and windless 
day.
   Lietzke recovered from a double bogey and bogey 
on Nos.4 and 5 to play his last 13 holes 7 under, 
including an eagle at 15.

   Miller Barber, the 1979 runner-up, had a Memorial 
record eight birdies and lowered the 18-hole scoring 
record to 66 to gain a share of the lead at 6-under 
138 with Ed Fiori (68), Peter Jacobsen (69) and Don 
Pooley (69).
   Before meeting with reporters after his round, Barber 
was unaware he’d broken the scoring record.
   “I did?” he said. “Good for me. Hooray for me. Let’s 
have another drink.”   
   A light rain eased scoring conditions further and led 
to another record assault on the course; 31 players 
broke par and the field averaged 72.977 strokes, 
bettering the previous records set only the day before.

Round 3
   Bob Gilder passed 18 players with a 67 and, at 
7-under 209, took a one-stroke lead over Barber (72), 
Pooley (72), David Graham (70) and Tom Watson (69).
   After bogeying his first hole, Gilder birdied five of the 
last eight on the front nine and eagled No.15 to pass 
Barber, who had four bogeys in his last seven holes.
   “I think I got a little tired (mentally) today,” Barber 
said. “I haven’t been in this position in so doggone 

long. . . . I wouldn’t say I can’t handle it. Maybe I just 
got trying a little too hard there the last two or three 
holes.”
   Gilder said he hit the ball as well as he had all year.
   “I’ve been streaky. I haven’t been able to concentrate 
and I’ve missed a lot of cuts,” he said. “I feel that on 
this course, I concentrate longer. . . . You don’t have 
any easy shots here. I concentrate better on harder 
courses.”
   Twenty players finished the round within five shots 
of the lead as the field lowered the record for average 
score (72.558) for the third consecutive day.

Round 4
   Two days past his 34th birthday, for which Memorial 
officials had presented him a cake, Graham supplied 
the icing. He holed a slow-rolling, 30-foot downhill 
putt for birdie at No.18 and won by one stroke over 
Watson, the defending champion, after Watson missed 
a 25-footer for birdie on almost the same line as 
Graham’s.
   “I was about 15 to 20 degrees off his line,” Watson 
said. “David’s putt was pretty much straight. I played 
mine to hook a little bit right, but it didn’t break as much 
as I had planned it and it went a foot by.
   “I guess I need some glasses.”
   Graham (70) finished at 8-under 280, breaking by 
one stroke the previous Memorial record for 72 holes 
by Jack Nicklaus in 1977. Watson (71) was at  281.
   The final round was a free-for-all in which more than 
a dozen golfers were within one stroke of the lead at 
one time or another.
   While third-round leader Gilder imploded with an 
82, and John Fought lost a two-stroke lead and more 
with a bogey at No.13 and quadruple-bogey 8 at 14, 
Graham stayed in the hunt by saving par out of the 
sand five times in his first 14 holes.
   When Graham holed a 20-foot eagle putt at No.15, 
he moved within one stroke of Watson, who birdied the 
hole. When Watson three-putted No.17 for bogey, they 
were tied.
   “I made a couple of putts coming in . . . and that was 
the difference,” Graham said. “I knew I had to putt well 
today if I was going to beat Watson. He played near-
perfect golf, as he always does.
   “He missed three makeable putts for birdie on holes 
(3, 7 and 9) where I had chances to make bogey and 
we walked off each one even after pars. I was lucky.”

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1979 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
    Lanny Wadkins birdied four of his first seven holes, 
holed a bunker shot at No.17 for another birdie, and 
shot 3-under-par 69 for a one-stroke lead over Mike 
McCullough.
   “I haven’t been here for two years, but I’ve seen 
my brother play so well here, I knew it must be easy,” 
Wadkins joked. Bobby Wadkins was the third-rounder 
leader in the 1977 Memorial and was tied for second 
after two rounds in 1978.
   Lanny Wadkins said he could have scored even 
lower on a chilly, drizzly and windy day and on a soggy 
course that yielded only four scores below par, the 
fewest in a round in the Memorial’s four years.
   “I felt I putted poorly except for (three holes),” 
Wadkins said. “If I would have had a decent putting 
round, I feel I could have had a very low score. I left a 
lot of makeable putts (on the course). I’ll have to start 
making those putts if I want to win the Tournament.”
   McCullough entered the Memorial having missed the 
cut in seven of 15 PGA Tour events but did not practice 
before teeing it up for the first round.
   “I didn’t expect anything from myself and it took a 
load off my mind,” he said. “But when you don’t expect 
something, it’s easier to accept whatever happens.”
   Tim Simpson shot 79 but made Memorial history with 
the Tournament’s first hole in one, using a 2-iron to ace 
No.4.

