• Posted a 62 in the final round of the 2024 TOUR Championship 
• 10th career 18-hole lead/co-lead on TOUR (most recent: 2025 AT&T Pebble Beach Pro-Am; 0-for-9 converting to victory) 
• Fifth career TOUR Championship appearance (12th/2014, T3/2017, T14/2023, T4/2024) 
• Nine top-10s in 17 starts this season, including a victory at the Arnold Palmer Invitational presented by Mastercard  
• Seeking his sixth career PGA TOUR victory (2013 Sony Open in Hawaii, 2014 Cognizant Classic, 2017 Texas Children’s 

Houston Open, 2023 World Wide Technology Championship, 2025 Arnold Palmer Invitational presented by 
Mastercard) 

• Gained 6.267 strokes putting in round one, his most in a round on TOUR (previous: 6.21/2021 Cognizant Classic/R1) 
• 207'4" of putts made today is the third most in a round by any player in the FedExCup Playoffs 

 
Miscellaneous notes: 

• Scottie Scheffler (T2/-7) cards bogey-free 63, his lowest score in 21 career rounds at the TOUR Championship 
(previous: 65, four times; most recent: R1/2025); seeking to become the first player to win back-to-back FedExCup 
titles 

• 2017 FedExCup Champion Justin Thomas (T3/-6) posts front-nine 29, his lowest career nine-hole score at East Lake Golf 
Club; fifth sub-30 nine-hole score at East Lake Golf Club in the FedExCup era (since 2007) 

• 2024 TOUR Championship runner-up Collin Morikawa (T3/-6) cards bogey-free 64, his fourth consecutive opening 
round of 66 or better at East Lake Golf Club (66/2022, 61/2023, 66/2024) 

• 2021 FedExCup Champion Patrick Cantlay (T3/-6) posts his best career opening round at the TOUR Championship in his 
eighth appearance (previous: 67/2021/Won) 

• BMW Championship runner-up Robert MacIntyre (T3/-6) opens with 64 in his second career TOUR Championship 
appearance; also posted a 64 in the final round of the 2024 TOUR Championship (T17) 

• Tommy Fleetwood (T3/-6) has sat T3 or better after the opening round in all three FedExCup Playoffs events (2nd/ 
FedEx St. Jude Championship, 2nd/BMW Championship); joins Scottie Scheffler as the only players to finish inside the 
top 10 in each of the first two Playoffs events (T3/FedEx St. Jude Championship, T4/BMW Championship) 

• Three of the six FedExCup Champions in the field are T3 or better after round one (2nd/Scottie Scheffler/2024,
