Retief Goosen, 71-72-68 – 211 (-5) 

• The 56-year-old seeks his fourth win on PGA TOUR Champions (130th start)  
o Last win: 2024 Galleri Classic 

• Making his sixth appearance in the Senior PGA Championship 
o Best finish: T3/2021 

• Making his 10th start of the 2025 season 
o Best result: P2/Insperity Invitational 

• Marks the first time leading/co-leading after 54 holes in a 72-hole event 
• Will play in the final group for the second time this season 

o Previous: Insperity Invitational (2nd) 
 
Ángel Cabrera, 72-69-70 – 211 (-5) 

• The 55-year-old seeks his second-consecutive senior major and third win on PGA TOUR Champions (30 starts)  
o 2025 James Hardie Pro Football Hall of Fame Invitational 
o 2025 Regions Tradition 

• Earned his first major title on PGA TOUR Champions less than one week ago at the Regions Tradition (four 
starts)  

o Won two majors on the PGA TOUR (2007 U.S. Open; 2009 Masters Tournament) 
• Became the second multiple winner of the 2025 season on PGA TOUR Champions, joining Miguel Angel Jiménez

o Previous best: P2/2025 Cologuard Classic 
• Will play in the final group for the first time this season 
• Marks his second appearance at the Senior PGA Championship one year after making his PGA TOUR Champions 

debut as a club pro from Mill River in Oyster Bay, NY 
o In his first PGA TOUR Champions start, the former PGA TOUR player, followed a 4-under 67 in round 

three of the 84th Senior PGA Championship with a 5-under 66 to finish T4 at 12-under 272. 
• Currently ranked No. 14 in the Charles Schwab Cup standings 

o Earned status on PGA TOUR Champions for 2025 by virtue of top 36 finish in the 2024 Charles Schwab 
Cup standings (No. 36) 

• A PGA TOUR Member in 2000 and 2003, Caron has 65 career starts on TOUR, with his best finish coming at the 
2003 AT&T Pebble Beach Pro-Am (T15); Competed in the 2019 and 2020 PGA Championships. Played 168 Korn 
Ferry Tour events. 

 
Phillip Archer, 71-69-71—211 (-5) 

• Seeking his first win on PGA TOUR Champions (7 starts) 
o Best finish: T5/2023 Senior Open Championship 

• Making his third start in the Senior PGA Championship 
o Previous: CUT/2023, 2024 

• Played 247 events on the DP World Tour over a 15-year span and was a runner-up on three occasions. 
• He was runner-up at the 2022 WINSTONgolf Senior Open, losing a play-off against Richard Green at the 5th 

extra hole and was runner-up in the same event a year later as he finished one shot shy of the winner, Scott 
Hend.
