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ABOUT THE RECORDS
Although the format was different in 1974 and 1975, all scores and records established during the "Designated Tournament" and the Tournament
Players Championship will be recorded in the Colonial record book. Since the events were conducted like any other Colonial golf tournament, the
scores will be treated as such. The only difference in 1975 was that the Tournament Players Division presented its own trophy. Colonial's traditional
Leonard Trophy was not used for the TPC.




CHARITY AND COLONIAL

In addition to showcasing world-class golf on one of the nation's
finest and most historic courses, the Colonial tournament also works
hard to support the North Texas area with generous community ser-
vice. The tournament has helped raise millions of dollars for dozens
of charities around North Texas. Ben and Valerie Hogan were big
supporters of Cook Children’s Medical Center throughout their life, an
organization the tournament has also partnered with in various ways
over the years.

Colonial undertakes numerous activities to generate charity mon-
ies each year, in addition to making direct donations. This has includ-
ed hosting such events as an annual charity golf day event, for about
20 years, and occasional other charitable golf outings. The tournament surpassed the million
dollar mark in annual impact in 1998, and has exceeded that level every year since. In 2002 Co-
lonial Country Club was named the Outstanding Philanthropic Organization in Tarrant County by
the local chapter of the Association of Fund-Raising Professionals (AFP).

The tournament worked closely with 33 charities in 2025 for its successful Birdies for Charity
campaign, which raised $19 million - one of the best such programs around the PGA TOUR.
Colonial also generated dollars for dozens more local charities from activities connected to the
2025 event. The contributions topped off a gratifying year of community service and charity do-
nations under still challenging circumstances. Furthermore, one of its charities, The Warm Place,
was named PGA TOUR Charity of the Year in 2021, which came with a $30,000 donation.

The tournament has generated cash and services for more than 150 different organizations in
the last two decades, totaling more than $200 million. “We are grateful to be able to support so
many wonderful charities in this community, and to advance their missions,” declared 2026 Colo-
nial Tournament Chairman Kip Adams. “These organizations are vital to serving the needs of our
community, and we are proud to be a part of that.”

Tournament activities focus on children and support a variety of programs, including camp
scholarships for disabled, special needs or low-income children, residency programs/services for
abused, neglected and at-risk children, cultural programs/field trips for underserved students,
college scholarships, educational mentoring programs, medical diagnostic and treatment ser-
vices for disabled and low-income children, after-school programs, support services for home-
less families, and more. Colonial is partnering with Military charities as well, donating homes,
sending care packages, and more.

COLONIAL COURSE PRAISED BY TOUR PLAYERS

In a survey by Golf Digest/GolfWorld taken in 2011 and released in 2012, the Colonial Country
Club golf course was ranked by PGA Tour players as the fifth best course they liked to play on the
Tour schedule each year. The players were specifically asked to rate course design and playabil-
ity, and no other tournament amenities or issues. "Most noticeable was their love of older cours-
es," the report noted. Some specific comments made by players about Colonial included, "the
best layout I've seen;" "a lot of fun to play;" "such a great old course;" and "so solid." One player
also commented that hole #5 is "one of the best par fours we play on Tour." (Courses #1-4 on the
survey were Augusta National, Harbour Town, Riviera and Pebble Beach, respectively.)




HOGAN’S ALLEY

They call it "Hogan's Alley" - and probably always will, for no
one man ever dominated a major golf tournament like Ben Ho-
gan did the Colonial National Invitation.

Five times Hogan won the NIT and at one time or another he
held practically every record on the plush carpets of Colonial
Country Club's championship course.

Even after his golfing prime, Hogan was a consistent finisher
in the top 10 of the NIT. After turning 50 years of age, Hogan
competed in four straight NIT events (1964-67), carding finishes
of fourth, tenth, fifth and third. At that time, only 13 sub-par to-
tals over the full-route of 72 holes had been recorded in Colonial
history and Hogan owned four of them.

Furthermore, Hogan held the all-time Colonial money lead
and four tournament records, including a 31 on the front nine
and 65 for 18 holes.

Although Hogan was unable to compete in the 1968 and
1969 tournaments, he returned in 1970 at the age of 58 to shoot
a first round 69 before faltering to finish out of the money for the
first time since 1954, when he had to withdraw due to iliness after 36 holes. Even though he missed the
1968 and 1969 tournaments, he didn't lose his all-time Colonial money lead until Gardner Dickinson took
first place money of $25,000 in '69.

One of the all-time greats of golf, Hogan five times has been the top money winner in the game; four
times Golfer of the Year; three times winner of the Vardon Trophy; a Hall of Famer; and winner of all major
golf titles, including the U.S. Open four times (not counting the 1942 Hale America National Open), the PGA
twice, the Masters twice and the British Open.

And looking back on his great career, how appropriate it is that Hogan's final career PGA Tour win was
also his fifth and final Colonial win, in 1959.

The Hogan touch is evident in the golf course itself, since he supervised the rebuilding of several greens
in the early 1960s. Hogan's own designs were used in improving these greens to championship caliber.
Hogan also was consulted during the rebuilding of nine holes on the course due to a 1968-69 flood control
project on the Trinity River. Several holes were completely rebuilt during this major project.

It was here at Colonial that Ben
Hogan shaped the game which accounted for all of golf's major professional championships and this fasci-
nating collection. This display, including video footage, trophies and more, celebrates the life and accom-
plishments of our great hometown champion. Mr. Hogan's office at his golf club company, including his own
personal memorabilia from there, is replicated downstairs by the Golf Shop.

Ko, ot ,j month he had teamed with Andrew Novak
d | to win the Zurich Classic, his first PGA TOUR
victory. Then a top-10 finish at the PGA
Championship brought him to Fort Worth
seeking more success.

“Now that I've got that first win, | feel
like it's really freeing me up to come out
and just feel more aggressive, feel like I'm
trying to win more,” the 29-year old North
Carolinian noted. “Not that | wasn't trying
to win in the past, but just the monkey off
the back where I've got nothing-to-lose
mentality. Like we're trying to attack pins
and get up there with the boys at the top
of the leaderboard. It's definitely been a
breakthrough year, but | think there's more
to come.”

