Strength of Field
PGA TOUR Champions returns to Madison, Wisconsin for the 10th edition of the American Family Insurance 
Championship, with the event’s innovative two-man team format now in its second year at TPC Wisconsin.

The tournament will again feature 38 two-man teams competing over three days, with two rounds of best ball 
competition bookending Saturday’s scramble round — a format that made its Champions Tour debut here a 
year ago. Past champions returning to the field this week include tournament host Steve Stricker, Madison 
resident Jerry Kelly, 2018 champion Scott McCarron, and 2024 champion Ernie Els. Defending co-champion 
Darren Clarke who teamed up with Thomas Bjørn to win the 2025 crown, will be paired with 2026 PGA TOUR 
Champions rookie Ben Crane, as Bjørn recovers from spinal surgery. 

2025 Charles Schwab Cup Champion Stewart Cink enters his 11th consecutive week atop the Charles Schwab 
Cup standings, having already claimed four wins this season including the Senior PGA Championship in April. 
A victory this week alongside partner Zach Johnson — a two-time major champion in his own Champions Tour 
rookie season — would further cement his hold on the season-long points title.
