About the Champions Tour

Collectively, the Champions Tour has the most recognizable and accomplished players in the game, with many of its 32 members in the World Golf Hall of Fame
competing regularly in its events. The Tour also counts numerous other major championship winners among its members. The Champions Tour is a membership
organization of professional golfers age 50 and older. Conceived in 1980 as the Senior PGA Tour, it started with just four events and purses totaling $475,000. The
Champions Tour's primary purpose is to provide financial opportunities for its players, entertain and inspire its fans, deliver substantial value to its partners, create
outlets for volunteers to give back, protect the integrity of the game and generate significant charitable and economic impact in communities in which it plays. Points
eamed in official Charles Schwab Cup ewvents in 2013 determined Kenny Perry as the Charles Schwab Cup champion, the season-long competition designed to
recognize the Champions Tour’s leading player. The Commissioner of the PGA TOUR is Tim Finchem. Mike Stevens is President of the Champions Tour. The PGA

History
1980 — 2013. The Tour enters its 35th season in 2014.

Charity

The Champions Tour and its toumaments generate significant sums of money for charity. In 2013, toumaments on all six Tours (PGA TOUR, Champions Tour,
Web.com Tour, NEC Series-PGA TOUR Latinoamerica, PGA TOUR Canada, PGA TOUR China) generated more than $130 million for local charitable organizations.
In 2014, the TOUR's all-time total of charitable contributions will surpass $2 billion. The Champions Tour's charitable mission is an integral component of its value
proposition, and charitable donations have a significant impact in the communities served by Champions Tour events.

2014 Schedule

The official 2014 season will begin on the Big Island of Hawaii at the Mitsubishi Electric Championship at Hualalai (Jan. 13-19), where the Champions Tour’s
version of the Tournament of Champions will feature recent tournament champions and other notable players. The firstfull-field event, the Allianz Championship,
will be played in Boca Raton, Fla., the week of Feb. 3-9.

Notable changes for the 2014 schedule include the introduction of the Tour's first Invitational format. The Insperity Championship will become the Insperity
Invitational (April 28-May 4) and will have a purse increase from $1.8 million to $2 million. Also, the Montreal Championship will move farther north in Canada, to
Quebec City, and be known as the Quebec Championship (Sept. 1-7). The event will be played at La Tempete Golf Club.

The first major of the 2014 season, the Regions Tradition (May 12-18), held annually at Shoal Creek, retums to May after being played in June the pasttwo years.

Kenny Perry, the 2013 Champions Tour Player of the Year, will return to Fox Chapel Golf Club to defend his first major championship tite when the club hosts the
Constellation SENIOR PLAYERS Championship for a third consecutive year.

The Tour achieved several milestones during the Champions Tour's 2013 season. A record five tournaments surpassed $1 million in charitable donations ina
season, led by the Shaw Charity Classic, with $2.27 million distributed to youth-related charities throughout Calgary in the event's inaugural year. The Champions
Touralso crowned its 1,000th winner, Bart Bryant, at the Dick's Sporting Goods Open and played its 1,000th event, at the Greater Hickory Kia Classic at Rock Bam.
Bryantwas one of five rookies to win in 2013, matching the all-ime Champions Tour record for the number of rookie winners in a season. Rocco Mediate, who
posted two victories, was voted Champions Tour Rookie of the Year, while Bemhard Langer, the leading money winner, and Fred Couples, with a 68.64 scoring
average, also claimed year-end awards.

The 2014 season will conclude with the Charles Schwab Cup Championship (Oct. 27-Nov. 2) which retumns to the Cochise Course at Desert Mountain Club in
Scottsdale, Ariz., where itwas contested in 2012.

The Champions Tour National Qualifying Tournament (Nov. 17-23) will be conducted at Orange County National in Orlando, Fla., atthe conclusion of the 2014
season.
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Major Championships (5)

The 2014 Champions Tour's major championships begin with the Regions Tradition at Shoal Creek (May 12-18) in Birmingham, Ala., immediately followed by the
Senior PGA Championship presented by KitchenAid (May 19-25) at The Golf Club at Harbor Shores in Benton Harbor, Mich. One month later, the Constellation
SENIOR PLAYERS Championship (June 23-29) retums to Fox Chapel Golf Club in Pittsburgh, Pa. The U.S. Senior Open (July 7-13) is set for Oak Tree National in
Edmond, Okla. The Senior Open Championship presented by Rolex (July 21-27) heads to Royal Porthcawl Golf Club in Mid Glamorgan, Wales, for the first time in
Champions Tour history.

Charles Schwab Cup

The Charles Schwab Cup, now in its 14th season, designed to recognize the Champions Tour’s leading player, rewards both top finishes and week-in/week-out
consistency in all official events. Players receive points for top-10 finishes and ties based on each week’s money distribution, with $1,000 eamed being the equivalent
of one Charles Schwab Cup point. Double points will again be awarded at the five major championships. Double points will also be awarded to the entire 30-player
field at the season-ending Charles Schwab Cup Championship. The season-long points competition kicks off in Hawaii at the Mitsubishi Electric Championship at
Hualalai (Jan. 13-19). The Road to the Charles Schwab Cup culminates at the Charles Schwab Cup Championship (Oct. 27-Nov. 2) in Scottsdale, Ariz., at Desert
Mountain Club (Cochise Course), with $2.1 million in payouts awarded to the season’s top five leading performers. The winner receives $1 million. Kenny Perry won
his first Charles Schwab Cup in 2013.

Size of Field
In 2014, the field size for Champions Tour events will again be 81 players, except at those toumaments that have specific eligibility criteria.

Membership

Champions Tour members hail from around the globe. In 2014, 22 intemational players will have fully exempt status on the Champions Tour. Sixteen countries
besides the United States are represented; they include Argentina, Australia, Canada, England, Fiji, Germany, Ireland, Japan, Mexico, New Zealand, Scotland,
South Africa, Sweden, Taiwan, Wales and Zimbabwe.

World Golf Hall of Fame Members

Fred Couples and Colin Montgomerie, inducted in 2013, are the most recent Champions Tour members to be inducted into the World Golf Hall of Fame, bringing
the total number of Champions Tour members in the Hall to 32, some of whom continue to be active on the Champions Tour: Isao Aoki, Seve Ballesteros, Deane
Beman, Tommy Bolt, Julius Boros, Jack Burke, Jr., Billy Casper, Bob Charles, Ben Crenshaw, Roberto De Vicenzo, Nick Faldo, Raymond Floyd, Doug

The Champions Tour's Fan Features are designed to give the Tour a distinct identity, complementing the high level of skill displayed by its members. The Champions
Tour strives to be the most approachable, accessible and fan-friendly arena in all of sports. The program has had significant impact as evidenced by the positive
feedback received weekly from tournament organizers, sponsors and fans, with players going out of their way to support the initiatives. Fan Features include live
television inteniews during play, gallery in the fairway, honorary obsenvers walking inside the ropes, caddie for a day, behind-the-scenes tours, junior clinics, a game-
improvement platform, and more.

Each ewent will be televised nationally in the United States, with most receiving complete coverage on Golf Channel, the Tour's exclusive cable-television partner that
reaches some 84 million homes in the United States. Three events will have network coverage on the weekend (NBC: Senior PGA Championship, Senior U.S. Open;
CBS and ESPN: The Senior Open Championship).

International TV
Champions Tour telecasts are distributed intemationally in Canada, Europe, Africa, the Middle East, Asia, Australasia and Latin America through various distribution
partners. The events air live, tape-delayed or in a highlights-package format in excess of 205 countries and territories, reaching more than 145 million households.

For players to become €ligible to compete in Champions Tour events they must attain age 50 on or before the day of their first toumament ‘obligation,” such as the
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Wednesday pro-am, the date of pre-qualifying or the date of event qualifying. If a player plays less than six tournaments in his first season of eligibility he is
considered a rookie the following season.

The Charles Schwab Cup is a season-long, points-based competition launched in 2001 to determine the
Champions Tour’s leading player. The program rewards both consistency and top-10 finishes week-in
and week-out at all Charles Schwab Cup events.

Points are awarded to the top-10 finishers and ties in all official tournaments and are based on the money distribution for each toumament, with every $1,000 eamed
being the equivalent of one Charles Schwab Cup point. Points are doubled at the Champions Tour’s five major championships and for the entire 30 player field at the
season-ending Charles Schwab Cup Championship in November.

2013 Charles Schwab Cup Recap

The season-ending Charles Schwab Cup Championship at TPC Harding Park in San Francisco, Calif., brought together the best of the Champions Tour, with the top-
30 players on the 2013 money list eaming their way to the Championship.

The $2.5 million toumnament decided not only that week’s champion, but it was also the culmination of the season-long points race to determine the Charles Schwab
Cup champion.

Two players entered the week with a chance to win the Charles Schwab Cup—Kenny Perry, who was looking to capture his first Schwab Cup, and Bemhard Langer,
who was seeking to win the Schwab Cup for a second time after claiming it in 2010.

Perry had taken the lead in the Charles Schwab Cup competition for the first time in his career following his first major championship victory, at the Constellation
SENIOR PLAYERS Championship in June, jumping from ninth to first in the standings to take a 91-point lead over David Frost.

“It's neat to have the lead, something | can tell my grandkids | actually led it at some point in my life,” said Perry, following his win at Fox Chapel in Pittsburgh.

The very next week, Perry won the U.S. Senior Open in Omaha for back-to-back major titles and eamed 1,000 points to extend his lead, an advantage he retained all
the way through to the season finale.

“ don't think any lead's comfortable, but it's always nice to have a lead,” said Perry. “| still need to keep my foot on the gas because anything can happen. Ower the
last few years, it's always come down to the last toumament and sometimes the last putt. It's definitely not over.”

Perry was spot on in his assessment. It wasn’t over. Following a playoff victory over Langer at the AT&T Championship the week before the season finale at TPC
Harding Park, Perry held a healthy 612-point lead over Langer. With 880 points available to the winner, the World Golf Hall of Fame member from Germany would
need a victory at the final event of the season to capture the Cup, while Perry could finish fifth or better and still claim the Schwab Cup.

While the pre-toumament focus was on Perry and Langer, it was Fred Couples who took control in San Francisco, winning his first title of the year at the season-
endina toumament by a comfortable six strokes ower Peter Senior, Mark O'Meara %nd Langer.

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Tim Finchem began his 20th year as commissioner
of the PGATOUR in June 2013. From the time
Finchem joined the TOUR management team, he
has played a keyrole in strengthening the PGA
TOUR's position as one of the most successful, well-
respected sports organizations in the world, and his
leadership has helped foster the growth of the game,
both domestically and internationally.