Round 2
   A day that lives in Memorial lore saw Tom Watson 
make himself at home in 30-mph wind gusts that 
dropped the wind-chill factor to 13 degrees.
   Wearing a knit cap and a sweater under his rainsuit, 
Watson shot 69 for a 2-under 142 and a four-stroke 
lead over Jack Nicklaus (73), Tom Kite (72) and Peter 
Jacobsen (74).
   “It wasn’t all that bad out there,” joked Watson, a 
two-time British Open champion. “I practice in Kansas 
City in this kind of weather all winter. I think my feet 
are frozen, but I kept my hands in my pockets and kept 
’em warm.”
   The north winds prompted PGA Tour officials to 
shorten Nos. 5, 6 and 10 a total of 97 yards, reducing 
the course to 7,004 yards for the round.
   Watson and Terry Diehl (71) were the only golfers 
to break par, and the field averaged a record 78.737 

strokes.. Forty-two of the 105 starters totaled 80 or 
more, and 1976 Memorial winner Roger Maltbie shot a 
92 that included a 50 on the back nine. The cut was at 
13-over-par 157.
   With three birdies (at Nos.5, 8 and 18) and no 
bogeys, Watson said it was “one of the best (rounds) I 
ever played,” but “definitely a struggle”.
   “I got out to a good start . . . and held on for dear 
life,” he said, “You know you’re going to hit some bad 
shots. . . . I just didn’t make many mistakes. It’s hard 
not to look at all the trouble on this golf course, and I 
felt I did it pretty well.”
   Nicklaus said he played with winter gloves 
(belonging to club pro Jim Gerring) for the first time he 
could remember and “by the time I reached 18, I had a 
hard time feeling the golf club.” But he birdied the last 
two holes and “turned a decent round . . . into actually 
a good round.”

Round 3
   Watson’s 72 in windy but warmer weather was good 
enough for him to stay at 2-under 214 and four strokes 
ahead. He negated a double bogey at No.8 with birdies 
at Nos.9 and 17, where his 4-iron approach stopped 18 
inches from the pin.
   “It wasn’t nearly as good as yesterday’s round,” 
Watson said. “Of course, yesterday, how could you 
tell?
   “Long putting was my savior today. “It was 
exceptionally good.”
   Miller Barber (71) claimed second place with a four-
birdie run on the back nine but squandered half of it 
with a double bogey at No.18 when “I tried to get cute” 
and shanked a 6-iron 60 yards to the right of the green.
   “If I hit it perfect every time, golf wouldn’t be any fun,” 
he said.
    Three birdies in his first five holes propelled Nicklaus 
(74) to within one shot of Watson, but he backed up 
after that with a double bogey at No.6 and bogeys at 
10, 12 and 13.
   “I turned a great start into a lousy finish,” he said.

Round 4
   Watson had birdies at Nos.5, 6 and 11 to build 
his lead to as much as six strokes and never was 
threatened, not even after bogeys at 12 and 15. He 
saved par with a 15-foot putt at No.16 and finished with 
a 71 for 3-under 285 and a three-stroke win.
   Watson, 29, was the only player to finish below par 
for 72 holes.
   “I didn’t feel real solid out there,” he said, “but I had 
enough good swings to get a few birdies early.”
   Barber (70) was second at 288 on a day in which 
play didn’t get under way until 12:54 p.m. because of 
morning rain.
   It was the fourth win of the year for Watson, the 
leading money-winner on the PGA Tour.
   “He’s playing so much better than anyone in the 
game right now,” Nicklaus said. “He was head and 
shoulders above the field this week.”

1978 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Abundant rainfall the previous week, and a downpour 
that canceled the Pro-Am on Tuesday, resulted in 
the PGA Tour invoking the lift, clean and place rule. 
Though Jack Nicklaus objected, he took advantage.
   Nicklaus, the defending champion in the event he 
founded and on the course he designed, and longtime 
rival Gary Player shot 5-under-par 67 to share a one-
stroke lead and tie the Tournament record – but “with 
asterisks,” Nicklaus noted. Lift, clean and place “was 
the right decision,” he said, “but it certainly was not 
golf.”
   Twenty-seven players broke par and the field 
averaged fewer than 74 strokes for a round for the first 
time.
   “I can’t say much other than I played very, very well,” 
Nicklaus said after his best score in three Memorials. 
“Today was probably the best driving round I’ve ever 
had. I never missed the center of the fairway, and 
that’s unusual for me. I can’t understand why I drove 
it so well.”
   He missed only two greens in regulation and did not 
have a bogey, and four of the five birdie putts he made 
were 10 feet or less.
   Player had one bogey, after he missed the green at 
No.16.