Opening with a solid four-under 66,

Ben Griffin Griffin was well-positioned to make noise in

Friday morning’s second round, playing in

the morning wave. Riding soft conditions, he carded two eagles and five birdies en route to
a 63, tying for the lead with an equally hot Matt Schmid at 11-under-par after two rounds.

From there, the tournament turned into a dogfight between the two young players over
the weekend. Matching 68s kept them tied atop the leaderboard going into Sunday. They
had opened up a four-shot lead on the field, but still within striking distance if they stum-
bled were Scottie Scheffler, Rickie Fowler, Akshay Bhatia and Tommy Fleetwood.

Griffin opened with eagle-birdie Sunday morning to stake a three-shot lead, which
dropped to just two at the turn. Heat and wind turned the final nine into a real battle. Each
player carded a few bogeys, not birdies, coming in, but Griffin held a two-shot lead on the
18th tee. Griffin chipped his awkward greenside bunker shot to within four feet of the hole,
but Schmid then made his chip shot from 37-feet for birdie, forcing Griffin to make for the
win. He did.

“The back nine was quite the grind,” a relieved Griffin commented. “It's just very difficult,
very challenging. I'm proud of the way | scrambled down the stretch. A hell of a chip-in by
Matt on 18 to apply the pressure. That was crazy.

“It was incredible to win today,” he continued “Very proud to be the Charles Schwab
Champion. This course is historical, old-school, and it still challenges us, the best players in
the world. It's very, very difficult. It's really incredible to have lifted that trophy on 18 with
so many incredible names and greats in the game of golf.”

Griffin continued his excellent play, finishing 10th in the FedExCup standings, and notch-
ing his third victory of the year at the Worldwide Technology Championship. He also ended
the year ranked 9th in the world, and played on the U.S. Ryder Cup Team. Last but not least,
he married his fiancé Dana in December and founded the Ben and Dana Griffin Foundation
to support various youth sports causes.

Sunny skies and warm temperatures bathed
the players all four days, and five of the world's top
10 players convened among the PGA Tour's best.
2000 champion Phil Mickelson raced to the top of
the leaderboard after two rounds, but the field
bunched behind him, and he found himself in a
dogfight the final day. Australian Rod Pampling, a
local resident, seized the lead in the last round, but
South African Tim Clark posted a 13-under score
in the clubhouse first.

Tied with both of them on the 18th tee, Mickelson
drove his ball in the left rough, amongst several
trees. He then executed one of the event's most memorable shots ever, going
for broke instead of pitching out safely. His wedge shot from 141 yards avoided
the trees and amazingly landed on the green, just nine feet from the hole. His
birdie putt secured the victory, only the fourth time in the tournament's history
that the champion has birdied the 72nd hole for a one-shot win. Mickelson
birdied the hole all four days.

Ideal scoring conditions, with little wind and
rain-softened greens, allowed almost half
the field to fire under-par scores the first day.
But most eyes were on the historic appearance
of Sorenstam, whofired aone-over 71in proving
her mettle and talent under immense pressure.

More birdies on Friday were easy as the field
threatened to tie the tournament's low-cut record of even par. Eventually the
cut fell at 1-over, with veteran Kenny Perry tied for the lead at 8-under par
after his 64. Sorenstam struggled to a 74 after bogeys on holes 5, 6, and 8,
finishing at five-over par, to miss the cut.

On Saturday Perry sizzled to a record-tying 61 and aninsurmountable eight-
shotlead. His 54-hole standing of 17-underwas a record, even lower than the
72-hole record. Sunday'sround was a mere formality, as Perry fire a 68 towin
by six and set the new 72-hole mark at 19-under . Justin Leonard made a
dramaticrunat59 Sunday, butbogeyed#18fora61. Anincredible 51 players
finished under parfor the tournament.

16-time Tour
winner Nick Price toyed with a strong lead on
Sunday before running away fromthe field onthe
back nine to win his second Colonial title. The
final five-stroke margin was the largest at the
tournamentsince 1968, and marked the 415'win
worldwide for the international star.

Beginning the final day with aformidable 5-shot
lead, Price saw that drop to two shots more than
halfway through the round. Birdies on holes 12

and 14, however, cemented the victory.
Price’s win made hima career million-dollar winner at Colonial, with three top
five finishes in 16 years, in addition to his two victories. Price is Colonial's
eighth two-time champion and ninth multiple winner (Ben Hogan won five

times).

Nick Price staged the greatest come-from-
behind victory in Colonial history, dropping
five consecutive birdie putts on the back nine
to shoot 64 and catch leader Scott Simpson.
Price began the day seven shots back, but
Simpson's one-over 71 opened the door. Two-
time U.S. OpenchampHale Irwinalsocharged
on Sunday, but fell one stroke short of the
sudden-death playoff between Price and
Simpson. In the playoff, the hot Price birdied
the first playoff hole (#18) to claim the title.

Rain and lightning dogged the tournament
all week, with completion of the first round
postponed until Friday. The second round was completed Saturday morning,
with the field wrapping up 54 holes just before dark. Weather struck again
Sunday, delaying play once and then ending it that evening with 18 players still
onthe course. Atthe time, Simpson had aone-shotlead over Irwinand a two-shot
lead over Price. The exciting race to the finish took place Monday morning, with
Price birdieing his firsttwo holes. ltwas the first Colonial event to go past Sunday
since 1965. Making their debut at Colonial as Champions' Choices were Dave
Stockton Jr. and Guy Boros, two sons of Colonial champs.

In a record-breaking year of low scores
under nearly ideal playing conditions, Colonial
saw its lowest cut ever — at even par 140 —
and had an incredible 36 players finish under
par for the tournament. A Friday washout of
round two set up a 36-hole Sunday finish.
After the cut, the entire field of 63 players
were within seven shots of each other.