About the Commissioner

During his tenure, Finchem has greatly expanded
the earnings opportunities for PGATOUR players.
The TOUR, through its tournaments and
sponsors, has dramatically escalated tournament
purses and grown total revenues atan
unprecedented rate. Since Finchem became
commissioner in 1994, the PGATOUR and its
tournaments have raised more than $1 billion for
charitable organizations.

Under Finchem’s leadership, the TOUR created
The Presidents Cup in 1994, bringing together the
world’s best non-European players in team match-
play competition against their American
counterparts. After 10 stagings, The Presidents
Cup has grown to be one of the most highly
anticipated events on golf's calendar. The
Presidents Cup 2015 will be contested for the first
time in South Korea.

Finchem has also been instrumental in the
formation of the International Federation of PGA
Tours and the World Golf Foundation.

An additional accomplishment during Finchem’s
tenure has been the development and
introduction of the FedExCup, a season-long
points competition that culminates with the
FedExCup Playoffs. Since 2007, the FedExCup
has brought an unparalleled level of late-season
focus to and interest in the TOUR, as indicated by
significant increases in television and online
audiences, tournament attendance, sponsor
activation and media coverage.

Born in Ottawa, lll., on April 19, 1947, Finchem
graduated from Princess Anne High School in
\irginia Beach, Va. He attended the University of
Richmond on a debate scholarship, receiving his
Bachelor of Arts degree in 1969. He graduated
from the University of Virginia Law School in
1973. After practicing law in irginia Beach for
three years, Finchem sened in the White House
as Deputy Advisor to the President in the Office of
Economic Affairs in 1978 and 1979. In the early
1980s, Finchem co-founded the National
Strategies and Marketing Group in Washington,
D.C.

Finchem is the recipient of the Golf Course
Superintendents Association of America’s Old
Tom Morris Award for 2001, the PGA of America’s
Distinguished Senice Award for 2002, the Dick
Schaap Lifetime Achievement in Sports Award in
2005 and the 2010 Donald Ross Award from the
American Society of Golf Course Architects.

Shot a final-round 67 that included a clutch chip-in
birdie at the 10th hole to ease past Tom Lehman
and Tom Pernice, Jr., by three strokes at TPC Sug-
arloaf. Opening-round 73 was the highest start by
a winner since Russ Cochran shot a first-round 73
at the 2009 Posco E&C Songdo Championship in
South Korea and won...In late July, squandered a
golden opportunity to win the Senior Open Cham-
pionship at Royal Birkdale. Eventually lost to Mark
Wiebe on the fifth hole of a playoff after making dou-
ble bogey on the 72nd hole to fall into the over-
time session.

Three-putt
from 16 feet at the 16th hole proved costly after he
tied for the lead with a birdie a hole earlier...The fol-

However, consecutive 74s on the week-
end led to a eighth-place finish...Started his year by
making a late run at the Mitsubishi Electric Champi-
onship at Hualalai, shooting an 8-under-par 64 to tie
Perry for the event’s low round. Sunday effort came
up one stroke shy of a berth in the playoff between
David Frost and eventual-winner John Cook. At one
point in his final round, made nine birdies in an 11-
hole stretch, including five straight...Finished T2 in
his next outing at the Allianz Championship. Put
together three consecutive rounds in the 60s and
battled Tom Pernice, Jr., and eventual-winner Rocco
Mediate throughout the final round before falling two
strokes shy...Had another runner-up finish in March
when he was one-stroke shy of Michael Allen at the
Mississippi Gulf Resort Classic. Was one of four
players tied for the lead after 36 holes and was tied
with Allen late in his final round, but a costly bogey
on the 16th hole ended his chances when his sec-
ond shot plugged in a bunker leaving him with vir-
tualy no third shot on the par-4 hole that eventually
led to his bogey...One of just two players with three
straight rounds in the 60s at North Shore CC and
was T3 at the inaugural Encompass Championship.

John Cook sank a 12-foot birdie putt on the second playoff hole to defeat David
Frost and win the Mitsubishi Electric Championship at Hualalai for the second
time in the last three years. Cook played all 54 holes in regulation without a bo-
gey. It was Cook’s second playoff win on the Champions Tour. His other came
in 2011 when he beat Jay Don Blake to win the Outback Steakhouse Pro-Am.
Bernhard Langer made a late final-round run, shooting an 8-under-par 64, but
fell one shot shy of the playoff.

The victory was the ninth Champions Tour title for John Cook, a player who also
won 11 times on the PGA TOUR.

John Cook became the third player to play all three rounds bogey-free at the
Mitsubishi Electric Championship at Hualalai, joining D.A. Weibring (2006, tied
for third) and Corey Pavin (2011, finished sixth). He was also the 12th player to
play bogey-free and win an event.

John Cook is the sixth player to post multiple wins in this tournament. The

score included a stretch of 11 holes midway through his round where he made
nine birdies, including five in a row. Langer finished third overall, one stroke shy
of the playoff, while Perry tied for fifth.

In his 400th Champions Tour start, Hale Irwin tied for ninth at the Mitsubishi
Electric Championship, increasing his record total of top-10 finishes on the
Champions Tour to 209.

Steve Elkington tied for ninth in his Champions Tour debut.

John Cook, David Frost, Bernhard Langer, Fred Couples and Kirk Triplett
all posted three rounds in the 60s.

Rocco Mediate’s final-round 71 was good enough for a win in his Champions
Tour debut. Mediate started Sunday with a three-stroke lead but found himself
tied with Tom Pernice, Jr., after 14 holes and Bernhard Langer lurking only
one stroke back. The tournament swung in Mediate’s favor at the par-4 17th
when Pernice could not get up and down from a greenside bunker, missing an
8-foot par putt. Langer meanwhile, three-putted from 35 feet for bogey. With a
one-stroke lead, Mediate avoided tree trouble in the 18th fairway, and after his
second shot ran just through the back of the green on the par-5, he pitched to
within 2 feet of the hole and tapped in for victory.

At 50 years, 1 month, 24 days, Rocco Mediate became the Allianz Champi-
onship’s youngest winner, surpassing Tom Lehman (51 years, 11 months, 6
days) in 2011.

Rocco Mediate also became the third player in the last five years to make the
Allianz Championship his first Champions Tour win. Both Mike Goodes (2009)
and Corey Pavin (2012) won their only Champions Tour titles at this tournament.

Rocco Mediate became the 16th player in Champions Tour history and first
since Tom Pernice, Jr., at the 2009 SAS Championship (3 years, 4 months, 14
days), to win in his Champions Tour debut.

Rocco Mediate set a new 18- and 36-hole tournament record in Saturday’s sec-
ond round. His 11-under-par 61 broke Craig Stadler’s 18-hole record (63 in the
first round in 2007), and his 36-hole total of 16-under-par 128 erased the old

mark of 13-under-par 131 set in 2010 by Tommy Armour lll and Scott Simp-
son.

Bobby Wadkins made the second hole-in-one of his Champions Tour career
when he aced No. 8 with a 6-iron from 164 yards in the second round. It was
the fourth in this event and third on No. 8.

Bart Bryant, playing with his brother Brad Bryant for the first time since the
second round of the PGA TOUR’s FUNAI Classic at Walt Disney World Resort
in 2005 (7 years, 3 months, 18 days), shot 5-under 67 in his debut round on the
Champions Tour and went on to tie for 33rd. Taiwan’s Chie-Hsaing Lin also
made his Champions Tour debut and tied for 75th.

Defending champion Corey Pavin made 17 birdies and tied for fourth. As a re-
sult, the Moabery Family Foundation contributed $17,000 to the nonprofit Boca
Raton Champions Golf Charities ($1,000 per birdie). Tom Lehman, sponsored
by Allianz, also made 17 birdies during the week. As a result of Lehman’s 17
birdies, $17,000 went to the South Florida chapter of Junior Achievement and
the Southeast Florida Chapter of the Alzheimer’s Association.

Bernhard Langer, Corey Pavin and Mark O’Meara all posted three rounds in
the 60s. In 2012, there were no players with three straight scores in the 60s and,
in 2011, only champion Tom Lehman recorded three straight sub-70 rounds.

John Cook tied for ninth. Cook has shot under par in each of the 18 rounds he’s
played at The Old Course at Broken Sound during his Champions Tour career.

Bernhard Langer’'s scrambling bogey 5 at the par-4 15th hole helped to pre-
serve a one-stroke victory over Jay Don Blake. After Langer saved a bogey at
No. 15, he then made three routine pars coming home to win for the second time
in three years in Naples. Langer was seemingly in full control early in the final
round after making two birdies in his first three holes to open up a four-stroke
cushion. However, Langer’s double-bogey at the fourth hole and subsequent
back-to-back bogeys at Nos. 9-10 dropped him into a three-way tie for the lead.
Blake temporarily moved in front after a birdie at the par-5 13th hole, but he
played his final five holes in 1-over, missing a par putt from 3 feet at No. 16,
that ultimately left him one stroke short. Langer regrouped with birdies at the
13th and 14th, but it was his bogey save at the par-4 15th that proved to be the
difference. After hitting his approach shot with a wedge from the middle of the
fairway into the water, Langer took a penalty drop, rifled a lob wedge to within 5
feet from the flag and converted the putt. Blake could apply no more pressure to
Langer, and when his 19-foot birdie putt grazed the last hole, it allowed Langer
to two-putt from 50 feet for the par and victory.

Bernhard Langer’s second win in three years (2011), allowed him to become
the sixth player in the 26-year history of the event to win this event twice. Lee
Trevino (1990-91), Mike Hill (1993-94), Hale Irwin (1997 and 2002), Gil Mor-
gan (1998 and 2001), and Loren Roberts (2006 and 2009) are the others.

Bernhard Langer became the third player to win The ACE Group Classic in
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wire-to-wire fashion, joining Lee Trevino (1990) and Allen Doyle (1999).

Bernhard Langer's final-round 72 matched the highest Sunday score by a win-
ner in tournament history (Craig Stadler in 2004). His 62 in the opening round
was the best start by a winner in The ACE Group Classic history.

Bernhard Langer’s first-round, three-stroke advantage was the largest opening-
round margin since Dale Douglass led after the first round in 1991 by a record
four strokes.

Since winning the 2012 Boeing Classic, Jay Don Blake has finished second
twice, and both times he’s been a runner-up to Bernhard Langer.

In his first appearance on the Champions Tour in more than a year (2011 AT&T
Championship), Scott Hoch tied for 20th. Hoch had been struggling with hand
and wrist issues that kept him out of action throughout the 2012 season.

Defending champion Kenny Perry tied for 10th, thanks to a final-round 69.
Tuesday following the tournament, Perry underwent left knee surgery for a torn
meniscus.