Round 2
   With the course still spongy, golfers played the ball 
“up” again, and Jim Simons staked himself to a two-
stroke lead with a 69 for 7-under 137.
   After giving back two shots with bogeys at Nos.16 
and 17, Simons capped his day by making a 40-foot 
birdie putt at 18.
   “I was a little upset with myself near the end of the 
round,” he said. “I haven’t played that well the last 
couple of months, and I guess I was a little too keyed 
up the last few holes. I really feel good I birdied 18. 
You always feel a little better coming off with a birdie.”
   Player (72) started with a share of the lead and still 
had it until he three-putted No.18 for a double bogey.
   Nicklaus (76) gave up ground quickly with a 41 on 
the front nine. He said he “was as bad today as I was 
good yesterday.”
   Simons created some controversy when, after hitting 
first in his group, he walked outside the ropes and to 

his next shot while his partners were preparing to hit. 
He said it was his way of avoiding fines for slow play 
that the PGA Tour had begun levying on players.
   “It’s probably not the best etiquette,” said Simons, 
one of the Tour’s slowest players, “but I get a head 
start on my next shot. Then I can go through my 
routine of testing the wind and so forth.”

Round 3
   Playing the ball “down” for the first time and battling 
gusting winds, Simons saved par five times, shot 73 for 
6-under 210 and retained the lead by one stroke over 
Bill Kratzert (69) when Simons made an 8-foot putt to 
birdie No. 18 for the second day in a row.
   He said his biggest worry in the final round would 
be controlling his emotions in a grouping that included 
Nicklaus (71-214), the defending champion and fan 
favorite.
   “The only thing I’m really concerned about is driving 
the ball,” Simons said. “When I get excited and 
pumped up, I go a little fast and tend to hook it.
   “I’m going to be in control of myself, hang in there 
and keep playing. That’s what I did today. I hit some 
bad shots and just kept on playing.”
   Kratzert, after a birdie at No.13 and eagle at 15, had 
a share of the lead until Simons’ closing birdie.
   “I drove the ball well and I putted well,” Kratzert said. 
“I don’t think I could have scored any better than what 
I scored.”
   Rod Curl was two strokes off the lead, at 212, after 
the best back-to-back rounds (67-68) in Memorial 
history.

Round 4
   Simons saved par on five of the last seven holes, 
including the last two, to hold off Kratzert and Nicklaus 
on a demanding day that yielded only six under-par 
rounds.
   Simons shot 74 to finish 4-under 284. Kratzert (74) 
checked in at 285 and Nicklaus (74) tied for fourth at 
288.
      “I feel like I hit a lot of good shots this week,” said 
Simons, 28. “I also hit a lot where I cringed. But I made 
the clutch putts.”
    Nicklaus said Simons was “a tiger out there. Boy, he 
sure got up and down from a couple places those last 
few holes.”
   Four strokes off the lead when the round began, 
Nicklaus suffered a triple bogey at No.4. But he 
birdied Nos.5, 6, 13 and 15 to rally within one stroke of 
Simons with three holes to play before a double bogey 
at No.17 dashed his hopes of repeating.
   After salvaging his par at 17, Simons did it again at 
18 by making a 21-foot putt to not only save his par but 
avert a playoff. Earlier, Kratzert had missed a 10-foot 
putt for birdie at the same hole.
   “I was fighting it,” said Simons, 28.. “I was very 
fatigued coming in. I haven’t relaxed all week. And 
playing with Jack – with Jack making a run – it’s not 
easy to go out and forget you’re playing with Jack 
Nicklaus, especially here.”