On Sunday, former Colonial champ Ben
Crenshaw seized the lead going into the
afternoon round, playing with defending
champion Dan Pohl, who was tied for second
just one stroke behind. The 64 and 65 turned
in that morning by Keith Clearwater and

Davis Love IIl, respectively, went almost
unnoticed. Unnoticed, that is, until both players maintained that phenomenal
pace through the afternoon. Clearwater’s 64-64 finish overshadowed the
equally awesome 65-66 performance by Love, who finished three strokes
back. Both players finished the tournament on No. 9, as Pohl, finishing on 18,
became the only other player to get within five strokes of the winner. Tieing the
then 14-under-par tournament record, Clearwater was only the third player in

Colonial history to win on his first try.

In the windy 40th anniversary of the
Colonial, no one could break away from the
pack in the first two rounds. Then heavy
rains prevented players from stepping onto
the course Saturday, setting up a Sunday
horserace and Colonial’s first-ever 54-hole
tournament.

Tom Watson and Bernhard Langer mounted
fierce charges in the final round, but settled in
a tie for third with Bill Rogers at three under
par, behind Dan Pohl and Payne Stewart,
who went to sudden death at five under par.
Pohl promptly birdied the first extra hole
(#16) to make Stewart Colonial’s bridesmaid
for the second time in three years. Pohl

carded three consecutive sub-par rounds en route to his first professional
victory, which also pushed him over the million dollar mark in career earnings.

Watson’s finish, the sixth time in his last eight appearances to be in
Colonial's top five, pushed him over the $4 million career earnings mark on

the Tour.

Course records fell like gimme putts, with
champion Corey Pavin leading the assault
by posting the lowest ever winning total to
date of 266. Pavin also set a new 36-hole
record of 130 and tied the 54-hole mark of 198.
Pavin led the tournament from start to finish
and carded four sub-par rounds to win $90,000.

Joey Sindelar set a course record 62 for 18
holes and Tom Watson fired a course record
29 on the front nine. There were a record 118
sub-par rounds for the tournament as well as
sub-par round records for 18, 36 and 54
holes. A then-record 25 players finished the
tournament under par.

Pavin shot a 66 in the first round and was

tied for the lead with three others, but came back with rounds of 64-68-68 to win
by four strokes. At age 25 years, six months and three days, Pavin became the
youngest player ever to win at Colonial, until 2001 when Sergio Garcia won at

Ending a six-year hiatus from Fort Worth,
Jack Nicklaus looked over the shoulders of
three different daily leaders before stepping
forward on Sunday to take his first Colonial
championship in 10 tries.

Lee Trevino just kept firing those sub-par
rounds, and finally, the competition wilted.
His 66-68-68-66 — 268 was a record winning
low at Colonial and five strokes better than the
273 he fired in winning the 1976 champion-
ship here. Trevino also became the first golfer
to top $100,000 in Colonial prize money, and
the fourth man to win two Colonial titles.

George Bums scored the first double-eagle
in Colonial history by firing a two on the par-
five first hole in the opening round, and Fuzzy
Zoeller fired a record three eagles.

The PGA Tour asked Colonial to host its
fledgling Tournament Players Championship
-in August. It was hot, but the course did quite
well and the rough was awesome.

The two oldest records on the books at
Colonial fell as Al Geiberger put together four
straight sub-par rounds to win the champion-
ship. Geiberger fired a 10-under 270 to erase
Clayton Heafner's old record of 272 set back in
1948.

Runner-up Dave Stockton shot a 30 on the
front nine during the second round to wipe out
arecord 31 first set by Ben Hogan in 1947.
Stockton’s 64 was the second lowest round in Colonial history to date. In an
exciting duel, Stockton actually took the lead on Sunday after a front nine 32 to
Geiberger's 36, but the eventual champ recaptured the lead for good on the 15th
hole. Geiberger also set a then 54-hole record of 201.

In hosting this event, Colonial eamed the distinction of being the only course
in America to host a regular Tour event, the U. S. Open and the Tournament
Players Championship.

Forced
to use a pitching wedge from the sand, his blast was woefully short, as was

the ensuing, desperate putt to tie.

The field was loaded with hot shots:
defending champ Arnold Palmer, Masters and
U.S. Open champ Jack Nicklaus, and more.
Julius Boros was playing great golf in '63, too
— but not winning, until he got to Colonial.
Boros became the first man in eight years to
beat par for 72 holes as he came in with a
winning 279. Staving off Gary Player in the
final round, he became the tourney’s first
double winner outside of Ben Hogan, who
won five times. Ironically, this was the first
National Invitation missed by Hogan.

Boros went on to capture the U.S. Open the
next month, and was named PGA Player of the Year.

A
windy Sunday sent scores sky-high, as Player
fell out of contention. Meanwhile, Johnny
Pott tied Palmer and forced an 18-hole playoff
on Monday, which Palmer won 69-73.

Bruce Crampton would have won if he

hadn't had so much trouble with the water
hazard on No. 18, which became known as “Crampton’s Lake.” On Saturday,
he could have tied the course record of 65 with a par, but hit it into the lake.
Nonetheless, he stood tied for second place with Player. On Sunday, a par
would have won the event by one shot over Paimer and Pott. But, again, his

approach found the lake.

Palmer won eight titles that incredible year, including the Masters and the
British Open. He won the Vardon Trophy and PGA Player of the Year honors, as

To close out the decade, Ben Hogan
claimed his fifth and final Colonial title. He
did it in Colonial's first-ever playoff, defeating
Fred Hawkins over 18 holes by four shots. It
was an emotional, popular win and Colonial
founder Marvin Leonard gifted the fabulous
Leonard Trophy to Hogan in honor of the
achievement. Fittingly, it was the final victory
of Hogan's career.

Windy playing conditions made the
tournament a horserace from the start. In the
playoff, Hawkins took the lead with two early
birdies, but Hogan took over after four holes
and never trailed from there. Ironically, Hogan had recently given Hawkins a
set of Hogan clubs to play for the tournament.