Champions Tour pros, caddies, volunteers, spectators and staff accepted a
friendly challenge to track the miles walked during the week of The ACE Group
Classic. The NCH Healthcare System Foundation received a $10,000 donation
from The ACE Group Classic for its winning efforts.

David Frost shook off some early jitters and then won going away. Frost com-
pleted the wire-to-wire victory with a final-round 65. Despite briefly being tied
for the lead with Fred Couples after a bogey at the opening hole, Frost rallied
quickly, making four birdies over his next five holes to earn a four-stroke advan-
tage heading to the seventh tee. Couples managed to pull within one stroke of
Frost after making birdie at No. 10, but that would be as close as he would get as
Frost pulled away with birdies on four of the last five holes, including a 45-footer
from the front of the 17th green. Frost’s closing birdie on the final hole allowed
him to tie Jay Haas’ tournament record score of 19-under 194 set in 2007. He
also matched the largest winning margin in Toshiba Classic history, five strokes
by Hale Irwin in 2002.

David Frost's Toshiba Classic win was his second Champions Tour title in his
last six starts, dating to his triumph at the 2012 AT&T Championship. Frost also
won the MCB Tour Championship in Mauritius on the European Senior Tour in
December of 2012.

David Frost became the sixth different international player to win the Toshiba
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Classic, joining Jose Maria Canizares (2001), Rodger Davis (2003), Bernhard
Langer (2008), Eduardo Romero (2009) and Nick Price (2011).

David Frost became just the second wire-to-wire winner in tournament history,
joining Nick Price (2011).

Craig Stadler aced the 13th hole with a 6-iron from 171 yards for just the third
hole-in-one in Toshiba Classic history. It was the first ace at Newport Beach
Country Club since 2006, and the second made at No. 13 (Sammy Rachels/first
round in 2002).

Canadian Jim Rutledge carded his career-low round on the Champions Tour,
and his bogey-free, 9-under 62 matched the best final-round score in tourna-
ment history. Both Hale Irwin (1998) and Tom Watson (2010) shot 62s Sunday
at Newport Beach Country Club.

Defending champion Loren Roberts tied for 39th in 2013, and his final-round,
1-over 72 snapped his streak of sub-par scores at Newport Beach Country Club
at 12 consecutive.

One year after having his bid for victory stifled when Fred Couples birdied the
54th hole, Michael Allen made sure he didn’t suffer the same fate two years in
a row. Closing with a final-round, 5-under-par 67, he finished one stroke better
than Bernhard Langer at Fallen Oak. Leading by one shot heading to No. 18,
Allen missed a 4-foot putt for par to temporarily drop back into a tie for the lead
with Langer, who was two holes behind. Moments after Allen’s miss, Langer bo-
geyed No. 16 after his second shot plugged in the bunker. Langer was unable
to recover from that error, giving Allen the title.

With his victory, Michael Allen won his fourth Champions Tour title, his third
within a 12-month period. It was his 63rd Champions Tour start.

With his tie for sixth, David Frost posted his eighth consecutive top-10 finish,
dating to 2012. During the stretch he won twice and earned $1,008,000, an
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average of $126,000 per start.

Defending champion Fred Couples tied for 12th after a closing-round, 2-over
74.

Former PGA TOUR winners Brian Henninger (tied for 44th) and John Inman
(tied for 48th) made their Champions Tour debuts.

The most-difficult hole was the par-4 second, with an average score of 4.278.
There were just 17 birdies on the hole over the three rounds, including seven
Sunday. The easiest was the par-5 sixth, with an average of 4.614.

Corey Pavin made six consecutive birdies to start his second round for the sec-
ond best streak on the Champions Tour in 2013.

Weather: Friday: The tournament start was delayed for four hours as a front moved through the area, producing a steady
rain in the morning and eventually, cooler temperatures in the afternoon. Play started at 3 p.m. after the course absorbed
0.4 inches of rain, and lift, clean and place conditions were utilized. Temperature at the start of the day was in the low-70s,
but at the time of the suspension it had fallen into the mid-40s. The first round was suspended for the day due to darkness

at 8:05 p.m., with 57 players left to complete their opening rounds. Saturday: The opening round of the tournament
restarted at 8 a.m., under sunny skies. with temperatures in the high-30s. Players completed the round at 10:15 a.m.
Highs during the afternoon were in the mid-60s. Wind from the NNW at 10-15 mph. Sunday: Sunny, with highs in the

upper-60s and NE wind at 10-15 mph.

Bernhard Langer used a clutch chip-in birdie on the 10th hole and two more
birdies on the final three holes to ease past Tom Lehman (his partner at the fol-
lowing week’s Liberty Mutual Insurance Legends of Golf) and Tom Pernice, Jr.,
to win the inaugural Greater Gwinnett Championship by three strokes at TPC
Sugarloaf. It was Langer’s son, Jason, who figured in the morning that his father
would need 67 to win. Despite breezy conditions, that’s exactly the score Langer
shot. The World Golf Hall of Famer took the lead with three straight birdies (Nos.
3-5) on the front nine and shook off a three-putt bogey at the par-4 seventh. Per-
nice appeared as if he might stage a late rally when he holed an 8-iron second
shot from 157 yards for an eagle at the par-4 15th hole to close to within two of
Langer’s lead.

Bernhard Langer won for the second time in his last four starts on the Champi-
ons Tour (The ACE Group Classic), becoming the first two-time winner in 2013.
His win also marked the fifth time in his six full seasons on the Champions Tour
that he’s claimed multiple titles.

Tournament Results

Bernhard Langer claimed his fourth career title in Georgia (1985 and 1993 Mas-
ters Tournament and the 2009 Liberty Mutual Legends of Golf with Tom Lehman
as his partner). Bernhard Langer’'s 73 in the opening round was the highest
start by a winner on the Champions Tour since Russ Cochran opened with 73
and still won the 2010 Posco E&C Songdo Championship in South Korea.

Two former winners of the PGA TOUR’s BellSouth Classic finished among the
top 10 in the inaugural Greater Gwinnett Championship. Mark Calcavecchia,
a winner at Atlanta Country Club in 1995, tied for fifth at TPC Sugarloaf, while
Wayne Levi, a two-time winner at Atlanta Country Club, in 1985 and 1990, tied
for seventh.

The field scoring average for the inaugural Greater Gwinnett Championship was
73.744, the highest for a non-major championship since the 2008 Ginn Cham-
pionship (74.280). Just 16 players broke par in the 54-hole tournament. Both
Bernhard Langer and Jeff Sluman shot 66 Saturday, the lowest rounds of the
tournament.

Brad Faxon and Jeff Sluman fired a final-round, 7-under-par 65 to post a
one-stroke victory over the teams of Fred Funk/Mike Goodes and Kenny
Perry/Gene Sauers. The leaderboard changed several times during the final
round but Faxon and Sluman prevailed with their bogey-free final round. Their
decisive birdie came at No. 14 when Sluman made an eight-foot putt. Sluman
had been a two-time runner-up previously when he teamed with Craig Stadler
in 2008 and 2009. They lost in a two-hole playoff with Bernhard Langer and
Tom Lehman in 2009. Sluman and Faxon also tied for third in 2012.

Brad Faxon and Jeff Sluman each won $230,000 with the victory as well as
230 points in the season-long Charles Schwab Cup race. The pair also earned a
two-year exemption to the season-opening event in Hawaii, the Mitsubishi Elec-
tric Championship at Hualalai.

With his winner’s check for $230,000, Jeff Sluman surpassed the $25-million
mark in career earnings in combined PGA TOUR and Champions Tour events
($25,080,658).

Savannah native Gene Sauers tied for second with his partner, Kenny Perry.
Sauers was an alternate at the start of the week and was slated to play in the

Raphael Division with lan Baker-Finch, but when officials disqualified Russ
Cochran for missing his pro-am time, Sauers slid over to play with Perry. The
result was a check for Perry and Sauers of $123,000 apiece.

With Jay Don Blake and Roger Chapman tying for 16th, it marked the fifth con-
secutive year the second-round leaders have failed to go on to win the event.
The last team to lead after two rounds and win the event was Andy North and
Tom Watson in 2008.

Joe Daley made the third Champions Tour hole-in-one of the year and the 10th
in tournament history, when he aced No. 8 from 178 yards with a 7-iron in Sun-
day'’s final round. The ace was Daley’s first since turning 50.

Esteban Toledo, who was a late addition to the field when Nick Price withdrew,
picked up $57,125 by teaming with Mark O’Meara.

It turned out to be a great week for Bart Bryant. The three-time PGA TOUR
winner wasn’t even entered in the field when the week began. His partner, lan
Baker-Finch, was originally slated to play with Eduardo Romero, but Romero
withdrew due to illness. Gene Sauers became his replacement, but when an
opening occurred in the Legends Division (Russ Cochran was disqualified),
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Sauers moved over to team with Kenny Perry. Jim Rutledge became Baker-
Finch’s third partner, but John Huston’s withdrawal also earned Rutledge a spot
in the Legends Division, with Gary Hallberg. Contacted Thursday afternoon,
Bryant drove from his home in Orlando and arrived late that evening having
never seen the golf course. After sitting through the start of the Legends Division
and the possibility of another withdrawal, which would have moved him to the

Legends Division, Bryant finally joined Baker-Finch at the start of the Raphael
Division. Baker-Finch rolled in a 10-foot birdie putt on the third extra hole to give
the pair the title in the 36-hole Raphael Division over Blaine McCallister and
Keith Fergus. The teams finished at 14-under 130 and matched birdies on the
first two extra holes before Baker-Finch made his putt for the win. Baker-Finch
and Bryant each won $60,000.

On Cinco de Mayo, Mexico’s Esteban Toledo two-putted for a par from 12 feet
on No. 17, the third playoff hole, and then watched Mike Goodes miss a 6-foot
par putt to hand him his first career Champions Tour title. Gene Sauers, the third
member of the playoff and the 36-hole tournament leader, appeared headed to
victory until making a triple bogey-8 at the par-5 15th hole, the easiest on the
course. He hit his tee shot out of bounds and then three-putted. He was elim-
inated on the second playoff hole after hitting his 8-iron second shot into the
water at No. 18. Toledo started the final round seven strokes behind Sauers,
and he eventually shot 67, equaling the best Sunday round.

Esteban Toledo claimed his first Champions Tour victory in his ninth career
start. He joined Rocco Mediate as a first-time winner and second rookie to win
on the 2013 Champions Tour.

Esteban Toledo became the first player from Mexico to win on the Champions
Tour.

Esteban Toledo became the first Q-school graduate to win on the Champions
Tour since Eduardo Romero won the 2006 JELD-WEN Tradition in Oregon.
Toledo finished seventh at the 2012 Champions Tour’s National Qualifying Tour-
nament.