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1977 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Bobby Wadkins, in the field as an alternate, was 5 
over par after six holes and said he thought he might 
“toss it in” at the turn. But an eagle on No.7 brightened 
his mood, and seven birdies and a record score of 29 
on the back nine gave him a 4-under 68 and a share of 
the lead with Mark Lye.
   “Those last 12 holes, I played better than anyone 
can play,” said Wadkins, the younger brother of Lanny 
Wadkins.
   Wadkins hit a 2-iron second shot at No.7 that set up 
a 10-foot putt for eagle.
   Lye didn’t have to wait as long to feel good about 
his day. He birdied Nos.4, 5 and 6, a start he said sur-
prised him “because I did not have a decent practice 
round. I went in blind.”
   Lye said he played “a fast nine holes” at Muirfield 
Village on Monday, played at nearby Riviera Country 
Club on Tuesday in preparation for a U.S. Open quali-
fier there the day after the Memorial, “and had a very 
unthinking practice round here Wednesday. So I was 
not too excited” about his chances.
   The co-leaders were among 17 golfers who broke 
par in the round, seven more than in any round in the 
inaugural Memorial the year before.

Round 2
   Gary Player (68) hit every green in regulation and 
avoided bogey to finish 6-under 138 and share the 
lead with Jerry McGee (68) on the second day of hot, 
humid and still conditions.
   “I played well enough to score a 64,” said Player, 
who had not played in the first Memorial in 1976. “I had 
many chances. I did have a super putting round.”
   McGee, who had finished two strokes out of the pre-
vious year’s playoff thanks to a double bogey at No.11, 
put himself back in contention with birdies on three of 
four holes on the front nine after bogeys on two of the 
first three.
   “I have been waiting for this Tournament for 365 
days,” he said.
   Fuzzy Zoeller tied Rod Funseth’s 1976 Tournament 
record with a 67 to move one stroke off the lead.
   “This course is made for a long hitter like me,” 
Zoeller said.
   Memorial host and course designer Jack Nicklaus 
(68) entered the chase at 140.

   “I’m in good shape,” Nicklaus said. “I didn’t get as 
much out of the back nine as I should have, but I made 
some longish putts.”

Round 3
   In swirling winds and temperatures that reached the 
low 90s, Wadkins shot 69 and claimed his first 54-hole 
lead on the PGA Tour, by one stroke, at 7-under 209.
   “That is the best three rounds of golf I have ever 
shot,” Wadkins said. “I just hope I can hang on for 
another day. I just have to keep believing in myself. 
You have to keep your mental poise all the way or this 
course can get to you.”
   While Player (76), McGee (79) and Zoeller (78) 
backed up in the tough conditions, the big move 
forward was by Nicklaus (70), who recovered from a 
double bogey at No.11 and bogey at 14 by birdieing 
two of the last four holes, including a holed bunker 
shot at No.18. He finished at 210, one stroke behind 
Wadkins and one ahead of Lye (70).
   “I’m delighted to be in contention,” Nicklaus said. “At 
the start of the week . . . I didn’t think I could get myself 
thinking about golf and get myself in this position.”

Round 4
   After a thunderstorm suspended play Sunday night 
and forced a Monday morning finish, Nicklaus returned 
to par his last three holes, complete a 71 and win by 
two strokes over Hubert Green (69).
   Nicklaus finished 7-under 281 and Green at 283.
   “I’m never nervous before a golf tournament, but I 
was pretty nervous this morning. I really wanted to win 
very badly,” Nicklaus said.
   Winner at that point of 14 major championships, 
Nicklaus, 37, nevertheless proclaimed the victory “my 
biggest thrill in golf” after spending a decade trying to 
finance and build Muirfield Village Golf Club on the 
outskirts of his hometown.
   “After we’ve worked so hard with this course and this 
Tournament, I think it’s my greatest accomplishment,” 
he said.
   On a stormy Sunday that saw play suspended three 
times, a rollercoaster front nine for Wadkins (81) and 
Nicklaus ended with a double bogey by Wadkins at 
No.9 that gave Nicklaus a two-stroke lead at the turn.
   Nicklaus had a 3-foot putt for birdie at No.11 when 
play was suspended for more than two hours by a 
heavy thunderstorm. After play resumed at 6:30 p.m., 
Wadkins continued to fade, but Green picked up the 
pursuit of Nicklaus with a birdie at No.13 that brought 
him within two strokes of the leader.
   The margin remained the same when another storm 
hit little more than an hour later and ended play for the 
day with 10 players on the course.
   After the round resumed under a sunny sky at 9 
a.m. Monday, Green was unable to draw closer. But 
Nicklaus did have one anxious moment, when his tee 
shot at No.18 headed toward a tree at the bend in the 
dogleg.
   “I hit that tree the last round last year and made a 
6,” he said. “I said to myself, ‘Gosh, get over that tree,’ 
and fortunately, it did.”