Hogan’s First “Five Of A Kind”

When Ben Hogan won the Colonial National Invitation for the fifth time in
1959, this was his first “five of a kind.”

He had previously won the U.S. Open four times (in 1948, 1950, 1951 and
1953, not counting the 1942 Hale America National Open) and teamed with
Jimmy Demaret, the Inverness Four-Ball four times (1941, 1946, 1947 and
1948).

Including team championships (in four-ball events), the 1959 Colonial
National Invitation was Hogan'’s 65th victory on the PGA circuit.

Rain and mud plagued contestants and
spectators alike, and Roberto De Vicenzo
slipped in the back door for the crown. A
Friday rain-out necessitated a 36-hole
Sunday. The champ said he didn’t even
know he was a contender as he fired rounds
of 72-74-68-70 to win by the record-high total
of 284. Overtaking 16 players in the Sunday
rounds, De Vicenzo did not assume the lead
until he had just four holes to play. Still, he
had to wait for the final group to finish as Dick
Mayer bogied 17 to finish one back.

Incredibly, all 48 original invitees played in
the tournament, called the "finest field in golf." It included the winners of 35 of
the last 36 PGA Tour events. De Vicenzo was Colonial's first foreign champion.
The recording of only eight sub-par rounds for the entire tournament is a
Colonial record that will likely last forever.

Colonial played extremely tough in 1955
for everyone except Chandler Harper — the
champion who finished with 276, four under
par. His nearest competitor wound up four
over par at 284. This was the widest margin
of victory in Colonial history. Harper opened
with a 69, followed that with a course record-
tying 65, then breezed in while everyone
else staggered to the finish line.

Twelve golfers finished with scores of
300 or higher and four others didn't even
finish the tournament because of their high
scores. Among those who did finish was a
young man playing in his first Colonial -- his name was Amold Palmer,the
reigning U.S. Amateur Champ who had just turned pro, and he placed last
among finishers with a 312 total. That was 36 strokes behind Chandler Harper
and 32 strokes over par.

HIGHLIGHTS

Johnny Palmer went 72 holes without three-
putting a single green and won by two strokes.
He was the first “short hitter” ever to win on
the Colonial course. Remarkably, he was only
five weeks off of an auto accident injury
affecting his knees and back.

Ben Hogan might have won his third
consecutive Colonial title, had it not been for
illness. Hogan was even par and tied for third
place after two rounds, in spite of a bad cold.
On Saturday, however, his doctor diagnosed

influenza and ordered him to stay in bed, so

Johnny Palmer .
Hogan withdrew.

Two amateur notes occurred this year: Harvie Ward's third place tie was the
best finish ever by an amateur in the NIT; and 18-year-old Rex Baxter Jr., the
USGA Junior Champion, was the youngest player ever to compete in the NIT.

Nelson’s Best Finish

The great Byron Nelson played in 18 Colonial tournaments, but never managed
a victory. His third place tie in 1954 was his best finish here. However, when he
did compete here, Nelson always was given the honor of hitting the first ball of
the tournament.

Nelson and Ben Hogan, both former dues paying members of Colonial and now
honorary members, always were given the first invitations to Colonial.

HIGHLIGHTS

Fire destroyed the clubhouse in April and
Ben Hogan destroyed the field in May as he
romped to his fourth Colonial victory by five
shots. The Colonial course was the winner in
1953 as windy conditions prevailed each day.
Nearly 40 percent of the field totaled 300 or
higher for the four rounds and only six golfers
managed to shoot under 290.

Hogan was the champion with a two-over-
par 282 — five strokes better than the runners-
up. His final round 67 was masterful under the
conditions. He carded one eagle and three
birdies, versus only two bogeys.

Only 10 sub-par and six even-par rounds were recorded during the tournament
(185 rounds were played). And 13 of the rounds were in the 80s. This was one
of many triumphs for Hogan in 1953. He had won the Masters before Colonial,
then later added the U.S. Open and British Open championships. They continued
to call Colonial “Hogan'’s Alley,” and Colonial made Hogan a lifetime honorary
member.

After the tourney, 51 Colonial champ Cary Middlecoff remarked, "Maybe one
of these days Ben will be too old to play in this tournament and the rest of us will
have a chance."

It was this year that Colonial officials began the tradition of having hometown
boy Byron Nelson hit the first ball of each tournament. It was also the first year
Colonial saw a player withdraw for anything other than injury. Jimmy Demaret
picked up in the second round after a 43 on the front nine. That made him 17-over-
par for the tournament.

Ben Hogan

After 54 holes Raymond Gafford held a
commanding five-stroke lead . . . 18 holes
later he finished fourth, seven strokes off the
winning total of 279 by Hogan. After three
sub-par rounds Gafford fell to pieces,
finishing with an 80. Hogan caught Gafford
on the seventh hole of the final round Sunday
and took the lead for good on No. 9, as he hit
all 18 greens in regulation during his final
round 67. Gafford's downfall began on the
course's toughest stretch, holes 3, 4 and 5.
He played those holes in four-over-par, and

the race was on.

The second round was rained out for the second time in Colonial history,
requiring a 36-hole Sunday. Joe Conrad became the only amateur to hold or
share the lead at Colonial, which he did after the first round. Colonial's
ceremonial plaid jacket made its debut this year.

It Was Hogan, Again

Ben Hogan won his third Colonial championship in 1952 and began a string that
almost brought him three Colonial championships in a row. After winning in '52
when Raymond Gafford faded after holding a five-stroke lead through 54 holes,
Hogan repeated in 1953. Then in 1954 he attempted to make it three in a row.
However, he fell ill after 36 holes and had to withdraw from the tournament. At the
time he was standing at even par 140 and was two sfrokes in front of the eventual
1954 winner, Johnny Palmer. Still, Hogan had won four of the first seven Colonial

tournaments played.

Colonial saw it’s first crowd of 10,000
spectators on a single day and Dr. Cary
Middlecoff won the touney after a fierce battle
with Ben Hogan.

The course played so tough that Middlecoff
respectfully remarked afterwards, "If | had to
play this course every day for a living, I'd go
back to pulling teeth."