Esteban Toledo matched the largest come-from-behind win in Insperity Cham-
pionship history, coming from seven strokes back to equal what Larry Nelson
did when he won the inaugural event in 2004.

Only seven players broke par in the tournament, the fewest in a 54-hole event

since only five players finished below par at the 2007 Outback Steakhouse Pro-
Am.

The 2013 playoff was only the second in tournament history and the first since
2004 when Larry Nelson beat Hale Irwin with a birdie on the first extra hole at
Augusta Pines.

The field average for the 2013 Insperity Championship was 74.643, easily the
highest ever for this event. The previous highest-scoring average at The Wood-
lands Country Club was 72.554 in 2009 when the course ranked as the ninth
hardest of 26 events.

Tom Kite made his first career Champions Tour ace when he made a hole-in-
one in the opening round, holing his tee shot from 194 yards with a 7-iron on the
par-3 16th hole. Kite had played 17,674 official holes on the Champions Tour
before his ace. He made two aces during his PGA TOUR career.

Dave Stockton, Johnny Miller and Tony Jacklin teamed to shoot 11-under
and win the second annual 3M Oil & Gas Greats of Golf Competition following
the second round. The defending champions, Arnold Palmer, Jack Nicklaus
and Gary Player finished second, four strokes back.

Bryan Naugle, the executive director of the Insperity Championship, was the
recipient of the 2013 Dave Marr Award, awarded annually to honor individuals
who exemplify sportsmanship, honesty, character, integrity and a passion for the
game of golf.

Kohki Idoki’s first trip to the United States will always be a memorable one. A
long-time player on the Japan Golf Tour, Idoki surprised a star-studded field with
a two-stroke victory over Jay Haas and Kenny Perry at the 74th Senior PGA
Championship. Perry started the day with a two-stroke advantage over Haas
and looked to be in control with birdies on three of his first five holes. But he
failed to make another birdie until the final hole when the contest had already
been decided. Idoki started five strokes back but played a bogey-free final round,
taking the lead for good when he made a 15-foot downhill birdie putt at No. 17.

Kohki Idoki, who resides in Osaka, became the first Asian player to win a
Champions Tour major championship, and he earned a full one-year exemp-
tion (through May 26, 2014) on Tour as well as a five-year exemption into the
season-opening Mitsubishi Electric Championship at Hualalai.

With his victory, Kohki Idoki joined 23 previous players who won the Senior
PGA Championship in their first attempts. Since the start of the Champions
Tour in 1980, that group includes, Arnold Palmer (1980), Miller Barber (1981),
Gary Player (1986), Tom Wargo (1993), Hale Irwin (1996), Allen Doyle (1999),
Doug Tewell (2000), Fuzzy Zoeller (2002), Mike Reid (2005), Denis Watson
(2007) and Michael Allen (2009).

Kohki Idoki became the second consecutive first-time and rookie winner on the
Champions Tour, following Esteban Toledo’s victory at the Insperity Champi-
onship. In addition, rookie Rocco Mediate was a first-time winner earlier this
year at the Allianz Championship.

Tournament Results

Kohki Idoki became the second player from Japan to win a Champions Tour
event, joining World Golf Hall of Famer Isao Aoki. Aoki is a nine-time Champi-
ons Tour winner.

Bernhard Langer rebounded from a disastrous opening-round, 8-over 79
Thursday. He followed with three consecutive rounds of 67 and played bogey-
free golf over his final 55 holes.

Jim Rutledge shot a final-round, 7-under-par 64, the low round of the week. He
tied for sixth, matching his best finish at the time, on the Champions Tour (also
tied for sixth at the 2011 Allianz Championship).

Jeff Coston (Blaine, Wash.) and Mark Mielke (East Norwich, N.Y.) shared hon-
ors as the low club professionals in the field. Each finished with 72-hole scores
of even-par 284 and tied for 28th.

None of the players in the field posted four straight sub-par rounds.

The overall scoring average for the event was 72.80, and the most-difficult hole
was the par-3 sixth, with an average score of 3.486. The par-5 fourth hole was
the easiest, at 4.686.

Three Japanese players finished the tournament with the fewest putts, includ-
ing 2013 champion Kohki Idoki. The others were Joe Ozaki and Kazuhiro
Takami. They all had 108 putts for the week.

Russ Cochran outlasted Jay Don Blake for his fourth career victory on the
Champions Tour despite a three-putt bogey at No. 16 that originally seemed
to damage his chances for victory. Cochran’s bogey dropped him into a tie with
Blake, and he made a clutch two-putt par from 50 feet at the par-3 17th to remain
tied. But as Cochran was walking up to the 18th green, Blake three-putted from
50 feet at No. 17 and suddenly Cochran had the lead for good. After Cochran
made par to finish his round, he then watched as Blake’s birdie bid from 8 feet
to tie at the final hole slid just right of the cup. Midway through the final round,
Blake appeared to be riding the momentum after making six birdies in a nine-
hole stretch to briefly seize the lead from Cochran. However, Cochran birdied
the par-5 13th hole from 12 feet to move back into a tie with Blake. Blake’s un-
doing down the stretch was his inability to birdie either of the par-5s on the back
nine, missing a 2-footer on the 13th hole and then failing to get up and down
from the greenside bunker for birdie at No. 15.

Russ Cochran won The Principal Charity Classic in his fourth appearance.
Cochran’s previous-best performance in the Principal event was a tie for fifth
in 2010.

Russ Cochran’s 11-under-par 205 total was the highest-winning score at The
Principal Charity Classic since Mark McNulty won the 2009 event in a playoff
after shooting 10-under 203 at Glen Oaks Country Club.

Russ Cochran’s opening-round 71 was the highest start by a winner in tour-
nament history. He became the first player to shoot any round in the 70s and
win The Principal Charity Classic since Jay Haas in 2008. He was also just the
fourth winner ever to do that (D.A. Weibring in 2004 and Tom Jenkins in 2005).

Tournament Results

After his victory, Russ Cochran announced he was donating five special-needs
bicycles to Variety - The Children’s Charity from his winnings. Each of the bikes
costs between $1,500-$3,000.

Defending champion Jay Haas carded a final-round 68 but tied for seventh in
his bid to win a fourth Principal Charity Classic title. It marked the first time Haas
recorded a top-10 finish in Des Moines and didn’t win the tournament.

Former European Ryder Cup captain and 1991 Masters champion lan Woos-
nam recorded his career-best finish in a Champions Tour stroke-play event when
he tied for seventh in Des Moines. Woosnam teamed with Sandy Lyle to tie for
third at the 2008 Liberty Mutual Legends of Golf, a two-man, better-ball event.
His previous-best at stroke-play was a tie for eighth at the 2010 Senior Open
Championship.

Doug Garwood’s first Champions Tour start was productive. A veteran of the
Web.com Tour, with 95 appearances on the circuit, Garwood turned 50 on March
31 and open-qualified for the tournament before tying for seventh and earning
$45,281.

The par-72 Wakonda Club played to a field average of 72.577 in its first year as
the venue for The Principal Charity Classic. It was the highest scoring average
in a Principal Charity Classic since 2004 when the par-71 Glen Oaks Country
Club course in West Des Moines played to a stroke average of 72.797. Players
made 12 eagles and 707 birdies. In 2012, at Glen Oaks, there were 19 eagles
made and 790 birdies.

David Frost edged Fred Couples by one stroke for his first senior major cham-
pionship, capturing the Regions Tradition at Shoal Creek after both players
carded 68s in the final round. Down the stretch, both Frost and Couples matched
birdies at the 16th hole to separate themselves from the rest of the field. Frost
maintained his one-stroke advantage when Couples hit an indifferent pitch for a
third shot on the par-5 17th hole and then missed his 30-foot birdie putt. On the
par-4 18th, Frost rifled an 8-iron shot over the top of the flag to within 10 feet of
the hole. But Couples followed by hitting his approach 12 feet away. Couples’
birdie bid to tie slid by the cup on the left side, allowing Frost to two-putt for the
victory.

David Frost's previous-best Champions Tour major championship finish was a
three-way playoff loss to Tom Lehman at the 2010 Senior PGA Championship,
a playoff which also included Fred Couples.

David Frost's Regions Tradition victory was his second Champions Tour title in
seven starts (Toshiba Classic), and he joined Bernhard Langer as the second
player with multiple wins in 2013.

Bernhard Langer’s 9-under-par, final-round 63 included 10 birdies and was not
only the best round posted at the Regions Tradition since the event relocated to
Shoal Creek in 2011 but also matched Gary Player’'s course record set in the

second round of the 1984 PGA Championship.

Peter Senior tied for 12th, and his check for $44,733 moved him ahead of Joey
Sindelar with the most career money won on the Champions Tour without a
win. Senior had earned $3,784,986 at this point, while Sindelar was second,
with $3,777,748, in career money without a title.

South African David Frost became the fourth international player to win the Re-
gions Tradition, joining Australia’s Graham Marsh (1999), Argentina’s Eduardo
Romero (2006) and Zimbabwe’s Mark McNulty (2007).

David Frost won the Regions Tradition in his fourth appearance. His previous-
best finish in this event was 11th in 2011.

Tom Lehman fell short in his quest for a third straight Regions Tradition title,
tying for 23rd.

Michael Allen, with his tie for fifth, became the only player to post top-10 fin-
ishes in each of the three Regions Traditions that have been played at Shoal
Creek. Allen was fourth in 2011 and tied for ninth in 2012.

For the second straight year, a player made 23 birdies in the event. In 2013, it
was winner David Frost. In 2012, Brad Bryant had 23 birdies.

Weather: Friday: Mostly cloudy, with highs in the mid-80s and wind in the morning from the SW at 5-15 mph. A
thunderstorm moved into the area, and officials suspended play from 12:22-3:50 p.m. After the round resumed, the

temperatures dropped into the mid-70s and wind blew briefly at 15-25 mph. Officials eventually suspended play for the
day at 8:21 p.m. due to darkness, with 23 players left to finish their opening rounds. Saturday: The first round resumed
at 7:30 a.m. and was completed at 8:54 a.m. Early morning showers gave way to mostly cloudy weather, with occasional
sun breaks during the afternoon hours. Highs were in the mid-80s, with WSW wind at 5-15 mph. Sunday: A mix of sun
and clouds, with highs in the mid-80s. SSW Wind at 10-20 mph.