1976 Memorial Tournament

Round 1
   Don Bies did not miss a fairway, birdied Nos.17 and 
18 with putts of less than 10 feet and shot 4-under-
par 68 for a one-stroke lead over Hubert Green, who 
bogeyed No.18.
   Bies was even par through 12 holes, with a birdie at 
No.4 and bogey at 12, before he birdied 13, eagled 15, 
bogeyed 16 and birdied the last two.
   “I never played the course until Tuesday,” he said. “I 
got here about 1 o’clock for a 1:30 starting time, so I 
raced out and shot a 79. I thought, ‘What a monster.’
   “It’s one of the toughest courses we play all year. I 
don’t think there’s any doubt about that.”
   Gibby Gilbert (70) also gave up a share of the lead 
when he double-bogeyed 18 after hitting a tree with his 
second shot out of a bunker and three-putting.
   Course designer and Memorial host Jack Nicklaus 
(71) was among only seven players who bettered 
par. He had six birdies and an eagle and was 4-under 
through 16 holes before finishing with a bogey and 
double bogey.
   “What we tried to do was to build a golf course that 
would reward the good golf shot and penalize the bad 
one,” he said. “Every time I hit a bad one, I got penal-
ized. When I hit a good one, I was rewarded.
   “I did not think it was going to be this difficult. I 
frankly didn’t.” 

Round 2
   Green shot 72 for 3-under 141 and a one-stroke lead 
over Roger Maltbie (71), the PGA Tour’s 1975 rookie 
of the year.
   Green, who had eight birdies in a first-round 69, 
holed five more but negated them with three bogeys 
and a double bogey in what was a rollercoaster start to 
his round. He bogeyed No.4, birdied 5, saved par on 6 
and 7, double-bogeyed 8 and bogeyed 9 to go out in 
39 but rallied with birdies at 10, 11, 15 and 17 around 
a bogey at 13.
   The field averaged 76.523 strokes in swirling winds 
and on lightning-fast, U.S. Open-type greens, and the 
cut of 13-over 157 was the highest of the year on the 
Tour.
   “I never dreamed the guys would shoot that high,” 
said Nicklaus (75).

   Rod Funseth birdied five of his first six holes on the 
back nine for a 67, the lowest score of the first two 
rounds and four strokes better than any other in the 
second round. Three of his birdie putts were 5 feet or 
less.

Round 3
   Despite bogeys on Nos.14, 15 and 16, Maltbie (70) 
broke par for the third straight day to finish 4-under 212 
and take a two-stroke lead over Bies (71).
   Maltbie averted disaster at No.18 when he took off 
his shoes and socks to play his second shot from the 
creek left of the fairway and the ball stopped 12 feet 
from the pin. He two-putted for par.
   “That was maybe the best shot I’ve hit in the Tourna-
ment,” he said.
   Maltbie was 6 under par and looking like a runaway 
leader after birdies at Nos.11 and 12 before the bogeys 
brought him back to the field.

Round 4/Playoff
   Maltbie (76) missed a 12-foot putt at No.18 to win in 
regulation to cap a closing round of 76, but a fortunate 
twist of fate gave him a second chance and he won on 
the fourth hole of a playoff with Hale Irwin.
   Maltbie’s wayward approach shot on the third playoff 
hole, No.17, hit a gallery-rope stake, caromed on the 
green and stopped 18 feet from the pin, from where he 
two-putted for par to prolong the playoff.
   “I can’t tell you how lucky I was,” said Maltbie, 24, 
who carried the stake into his post-round interview 
after it had been retrieved by a course marshal. “When 
you think of hitting a stake maybe an inch wide from 
187 yards away and having the ball bounce on the 
green, that is some sort of destiny.”
   Irwin (69) started the final round seven strokes off 
the lead, but after he birdied Nos.11 and 13, he led by 
two. But he squandered the advantage with two shots 
into the woods and a double bogey at 15 to fall into a 
tie for the lead.
   Maltbie and Irwin finished 72 holes at par 288. Bies 
(75) missed a birdie putt on the last hole that would 
have put him in the playoff.
   A three-hole, cumulative-score playoff (a format later 
outlawed by PGA Tour commissioner Deane Beman) 
began with Irwin and Maltbie matching birdies and pars 
on Nos.15 and 16. At 17, with Irwin’s ball already on 
the green, 15 feet from a birdie, Maltbie’s second shot 
headed left and seemingly past the green before the 
stake intervened.