Middlecoff was the first Colonial champion
who first competed in the NIT as an amateur
(1946).

Dr. Juan Segura, the Argentina amateur

champion, set a record high of 86 which stood
until 1964. Tommy Bolt missed a four-inch putt and a fan offered Byron Nelson
an extra $10,000 if he won the toumey. Hogan shot himself out of the tournament
with a 74 on Saturday, his highest ever competitive round at Colonial to date.
This was also the first year Colonial officials were able to operate their
tournament in the black.

Tough Course

Colonial’'s winner for the first time in 1951 had a winning score of above par —
Cary Middlecoff won with a two-over 282. And during the next dozen years,
Colonial’'s champions more often than not found themselves winning with
above-par totals for 72 holes. Also, from 1946 until the first player cut was
introduced at Colonial in 1969, a substantial number of each field fired totals
above 300. During this 22-tounament span, some 252 golfers shot 300 or higher.
In 1968, almost one-third of the field carded 300 or higher scores. The next year
a player cut was installed after 36 holes and the 300-plus shooters dropped to
.013 percent of the finishers.

Snead
eagled the first hole on the first day and led
the tournament all the way. After the third
round he celebrated his 38th birthday while
leading the field by five shots.

Snead won an incredible 10 tournaments
that year, and took Vardon Trophy honors
as well.

Live television coverage made its debut at Colonial this year, with local
WBAP-TV broadcasting some of the action to area homes on Saturday and
Sunday. Also making its debut was the beautiful, five-foot tall Leonard
Trophy.

Sam Snead

Snead On Top All The Way

This was the second consecutive time that the ultimate champion broke on
top and stayed there in the Colonial National Invitation. But Snead was tied for
the lead at the end of the first round, while Clayton Heafner in 1948, Chandler
Harper in 1955, Bruce Devlin in 1966, Al Geiberger in 1975, Bruce Lietzke in
1980 and lan Baker-Finch in 1989 held undisputed top positions all the way.

The tournaments of 1948, 1950, 1955, 1966, 1967, 1975, 1980, 1985, and
1989 are the only ones in Colonial history when the champion was in first after
each round.

HIGHLIGHTS

Colonial officials purposely set up the
course short to promote low scoring, and
that's just what they got.

Clayton Heafner, a portly pro whom nobody
took seriously at first, made the 1948
tournament look easier than skipping rope.
Heafner’s record-breaking performance in
winning the title marked the first time that the
Colonial champion held undisputed first from
beginning to end. He was also the first to card
four consecutive sub-par rounds at Colonial.
Leading by one stroke at the end of 18, three at
36 and 54 and six at the end, Heafner not only
led all the way; he ran away from the field. In so doing he set Colonial tournament
records for 54 and 72 holes of 203 and 272, respectively. The 272 stood as a
record for 27 years until 1975, when Al Geiberger fired a 270.

Ben Hogan's second-place finish was remarkable when you consider that he
was coming off the long and difficult match play PGA Championship, including
a grueling 36-holeTuesday in the finals, which he won.

1948 was the first time that Ben Hogan and Byron Nelson were paired with
each other in the NIT. They played the third round together, shooting 65 and 73,
respectively.

Hogan didn't fool around in 1947. He led
the first round, was tied for the lead after 54
holes, then won a final round duel with Toney
Penna by a shot. Hogan let Penna get close
by double-bogeying #18 in the third round.
He then staked a three-shot lead after 12
holes in the final round, and held Penna off
down the stretch.

Cary Middlecoff carded the first eagle in
Colonial history with a two on the 408-yard
No. 6 hole during the first round. Bobby Locke
of South Africa was the first foreign player
here — he was an immediate hit with the
galleries. Rain washed out Friday's play, so 36 holes were played Sunday.

A players' poll voted Colonial's #3 the toughest third hole in the country.

Colonial’s Four-Of-A-Kind

It's not easy to put four-of-a-kind (four identical rounds) back-to-back in any
golf tournament — and at Colonial it has been accomplished only five times.

Toney Penna first pulled the trick in 1947 when the National Invitation was
only two years old. He fired 70-70-70-70 — 280 which was good for second
place and $2,000.

Ten years later Bill Trombley drew four straight 74’s for 296, but finished
completely out of the money. In 1964 Bruce Devlin went 74-74-74-74 — 296,
but it was good only for a 36th place tie and $262.50. In 1974 Jerry Heard fired
73-73-73-73 — 292 and won $575 while tying for 52nd. Then in 1988 Bob Tway
shot four 70s for a 280 total, a tie for 22nd place, and $6,416.67

It was Dallas vs. Fort Worth in the first
Colonial Tournament - Ben Hogan vs. Harry
Todd. Inspired by the cheering of his fans
from Dallas, Todd took the 54-hole lead at
211 and fired a brilliant final round 69. Sam
Snead, who lurked one-shot back, logged a
70. But Hogan came from three strokes
back to fire a record 65 and take the
championship by a shot over Todd. Hogan
caught Todd with birdies on holes #11 and
12, then took the lead on #13. Hogan's 65
was a competitive record at Colonial for 24

years, until 1970.

A very select field teed off in the first Colonial tournament in 1946, and
although it was a new event, Colonial’s prize money of $15,000 was
surpassed by only two events on the PGA Tour. The first group off the tee in
the first annual National Invitation was comprised of Fred Haas and Toney
Penna. Another bit of trivia is that Todd was the low amateur in the 1941 U.S

. Open at Colonial.

Hogan went on to win 13 events in 1946, an accomplishment that ranks
second only to Byron Nelson's record 18 wins the year before. Furthermore,
in the 32 events Hogan entered that year, he finished first or second in 20 of

them.
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1941 U.S. OPEN

When the U.S. Open convened at Colonial in June of 1941, it was a historic event
for professional golf. It was the first time the Open was held south of the Mason-
Dixon line, and it was to give birth to one of the PGA's most prestigious annual
events — the Colonial National Invitation.