Craig Stadler made a 12-foot, par-saving putt on the last hole to avoid a playoff
with Fred Couples and win the inaugural Encompass Championship just north
of Chicago. After making four birdies in his first six holes to open a five-stroke
lead, Stadler began to waver down the stretch, and bogeys at the 12th and 14th
holes reduced his lead to a stroke. However, Couples bogeyed the last hole
from the middle of the 18th fairway, hitting his second shot into the bunker right
of the green. But Stadler bogeyed the 15th hole just moments later, failing to get
up and down from the greenside bunker. After two-putting from 35 feet for a par
at the 211-yard, par-3 17th hole to preserve his one-stroke advantage, Stadler
ripped a drive down the middle of the 18th fairway. With Couples posted at 12-
under and waiting to see if there would be a playoff, Stadler pushed his second
shot into the same bunker at No. 18 that got Couples’ ball earlier in the day. Af-
ter an indifferent bunker shot, Stadler then holed a curling left-to-right breaking
putt for victory. It marked the first time since David Frost's win at the Toshiba
Classic in March that a Saturday leader went on to claim a 54-hole Champions
Tour event.

Craig Stadler won his ninth career title on the Champions Tour and ended a
victory drought of 8 years, 8 months, 28 days, breaking the Champions Tour’s
all-time mark for longest time between victories. (J.C. Snead previously held the
record of 6 years, 11 months, 7 days (1995 Ford Senior Players Championship-
2002 Greater Baltimore Classic).

Craig Stadler’s win came in his 171st Champions Tour start since his last victory
at the 2004 SAS Championship.

Craig Stadler became the 21st winner over age 60 in Champions Tour history.
He became the first to win since Bob Gilder won the 2011 Principal Charity

Tournament Results

Classic.

Craig Stadler won an inaugural event for the second time in his Champions
Tour career. He also won the first playing of The First Tee Open at Pebble
Beach (2004).

Fred Couples’ final-round 66 was the best Sunday score, and he had finished
among the top-four in five of his last six starts. He was a runner-up at Toshiba
Classic, Regions Tradition and the Encompass Championship.

John Riegger and Jeff Brehaut both made their Champions Tour debuts at the
Encompass Championship. Riegger tied for 26th at North Shore Country Club,
while Brehaut tied for 59th in Glenview. Both players became eligible on June
13 when they turned 50. Brehaut earned the No. 2 spot at the 2012 National
Qualifying Tournament, while Riegger secured the fifth spot.

In his first Champions Tour start since withdrawing from the Dick’s Sporting
Goods Open in August of 2012, World Golf Hall of Fame member Nick Price
tied for 76th. Price had been rehabbing from recent elbow issues and made just
eight starts in 2012.

Five players shared the first-round lead at the Encompass Championship with
67 (5-under), the most players tied for a first-round lead in a Champions Tour
event since Friday at the 2010 AT&T Championship when five players were tied
at 6-under 65.

Steve Pate and his amateur partner, Lee Tenzer ran away with the pro-am por-
tion of the tournament. The pair had a 36-hole total of 25-under-par 119 in the
better-ball format and finished five shots better than three other teams.

Kenny Perry was rock solid down the stretch, making birdie on two of his final
three holes to pull away from Fred Couples and Duffy Waldorf and win the
2013 Constellation SENIOR PLAYERS Championship. Perry’s victory avenged
his final-round collapse at the Senior PGA Championship a little more than a
month earlier. He started the final round two strokes back but, after making
birdies at Nos. 2, 4 and 7, he took the lead for good at No. 15 when Couples
three-putted from eight feet for bogey and Waldorf made bogey after a wayward
second shot and a poor chip. Perry then added a tap-in birdie at No. 16 and
made a five-foot birdie at the par-3 17th to distance himself from both Couples
and Waldorf. Overall, Perry played the final 37 holes of the championship with-
out a bogey and in a cumulative 14-under par.

Kenny Perry claimed his first major title on the Champions Tour in his 10th
appearance in a senior major and became the 28th different winner of the Con-
stellation SENIOR PLAYERS Championship.

Kenny Perry earned an exemption into the 2014 THE PLAYERS Championship
on the PGA TOUR at TPC Sawgrass in Ponte Vedra Beach, Fla.

Kenny Perry’s 19-under 261 total tied Jack Nicklaus’ numerical mark of 261
(27-under), set in 1990 at Dearborn Country Club in Michigan.

Kenny Perry became the first player to win the Constellation SENIOR PLAYERS
with an opening-round above par (1-over 71). His final 54-hole total of 20-under
190 (63-63-64) set an all-time record for lowest consecutive three-round score,
besting Jack Nicklaus’ mark of 19-under 197 (65-68-64) set in 1990 at par-72
Dearborn Country Club. Perry’s final-round 64 also matched the lowest Sunday
score by a winner (Jack Nicklaus, 1990, Dearborn Country Club and Jay Haas,
2009, Baltimore Country Club).

Tournament Results

Fred Couples’ runner-up performance marked the first time since 2008 that a
player finished second in three straight starts. Couples was second at both the
Regions Tradition and Encompass Championship. In 2008, Brad Bryant posted
three consecutive runner-up finishes.

World Golf Hall of Fame member Colin Montgomerie tied for ninth in his Cham-
pions Tour debut, carding a final-round 65 at Fox Chapel.

Duffy Waldorf's 6-under 29 on the front side at Fox Chapel in the final round
was the best nine-hole score of the tournament. Waldorf was the only player
to finish among the top 10 in the first three majors in 2013. He tied for sixth at
the Senior PGA Championship, tied for fifth at the Regions Tradition and tied for
second at the Constellation SENIOR PLAYERS.

Sixty-one year-old Morris Hatalsky recorded a second consecutive top-10 fin-
ish in a major championship. After tying for eighth at the Regions Tradition,
Hatalsky tied for sixth at the Constellation SENIOR PLAYERS Championship.
It was the first time since 2002 he had a pair of top-10s in majors in the same
season.

Kenny Perry went out in 5-under-par 30 and never looked back, overcoming a
two-stroke deficit at the start of the day, by posting a 63 to cruise to a five-stroke
victory over Fred Funk at the U.S. Senior Open. The win was Perry’s fourth
career victory on the Champions Tour, and he claimed a second consecutive
senior major championship in his 11th career start. Perry’s 63 in the final round
matched Allen Doyle’s final-round score in 2005 as the lowest by a winner in
U.S. Senior Open annals. His 72-hole total of 13-under 267 matched Hale Ir-
win’s number at the 2000 U.S. Senior Open as the lowest four-round score in
the history of the championship.

Coupled with his victory at the Constellation SENIOR PLAYERS Championship
two weeks earlier at Fox Chapel Golf Club near Pittsburgh, Kenny Perry be-
came the second player in the last four years on the Champions Tour to win
consecutive majors. Bernhard Langer achieved the feat in 2010.

Kenny Perry’s victory marked the third time in the last four years that a player
has claimed multiple majors in a Champions Tour season. Bernhard Langer
won The Senior Open Championship and the U.S. Senior Open in 2010. Roger
Chapman won both the Senior PGA Championship and U.S. Senior Open in
2012.

Kenny Perry became the third player to win the Constellation SENIOR PLAY-
ERS and the U.S. Senior Open in the same year, joining Gary Player (1987)
and Orville Moody (1989).

Kenny Perry became the first player since Michael Allen to record consecutive
wins on the Champions Tour. Allen won the 2012 Encompass Insurance Pro-
Am of Tampa Bay and then teamed with David Frost to win the Liberty Mutual

Legends of Golf the next week.

Kenny Perry became the third multiple Champions Tour winner in 2013. Bern-
hard Langer was the first multiple champion, claiming The ACE Group Classic
and Greater Gwinnett Championship. David Frost won the Toshiba Classic and
the Regions Tradition.

Kenny Perry’s win earned him an exemption into the 2015 U.S. Open scheduled
for Pinehurst's No. 2 Course. He is also exempt into the U.S. Senior Open for
life.

Fred Funk finished second in the U.S. Senior Open for the second consecutive
year.

Steve Elkington’s final-round 65 moved him up into a tie for sixth, his top Cham-
pions Tour effort in his rookie season.

Duffy Waldorf posted a tie for ninth at the U.S. Senior Open. He is the only
player to record top-10 finishes in each of the Champions Tour’s first four majors
in the 2013 season. Waldorf tied for sixth at the Senior PGA Championship, tied
for fifth at the Regions Tradition and tied for second at the Constellation SENIOR
PLAYERS Championship.

Corey Pavin (five consecutive birdies in the final round, Nos. 7-11) and South
African Chris Williams (five consecutive birdies in the third round on Nos. 1-5)
matched the best birdie streak in event history. Prior to the 2013 championship,
six other players had made five consecutive birdies during a round at the U.S.
Senior Open.

In the first Monday finish in Senior Open Championship history, Mark Wiebe
won an improbable playoff with Bernhard Langer at Royal Birkdale for the first
major title of his career. Wiebe’s two-putt par from the front of the 18th green,
the fifth playoff hole, was good enough to win after Langer missed his par effort
from 12 feet after chipping from just short of the green. Wiebe appeared as if
he would be the runner-up but Langer’'s double bogey on the final hole of reg-
ulation Sunday allowed him to get into the overtime session. In near darkness
later that night, both players halved two extra holes with pars and resumed the
playoff Monday morning. After making pars on the third extra hole, both Langer
and Wiebe failed to get up and down from the greenside bunker and halved the
fourth extra hole with a bogey.

Mark Wiebe won his fourth overall title on the Champions Tour and first since the
2011 Greater Hickory Classic at Rock Barn. It was his first major championship
in 31 career appearances in majors on the Champions Tour.

Prior to this win, Mark Wiebe’s highest finish in a senior major championship
was a tie for third at the 2009 Constellation SENIOR PLAYERS Championship.

Prior to this win, Mark Wiebe had not registered a top-10 finish in 2013, suffer-
ing through elbow and back injuries for most of the year. His previous-best effort
in 14 starts in 2013 was a tie for 14th at The ACE Group Classic.

With his win, Mark Wiebe earned a trip to the 143rd Open Championship at

Royal Liverpool Golf Club in July 2014.

The playoff was the 10th in the 27-year history of the Senior Open Championship
and third on the 2013 Champions. The five-hole playoff between Bernhard
Langer and Mark Wiebe was also the longest in Senior Open Championship
annals.

Mark Wiebe’s four-stroke comeback Sunday was the biggest come-from-behind
victory in Senior Open Championship history, surpassing Tom Watson'’s three-
stroke comeback in 2003 at Turnberry.

The Monday finish was the first in a Senior Open Championship and the first on
the Champions Tour since the 2005 Bayer Advantage Classic near Kansas City.

Corey Pavin’s final-round, 5-under 65 equaled the low round of the champi-
onship and moved him into a tie for third. It was Pavin’s third top-three finish in
four years in the Senior Open Championship. He tied for third in 2011 and was
second in 2010.

Defending champion Fred Couples tied for 21st at the Senior Open Champi-
onship.

World Golf Hall of Fame member Colin Montgomerie, a winner of 31 European
Tour events, tied for 21st in his first Senior Open Championship.