The Colonial course, designed by John Bredemus, received its first real test that
year. The three holes redesigned by Perry Maxwell especially for the Open (holes
3,4 and 5) soon became known as the "Horrible Horseshoe," Colonial's toughest
stretch.

In the 1941 field were such players as Ben Hogan, Gene Sarazen, Byron
Nelson, Craig Wood, Denny Shute, Sam Snead, Paul Runyan, Tommy Armour,
Johnny Farrell, Johnny Revolta, Henry Picard, Horton Smith, Vic Ghezzi, Lawson
Little, Ralph Guldahl, Olin Dutra, Jimmy Demaret, Chick Harbert, Ed Dudley, Lloyd
Mangrum and Billy Burke. Some had already achieved fame; others were still
relatively early in their careers.

Famous 1913 U.S. Open champ Francis Ouimet was on hand as a USGA
official, along with Joe Dey. Even the immortal Bobby Jones came for the
festivities and commented on the largest U.S. Open practice round crowds he had
ever seen.

The tournament’s list of competitors included winners of 19 U.S. Opens, 22 PGA
Championships, four British Opens and 17 Masters tournaments. Individually,
there were 12 U.S. Open champions in the field, along with six of the last seven
U.S. Amateur Champions. A total of 162 players, including nearly three dozen
amateurs, teed up on June 5, 1941. The purse was $6,000.

Former British Open champ and two-time PGA Championship winner Denny

Shute led off the tournament with a 69 on Thursday. It was the day's only sub-
par round, good for a one-stroke lead over Vic Ghezzi and E. J. "Dutch”
Harrison.

Friday's round featured violent thunderstorms and two rain delays, and all but
two groups completed play. Shute was tied with Clayton Heafner, defending
Open champ Lawson Little and Craig Wood at 144. Dick Metz and Paul Runyan
were one stroke back. The cut was made at 156, leaving 66 players in the field.

The 39-year-old Wood, who had lost playoffs in the British Open (Shute
1933), Masters (Sarazen 1935) and U.S. Open (Nelson 1939), was gallery
favorite to finally rid himself of the bridesmaid tag. He had won the Masters that
spring, but injured his back in a freak accident just prior to the Open. His daily
Colonial wardrobe included a polo corset. He had started the tournament with
a 7 on the first hole Thursday, and unnecessarily played through the rain
suspension Friday because he didn't hear the siren.

Beautiful weather returned to Colonial on Saturday, and at the 54-hole turn
Wood was two strokes ahead of Shute. Ben Hogan, the year's leading money
winner, was making a charge. His morning 68 was the tournament's best round.

But Wood sank long birdie putts on holes 15 and 18 in the afternoon round
to put away the competition. He finished at 284, three strokes ahead of Shute
and five strokes ahead of Hogan and Johnny Bulla. His winner's check was
$1,000.

The first meeting between Fort Worth and professional golf was a success.
So much so that Colonial set about bringing a tournament here annually. The
rest is history.

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HISTORY OF COLONIAL COUNTRY CLUB

Marvin Leonard was the “father” of Colonial Country Club.

An ardent golfer who shot in the 70s, Mr. Leonard decided in
1935 that Fort Worth and Texas should have a championship
course with bentgrass greens. Unable to encourage any of the
clubs to which he belonged to take steps in this direction, he
purchased some brush-covered Trinity River land and called in
the best golf course architects in the nation.

Legendary architect John Bredemus built the course, with
Ralph Plummer as his construction foreman. At Leonard's
request, Perry Maxwell later redesigned holes three, four and
five especially for the 1941 U.S. Open.

Colonialwas openedin 1936 and operated as a private venture
for seven years. On Jan. 1, 1943, ownership passed to stock-
holding members and became a club operation.

The idea for the Colonial National Invitation Golf Tournament
was conceived in 1941 after the USGA National Open
championship was held here. The Open was so well received by
fans and players alike that Colonial’s officials resolved
immediately thereafter that the club should have an annual
tournament of its own.

Birth of the Colonial event, however, was delayed five years
due to World War II. In the meantime, members planned to
emulate the very best, the Masters Tournament, which had
begunin 1934. Colonial even adopted part of that tournament's
original name, the "Invitation Tournament."

The first Colonial National Invitation Tournament was held in
1946, and has been an annual event ever since (the 1949
tournament was cancelled because of the Fort Worth flood of
May 17).

The present clubhouse was opened in September of 1955
after a fire destroyed the original clubhouse on April 16, 1953.

COLONIAL'S WALL OF CHAMPIONS

Representing seven decades of golf's greatest players,
Colonial Country Club's Wall of Champions on the first tee is
apermanent tribute to the winners of one of the oldest and most
prestigious golf tournaments, not only on the PGA Tour, but in
the entire world. The biggest namesinthe game have convened
each year at Colonial since the '40s, starting with the 1941 U.S.
Open and then the Colonial National Invitation in 1946.

Itis fitting that the great Ben Hogan, a Fort Worth native, won
the National Invitation five times, including the inaugural event
in 1946 and his final career victory in 1959. His five plaques

dominate the Wall. Only eleven other men: Lee Trevino, Al
Geiberger, Julius Boros, Ben Crenshaw, Billy Casper, Bruce
Lietzke, Corey Pavin, Nick Price, Phil Mickelson, Kenny Perry
and Zach Johnson were able to win more than once against
Colonial's premiere fields.

The memorial is a virtual golf Hall of Fame. Erected in 1975
prior to the Tournament Players Championship held here that
year, the original Wall was built to accommodate 50 plaques.
In 1994, after Nick Price's first victory took the 50th plaque,
anew memorial was built to accommodate another 50 years of
champions.

Jordan Spieth overtook two-time champion Zach Johnson as Coloni-
al's all-time money leader in 2021, and also became the second player
to crack the $3 million barrier at Colonial. Johnson was the first to top
$3 million here, in 2013. Spieth became the first $4 million player at
Colonial in 2024. In 1978, Lee Trevino became the first golfer to top
$100,000 in earnings here. Ben Hogan was Colonial’s top money man
for 23 years, from 1946-68, and only dropped out of the top 50 in 1989
(with $47,857). In 2026 purse dollars, Ben Hogan's career winnings at
Colonial would be more than $12 million.