Tom Pernice, Jr., birdied his final two holes to hold off final-round charges by
Corey Pavin and Jeff Sluman. Pernice drained a 45-foot putt on No. 17 to
grab a share of the lead and then two-putted from 8 feet for a birdie on the final
hole. Jeff Sluman put pressure on the leaders all day, posting his 10-under 62
more than an hour before the leaders finished. After starting the day with seven
straight birdies and birdies on nine of his first 10 holes, Sluman shot his low
round on the Champions Tour, and it matched his low round on the PGA TOUR,
as well. Playing one group in front of Pernice, Pavin made a birdie at 18 to match
Sluman and Pernice at 16-under, but minutes later Pernice earned the win with
his second straight birdie.

This was Tom Pernice, Jr.’s second victory on the Champions Tour and his first
since the 2009 SAS Championship in Cary, N.C. The win came in his 51st start
since that victory in North Carolina, his first start on the Champions Tour.

One of the big keys for Tom Pernice, Jr., was his play on the par-5 holes at TPC
Twin Cities. Pernice made birdies on 10 of the 12 par-5s.

Tom Pernice, Jr., became the fifth player to win this tournament in his first ap-

pearance. He joined Vicente Fernandez (1996), Bruce Lietzke (2001), David
Edwards (2006) and David Frost (2010).

Jeff Sluman’s seven consecutive birdies to start the final round were the most
in succession since Joe Ozaki tied a Champions Tour mark with eight straight
at the 2006 Ford Senior Players Championship (second round). The last time a
player made seven birdies to start a round was at the 2002 Senior PGA Cham-
pionship when Seiji Ebihara started his final round with seven in a row.

Kenny Perry fell short in his bid for a third consecutive Champions Tour win,
tying for seventh.

Craig Stadler rebounded from a tie-for-53rd position after the opening round to
tie for seventh. He posted rounds of 66 and 65 on the weekend.

In the 10th Annual Greats of Golf Challenge, Team Majors shot a 16-under-par
56 to claim the Miller Barber Cup by two strokes over Team USA and Team
LPGA. Team Majors was captained by Don January and included Lee Trevino,
David Graham and Fuzzy Zoeller.

Bart Bryant’s Sunday score was 10 strokes worse than his Saturday score but
it was good enough to allow him to win his first Champions Tour title and, in
the process, become the Champions Tour’s 1,000th winner. Bryant equalled the
course record of 10-under 62 Saturday to earn a four-stroke lead heading into
the final round. But his advantage dwindled to a single shot over Russ Cochran
after Cochran birdied the par-4 16th hole. Cochran pulled his approach shot on
the final hole and missed an 8-foot putt for par. The bogey allowed Bryant to
play the final hole with a two-stroke lead. Despite a three-putt bogey from 30
feet, Bryant won by a stroke over Cochran and Corey Pavin.

Bart Bryant became the 1,000th champion in the history of the Champions Tour
and the 190th different player to win a tournament. Don January, the winner
of the first official Champions Tour event in 1980, was on hand to present the
trophy to Bryant.

Bart Bryant's victory, coupled with older brother Brad Bryant’s four career
Champions Tour titles, made them the third set of brothers to claim Champi-
ons Tour victories. Dave Hill (six) and Mike Hill (18) and Lanny Wadkins (one)
and Bobby Wadkins (four) were the others.

Bart Bryant is the fifth player in Dick’s Sporting Goods Open history to make
this event his first win and third consecutive. The others are 2007 winner R.W.
Eaks, 2009 champion Lonnie Nielsen, 2011 winner John Huston and 2012
titliest Willie Wood.

Bart Bryant became the fourth 2013 rookie to win on the Champions Tour, join-
ing Rocco Mediate (Allianz Championship), Esteban Toledo (Insperity Cham-
pionship) and Kohki Idoki (Senior PGA Championship).

Tournament Results

Bart Bryant's even-par 72 Sunday was the highest final-round score by a winner
in Dick’s Sporting Goods Open history. None of the other six past champions
had posted a final round higher than 69 (Eduardo Romero shot 69 in 2008).

Bart Bryant's second-round 62 tied the 18-hole tournament record at En-Joie,
originally set in the second round of the 2007 event by R.W. Eaks.

Rick Fehr’s five straight birdies (Nos. 4-8) on the front nine during the second
round matched the Dick’s Sporting Goods tournament record and was the sev-
enth time it's happened in event history. Prior to Fehr’s birdie run, John Cook
was the last player to have five straight birdies at En-Joie Golf Course (first round
of 2012).

With his performance at the Dick’s Sporting Goods Open, Corey Pavin finished
among the top-three in his last four Champions Tour events. Pavin’s 69 in the
final round was his eighth consecutive sub-70 score.

Russ Cochran (tied for second with Corey Pavin) has finished second in each
of his last two appearances at the Dick’s Sporting Goods Open. Cochran was a
runner-up to John Huston in 2011 at En-Joie. He didn’t play in the 2012 event
at Endicott due to injury.

Both John Cook and Chien Soon Lu carded 7-under 65s for the best final
rounds. Lu jumped 11 places into solo sixth, while Cook moved up 16 places
into a tie for seventh.

Officials disqualified Mark Mouland after he signed an incorrect scorecard in
the final round.

John Riegger birdied three of his last four holes to outdistance John Cook
by two strokes and win the 2013 Boeing Classic. Needing just two putts from
20 feet on the final hole to avoid a playoff with Cook, Riegger finished in style,
sinking the birdie putt at No. 18. Cook briefly tied Riegger for the lead with
his 15-foot birdie at the 16th hole, but Riegger regained the advantage for good
when he two-putted for birdie at the par-5 15th and then followed with another
birdie at No. 16.

John Riegger won his first Champions Tour event in his fifth official start and
became the fifth rookie and fifth first-time winner on the circuit this year, equaling
the Champions Tour record for most rookies to triumph in a season (five in 1989,
1999 and 2007).

John Riegger is the first player to make the Boeing Classic his first career vic-
tory on the Champions Tour.

John Riegger is the second Q-school graduate to win on the 2013 Champions
Tour, joining Esteban Toledo (Insperity Championship).

John Riegger’s check for $300,000 was his largest career payday, and it vaulted
him to 31st on the season money list at the time.

Tournament Results

Hometown hero and World Golf Hall of Fame member Fred Couples fired a
final-round 66, his lowest round at TPC Snoqualmie, to finish third, his best per-
formance in this event.

John Cook’s runner-up performance surpassed his third-place effort in 2008 as
his best finish in this tournament. It was Cook’s best showing on the Champions
Tour since his season-opening victory at the Mitsubishi Electric Championship
at Hualalai.

Bobby Clampett's tie for fourth matched his best career Champions Tour per-
formance. Clampett also tied for fourth at the 2012 Insperity Championship and
the 2010 SAS Championship.

The winner of the Boeing Classic has come from the final grouping in five of the
last six years. The only time it didn’t happen during that stretch was in 2012,
when Jay Don Blake was in the second-to-last grouping and won in a playoff.

Kenny Perry made the only eagle of the week at the driveable par-4 14th hole.
It kept alive a streak of nine straight years that at least one eagle has been made
on the hole known as Bear’s Canyon. Overall, players made only 17 eagles, the
fewest in a Boeing Classic since players made just 12 in 2007.

After rounds of 63-64 to open the inaugural Shaw Charity Classic, Rocco Me-
diate closed with a 7-under-par 64 for an impressive seven-stroke victory at the
Canyon Meadows G&CC in Calgary. It was Mediate’s second win of the year
following victory at the Allianz Championship, his first start on the Champions
Tour. Tom Byrum, who open-qualified earlier in the week, finished second. Me-
diate was the third rookie winner in a row on the Champions Tour, following Bart
Bryant (Dick’s Sporting Goods Open) and John Riegger (Boeing Classic). He
became the fourth multiple winner in 2013, joining Bernhard Langer, David
Frost and Kenny Perry.

Rocco Mediate’s 36-hole score of 15-under-par 127 was the lowest first 36-hole
total on the 2013 Champions Tour.

Rocco Mediate’s 54-hole winning total of 191 (22-under) matched the lowest
three-round score in Champions Tour history. He was 18-under par on the back
nine for his three rounds.

Players broke the course record at Canyon Meadows Golf and Country Club
four times during the week. The original mark was 66 which J.K. Kim broke with
a 65 in the qualifier. Four players shot 64s Friday before Rocco Mediate sur-
passed that score later that day with a 63. Mike Goodes matched Mediate’s 63
in the second round before Bill Glasson broke the record when he closed with
a 9-under-par 62 Sunday. Glasson’s round included nine birdies, and it helped
him tie for 10th.

Sixty-eight-year-old Hale Irwin bettered his age by four strokes when he posted

Jay Don Blake tied a Champions Tour record when he made three eagles in
the second round of the Shaw Charity Classic, becoming the seventh player to
accomplish the feat and the first since Tom Kite did so in the second round
of the 2011 Greater Hickory Classic at Rock Barn. Four players—Rocco Medi-
ate, Esteban Toledo, Jay Don Blake and John Riegger—made two eagles in a
round during the week. Two players—Gene Jones and David Eger—-made aces
at Canyon Meadows.

The Shaw Charity Classic marked the sixth tournament won by a rookie in 2013.

By virtue of his top-10 finish (solo second), Tom Byrum earned a berth in the
following week’s Montreal Championship. Byrum'’s finish was his best Champi-
ons Tour result and his best showing in a Tour event since he finished second at
the PGA TOUR'’s Michelob Championship in 1999, losing in a playoff with Notah
Begay Il

Bobby Clampett led all players with 20 birdies for the week and eventually tied
for fifth.

There were 1,000 birdies during the event, the fourth most in a 54-hole Cham-
pions Tour event.

Duffy Waldorf turned in his third straight top-five finish when he tied for third.
He had also tied for fourth at the Dick’s Sporting Goods Open and the Boeing

Esteban Toledo chipped in from 35 feet on the third extra hole to defeat Kenny
Perry and win for the second time in 2013. Toledo started the day four strokes
behind 36-hole leader Bernhard Langer and just one behind Perry. However,
Langer saw his two-stroke lead disappear with a double bogey at No. 4 and
watched his chances slip away with another double at No. 16. Perry appeared
in command, with a two-stroke edge late in the round, but a birdie by Toledo at
No. 16 pulled him within one of Perry. However, Perry missed a four-foot putt
for par at No. 17 to drop back into a tie where it remained at the conclusion of
regulation. After Perry and Toledo made two pars at No. 18, Toledo ended it
with his chip-in at No. 10, the third extra hole.

Esteban Toledo’s victory was the seventh by a rookie in 2013. He joined Rocco
Mediate with a pair of “rookie” victories.