Nagle became the first to score an ace at Colonial, using a 2-iron on
the 195-yard 13th hole during the opening round of the 1961 tourna-
ment. It was a low flying shot, landing about 40 feet from the pin and
hopping in the cup on the fourth or fifth bounce.

Zarley's 1968 hole-in-one came on the 197-yard 16th hole. He used
a 5-iron for the first round ace. He scored his second ace in 1972's
first round, using a 4-iron on the 209-yard 8th hole.

Funseth used a 3-iron in recording his ace during the final round of
the 1969 event. Course changes prior to the '69 event made the 13th
hole very different from the one which Nagle recorded his 1961 ace - it
had been completely rebuilt.

Qosterhuis’ ace in 1976 came with a 3-iron into the cup during the
third round. Moody used a 5-iron to ace the 183-yard 16th hole in the
1979 final round.

Lietzke’s 5-iron shot on #16 hit seven feet in front of the cup and
lazily rolled in. The ace helped him tie the course record of 63 in the
first round of the 1980 tournament, which he won.

Mize scored his ace on the 192-yard eighth hole in the first round of
the 1984 tournament. Thorpe aced the 16th hole during 1984’s final
round. Archer scored his ace on the eighth hole during the 1985
event. Beck and Perry made their 1989 aces within minutes of each
other during the final round.

Roberts aced the 16th hole in1993, as did Maggert on the 8th
in1995. Jim Gallagher Jr, and Brad Faxon used a 5-iron and 4- iron,
respectively, for their aces on 13 and 8 in 1996.

Appleby aced 13 on Saturday afternoon. Pavin made his Colonial
ace on #13 in the first round with a 5-iron.

Sutton and Maruyama both used six irons for their 2003 aces. Brian
Gay used a 7-iron in 2007 at No. 8, while Pampling used a 6-iron on
No. 16 for his ace that same year.

Dustin Johnson used a 8-iron for his ace at #13 in 2008, while Dean
Wilson hit a 7-iron there in 2009.

2010 was the first year a par three was aced twice during the same
tournament: Ben Crane used on Friday and Paul Goydos on Saturday.
In 2011 Jim Furyk used a 3-iron to ace a back pin on No. 8. Bobby
Gates aced #13 in 2013. Scott Brown used a 7-iron for his 2014 ace
on #13. Stuard used a 5-iron in 2017's final round at #16. Kang used 9
-iron at#13 in 2020.

In 2023 Scottie Scheffler and Harris English aced No. 8, with a 9-
iron and 7-iron, respectively, on different days. Joel Dahmen aced No.
13 with a 7-iron on Thursday in 2025.

EAGLES

650 eagles have been scored in the previous 78 Colonial
tournaments - an average of eight per year. But 22 of
those came in 1978, 24 in 2010, and 27 in 1999. Also in
1978, Fuzzy Zoeller became the first to score three eagles
in a single tournament and George Burns hit the first
double-eagle. In the record birdie barrage of 1999, cham-
pion Olin Browne scored three eagles, including two in his
final-round charge to victory. That year, four players
scored two eagles each: Stuart Appleby, David Frost, Tom
Lehman and Scott Verplank. In 2010, Ben Crane scored
three eagles during the event.

It took 30 years for the pros to card a double-eagle at
Colonial. It came in 1978. George Burns achieved the
feat when he hit a 1-iron approximately 200 yards to get
Colonial’s first double-eagle on the 572-yard, par-five first
hole. Then it took 40 years to do it again - Satoshi Kodai-
ra - on the first in 2018. He hit a 3-iron 234 yards in the
first round for his two.

Total prize money in the first 43 Colonial golf tourna-
ments (1946-89) did not equal the $9,900,000 to be
awarded in the 2026 event.

Including this year's purse, prize money awarded at
Colonial will total $201,417,300.

Colonial surpassed the $1 million mark in 1969, $2
million in 1975, $3 million in 1979, $5 million in 1985, and
$10 million in 1991. The $20 million mark was surpassed
in 1998. The $80 million mark was reached in 2010;
$100 million in 2014. $200 million is reached this year.

The first place prize money being offered this year,
$1,782,000, is roughly the same as the combined prize
money paid all the competitors in the first 28 Colonial
tournaments (1946-74).

THE CcUT

The 36-hole cut was instituted at Colonial in 1969,
when the field was expanded to 100 players. For 18
years, the lowest cut had been 143, three over par (143
made it; 144 did not), happening in 1980 and 1985.

Then in 1987, a frenzy of sub-par rounds and a rain
delay yanked the cut down to even-par 140. Even without
the rain, the cut would have been just one stroke higher.
Then in 2007, rain-softened greens gave up a record 139
cut, the first ever below par. In 2010, four windless days
dropped the record to 138. Here is the breakdown by
year:

When Colonial National Invitation ticket sales totaled $111,613 in
1961, Colonial thereby became but the sixth tournament in all of golf
to achieve a $100,000 gate. Others previously having done so
included: the U.S. Open, the PGA Championship, the Masters, the
Houston Open and the Bing Crosby. Today, the annual gate is about
$12 million.

Lee Rinker also made a 10 on the ninth hole, in the 1996
tournament. Also in 1996, Mark Calcavecchia made a 10 on No. 17. In
2018 Nick Taylor made a 10 on #9, as did Erik Compton in 2023. But
in 2001, Dennis Paulson made a 12 on the 9th hole, to set the current
high water mark - no pun intended.

The only only other 10 ever recorded came in 1990, by David Ogrin,
but on the par five first hole.