Esteban Toledo’s win was also the fourth consecutive event won by a rookie,
joining Bart Bryant, John Riegger and Rocco Mediate. It marked the first time
since 1980 that rookie winners won in succession.

The Montreal Championship win marked the second time in 2013 that Esteban
Toledo won a playoff on the third extra hole. Earlier in the year, he claimed his
first career win on the Champions Tour when he outlasted Mike Goodes and
Gene Sauers to win the Insperity Championship.

Tournament Results

The Montreal Championship playoff was the fourth on the Champions Tour in
2013 and first since Mark Wiebe defeated Bernhard Langer in a Monday finish
at the Senior Open Championship.

It marked the fourth consecutive year in Montreal Championship history that the
36-hole leader has had sole possession of the lead and not gone on to win.

Duffy Waldorf finished third, giving him four top-five finishes in his last four
starts. At the Dick’s Sporting Goods Open he tied for fourth. He also tied for
fourth at the Boeing Classic and tied for third at the Shaw Charity Classic. During
this four-tournament stretch Waldorf was a combined 42-under-par and earned
$419,857 ($104,964 per start).

Toledo’s 54-hole score of 5-under-par 211 was the highest winning score in a
three-round event since Jerry Pate posted a similar score at the 2008 Turtle Bay
Championship in Hawaii.

After rounds of 73-72 the first two days, Ken Green fired a final-round 80 but
still posted a respectable tie for 58th. It was his best showing since losing the
lower part of his right leg in an accident in 2009.

Rod Spittle turned in the best finish by the three Canadian players in the field.
Spittle tied for ninth, his second top-10 finish in Montreal (2011, tied for seventh).
Jim Rutledge tied for 73rd, while Marc Girouard was 78th.

Mark Wiebe holed an 8-foot birdie putt on the 18th hole of regulation to get into
a playoff with Corey Pavin. He then eventually defeated him with a 20-foot par-
saving putt on the second extra hole. On the second playoff hole, it appeared
that Pavin was in better position to win after chipping his third shot to within 10
feet of the flag. Wiebe putted from the fringe for his third shot, but when he failed
to get his ball over the ridge in the sloping 18th green, it eventually rolled back to
20 feet. However, Wiebe holed his putt and then watched Pavin come up short
on his bid to continue the playoff.

Mark Wiebe won his fifth career Champions Tour title, becoming a multiple win-
ner for the first time in his professional career. Earlier in the season, Wiebe won
The Senior Open Championship.

Mark Wiebe became the sixth player with a pair of titles on the 2013 Champi-
ons Tour, joining Bernhard Langer, David Frost, Kenny Perry, Rocco Mediate
and Esteban Toledo.

For the first time since the 1985 Anheuser-Busch Golf Classic, Mark Wiebe had
his wife, Cathy, in attendance for the victory.

Mark Wiebe became the fourth wire-to-wire winner in 2013, joining Bernhard
Langer (The ACE Group Classic), David Frost (Toshiba Classic) and Rocco
Mediate (Shaw Charity Classic).

was tied for the lead after 11 holes Sunday, but he played his final seven holes in
2-over par to drop into a tie for sixth in his Champions Tour debut. After making
just one bogey in his first 48 holes, Singh made two bogeys and a double bogey
over his last six holes at Kapolei Golf Club.

Corey Pavin’s final-round 69 was his 11th consecutive round in the 60s on the
2013 Champions Tour, a streak that started with a 69 Saturday of The Senior
Open Championship at Royal Birkdale. The playoff loss was his third consec-
utive runner-up effort and fifth straight tournament where he’s finished either
second or third. The playoff loss was also Pavin’s sixth consecutive top-10 per-
formance.

Champions Tour rookie Brian Henninger recorded his first top-10 finish on the
Champions Tour, a tie for sixth at Kapolei Golf Club. Prior to this event, Hen-
ninger’s best effort in 11 previous appearances was a 14th-place performance
at the Boeing Classic.

The par-72 Kapolei Golf Club played to a stroke average of 72.149 for the week
week compared to 71.516 in 2012.

Bruce Summerhays, a three-time winner on the Champions Tour, finished 80th
in his first appearance on the circuit since he last played at the 2010 Principal
Charity Classic. The 69-year-old Summerhays had been serving as an LDS
mission president in Tampa, Fla., for the previous three years.

Steady proved best Sunday for Kirk Triplett at the Nature Valley First Tee Open
at Pebble Beach. Starting the day three strokes behind 36-hole leader Tom
Lehman, Triplett played bogey-free in the final round and took full advantage as
other contenders fell by the wayside at Pebble Beach Golf Links. Triplett posted
three birdies on his front nine to move into contention and avoided missteps on
the back nine for the win and successful defense of his 2012 title.

Kirk Triplett successfully defended the Nature Valley First Tee Open title he won
at Pebble Beach in 2012, thanks in large part to his stellar play on the par-5s.
Triplett birdied seven of the eight par-5s at Pebble Beach and was a combined
9-under-par on those holes during the week. He joined Jeff Sluman as the
only two players to post multiple wins in this tournament. Triplett also joined
Craig Stadler (2004) as the only players to win the tournament as well as the
Pro-Junior competition.

Michelle Xie from The First Tee of Silicon Valley and Palo Alto, Calif., teamed
with Triplett to win the pro-junior portion of the Nature Valley First Tee Open
at Pebble Beach. Xie and Triplett finished two shots better than the teams of
Tom Lehman/Parker Hill and Jeff Sluman/Parker Reddig. Hill, who resides in
Maples Grove, Minn., represented The First Tee of Three Rivers Park District,
and Reddig represented The First Tee of St. Paul.

Doug Garwood, who open-qualified for the Nature Valley First Tee Open, tied
for second and earned a spot in the SAS Championship as a player not pre-

viously exempt into the field. This marked the fourth time Garwood had open
qualified in 2013.

Dan Forsman’s tie for second at the Nature Valley First Tee Open paid divi-
dends as it moved him from 35th on the money list to 28th. The finish eventually
propelled Forsman into the season-ending Charles Schwab Cup Championship.

Kirk Triplett was the only player in the 81-man field to post a bogey-free final
round.

Bernhard Langer tied the tournament 18-hole scoring record when he fired a
9-under-par 63 in the opening round at the Del Monte Golf Course.

Tony Johnstone, one of Nick Price’s International team’s assistant captains
at the 2013 Presidents Cup, made his first start in a 54-hole Champions Tour
event, finishing 79th.

Russ Cochran birdied the final four holes to win his second SAS Championship
in the last four years. Cochran trailed David Frost by as many as three shots
late in the round, but four consecutive birdies allowed him to overtake Frost for
the win. Playing one group in front of Frost, Cochran tied him with a birdie at
No. 17 and then claimed the title by draining an 8-footer on the final hole for his
second victory in 2013. Kirk Triplett birdied his final two holes to finish in third
place, one better than Gary Hallberg.

Russ Cochran became the first player to post multiple wins at the SAS Cham-
pionship. He also won at Prestonwood in 2010.

Russ Cochran was a combined 13-under par for the week on the back nine at
Prestonwood Country Club. His only bogey in the three rounds on the back nine
came at No. 13 Sunday.

With Russ Cochran’s four straight birdies to close his final round, it marked the
first time a player had made four consecutive birdies to win an event since Mark
Calcavecchia birdied the final three holes and then the first playoff hole to win
the 2011 Boeing Classic. Calcavecchia defeated Cochran in that playoff.

World Golf Hall of Fame member Nick Faldo, making his initial Champions Tour
start in the United States, withdrew after 12 holes with an elbow injury. He was
1-over-par at the time.

Larry Nelson’s first-round, 6-under-par 66 was special. It allowed Nelson to
match his age for the first time in his Champions Tour career.

Tournament Results

Cut: There was no cut; 79 of 81 players completed 54 holes.

Weather: Friday: Mostly cloudy, with a high of 67. Light wind. Saturday: Mostly cloudy, with occasional, light showers.
High of 66. Sunday: Mostly sunny, with a high of 67.

A final-round, 6-under-par 66 helped Gary Hallberg finish fourth. It was his best
finish since he was second to Fred Couples at the 2012 Senior Open Champi-
onship. It was also his first top-10 of the 2013 season.

After starting the week as the eighth alternate and getting into the field on Thurs-
day after a withdrawal, Anders Forsbrand took full advantage of his opportunity.
The native of Sweden tied for fifth, and by virtue of that finish he earned a berth
in the following week’s Greater Hickory Kia Classic at Rock Barn as a top-10
finisher not otherwise exempt. It was the second time he had done so. A month
earlier, he tied for fourth at the Montreal Championship to earn a spot at the
Pacific Links Hawaii Championship.

Joe Daley posted his first top-10 finish of the 2013 season when he tied for
eighth.

Bob Gilder and Larry Nelson each played in their 13th SAS Championship.
They are the only two players who have played in every event.

Jeff Sluman was disqualified prior to his second round Saturday for signing an
incorrect scorecard. After shooting a 4-under-par 68 Friday, Sluman discovered
Saturday morning that he had mistakenly used two different types of golf balls
during his first round. He informed Tour officials Saturday morning and was dis-
qualified. By rule, he would have had to add two penalty strokes to each hole
that he played a different ball, with a maximum of four penalty strokes.

Michael Allen’s two-putt birdie from 15 feet on the first playoff hole allowed him
to best Olin Browne in overtime for his second victory of the 2013 season. Allen
birdied two of the final three holes in regulation to move past a faltering Bern-
hard Langer and catch Browne. After both players returned to the par-5 18th
hole for the overtime session, Allen hit his second shot on the green, 12 feet
from the cup. Browne laid up with his second shot in the right rough but played
a lackluster pitch short. He then ran his first putt from 40 feet 10 feet past by
the hole, allowing Allen to two-putt for the victory. Langer, the 36-hole leader,
held a two-stroke lead after his birdie at No. 4 and stayed in contention until
three-putting the par-3 17th hole from 50 feet. The playoff between Allen and
Browne was the third in the 11-year history of the Greater Hickory Kia Classic at
Rock Barn.

Due to the extensive damage caused by torrential rain on July 27, the 2013
Greater Hickory Kia Classic used a modified course. The course was a combi-
nation of holes from the 36-hole venue and was named the Champions Course.
It was a par-70 versus the par-72 layout of the Jones Course that has been used
for the first 10 years.

Michael Allen won for the second time in 2013, his second consecutive year
with multiple Champions Tour titles. In March of 2013, he won the Mississippi
Gulf Resort Classic, and he became the eighth player in 2013 with a pair of titles.
It was his fifth career Champions Tour title in his 80th start.

Michael Allen was the ninth different winner in the 11-year history of the Greater
Hickory Kia Classic. In his only other appearance prior to this year at the Greater
Hickory Kia Classic, Allen tied for 16th in 2012.