Twenty-two players have fired nines on par-fours at Colonial: Dick
Mayer on No. 7 in 1951; Fred Hawkins on No. 18 in 1952; Al Besselink
on No. 15 in 1955; Jack Harden on No. 15 in 1955; Don January on
No. 18 in 1957; Chandler Harper on No. 17 in 1958; Gene Littler on
No. 14 in 1959; Lloyd Mangrum on No. 10 in 1961; Tommy Bolt on No.
9 in 1964; John Schlee on No. 10 in 1967; Tommy Aaron and Bunky
Henry on No. 12 in 1970; Barry Jaeckel on No. 5 in 1983 and 1984;
Gary Hallberg on No. 9 in 1984; Ben Crenshaw on No. 9 in 1985; Larry
Rinker on No. 9 in 1986, Mark Wiebe on No. 9 in 1989; Tommy Armour
Il on No. 9 in 1991; Kevin Na on No. 3 in 2004; Mike Weir on No. 9 in
2005; and Jason Kokrak on No. 18 in 2016. Akshay Bhatia on No. 9 in
2024.

Way Over Par
Several golfers have scored nines on par four holes, but only Fred

Hawkins has carded a nine on a par three. The unfortunate incident
occurred in 1965 when Hawkins went six over par on the 16th hole.

Million Milestones

Following a record-breaking Friday crowd of 35, 313 during the 1982
touranment, officials announced that Colonial achieved its first $1
million gate. This was but one of several "million" milestones Colonial
has reached:

The official one millionth visitor passed through the gates at Colonial
during the third round of the 1969 tournament;

Colonial first surpassed the $1 million mark in total prize money
distributed in 1969;

Colonial offered its first million-dollar purse in 1989;

Phil Mickelson became the first player to surpass $1 million in lifetime
earnings at Colonial in 2001;

The first million-dollar first place check was awarded in 2005,
to Kenny Perry.

Estimated attendance at the first tournament in 1946 was 16,600.
Lowest attendance ever was 1947, an estimated 12,800 after a round
was rained out. Paid revenue for the tournament in 1948 (earlier
figures are not available) was $22,696. In 1961, the tournament
passed the $100,000 mark. Then in 1967 the paid attendance soared
beyond $200,000. Attendance steadily increased until the million dollar
mark was cracked in 1982. Sherman Wallace of Fort Worth, designat-
ed the millionth visitor in 1969, was given a lifetime pass to Colonial
and a new car.

Phil Mickelson became the first player to win $1 million in his
Colonial career with a second place finish in 2001. Nick Price joined
him with his second victory in 2002. Now 45 players carry that distinc-
tion.

Course Record

Keith Clearwater set the Colonial course record of 61 during the
second round in 1993. Then in the fourth round Lee Janzen tied it. The
marks broke the eight year-old record of 62 set by Joey Sindelar in
1985. (Strangely, neither player birdied either one of the par fives
during his record round.)

Then in 1999 Greg Kraft tied the record with a 61 in the third round. In
the record breaking year of 2003, Kenny Perry and Justin Leonard tied
the mark with 61s of their own. Leonard's was under "lift, clean and
place" rules, however. Both players shot 29 on the front side on the
weekend. Leonard had a shot at 59, but bogeyed the 18th hole. Chad
Campbell joined the 61crowd in 2004 with a round that included two
bogeys!

Clearwater began his phenomenal round with a non-descript 33 on
the front nine, birdieing holes 6 and 7. Then he blistered the back nine
with a record seven-under 28, using seven consecutive birdies from
holes 12-18. The final birdie putt, on 18, was a 60-foot, double-break
stunner from the back of the green. All but two of the back nine birdie
putts were from 12 feet or farther.

Janzen did his most damage on the front nine with a five-under 30,
birdieing holes 2, 3 ,6, 7 and 8. He then closed with a 31 on the back,
with birdies on 10, 12, 15 and 18. Kraft fired a 32 on the front and a 29
on the back, including birdies on the last four holes - with a chip-in on
#18. His round included a bogey, too.

Sindelar's 62 had been tied twice, by Gene Sauers in 1990 and Steve
Elkington in 1991. Ironically, each player started his magical round on
the 10th hole. (If not for a bogey on No. 5, Sindelar would have had
Colonial's first 61 instead of Clearwater.) Sindelar cracked the record of
63 held by Dale Douglass and Bruce Lietzke. Douglass claimed the
record in 1970 by breaking the oldest mark in the book - Ben Hogan'’s
65 from the first tournament in 1946. Lietzke carded his 63 in the first
round in 1980, with an ace on the 16th hole. Lietzke went on to win the
event.

61 is the lowest round ever shot by a champion (Perry), with two
others shooting 62 - Sabbatini in 2007 and Toms in 2011 (twice!)

Consecutive Tournaments

Cary Middlecoff was the only golfer to play in each of the first 18
Colonial tournaments. Middlecoff, who won the tournament in 1951,
competed here from 1946 through 1964. Ben Hogan competed in the
first 16 tournaments before missing the 1963 NIT.

Ben Crenshaw shares the longest consecutive streak record at
Colonial. He played in 32 straight from 1971-2002, including two
victories. He is tied with Corey Pavin, whose streak of 32 ran from 1984-
2015, and has also won twice. Bruce Lietzke played in 27 consecutive
tournaments, and won two of them. Billy Mayfair played in 26 straight
from 1987-2012. Mark Brooks played in 26 consecutive tournaments,
1986-2011. 1987 champion Keith Clearwater had a streak of 23 straight,
from 1987-2009. Tom Kite played in 22 straight tournaments from 1972-
93 and amazingly made the cut in every one of them, including his first
appearance, as an amateur. Bob Tway also played in 22 straight, from
1986-2007. Justin Leonard played in 21 straight ,from 1995-2015.Tim
Herron played in 21 in a row, including one victory - from 1999-2019.

Ryan Palmer has the current best active streak with 22 consecutive,
dating back to 2004. Lee Trevino played in 20 consecutive events, and
won two of them. Dave Stockton played in 19 consecutive tournaments
beginning in 1967, the year he won it. Gene Littler played in 18 straight
tournaments, 1954-71, before missing the 1972 event. Al Geiberger also
played in 18 consecutive tournaments, beginning in 1970, and won two
of them .