Michael Allen’s 13-under-par 197 winning score was the highest score to par to
win the Greater Hickory Kia Classic since Craig Stadler claimed the inaugural
event in 2003 with a score of 13-under 203.

Olin Browne’s runner-up performance was his best Champions Tour effort since

winning the 2011 U.S. Senior Open at Inverness Club. Browne was making just
his 13th start of the season, having missed five months with an injury to his
back.

Bernhard Langer’s third-place finish was his eighth consecutive top-10 perfor-
mance, and his $115,200 check made him the first player on the Champions
Tour in 2013 with more than $2 million in season earnings ($2,066,895).

Bill Glasson posted his best round in a TOUR-sponsored event, and he equaled
the 18-hole tournament record when he carded a 9-under-par 61 in the final
round. Glasson’s round shot him up 54 places in the tournament standings into
a tie for ninth, the biggest move by a player in the field Sunday. Glasson’s round
equaled the 11-under 61s shot by R.W. Eaks (first round in 2008) and Gary
Hallberg (third round in 2010) on the Jones course as the best scores at Rock
Barn.

Bruce Vaughan, the medalist at the open qualifier for the Greater Hickory Kia
Classic, shot his career-low score on the Champions Tour, a bogey-free 8-under
62 in Saturday’s second round.

Sweden’s Anders Forsbrand registered a second consecutive top-10 finish
when he tied for sixth at Greater Hickory Kia Classic. At the previous week’s
SAS Championship, Forsbrand tied for fifth to earn a spot into the Greater Hick-
ory Kia Classic.

The overall stroke average to par on the reconfigured par-70 Champions Course
at Rock Barn was 69.805 compared to 72.008 when the course played to a par
72 in 2012 on the Jones Course. Overall, the par-4 first hole yielded only 16
birdies for the week and played as the most difficult (4.320).

Olin Browne made the most birdies by a player in the field (18).

Allen Doyle withdrew with a hand injury before the start of the second round.

Kenny Perry made two huge par saves on Nos. 17 and 18 and then birdied
the first playoff hole to defeat Bernhard Langer for his third win in 2013. Perry
made a 4-footer at No. 17 and then made a clutch 18-footer on No. 18 to finish
at 13-under. Playing one group behind, Langer birdied No. 17 to tie Perry, but
he failed to birdie the final hole to set up the playoff. After hitting his second shot
(8-iron from 176) on 18 in the playoff to 10 feet, Perry stepped up and sank the
putt for the win after Langer’s third shot from behind the green was well short of
the hole.

Kenny Perry’s win in San Antonio gave him three victories in 2013, the first
player to win three times since John Cook and Tom Lehman each had three
wins in 2011.

The victory earned Kenny Perry $285,000 and pushed him over the $2-million
mark, a first in his Champions Tour career.

For the second consecutive year, Bernhard Langer was defeated in a playoff.
David Frost birdied the second extra hole for the win over Langer in 2012.

Colin Montgomerie finished T3, his best finish in 10 starts on the Champions
Tour in 2013. He moved up to 47th on the final money list with $322,945.

There were no changes in the top 30 on the money list following the AT&T Cham-

pionship for the fourth straight year as all 30 held their spots to earn a berth in
the following week’s Charles Schwab Cup Championship.

Two players made their first starts on the Champions Tour at the AT&T Champi-
onship. Scott Dunlap, a veteran of the PGA TOUR and Web.com Tour, finished
T15, while Jose Coceres, a two-time winner on the PGA TOUR, was 80th.

Five players tied for the 36-hole lead, the most to share the lead after 36 holes
in a Champions Tour event since eight players were tied for the lead at the 2006
Ford Senior Players Championship.

Defending champion David Frost bounced back from a 5-over 77 in the opening
round to finish T22.

Mike Goodes matched his career-low round on the Champions Tour with a 9-
under-par 63 in the second round. Goodes also had a second-round 63 at the
2013 Shaw Charity Classic in Calgary.

Loren Roberts made an ace on No. 13 in Friday’s opening round, using a 6-iron
on the 174-yard hole. It was his 10th hole-in-one of his competitive career and
the eighth overall on the Champions Tour in 2013. Roberts’ ace was the 12th in
tournament history and the first at the TPC San Antonio.

Fred Couples closed with a 2-under-par 69, his fourth consecutive round in the
60s, to win the Charles Schwab Championship by six strokes. Mark O’Meara,
who started the final day five behind Couples, made a double bogey on the fi-
nal hole to drop from solo second place into a three-way tie for second with
Bernhard Langer and Peter Senior. The victory was Couples’ first 2013 win.

Fred Couples’ win was his first as a member of the World Golf Hall of Fame. He
joined Bernhard Langer (The ACE Group Classic and Greater Gwinnett Cham-
pionship) as the second member of the World Golf Hall of Fame to win on the
Champions Tour in 2013.

Fred Couples was the lone player in the field to post four consecutive rounds in
the 60s at TPC Harding Park.

Fred Couples was the 18th different winner on the Champions Tour in 2013
and the 17th different champion of the Charles Schwab Cup Championship in
the 24-year history of the event. He extended to four his streak of consecutive
years with at least one Champions Tour title.

Fred Couples’ six-stroke victory marked the eighth consecutive year that the
champion of the Charles Schwab Cup Championship has won by two or more
strokes. It's also the second year in succession that the winner has enjoyed a
six-stroke margin.

Peter Senior’s 8-under 63 in the first round matched his lowest round on the

Champions Tour (63 in the second round at the 2012 Senior PGA Champi-
onship).

With his tie for third, Bernhard Langer closed the year with 10 consecutive top-
10 finishes and 13 top-10 finishes in his last 14 starts. Langer claimed the Arnold
Palmer Award as the Champions Tour’s leading money-winner for the fifth time
in the last six years. He completed the year with $2,448,428 in earnings.

Of the seven rookies in the field, Rocco Mediate and Bart Bryant had the best
finishes. They both tied for fifth.

Fred Funk made an ace in the second round on No. 8 with a 4-iron from 204
yards. Funk now has two holes-in-one on the Champions Tour, with the other
coming at the 2010 3M Championship at TPC Twin Cities.

Kenny Perry captured the Charles Schwab Cup by a 412-point margin over
Bernhard Langer and was awarded the $1-million annuity. Langer earned
$500,000 for his runner-up showing, while Fred Couples ($300,000), David
Frost ($200,000) and Duffy Waldorf ($100,000) also won bonus money.

Players recorded eight eagles at the Charles Schwab Cup Championship.
Chevron donated $100,000 ($10,000 for every eagle made, plus $30,000 for the
final-round eagle by David Frost) through its Eagles For Education program.
Each eagle provides funding for 1,000 kids to participate in The First Tee of San
Francisco program for one year.

Neither rain, nor near-sleet, nor gloomy skies, could keep Wes Short, Jr.
(Austin, Texas) from his appointed final round. After a three-hour rain delay
at the start, Short battled through adverse weather conditions and then near
darkness late in the day to win the 2013 Champions Tour National Qualifying
Tournament at the par-71 Champions Course at TPC Scottsdale. With temper-
atures only reaching the low-60s, Short, the 36- and 54-hole leader, posted a
3-under 68 in a steady afternoon drizzle in Friday’s final round and his 72-hole
total of 20-under 264, tied an all-time Champions Tour record for a four-round
qualifier, originally set by Jeff Freeman at this same venue two years ago.

Short, Jr. easily outdistanced both Mike Reid (Westminister, Md.) and Cana-
dian Jim Rutledge (Victoria, B.C.) by five strokes, earning him $30,000 and
medalist honors by the largest margin in a National Qualifier since Bob Gilder
waltzed to a record seven-stroke victory in 2000 at Lake Buena Vista, Fla.

Short birdied three of his first four holes and never looked back, holing nine-foot
birdie putts at Nos. 1, 3, 4. He enjoyed as much as a six-stroke lead midway
through the front nine and then played the back nine in 1-under to coast to an
easy win. The 2005 Michelin Championship at Las Vegas champion on the PGA
TOUR, Short turned 50 on December 4, 2013, and will enjoy fully-exempt status
on the 2014 Champions Tour.

“I didn’t think we’d finish today even if we managed to get started which didn’t
look like it was going to happen early. It really helped me to get off to the start
that | did. It allowed me to play more conservative the rest of the way, especially
near the end,” Short said. “This was a rough year this year. | missed so much
competitive golf and really haven’t been in golf shape for about the last six years.
| really prepared hard for this Q-School and felt like my game was back in pretty
good shape when | got here this week. I'm now really looking forward to the
Champions Tour.”

Rutledge started the day outside the top 12 and was looking at having no ex-
empt status for 2014 before he teed off. However, after turning in 2-under 33,
the Canadian made four birdies on the back nine to shoot 65, equaling the low
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round of the day, and he quickly moved up the leaderboard into an eventual
T2, the fourth straight year he’s finished among the top eight at the National
Qualifier. Rutledge also finished T2 at TPC Scottsdale in 2011.

Reid, a two-time major championship winner on the Champions Tour, re-
gained fully-exempt status for the 2014 season after making just seven ap-
pearances in 2013 due to his limited status from the combined-career (PGA
TOUR/Champions Tour) money list. Reid strung together four straight rounds in
the 60s and was steady down the stretch in the final round, playing his last 15
holes bogey-free and in 3-under.

The last two fully-exempt spots, as well as several conditionally-exempt posi-
tions, were decided in playoffs following the completion of regulation play. Scott
Dunlap (Duluth, Ga.) and Jeff Hart (Solona Beach, Calif.) secured the fourth
and fifth positions after both made pars on the first playoff hole. Greg Bruckner
(Phoenix, Ariz.) earned the sixth position with a par on the third extra hole while
Willie Wood (Edmond, Okla.) secured the seventh spot after making a bogey
on the third playoff hole. Doug Garwood (Stevenson Ranch, Calif.), who three-
putted the final green on Friday to make bogey and drop back into the five-way
playoff, ended up eighth after hitting his drive out of bounds and making double-
bogey on the second playoff hole.

Several other conditional spots were decided on the first playoff hole when Mark
Mouland (Kenilworth, England) made a par for the ninth position, Ben Bates
(Pensacola, Fla.) made a bogey for the 10th spot and Jeff Coston (Blaine,
Wash.) got the 11th position after making a double-bogey when his drive landed
out of bounds. Anders Forsbrand (Ponte Vedra Beach, Fla.) did not participate
in the playoff as a result of a partial exemption in 2014 from finishing 44th on the
2013 money list.

The remaining players who finished among the top 30 at TPC Scottsdale will be
eligible to compete for spots in open qualifiers at all co-sponsored events on the
Champions Tour in 2014.
